“Men who get their periods are men. Men who get pregnant and give birth are men.”

At this point, it is safe to say that we are through the looking glass. The volume at which all things
“trans” and LGBTQ-et cetera in general is now trumpeted, complete with the breathless hysteria with
which the media shrieks about the rights of non-binary people of color to have sex changes on demand
paid for by someone else in a country that isn’t theirs, the “concentration camps” that don’t exist to
“torture” these trans people, the deeply disturbing assertions that young children be forcibly sterilized to
align with their “gender identity” on the one hand, while protesting the “forceful sterilization” of trans
people in order for them to change the sex on their birth certificates on the other... Well, it all seems
rather bewildering.

Did anyone expect, when we were hurtling toward Y2K and the late-Senator Ted Stevens’s pneumatic
tube-powered Information Super Highway that we would soon be discussing “trans women’s periods”
about hairy men in wigs in mainstream society with a straight face? That people of indeterminate
gender who pose spread-legged with splotches of blood on their pants-crotches and hashtag their
“activism” on social media would be heralded as the epitome of “stunning and brave?” That it would be
considered a human right for sex predators to declare themselves another gender in order to use the little
girls’ room? It’s at once farcical and tragic, as the Soviet general in The Camp of the Saints lamented
between sips of vodka: “We’re caught in the clutches of the great hermaphrodite, Zackaroff. We’re all
its serfs. And we can’t even cut off its balls!” Possibly, truer words have never been spoken.

In the wasteland of deepening darkness overcoming our civilization, the plagues of opioids and anti-
depressants, a steady diet of appointments with the local psychoanalyst, hormone blockers for
prepubescent children, demon-drag-queen story time and more untold horrors confront us as the forces
of disintegration eat the remnants of our civilization from the inside out. The smug and decadent
extensions of the ruling class in the media persistently focus not on the blanket censorship and the
personal and professional destruction of any dissidents who aren’t totally “with the program,” of which
they (the media) are willing and eager participants, but rather claim that said censorship is instead
reflective of a pervasive climate of fear surrounding the wholesale literal massacre of the LGBTQ
“community” by malevolent hate-mongers lurking around every corner. But is it, in fact, a “massacre?”

The homicide mortality rate for transgender persons in the United States is actually significantly
lower than the average person:

Kentucky State University associate professor Wilfred Reilly found that the 2017 homicide death rate for transgender people was
about 1.48 per 100,000, less than a third of the overall murder rate of about 5 per 100,000 and a fraction of the rate for men in
general (6.68) or black people (18.8)...His conclusions fly in the face of claims by the Human Rights Campaign, which called
transgender deaths “a national epidemic” in its 2019 report, as well as the American Medical Association’s June warning of an
“epidemic of violence” and approved policies to combat “fatal attacks against transgender people.” A Sept. 27 headline in The New
York Times similarly read: “18 Transgender Killings This Year Raise Fears of an ‘Epidemic.’”...For those who might accuse him



of cooking the books, Mr. Reilly pointed out that he based his conclusions on FBI figures; a 2016 study by the UCLA Williams
Institute, which found that 0.6% of the population identifies as transgender; and the Human Rights Campaign’s database of
transgender homicides...Far from rising, the transgender homicide rate has been notable for its stability. There were 21 such deaths

in 2015, 23 in 2016, 29 in 2017, 26 in 2018 and 22 in 2019 so far [December 8th, 2019], “and that’s with this very active LGBT
lobbying group trying to find as many as possible,” Mr. Reilly said.!

Yet it is treated as an “epidemic,” largely on the back of—surprise, surprise—media lies and
manipulation and systemic brain-washing. We see here how vital control of information and its
dissemination is to the ruling class. This is a full-on indoctrination campaign operating at all levels,
which extends to the very formation of the language we use to communicate our ideas.

To evoke George Orwell’s 1984 has become a bit of cliché, but for good reason. Not only did he
presage control over the construction of language to suit ideological purposes—a “real world” example
is the now-widespread acceptance and use of the term “partner” rather than husband, wife, boyfriend, or
girlfriend, which not only removes the sex of the so-called “partner” from the equation but also has a
connotation of a contractual rather than romantic relationship, such as a business partner—but he also
understood that limiting language in such a way as to prevent the expression and even formulation of
thoughts that might dispute the anti-reality mantras of the ruling class was essential for controlling and
conditioning the population.

The formation of words and the alteration of grammatical and stylistic conventions to suit the
prevailing orthodoxy is now rampant: consider the grammatically-incorrect “people of color” versus the
grammatically-correct “colored people,” or the Associated Press’s decision to capitalize the word
“Black” when used in the context of race and culture but not to do the same for “white,” signaling the
latter’s de-legitimization as a unique racial group with legitimate interests. “It seems like such a minor
change, black versus Black,” The New York Times’s national editor, Marc Lacey, said. “But for many
people the capitalization of that one letter is the difference between a color and a culture.”

“Not having a capital letter has felt disrespectful,” said David Lanham, director of communications
for the Brookings Institution’s Metropolitan Policy Program. “There is a shared cultural identity with
Black Americans and that goes through our shared experiences. That also goes to the lack of geographic
history as a result of slavery.” So not having a shared geographic space (aka a homeland, like Europe) is
what constitutes a legitimate race, then? I can see where Lanham probably got his talking points.

Now here’s where it gets downright genocidal: “White doesn’t represent a shared culture and history
in the way Black does, and also has long been capitalized by hate groups,” The New York Times said in
explaining its decision to go with the AP’s change. “We agree that white people’s skin color plays into
systemic inequalities and injustices, and we want our journalism to robustly explore these problems,”
John Daniszewski, the AP’s Vice President and Editor-at-Large for Standards, said in a memo to staff.
“Capitalizing the term white, as is done by white supremacists, risks subtly conveying legitimacy to
such beliefs.” CBS News said it would capitalize “white,” although not when referring to white
supremacists, white nationalists, or white privilege.

One change really does speak volumes. This cannot be viewed as anything but the next step in de-
humanizing whites in what will produce the most appalling levels of violence if the rhetoric continues
down this path. Similarly, the use of “community” as a legitimate expression is applied liberally in all
cases except in those that pertain to positive white or Christian identity, or to heterosexuality. Thus the
“diverse” but also somehow monolithic LGBTQ-et cetera “community.”

But is this a community? For starters, lesbians and gays generally do not get along: “trans” is
supposedly a gender incongruence and/or variance, not a sexuality (or is it?—we’ll come back to this);
and intersex, as opposed to transgender, is a condition whereby the individual in question has atypical
sex traits and/or reproductive anatomy. Nevertheless, whether they like it or not, intersex people have
been engulfed in the oppressive rainbow embrace, their identities weaponized for ideological means by



the pillar of the neo-liberal Establishment that is the transgender-industrial complex.

There are several “intersex advocacy organizations” supposedly representing these people’s interests.
One such organization is Organisation Intersex International (OII) Europe, which is funded by the
Astraea Lesbian Foundation for Justice, Dreilinden, the Sigrid Rausing Trust, and the European Union,
and has partnered with Heinrich Boll Stiftung. The intersex organizations are usually used as support for
the broader LGBTQ agenda.

In the summer of 2019, the United Nations Office of the High Commissioner for Human Rights
(OHCHR) hosted a meeting with NGO and business representatives at Deutsche Bank’s
PalaisPopulaire? for discussion on the working OHCHR publication “Engaging the Private Sector in
LGBTI issues: a guide for Human Rights Defenders.” OIl Europe staff attended the meeting,
“representing intersex perspectives.” Also in 2019, an international intersex activist meeting was held at
the Seta office in Helsinki, Finland.>

Transgender Europe (TGEU) is Co-Chaired by Tanja von Knorring (who, according to their website,
is also “Chairperson of Transgender political committee of Seta — LGBTI Finland, board member in
Trasek? and [an] array of other LGBTI associations”) and Tina Kolos Orban (Hungary, “active in the
LGBT movement since 2005 before the founding of Transvanilla Transgender Association in 2011...
Also served on the International Trans Fund’s Grant Making Panel for 2 years™). Other persons involved
with Transgender Europe include:

» Erika Castellanos, an HIV positive transgender activist from Belize residing in the Netherlands

* Jorge Maria Londofio, who Has been active in queer and LGBTQ-activism since 2013. Their value-based activism has been
shaped by anti-racist, post-colonial, and queer feminist approach to trans/queer activism. They were born in Colombia but are now
based in southern Sweden. Jorge Maria work[s] with youth and child rights and has a background as a Board Member of IGLYO
(2017-2019). They are currently chairing Youth Against Racism Sweden.

* Mimi Aum Neko: Active member of Acceptess-T and Strass (Sexworkers’ trade union), Mimi began her LGBTQI activism 12
years ago against the military coup d’Etat in Thailand. Threatened by the military regime, she sought asylum in France and started
to fight against transphobia, racism, HIV and stigmas, poverty and dictatorship for the rights of trans migrants and sex workers.

* Anwar Ogrm: An activist from France, combining different struggles, such as queer and trans rights, gender equality and anti-
racism. Back in Paris, Anwar was engaged in several grassroots organisations addressing racism as well as queerphobia from an
intersectional perspective. Advocacy work and empowerment for queer and trans Muslim people is one of his priorities.

* Miles Rutendo: Founder of Queerstion Media, Miles is a journalist and brings 10 years of experience within media &
communication, LGBTQ and migration activism. Miles has worked previously for RFSL as coordinator for a Global LGBT
Leadership training Rainbow Leaders as well as Editor for Soginews global LGBT news site. Miles wants to amplify the voices of
trans asylum seekers and refugees in Europe and intersectional perspectives.

If this seems a bit like everything but the kitchen sink, in many ways it is, but this is not just a bunch of
“kooky liberals”—it is systemic and it is by design, as we will see.

For example, the official position of the 150-plus-member-organization Transgender Europe,
according to their website, is that “the struggles for racial justice and trans liberation are interconnected”
and that “Black trans refugees and asylum seekers also face structural violence in heavily policed and
militarised areas such as border controls and migration offices.” Transgender Europe, in turn, is
supported financially by George Soros’s Open Society Foundations, the European Commission, the
Council of Europe, and the Government of the Netherlands, and has in the past received support from
the German Federal Foreign Office, the US State Department, the Austrian Agency for International
Cooperation in Education and Research (Osterreichischer Austauschdienst, or OeAD), the Arcus
Foundation, and Heinrich Boll Stiftung.

We see the misleading linkage of intersex with “trans” as well as sexuality (although the link between
trans and sexuality is a firm one) and the perpetual linkage of “youth” (which we will also see recur,
particularly as it pertains to “diversity,” “refugees,” and the like) with the International Lesbian, Gay,
Bisexual, Transgender, Queer, and Intersex Youth and Student Organization (IGLYO), which admits



that it is little more than a training camp for “activists”: “IGLYO is a youth development and leadership
organisation building LGBTQI youth activists, ensuring LGBTQI young people are present and heard
and making schools safe, inclusive and supportive of LGBTQI learners.” Further, directly from their
website:

With 90+ member organisations, situated in 40+ countries, the IGLYO network unites a great variety of individual and group
experiences. LGBTQI youth in the Council of Europe region hail from diverse ethnic, racial and religious backgrounds. IGLYO is
cognisant of the intertwined realities of racism, LGBTQI-phobia, sexism, classism, ableism and ageism that are part of the lived
experiences of LGBTQI-youth of colour. At the 2019 Annual Member’s Conference, IGLYO members unanimously voted to

constitute an Anti-Racism Task Force.” The amended 2020 Work Plan states that the Anti-Racism Task Force will: “... lead and
direct IGLYO’s intersectional methodology, and anti-racist and decolonial perspective.” In the spirit of the AMC’s decision, the
2019 IGLYO Board is honoured to facilitate the constitution of IGLYO’s first Anti-Racism Task Force...The 2020 IGLYO Board
extends a warm invitation to applicants to join the IGLYO Anti-Racism Task Force Member. Applicants must meet the following
criteria: Identify as LGBTQI+; Not be older than 30 years; Live in the Council of Europe region; Identify as Black, as a Person of
Colour, as Indigenous, as Roma, as a member of racialised groups/indigenous communities/minority faiths/ethnic minorities... The
IGLYO Anti-Racism Task Force represents an opportunity to shape the future of LGBTQI Youth activism in Europe and beyond.

Notice that European peoples will never be referred to as indigenous. These anti-reality and often
gaslighting constructs serve a clear ideological purpose and are central to the project.

Outside of Europe, in linking “de-colonialization” and “queerness,” many of these “activists” work to
conflate European colonialism with an artificial imposition of the notions of gender and sexuality.
Elizabeth Kerekere is one such figure in New Zealand who states that pre-colonial Maori were sexually
experimental people who openly accepted gender and sexual fluidity. Maybe they were or maybe it’s a
Margaret Mead-tier ideological position, but then again maybe not: New Zealand’s first transgender
mayor and Member of Parliament Georgina Beyer—part of the Wellington gay nightclub scene, initially
as a singer and drag queen performer, and later as a prostitute—has Maori ancestry.

In any case, for what is germane to the present argument is that “de-colonization” is employed not
just in nations constructed through European settler colonization, but in Europeans’ ancestral
homelands. To justify Third World displacement of indigenous Europeans, white Europeans have seen
their claims to their own homelands rendered illegitimate. The BBC claims in what is a frankly
genocidal assertion that “the Sami are the only indigenous people in the EU,” which frames Europeans
as colonists in their own homelands. Thus, “de-colonization” can only mean white eradication and
replacement since whites cannot in this ideological construction be indigenous to anywhere and are
themselves a constructed race. These are the stakes.

IGLYO, by the way, is funded by the Government of the Netherlands (the Dutch Ministry of
Education, Culture, and Science), the Council of Europe European Youth Foundation, and the European
Union, and has also received funding from UNESCO, which should communicate to the reader
precisely the aims of the ruling class.

A precursor to the IGLYO report “LGBTQI Inclusive Education” was presented at the European
Parliament in January 2018, with IGLYO receiving official feedback from the following governments:
Andorra, Austria, Belgium, Denmark, Estonia, Germany, Kosovo, Luxembourg, Malta, Montenegro, the
Netherlands, Norway, Portugal, Slovenia, Sweden, and the United Kingdom. The Parliamentary
Assembly of the Council of Europe called on Member States to “ensure access by LGBTI children to
quality education by promoting respect and inclusion of LGBTI persons and the dissemination of
objective information concerning sexual orientation and gender identity, and by introducing measures to
address homophobic and transphobic bullying.” Yeah, I’m sure the information will be objective!

These efforts are, quite literally, state sponsored, although, as we’ve already seen, support is by no
means limited to the state and various supra-governmental apparatuses with the NGOs, corporations,
and more. They are all essentially uniform in their support for this particular pre-packaged agenda,



sometimes referred to as “globalism,” anyway. Due to said uniform nature and shared interests and aims
externally—meaning there are internal disagreements about the allocation of power and there is at least
one major fault line factionalizing the push for domination—from a practical perspective, i.e. how these
disagreements affect the 99% of the planet’s population being treated as pawns, these disagreements
have little bearing on the overall thrust of the Establishment. Though it sounds ironic for self-styled
revolutionaries to be the Establishment, they are in fact part of the same power structure. I challenge
you to identify one single institution that they do not control. Furthermore, this “revolution” is being
carried out against nature, order, and the very fabric of reality, is degrading by every measure, and is
fundamentally anti-truth and anti-reality.

Beyond the usage of intersex people as pawns by the Establishment, intersex is used as a cudgel
against people who object to the un-coupling of biological sex and “gender” and thus represents a
manifestation of this “spectrum.” Intersex and transgender are not the same, however, as one is a
biological abnormality and the other a psychological one. This is obviously not to imply that there is
something inherently “wrong” with intersex people, but rather to simply state that a few biological
abnormalities do not undo the entire basis for what we know to be biological sex, nor does this negate
the sexual dimorphism of men and women.

Transgender people need psychological interventions, not medical ones: percentages of transgender
suicidality vary dramatically, from 18-45%, but even on the low end, that is astronomical. Most
estimates are north of 30%. A litany of studies agree on one thing, however: “Such high prevalence
rates of suicide ideation and attempts among transgender individuals seem closely tied to their gendered
experience.”® Furthermore, “This gender disorder does not seem to be associated with any molecular
mutations of some of the main genes involved in sexual differentiation.”” In other words, there is no
biological evidence that the “body is wrong” for transgenders, but rather, that it is a psychological
condition which surgery does not only not fix, but the evidence indicates that it exacerbates the
tendencies to self-harm. The people pushing this idea that transgenders are “born in the wrong body”
are lying for self-serving and deeply harmful reasons.

In many places, what I’ve already stated, despite its obvious factuality, is considered “hate speech”
and is punishable by law because we all know the more self-evidently true something is, the more it
needs to be accompanied by draconian punishments for anyone who questions it. When the law isn’t
called upon to suppress contradictory evidence, an army of professional “activists,” grievance-
mongering NGOs, corporations, academics, and media functionaries lie in wait for any excuse to swarm
Wrongthinkers.

eNeuro published a paper in December 2019 by University of Michigan neuroscientist Stephen Gliske
challenging the prevailing orthodoxy of transgenderism. Among his conclusions were that:

The experience of incongruence between one’s body and desired gender could be due to changes in an individual’s sense of gender,
rather than an individual having the brain sex of the desired gender...this paradigm shift—from fixed anatomical sizes to dynamic
activity in brain networks—means that there may be many more options to decrease the distress experienced with gender
dysphoria than we have ever realized.

But that would grind the sex change assembly line to halt, and that cannot happen.

In response to the publication of Gliske’s paper, Troy Roepke of Rutgers University immediately
started a petition on Change.org to have the paper retracted, alleging (as these types of whipped-up
screeds always do) that there were “numerous scientific and theoretical short-comings” without
identifying what, exactly, those were, and that “this is not merely an example of difference in scientific
opinion, but a direct attack on a vulnerable community.” How? It seems Gliske is the one being
attacked. What it is is an attack on the lucrative industries profiting from transgenderism and a
gaslighting operation driving the population mad with its contradictions and ever-accelerating nature.



Of particular issue, echoing Queen Gertrude from Hamlet (“The lady doth protest too much,

methinks”), is Roepke’s contention that (and pay close attention to the order the “awarenesses” are
listed):

None of the three reviewers were sufficiently socially-, politically-, or scientifically-aware of the true intent and meaning of the
clinical implications paragraph that was not only disregarding decades of research on the effectiveness of transitioning but actively
promoting “chemical conversion therapy.”

What is the whole process of “transitioning” but chemical conversion therapy?

Naturally eNeuro caved and retracted the paper on the back of these accusations and over 900
signatures of Roepke’s petition. Rather ironic when you consider that in 2018, the European Parliament
adopted a resolution where it condemned vis-a-vis Hungary “the attacks on free teaching and research,
in particular on gender studies.” It is as James Mason wrote:

It’s who you are and what you stand for, not what you do or how you do it. Mass graves are perfectly all-right as long as they are
filled with dead Europeans killed while defending their homeland. Horrible killing is okay as long as it is state sanctioned. Vile and
perverse videotapes are readily available and completely legal. But put "em all together—private enterprise style—and watch out!

Indeed, for Savitri Devi, “It is not violence, but honesty about violence, which rapidly decreases at the
end of the Dark Age.”

There are real concerns here, and “hate” has nothing to do with it, unless of course we’re talking
about the “hate speech” legislation being used to wipe out dissent or hating what’s being done to
psychologically vulnerable people and children. It should go without saying that children are off-limits,
but this perverse and disgusting agenda is zeroing-in on them as guinea pigs for hormonal and surgical
experimentation, and for ideological reasons. While the media insists that detaining any random person
who shows up in the West demanding entry (if the government even bothers to stop them anymore) is
“torture,” children who have just learned to talk are apparently able to determine their “gender identity”
and to consent to the introduction of puberty blockers which stunt growth and cause infertility, bone and
other health complications, and even death. As Corey Lynn reports:

There are over 25,000 adverse reports including 1,500 deaths on Lupron products for puberty blockers, endometriosis, and prostate
cancer. Manufactured by AbbVie, Lupron Depot-Ped is the number one prescribed puberty blocker, which is being used on

children for early stages of gender transitioning, despite never having been approved by the FDA for that purpose.8

If a female child “identifies” as a boy, she may be given so-called “puberty-blockers” to prevent her
from going through the natural human process of development. In some cases, she would then be given
testosterone in an attempt to make her “become” a male. Endocrinologist Michael Laidlaw states that:

An endocrinologist may be giving high levels of testosterone to a female to “transition” her. In this case, it’s being induced by the
medication...When you look at the dosing that they’re doing for females, for example, they give them a dose such that their
testosterone levels would be in the normal range for a male, but for a female it’s 10 to 40 times higher than normal. The rates for
estrogen given to males are similarly high and unhealthy. When people are given far more of the opposite sex hormone than their
bodies can handle, they are at increased risk for cardiovascular disease, cardiovascular death, deep vein thrombosis. They’ve
looked at adults taking these hormones and have seen already these cardiovascular risks. When these drugs are administered to

children, one would presume it’s the same or even worse, in the long run.?

Laidlaw warns of similar effects from “so-called puberty-blocking medication like Lupron...[which]
may be used for prostate cancer or have a use in females for endometriosis. They stop the pituitary
gland from functioning correctly.” The pituitary gland is sometimes called the “master gland” due to its
central importance in the secretion of a host of essential hormones. Why do you think endocrinologists
are so interested in studying “trans people,” especially children? They’re being used a guinea pigs!



By interfering with the natural processes of the pituitary gland in developing children, Lupron “blocks
development of their organs, and their growth is stunted. If it’s started in early puberty, these kids will
not develop mature sperm or eggs, they will be infertile. If they have gonads removed, they will be
sterilized.”!? Laidlaw also states that:

Under the Dutch protocol, as of Dutch law, these kids couldn’t take cross-sex hormones until they were 16. In the U.S., the age
was lowered to 12. I filed a Freedom of Information Act request and found that in [one] NIH study they actually recommended
kids as young as 8 years old getting on to these opposite-sex hormones. They’re going to end up with lower bone density, perhaps
stunted brain development. A lot of the brain impact is unknown. There seems to be some brain development that is sex hormone-

dependent. 11

There is actually quite a bit of evidence that is the case. First off, new research published in Biological
Psychiatry indicates that these hormonal treatments also alter brain chemistry, which is anecdotally
supported by anyone who’s ever taken exogenous hormones—or, indeed, can attest to endogenous
fluctuations. Researchers at the Medical University of Vienna, led by senior authors Dr. Siegfried
Kasper and Dr. Rupert Lanzenberger, show that administration of the male hormone testosterone in
female-to-male transgenders raises brain levels of SERT, the serotonin transporter. On the flip side,
male-to-female transsexuals who received a testosterone blocker and the female hormone estrogen
showed decreased levels of this protein. SERT plays an important role in regulating mood, and in the
treatment of mood and anxiety disorders, many common antidepressants called selective serotonin
reuptake inhibitors (SSRIs) bind directly to the serotonin transporter protein and inhibit recycling of the
neurotransmitter. “This study is the first to show changes in brain chemistry associated with the
hormonal treatments administered in the sex change process,” says Dr. John Krystal, editor of
Biological Psychiatry:

It provides new insight into the ways that the hormonal differences between men and women influence mood and the risk for mood
disorders. What we see is a real quantitative difference in brain structure after prolonged exposure to testosterone...In more
general terms, these findings may suggest that the genuine difference between the brains of women and men is substantially
attributable to the effects of circulating sex hormones. Moreover, the hormonal influence on human brain structure goes beyond

early developmental phases and is still present in adulthood.12

We would imagine, then, that altering hormonal levels in developing children and adolescents could
have profound and decidedly negative ramifications—or, instead of imagining, we can look at concrete
proof.

Published in the journal Frontiers in Human Neuroscience, a 2017 study looked at an 11-year-old boy
both before and after he was administered hormone suppressors to “transition,” the purpose being “to
review the effects of puberty suppression on the brain white matter during adolescence.” Upon being
given anti-puberty pharmaceuticals, the young boy’s intellectual performance began to decrease. The
scientists who evaluated the child reported that they observed “immaturity in [his] cognitive
development” as a result of taking the drugs. After 28 months, the child’s white matter was observed to
be “unchanged,” which the research team concluded “may be related to reduced serum testosterone
levels.” Additionally, the boy’s global IQ, or GIQ, was found to be:

...further slightly reduced during the follow-up with [hormone disruptor] treatment. In fact, the low average GIQ together with
impairment in the perceptual organization of intelligence and processing speed index presented even before treatment suggest that
any neurodevelopmental immaturity may have been potentiated by pubertal suppression... Some questions emerge from these
findings, especially regarding the influence of sex steroids on cognition during puberty. It is likely that the structural and

microstructural changes in the brain during adolescence...may interfere on the achievement of complete cognitive potential.13

As Peter Hayes comments:



Gonadotropin releasing hormone agonists (GnRHas) have been found to impair memory in adults, so the study by Wojniusz et al.
(2016) on the possible cognitive effects of these drugs on children treated for idiopathic central precocious puberty (CPP)
represents an important contribution to research in this area. Recent findings that GnRHas increase depression symptoms
(Macoveanu et al., 2016) and slow reaction time (Stenbak et al., 2016) in healthy women, and reduce long-term spatial memory in
sheep (Hough et al., 2017) underline the importance of the research that Wojniusz et al. (2016) have undertaken. However, their
reassuring statement in the abstract that girls undergoing GnRHa treatment for CPP and controls “showed very similar scores with
regard to cognitive performance” and their conclusion that “GnRHa treated girls do not differ in their cognitive functioning...from
the same age peers” (Wojniusz et al., 2016) may be overly optimistic...Girls treated for CPP with triptorelin acetate were tested
with the short form Wechsler Intelligence Scale for Children III. It was found that the girls had a mean IQ of 94, as against a mean
IQ of 102 for the matched control group (Wojniusz et al., 2016). These IQ estimations are presented as standardized IQ scores,

which places a girl scoring 102 at the s5th percentile, and a girl scoring of 94 at the 34th percentile. It is questionable whether

scores that indicate a percentile gap of this size can be described as “very similar.”...The contention that a decline only becomes
clinically interesting if it is of at least 1 standard deviation is unconvincing. Any findings which indicate that GnRHas cause a
decline, even a modest decline, in IQ are likely to be of considerable interest to patients and their parents. It is a factor that they
may well want to consider in deciding whether or not to take the drug. They may, for example, wish to consider the possible effect
of GnRHas on a child’s school and exam performance. In this respect it can be noted that 2 of the treated girls had been held back

a year at school. 14

A 2001 study in which 25 children treated for early puberty with triptorelin acetate were tested with the
short form Wechsler Intelligence Scale for Children (Mul et al., 2001). In this study, children took the
IQ test before treatment and again after two years of treatment. It was found that their 1Q dropped 7
points from 100 to 93. With 25 treated participants, this 7-point drop was significant.!°

Staphorsius et al. (2015) conducted a study in a gender dysphoric (GD) adolescent group under
hormonal suppression to investigate the impact of pubertal suppression on executive function (EF); they
compared GD adolescents under GnRHa treatment to GD adolescents undergoing physiological puberty
and compared them to male and female control groups using the Tower of London test. What they found
was a negative impact of pubertal suppression on EF.'®

Additionally, a global IQ decrease was reported in a longitudinal follow-up of girls with central
precocious puberty treated with GnRHa in Schuerger and Witt (1989).'” In an animal study with pre-
pubertal castrated sheep (Hough et al., 2016, 2017), researchers reported an impairment in long-term
spatial memory that was not reversed by subsequent hormone replacement treatment.'®® Finally,
another study correlated verbal skill impairment to pubertal suppression in a GD group (Costa et al.,
2015).20

To call this child abuse is the understatement of the century. There is nothing stunning and brave
about this; it’s sick, and people are profiting from it. Michael Laidlaw states that the puberty
blocker Lupron costs $775 a month alone; consider that “that’s a $27,000 ‘pause button’ at 5 years [of
age]...Multiply this together with the huge rise in cases documented or observed in Western nations and
a major windfall is to be had.” Now we’re starting to get to the heart of one of the major motivations:
profit. And, by the way, as we’ve just seen, Lupron is not a “pause” on puberty, but a significant harm-
inducer on otherwise healthy children.

Back in 2004, The Guardian (of all places) reported that a review of more than one hundred
international medical studies of post-operative transsexuals by the University of Birmingham’s
aggressive research intelligence facility (ARIF) found no evidence that gender reassignment surgery is
clinically effective, but that has been memory-holed:

[The Aggressive Research Intelligence Facility], which conducts reviews of health care treatments for the [National Health
Service], concludes that none of the studies provides conclusive evidence that gender reassignment is beneficial for patients. It

found that most research was poorly designed, which skewed the results in favor of physically changing sex.21

Not only that, but The Guardian also noted, “the results of many gender reassignment studies are



unsound because researchers lost track of more than half of the participants.”??

The exact rate of desistance (children “growing out” of their transgender feelings) varies by study, but
on average about 80% of so-called “trans kids” eventually identified as their “sex at birth.” As opposed
to being “born in the wrong body,” cross-sex stereotypical behavior is often predictive of later same-sex
attraction. In other words, most transgenders are simply homosexual.

Additionally, for many people classed as transgender, there is the uncomfortable fact that this is, in
fact, a kink for some adults, albeit an extreme one. These are called “autogynephiliacs,” men who are
sexually aroused at the thought of transforming into a more feminine form. This can range from
transvestitism to full-on “gender reassignment.” In addition to the multiple “genders” posited by
Magnus Hirschfeld, he also believed that there were five kinds of sexuality: homosexual, bisexual,
heterosexual, asexual, and automonosexual. For Hirschfeld, automonosexuals were men who derived
excitement at the thought or image of themselves as women; they “feel attracted not by the women
outside them, but by the woman inside them.” Indeed, there is an entire subset of modern pornography
under the umbrella “femdom” (female domination) that caters to these kinds of transformation or

feminization fantasies. Kink.com was one of the partners for the Transgender Law Center’s 10™
anniversary celebration in 2012. One of the major projects of modern psychology has been to “de-
pathologize” pedophilia alongside gender identity disorder/gender dysphoria. The consistent and
inescapable overlap of sexuality and “trans” has seriously disturbing ramifications. Once again, I must
state that this is no territory for children. Unfortunately, the ruling class does not see it that way.

Instead, the mainstream view is that of Elizabeth Warren, who made the insane pledge in her 2020
presidential bid that if elected she would allow a “transgender child” to pick her Secretary of Education
(“I’'m going to have a Secretary of Education that this young trans person interviews on my behalf”) or
that of transgender “activist” and tenured College of Charleston professor Veronica Ivy/Rachel
McKinnon,?> who stated in a YouTube video released on Mother’s Day 2017 that if children’s parents
won’t support their “gender identity”—calling it “abuse”—that “it’s okay to walk away ... and I want to
give you hope that you can find what we call your glitter family. Your queer family.”

The mainstream view is that of National Geographic magazine, which ran the single-issue “Gender
Revolution” in January 2017 in conjunction with a documentary film of the same name and produced a
discussion guide for teachers and parents, which uses the World Health Organization’s definition of and
support for transgenderism. The discussion guide refers to Jewish feminist Gloria Steinem and Jewish
COO of Facebook Sheryl Sandberg and asks: “How have Gloria Steinem and Sheryl Sandberg
contributed to our understanding of gender by the lives they have lived and the positions they have
taken?” I will be answering this question regarding Steinem later, but for addressing Sandberg, her
donations to the Anti-Defamation League, and her position as founder of LeanIn.org, which is dedicated
“to offering women the ongoing inspiration and support to help them achieve their goals,” and its
partnering with Salesforce, well...read on for that as well.

From the magazine’s Jewish editor-in-chief Susan Goldberg, this “gender revolution” is very positive.
In her piece “We are in the Midst of a Gender Revolution,” she writes:

The popular dating app Tinder announced it was expanding its options for gender identification to nearly 40 choices, following in
the footsteps of Facebook, which now has more than 50 gender options to choose among. Pew Research reports five federal
agencies are collecting data about gender identity...Now that we know XX and XY, and blue and pink, don’t tell the full story, it is
time to write a new chapter to ensure that we all can thrive in this world no matter what our gender—or decision to not identify a
gender...This is why we’re devoting the January issue of National Geographic magazine entirely to an exploration of gender
issues—in science, social systems, and civilizations—and why we decided to feature a transgender person for the first time on the
cover of our magazine: nine-year-old Avery Jackson.

The discussion guide, with no evidence, confidently states that, “Gender is a social construct, and



Western culture starts to impose its values before we are born, even in the way we decorate nurseries for
babies.”

The mainstream view is that of the Netflix show AJ and the Queen where a ten-year-old accompanies
RuPaul to various “performances” across the country (the child is apparently “trans” as a response to, in
a rare moment of truth-telling, significant childhood trauma). Netflix also heavily-promoted the French
film Cuties, which “explores the challenges faced by a group of young and diverse girls in their quest
for authenticity and belonging when their inherited cultures, faith, and traditions clash with secular
liberal French society.” The trailer opens with a clearly pre-pubescent black girl in a headscarf watching
another pre-pubescent brown girl grinding her pleather-clad rear end in the air while doing laundry and
ironing her hair, which inspires her to want to join the posse of the cool girls and their dancing troupe.

Forbes writer Scott Mendelson (“Even as a secular Jew, I always enjoyed that cartoon [Veggie Tales]
as it really stressed the ‘Don’t be a jerk’ component of spirituality and Christianity”) states that your
outrage is “totally ridiculous” and the result of a “false flag controversy”: “Maybe, just maybe,
Doucouré’s (a Black woman, by the way, making her presumably immune from criticusm) feature is
intended for young girls who themselves are coming to terms with their sexuality and/or their
potentially discomforted parents. Once again, it’s up to girls to protect boys and men from their own
uncontrollable libidos.” Is that right, Scott?

The film is supposed to be a critique of both the hyper-sexualization of young girls in decadent
Western societies, terraformed by the “elite” and spread, cultivated, and incentivized by social media
and that of the more repressive elements of Islamic culture. I’m a bit ambivalent about the film given
some of the explicit situations but my read is that it was designed to make the viewer uncomfortable and
to elicit disgust. The marketing of the film as essentially soft-core pedophilic porn is really the issue
past the fact that a “multi-cultural” France is an obvious non-starter that must be categorically rejected,
“happy medium” of the film’s ending or no. Given that one of the co-founders of Netflix is a descendent
of Sigmund Freud and Edward Bernays, though, marketing the film in this fashion—and Mendelson’s
defense of it—and running shows like AJ and the Queen and many of Netflix’s other “woke” programs
is to be expected.

The mainstream view is that of Cathy Maser of the Lawrence S. Bloomberg Faculty of Nursing at the
University of Toronto and the Transgender Youth Clinic at SickKids who believes “the earlier
transgender and non-binary youth access resources to help discover who they are, the better.” Planned
Parenthood Toronto has awarded Maser for her work. As a lecturer at the University of Toronto:

Maser challenges students to develop an understanding of the relationship between a youth’s health and his or her socioeconomic
context. She helps them explore how social class, gender, migration, race/ethnicity, ability/disability and sexual orientation come
together to affect the ability of an adolescent to access adequate health care.

The mainstream view is that of the ACLU, ACLU-Idaho, Cooley LLP, and Legal Voice, co-filers of a
federal lawsuit challenging Idaho Governor Brad Little signing into law prohibitions on transgender
“girls” and “women” from competing in sports as female. Legal Voice describes itself as a:

...progressive feminist organization using the power of the law to make change in the Northwest. We use that power structure to
dismantle sexism and oppression, specifically advocating for our region’s most marginalized communities: women of color,
lesbians, transgender and gender-nonconforming people, immigrants, people with disabilities, low-income women, and others
affected by gender oppression and injustice.

According to the lawsuit, “H.B. 500 requires women and girls, upon a ‘dispute regarding’ their sex, to
submit to invasive physical examinations and genetic testing in order to ‘verify’ a vague and
indeterminate notion of ‘biological sex.’”” What is vague and indeterminate about determining whether
someone’s chromosomes are XX or XY, or even more simply using the rubric from Kindergarten Cop?



The mainstream view is that of Huffington Post “trans advocate” Brynn Tannehill, who writes, “The
desistance myth was promoted by reparative therapists, concern trolls, and charlatans. It’s time for the
80 percent desistance figure to be relegated to the same junk science bin as the utterly discredited link
between vaccines and autism.” Any hard evidence to support that claim, Brynn? Of course not. Buyer’s
remorse is common for men, women, boys, and girls who are often railroaded or pressured into what’s
proven to be a financial windfall for the pharmaceutical, biotech, plastic surgery, and, yes, retail
industries. Gender is, after all, a consumer choice the market is more than happy to cater to, and even
more so, it is an ideological construct designed to further meld humanity into one indeterminate mass of
easily-controlled serfs and consumers. What will be indeterminate is any unique or differentiating
characteristics among these Eloi.

Like race, gender is framed by the ruling class as essentially only skin-deep (although this framing is
fraught with contradiction at basically every turn), when the reality is that sex and race reflect
something much deeper and more profound. For an indoctrinated and dumbed-down population raised
on sloganeering and devoid of critical thinking faculties, this does not matter. It’s plug-and-play.

Transgenderism is a vehicle for social engineering by the Establishment, and its methods of
recruitment and mental re-configuring map very closely with those of notorious cults like Synanon—
and with very good reason, as we shall see later. It preys on the mentally ill and vulnerable, breaking
them down and re-forming their identities in the desired image of the cult leader or leaders. Extensive
research shows that between 52% and 82% of self-identified transgender persons have at least one or
more DSM-listed psychiatric conditions or personality disorders beyond their gender dysphoria. Happy,
well-adjusted people do not join cults, and, as Margaret Singer noted, “If the social structure has not
broken down, very few people will follow.”

So the intent is clear: to serve as a potent means of propaganda and mind control; to demoralize,
weaken, and dumb down the population to make them more compliant; to create a new “victim class”
for political exploitation and to further splinter the family and atomize the native population; and to
produce new “markets” for increased profit. Some of the worst excesses are very obviously done for
sport or out of malice, showing that beyond the horizontal view, it is a rejection of natural law,
representative of the advanced decay of a civilization being eaten alive from the inside-out, spreading
its diseased anti-morality across the globe. It is, in no uncertain terms, pure evil, and the people and
organizations so far introduced are just the tip of the iceberg.



1. All My Friends Are Going Trans

“[Jesse] Singal is attempting to provide hope to parents that their child who says they’re trans might
not be. He leaves enough doubt for you to consider gatekeeping your child’s identity. This is
irresponsible. Singal goes on to express how investigating that identity could cause harm, if adolescents
begin physical transitions: ‘Some of these interventions are irreversible. People respond differently to
cross-sex hormones, but changes in vocal pitch, body hair, and other physical characteristics, such as
the development of breast tissue, can become permanent.’ Here, it sounds like Singal is essentially
trying to scare readers into not letting young trans people be themselves.

For Richard Dawkins, the meme (“a unit of cultural transmission”) is a viral phenomenon that
exhibits evolutionary behavior and responds to selective pressures at the inter-generational level of a
group or society (think ideas, traditions, symbols, et cetera—anything that can be imitated and mentally
internalized). The meme is also capable of spreading even while simultaneously harming the host (for
Aaron Lynch, the meme can double as a “thought contagion”). Thus, what is appealing and has enough
resonance with enough people can spread even if the content of the meme is harmful or, in some cases,
lethal. The digitization of the world allows for the speed with which a meme can spread like a virus
(hence the phrase “going viral”). Oftentimes these destructive memes are packaged in Trojan Horse
fashion, thus ushering dangerous concepts such as multi-culturalism right past the usual defenses as
they are attached to and cloaked by seemingly-benign or generally “agreeable” sentiments. We will later
explore the effectiveness the meme “love is love” had in the institutionalization of gay marriage. The
disingenuous argument of letting so-called trans kids “be themselves” is along these same lines.

One of the primary causes of the explosion of “trans youth” in recent years can be explained by the
social contagion effect. A study published in 2018 by Dr. Lisa Littman compellingly argues that social
contagion may well be a significant factor in the increase of trans-identifying young people, who are
obviously much more impressionable than adults—which is why the ruling class pushes “trans” and the
other colors of the rainbow so heavily in schools, libraries, and in children’s programming.

In 2009, the American Psychological Association (APA) in its “Report of the APA Task Force on
Gender Identity and Gender Variance” estimated the number of transgender individuals in the United
States at 115,000 to 450,000, or 38 to 147 per 100,000 by using US Census data for that year’s total
population size—meaning at the low end we’re looking at .04% and at the high end .15% of the
population. Seven years later, a 2016 study from the Williams Institute at UCLA estimated that
transgenders represented about 0.6% of the adult population. The Williams Institute had five years
earlier placed the percentage of adult transgenders in the US at 0.3%, which may mean that given the
Census figures versus the Williams Institute’s, the Institute may well have inflated their numbers or
have used a much more flexible definition of trans, although it is also possible people previously felt
less comfortable self-identifying as trans whereas increasingly they’re actually receiving benefits from
doing so.

The APA and the Census aside, if we consider the 2011 versus 2016 Williams Institute percentages, a
doubling of self-identifying trans people seems to suggest that the spike can be largely attributed to
massive social-reprogramming efforts and incentives for becoming or identifying as transgendered. That
number has continued to explode, with the number of transgender-identifying high school students now



estimated to be at around 2%. A self-serving report published by GLAAD in 2017, tellingly called the
Accelerating Acceptance report, surveyed over 2,000 American adults ages 18 and over in November
2016 in partnership with Harris Poll. The report revealed a whopping 20% of the youngest respondents
(18-34) identified as LGBTQ, compared with 12% of Generation X (ages 35-53) and 7% of Baby
Boomers (52-71). It is entirely possible—probable, even—that the numbers are exploding due to social
contagion and incentivizing efforts as well as being dramatically inflated, which in turn accelerates self-
identification.

In case you were wondering if GLAAD is some fringe organization, presenting partners of the
GLAAD Media Awards are Gilead Sciences, Wells Fargo, Ketel One Vodka, and Delta Airlines;
additional corporate and foundation partners include Google, Target, Facebook, Hilton, Netflix,
ViacomCBS, Comcast/NBCUniversal, the National Basketball Association, AT&T, Morgan Stanley,
Coca-Cola, Walt Disney Television, the Tides Foundation, the TAWANI Foundation, Tinder, and Grindr,
the last two being “hook-up” apps—Grindr, founded by the Jewish Joel Simkhai, specifically for
homosexuals.

The spread among the youth has happened in various other ways as well. Some parents are
incentivized to claim their children are transgender for reasons related to social attention and/or
approval and to foster a sense of belonging. Of these, a percentage are likely suffering from
Munchausen by proxy syndrome, where typically the mother harms their child or children for sympathy
and affection. Dr. Michelle Cretella states that, “Munchausen by proxy is a disorder in which an adult
feigns either physical or psychological condition in a child for their own subconscious reasons. Most
often the perpetrator is the biological mother and she often has a background in health or medicine.”

A prime example is the saga of a Dallas, Texas family court case begun in late 2019 involving a non-
biological mother’s attempts at forcing a sex change on her now-eight-year-old son. The non-biological
mother in question is pediatrician Anne Georgulas, who gave birth via IVF using an egg donor, and
claims the boy James should be called “Luna” and transitioned into a girl because he once asked for a
girl’s toy at McDonald’s and imitated female characters from Frozen after viewing the movie. He
allegedly asked to wear dresses, which the father initially acquiesced to until he found the girls’ clothing
in his trash one morning (thrown out by James himself).

The jury believed that her ex-husband, the biological father, should not have a say in the matter, but
Judge Kim Cooks ultimately overruled the jury’s decision and awarded joint custody provided the father
attend counseling with James, his twin brother, and Georgulas. Cooks stated that Georgulas must
receive permission from the boy’s biological father before allowing the boy to undergo any
“transitioning” measures; if the parents could not agree, a court-appointed parenting coordinator would
be the tie-breaker. Cooks found that Georgulas was “overly affirming in instances when James
supposedly showed a desire to be a girl,” including taking him to Pride parades, buying him dresses and
fake hair, and enrolling him in kindergarten as a girl under the name Luna.

Georgulas’s attorneys filed a motion to have Cooks replaced in November 2019, and in January
2020 Judge Mary Brown was appointed to the case. After initially upholding joint custody, Brown
reversed course in August 2020 after an appeal by the Georgulas camp, and granted her request to force
the father to pay for and attend counseling without a proper hearing; Georgulas was also given sole
custody and decision-making power over the future of the child, which will presumably begin with the
administration of puberty blockers and the full “transition” of James into Luna. This is legal but no less
criminal.

As Cretella explains:

In the case of imposing gender dysphoria on a son, there are cases in the scientific literature of severe maternal depression
triggered in a mother longing for a daughter. The mother’s depression lifts when the boy dresses and acts as a girl. This has been



termed “gender mourning.”25

When with his father, James is happy behaving like a normal boy. Whenever James is with his mother,
however, she only addresses him by the name Luna and will only allow him to dress in girl’s clothing;
the mother also specifically chose a therapist who specializes in gender transitioning.

For her part, Cretella, Executive Director of the American College of Pediatricians, has been targeted
as a kind of heretic, in her description, which is not all that far from the truth given the religious fervor
with which pro-trans groups push this insanity on children. She and the American College of
Pediatricians have come under fire from the American Academy of Pediatricians and were actually
labeled a “hate group” by the Southern Poverty Law Center (SPLC). Why is the SPLC weighing in on a
struggle between two pediatric associations? Because it’s an ideological orthodoxy enforcer and wants
to push the delusions of transgenderism on the population and silence anyone who gets in their way. If
anything, Cretella is motivated by concern for vulnerable children at the mercy of their parents,
weaponized bureaucratic, educational, and judicial systems, and a society that is rapidly disintegrating
around them, not “hate.” This is infantile, but for a sentimentalized and dumbed-down population,
evidently it is a sufficient explanation.

The social contagion’s spread is hastened by the internet and social media use in particular, as
Littman’s study found:

Adolescent and young adult (AYA) children, who have had no histories of childhood gender identity issues, experienced a
perceived sudden or rapid onset of gender dysphoria. Parents have described clusters of gender dysphoria in pre-existing friend
groups with multiple or even all members of a friend group becoming gender dysphoric and transgender-identified in a pattern that
seems statistically unlikely based on previous research. Parents describe a process of immersion in social media, such as “binge-
watching” YouTube transition videos and excessive use of Tumblr, immediately preceding their child becoming gender

dysphoric.26

As we put the pieces of the puzzle together—viral memes and thought contagions, the ubiquity of
support and increasingly incentivizing of “trans” by every significant and many insignificant
institutions, the role of technology and social media in isolation and recruitment/grooming, various
social pressures, the break-down of the family and other institutions that provide stability and meaning,
the “halo effect” of abnormal sexualities, and more—we see once again a deeply-enmeshed set of
conditions that work synergistically in spreading and amplifying harmful beliefs.

The grooming factor is very real. A Queens University (Canada) professor found that the percentage
of pedophiles who were homosexuals was four times that of the general population. 59% of male child
sex offenders had been a “victim of contact sexual abuse as a child.” As Lynda S. Doll reported in her
study, “Self-Reported Childhood and Adolescent Sexual Abuse among Adult Homosexual and Bisexual
Men” (1992), “This study of 1,001 adult homosexual and bisexual men found that 37% reported they
had been encouraged or forced to have sexual contact with an older or more powerful partner before age
19. Median age at first contact was 10.”?” So the young are being groomed by powerful predators, and
it is becoming legalized.

In the United States, lesbian Assemblywoman Susan Talamantes Eggman and Jewish homosexual
State Senator Scott Wiener’s proposed legislation (Bill SB 145) “to end blatant discrimination against
LGBT young people regarding California’s sex offender registry” echo an extremely disturbing mindset
within this “community,” as do these comments from Jewish homosexual Milo Yiannopoulos said
during a live-stream:

We get hung up on this child abuse stuff... This is one of the reasons why I hate the left, the one size fits all policing of culture,
this arbitrary and oppressive idea of consent... Pedophilia is not a sexual attraction to somebody who is 13 years old and sexually
mature...In the gay world, some of the most important, enriching, and incredibly life-affirming, important, shaping relationships



are between younger boys and older men. They can be hugely positive experiences very often for those young boys.

Jewish California State Assemblywoman Laura Friedman calls the SB 145 bill “purely an equity issue,”
as Sen. Wiener explains:

Currently, for consensual yet illegal sexual relations between a teenager age 15 and over and a partner within 10 years of age,
‘sexual intercourse’ (i.e., vaginal intercourse) does not require the offender to go onto the sex offender registry; rather, the judge
decides based on the facts of the case whether sex offender registration is warranted or unwarranted. By contrast, for other forms
of intercourse—specifically, oral and anal intercourse—sex offender registration is mandated under all situations, with no judicial
discretion.

Something else to consider: a survey from a general population of Internet pornography users found that
users of pornography depicting sexual abuse of children also consume both hardcore pornography
(featuring ostensibly adult performers), as well as animal pornography. There were no consumers of
child sexual abuse images who only collected child sexual abuse images.?®

A separate study examining 231 Swiss men charged in a 2002 case for possession of child
pornography found that 60% percent also had pornography that depicted sexual acts with animals,
excrement, or brutality; 33% consumed at least three or more types of deviant pornography. Researchers
also found that those convicted for possessing child sexual abuse images were more likely to subscribe
to commercial websites containing legal pornographic material.?®

The increasing need for more hardcore pornography leads individuals to pursue very perverse prurient
interests which include, but are not limited to, transgender pornography: using functional MRI, a 2015
study from Cambridge found that compulsive sexual behavior is characterized by novelty-seeking,
conditioning, and habituation to sexual stimuli in males—meaning users need more extreme content
over time in order achieve the same level of arousal.®® By its own admission, porn outlet xHamster
concluded that the more porn you watch, the more likely you are to identify as bisexual.>!

If porn also makes people more sexually unsure, and we add all of the de-stabilizing and alienating
factors of (post-)modernity previously discussed into the equation, not least of which is the social
contagion effect outlined by Lisa Littman and the active recruitment/grooming of the mentally ill and/or
vulnerable by homosexuals and/or transgenders, then the explosion of self-identifying transgender
persons, particularly among the youth, makes sense. How many of these groomers/recruiters are in
positions of power? As we will see, a great many.

Critics blame the lack of research on the increasingly-common phenomenon of “de-transitioning,”
which is basically an attempt to revert back to the original sex with varying degrees of success given
some of the changes, as evidence that surgery and hormonal therapy work and that “correcting” the
mistake of “being born in the wrong body” then sends the person in question out into the rainbow
yonder of cupcakes and Gender Unicorns. More likely it’s something closer to what James Caspian
encountered when his proposal to study gender reassignment reversal was turned down by Bath Spa
University in the UK, because it was “potentially politically incorrect” and that “the posting of
unpleasant material on blogs or social media may be detrimental to the reputation of the university.”

Beyond the cowardice, it certainly can’t have anything to do with the fact that a male-to-female
genital surgery ranges up to $12,000 for a “penile inversion” and up to $28,000 for a “rectosigmoid
transfer” procedure, where surgeons use rectal tissue to “construct a vagina.” Yes, rectal tissue. For
female-to-male surgeries, the range can be anywhere from $6,000 for a mastectomy to $80,000 for the
“construction of a penis capable of achieving erection and permitting a person to urinate while
standing,”3? and these are just the baseline surgeries, not the hormones, the other procedures like plastic
surgery, the new outfits, the puberty blockers depending on the age, et cetera. You can actually compare
prices online to find the cheapest vaginoplasties!



In any case, the Jewish transgender “activist” Riki Wilchins (“I had been raised in the tightly-knit
Jewish community in Cincinnati, Ohio. My grandfather had studied to be a rabbi at Hebrew Union
College”) counters that Caspian’s research would be a waste of time anyway since only a “very small
fraction of people de-transition.” And besides, Wilchins says, the bigoted “strong political undercurrent
in previous studies” had been used to “restrict transgender people’s access to surgery.”

The transgender phenomenon is fully backed by the state and supported with “evidence” by “experts”
like Sheree Bekker and Cara Tannenbaum, who claims gender is fluid and when asked to weigh in on
hormonal advantages in women’s athletics, claims that there is “a lack of evidence about testosterone’s
effects.” Congresswoman Ilhan Omar also saw fit to send a letter to USA Powerlifting demanding that
they allow biological males who identify as women to compete in women’s events, because biological
differences between the sexes are a “myth” unsupported by “medical science.” In 2015, the Court of
Arbitration for Sport found that the way the International Association of Athletics Federations (IAAF)
regulated intersex athletes (through testosterone levels) was scientifically unsound. None of this could
be further from the truth, but this is central to the anti-reality agenda of the ruling class. As Mark
Regnerus writes:

This is the queering of science. Its academic roots have been around for decades, but it is now swelling in practice. A pair of
colleagues at the University of Texas outline it in considerable detail in “Queering Methodologies to Understand Queer Families,”
a federally funded review that appeared recently in Family Relations. Long-standard (or dominant) research methods, they hold,
stand in need of adaptation: “Queering questions that which is normative.” They openly counsel tying science to politics,

imploring scholars to put their research to work “in ways that best represent and strengthen (queer) families.”33

This is one hundred percent an extension of the “culture of critique” that’s been metastasizing in
academia for generations.

There’s serious money behind this endeavor, and it has full institutional support. Parents can even be
overruled by the courts. As CNN reported in February 2018:

A Hamilton County, Ohio, judge...gave custody of a transgender teen to his grandparents rather than his parents, allowing them to
make medical decisions regarding his transition. The parents didn’t want the teen, a 17-year-old who identifies as male, to undergo
hormone treatment and refused to call him by his chosen name, triggering suicidal feelings, according to court testimony. The
parents wanted custody in order to make medical decisions for the teen and prohibit the treatment that his medical team had
recommended...A team at Cincinnati Children’s Hospital Medical Center, where the teen has been treated since 2016, advised the

court that he should start treatment as soon as possible to decrease his suicide risk.3%

The hospital’s Transgender Health Program “offers medical care for transgender and gender-
nonconforming youth from age 4 to their 25™ birthday.” Lee Ann Conrad, pictured right, is
its Director and founder. 5

In April 2019, the Arizona Supreme Court made the decision that judges can overrulel ’. = .~
parents on so-called “treatment” for transgender children, requiring them to seek “expert-«- - &l
help” for children who “may be transgender.”

“In a lot of these cases, children are stating, ‘I don’t want to live,” or they’re getting admitted to
Phoenix Children’s because they’re slamming their heads against floors,” says Cammy Bellis, founder
of Mothers in Transition. The non-profit group “connects moms of gender non-conforming children
with legal resources.” Bellis continues, “Parents feel that it’s their right to be able to make legal and
medical decisions about their child, but when your child’s making death statements and having suicidal
ideations, when do the courts plan to step in?”3°

Early and often, I can imagine; the American Psychiatric Association (APA) claims that “cross-
gender behaviors” can manifest themselves from age two. Frankly, though the APA is treated as an
“authority,” they lost their credibility long ago. They’ve been weaponized as an activist institution since




at least the 1970s.

The Jewish “activist” Frank Kameny (co-founder of the Washington, DC branch of the Mattachine
Society) was at the forefront of pressuring the APA to reconsider its position on same-sex attraction,
along with Barbara Gittings (in 1971, Gittings became the second head of the American Library
Association’s Task Force on Gay Liberation), though how much pressure the APA really needed is
debatable. In 1973, the APA declared that “by itself, homosexuality does not meet the criteria for being
a psychiatric disorder” and removed it from the second edition of its Diagnostic and Statistical Manual
of Mental Disorders (DSM-II). Eventual DSM-III committee Chair the Jewish Robert L. Spitzer
(Columbia University) was generally credited with spearheading the decision. Removing homosexuality
from the DSM is not, in and of itself, necessarily a problem, per se, but it is indicative of a larger pattern
of behavior as regards the politicizing of institutions such as the APA, the weaponization of
psychoanalysis and mental health more broadly (and insidiously), the re-definition of terms and
behaviors to suit their agenda and fit their narrative, and the jointly subversive and collusive means of
forcing policy changes on an unwilling or unaware public. It also removes the clear link between
homosexuality and pathology.

Another insidious example of re-defining is the constant linking of everything and anything deemed
unfavorable by the in-group to the Holocaust and anti-Semitism, with Kameny writing in June 1965:
“There is but a short step from prison sentences for homosexuals to gas ovens for Jews, and amazingly
little difference between [Sir Cyril] Osborne and Hitler.” Kameny wrote to CBS in November 1966: “I
am sure that you see the similarity between the charges of a ‘homosexual mafia’ and the charges of a
‘Jewish conspiracy,” which one hears endlessly from anti-Semitic sources. Both charges are a discredit
only to those making them and to those believing them.” For added significance, Jewish publication The
Forward refers to Kameny as “the Moses of the LGBT movement.”

The debatable removal of homosexuality from the DSM is reflective of this pattern of “activism” and
behind-the-scenes machinations that would take place elsewhere with the homosexual agenda as a
precursor to “trans” and the like, and with the APA itself as a harbinger of the transformation of society
more widely. Gender identity disorder was dropped from the DSM-V, which was published in 2013, to
“remove the stigma associated with the term disorder,” and the new term “gender dysphoria” was added
as per the APA, “The presence of gender variance is not the pathology but dysphoria is from the distress
caused by the body and mind not aligning and/or societal marginalization of gender-variant people.”
There are still plenty of other disorders in the DSM, though. Gender dysphoria will probably be
removed from the next volume altogether.

The APA has no problem calling the very nature of masculinity itself toxic, however, as to quote
Erielle Davidson:

For the first time in its history, the American Psychological Association released a report to assist psychologists working with men
and boys. One of the biggest “takeaways” of the report alludes to a crisis of masculinity: “traditional masculinity—marked by
stoicism, competitiveness, dominance and aggression—is, on the whole, harmful.”...The APA report evinces a growing and
unfortunate trend within our “woke” society of using traditional masculinity as a convenient scapegoat for a host of societal ills.
Instead of considering the complexity of the human condition, we seem compelled to reduce issues of male mental health to
question of men merely being too “manly.” The subtext of the report is that, in order to address male mental health, we must
36

restructure society to reject masculine norms and simultaneously reprogram men to reject their biological inclinations.
No agenda, right? In the article “The New Voices of Masculinity” by the Jewish Nora Caplan-Bricker,
part of GQ’s New Masculinity issue, “an exploration of the ways that traditional notions of masculinity
are being challenged, overturned, and evolved,” we are treated to soy-addled and Cult-Marx-informed
and -distorted takes on how men should no longer be men from a variety of Caplan-Bricker’s
interviewees, most of whom are not male, nor, as we might expect, White. Let’s investigate what the

New Masculinity looks like filtered through this particular lens.



Caplan-Bricker leads with a mixed-race Daily Show writer who laments the fact that homosexuality is
not considered masculine and follows that up with a transgender boxer who “confronts his (said in
context) privilege in a weaponized, white male body.” Next is Asia Kate Dillon, known for playing
Hollywood’s first gender-nonbinary characters. Off-screen, Dillon, “who uses the singular ‘they’
pronoun,” has become “a powerful advocate for greater inclusivity in popular culture.” Some of
Dillon’s insights include:

» For one person, masculinity might mean a dress and a face of makeup, because that’s how they see themselves.

* I think that the “actress” category should be removed from awards shows.

* As someone who was assigned female at birth, I was already a marginalized person, and then on top of that I’'m queer and
nonbinary and trans. So I have several marginalized identities. And I also carry white-bodied privilege. That doesn’t negate my
talent, my innate gift. It just means that even though I carry these marginalized identities, I still hold power in rooms where there

are queer people of color, for exarnple.B7

Jewish dog-sled racer Blair Braverman “puts a feminist spin on adventure-writing” and talks about the
need for women in male spaces, generally-imagined sexism, and a de-constructing of the white male
American mythos. Braverman says:

From the time settlers came to what would become the United States, the American narrative has been one of (white) men risking
everything to tame the wilderness and shape it for their own purposes, whether they’re pioneers or cowboys or prospectors. For a
woman to participate in adventure sports or expeditions, on her own terms, complicates the narrative: What if it’s not man versus
nature anymore? What if we’re not—gasp—conquering the wilderness at all? What if a woman’s skills can surpass a man’s in a
realm that’s been safely cordoned off as male—which is to say, a realm that’s been safe from the possibility of a woman coming in,
succeeding, and thereby threatening the supremacy of masculinity itself? If any part of that man-versus-nature narrative is fallible,

it calls into question some very deep-seated stories and values that our country is based on.38

We are also treated to such gems as Liz Plank (a self-proclaimed feminist), Tarana Burke (the founder
of the #MeToo movement), Aymann Ismail (complains about Islamic stereotypes), Hannah Gadsby (a
misandrous quote-un-quote comic), and Al Freeman (a quote-un-quote artist who specializes in under-
stuffed pillows of things like genitalia and beer cans, which she describes as “soft sculpture”). Freeman
states:

I’ve never tried to make funny work. But I guess it’s castrating humor, to some degree. It robs the masculinity of its power and its
potency. There’s also the idea of all of these kinds of macho objects being cuddly pillows. The idea of a frat boy seeking comfort

in a pillow version of his Jagermeister bottle, as if the pillows are teddy bears that would comfort some terrible man.3?

Also present among the grab-bag is Katrina Karkazis, author of the book Testosterone: An Un-
Authorized Biography, where she makes the demonstrably false argument that, “High T is thought to be
the substance in the body that produces masculinity—physically, through muscles and hair, but also
behaviorally. But it doesn’t actually map on very well to what we understand as masculinity.” Phil
Daoust agrees, stating in a Guardian piece from 2017 that testosterone is “trouble” and leads to
“impaired decision-making.” He then follows that up with the erroneous and harmful claim that
“testosterone makes you stupid.” Clearly not, since Daoust has a room-temperature IQ at best. Far from
making you stupid, University of Alberta researcher Marty Mrazik published a paper in Roeper
Review linking giftedness (having an IQ score of 130 or higher) to prenatal exposure to higher levels of
testosterone.

One thing is clear, however: testosterone in men is, for the ruling class, a problem. Trying to create a
self-fulfilling prophecy, The New York Times has declared our current era, “The Age of the Twink”
(emphasis added):



Female body types have always cycled in and out of style; yet with men, alternatives to the ideal of imposing physicality have
usually been ignored or lampooned. But as women continue to use their voices to undo that legacy of toxic masculinity, a different
kind of change is taking place from within the culture: These twinks, after all, aren’t just enviably lean boys or the latest unrealistic
gay fantasy, but a new answer to the problem of what makes a man.*0
So men are a “problem” that need to be solved.

The Jewish Leah Berkenwald’s*! “Androgyny: Progressive or Exclusionary?” also from The New
York Times first favorably quotes the Jewish developmental and clinical psychologist Diane Ehrensaft
(who we will return to later) before delighting in the fact that androgynous fashion has the potential to
“explode gender norms,” using Jewish women Barbara Streisand and Molly Picon as models “who can
look convincing as an adolescent boy.” So much of the gender non-conforming/transgender agenda
involves children or the invocation of children, and it is becoming increasingly obvious that the
“slippery slope” is not always a logical fallacy, and certainly not in this case. Disturbingly, there is a
very clear reason why “gay rights” has quickly birthed the non-binary/queer/trans hysteria: they are all
of a piece, telegraphed by their ever-expanding acronym, LGBTQ+(ad infinitum). Feminism, like it or
not, has done the same.

As regards the persistent link to sexual perversity, let us consider the “saga” of ILGA: ILGA started
out as the International Gay Association at a conference in Coventry, England, in August 1978 when
members of small organizations from Australia, the UK, the Netherlands, Ireland, the United States,
Denmark, France, and Italy pledged to create an international organization to pool their resources, in
order to “combat homophobia” and campaign for “gay rights” on the global stage. It became the
International Lesbian and Gay Association in 1986, and though it still uses the ILGA acronym, the
official name of ILGA is now the International Lesbian, Gay, Bisexual, Trans, and Intersex Association.
Today, ILGA has six continental/regional affiliates, such as ILGA-Europe and ILGA Latin America and
Caribbean, and over 1,600 member organizations. ILGA World’s primary donors in 2018 were Tides,
the Open Society Foundations, the Arcus Foundation, the Swedish International Development
Cooperation Agency (SIDA), the Ministry for Foreign Affairs of Finland, the Astraea Lesbian
Foundation for Justice, the Australian Government Department of Foreign Affairs and Trade, Burberry,
Wattpad, Humble Bundle, ProtectDefenders.eu (which is funded by the European Union), and the
Yogscast. Past funding has also come from the Ford Foundation, the City of Geneva, RIWI (a global
trend-tracking and prediction technology firm), the UNDP, BT, UN Women, Google, Hivos, the
Norwegian Ministry of Foreign Affairs, Thomson Reuters, and the Foundation Against Cancer. Why is
a cancer foundation funding an LGBTQ organization?

Pamela Valenti is a prime example of the inter-connectedness of the people involved in promoting
this agenda; she is a senior advocacy specialist at the Open Society European Policy Institute in
Brussels, where she works on EU digital policies and foreign affairs. She joined the Open Society
European Policy Institute in 2015, having previously worked as an EU advocacy consultant for the
Open Society Eurasia Program on “human rights and democracy” in the Eastern Partnership countries
and Central Asia, as a grant-making assistant for the European Endowment for Democracy, as a
researcher for the European Parliament, and as a trainee for ILGA-Europe.

Heather Grabbe, Director of the Open Society European Policy Institute, is another. The Open Society
European Policy Institute “works to ensure that open society values are at the heart of EU policies and
actions, both inside and outside its borders.” Grabbe is an “advocate for democratic pluralism and open
societies.” She was ranked highly among “the women who shape Brussels” by Politico, gave a TED talk
on the “importance of critical thinking and mindful engagement with post-truth politics,” and has
written recently on “how climate change and technology are affecting the quality of democracy and
economic and social justice.” From 2004 to 2009 she was senior advisor to then-European
Commissioner for Enlargement Olli Rehn, responsible for EU policy on the Balkans and Turkey.



Previously, she was deputy director of the Center for European Reform, where she wrote extensively on
EU external policies and enlargement. She also conducted academic research at the European
University Institute (Fiesole, outside Florence), Chatham House (London), Oxford and Birmingham
Universities, and taught at the London School of Economics.

With all of that in mind, the institutional support for the following is all the more abhorrent. The
North American Man/Boy Love Association (NAMBLA) was a member of ILGA, and only after
substantial external pressure and after the United Nations Economic and Social Council (ECOSOC)
suspended ILGA’s consultative status did they vote to expel NAMBLA in 1994. ILGA’s application to
be reinstated was rejected in 2002 “based on concerns raised about its member organizations or
subsidiaries that promoted or condoned paedophilia.” Subsequent applications in 2003 and 2006 were
also rejected; ILGA blamed the Organization of Islamic Cooperation (you know, the same countries that
organizations like ILGA want to import wholesale into the West). Late in 2006 ILGA-Europe was
granted ECOSOC consultative status, and in 2011 the central ILGA organization was finally successful.
Their pedophilic affiliations have not stopped their return to “legitimacy” nor their growth into one of
the largest and most well-funded LGBTQ networks in the world.

For NAMBLA member Bill Andriette, “It’s kind of a mythical concept—consent...People who don’t
like pornography or people who don’t like sadomasochism might say, ‘Well those things are so
degrading that people who engage in them cannot really be consenting, no matter what they tell you.’”
Jewish journalist Donna Minkowitz, self-described as a “dyke leather and S/M activist,” respects
NAMBLA’s right to exist and states that “discrimination arising from age-of-consent laws can be
‘problematic,’” that favorite word, along with “complicated,” used by the ruling class for anything they
don’t disagree with but don’t want to appear to support.

Minkowitz, it should be noted, went undercover to “out” American Renaissance conference attendees
on behalf of Political Research Associates, founded by Northwestern alum and “lesbian feminist
activist” Jean Hardisty. They are committed to “researching” such concerns as “anti-Semitism” and
“racial and immigrant justice.” From 2011-2015, Political Research Associates received grants totaling
$900,000 from the Ford Foundation. In Minkowitz’s interview with Lilith (“Independent, Jewish &
Frankly Feminist”—entitled their Fall 2009 issue “boys* are the new girls,” which features articles such
as “Bottoming for God”) she whined about American Renaissance’s supposed “anti-Semitism” and
highlighted Sam Dickson’s proposal to get white women to have more babies as an issue. She stated
that groups like American Renaissance “pose a tremendous danger to the rest of us.” Who is “us”? Can
we guess? And what “danger” does it, in fact, pose?



2. The Gaslight Anthem

“Power is in tearing human minds to pieces and putting them together again in new shapes of your own
choosing.”

- George Orwell, 1984

One of the most powerful weapons in the ruling class’s arsenal is gaslighting, and with their
stranglehold not just on the media apparatus and academia, but also on all of society’s institutions, their
job is made that much easier. Gaslighting is defined as:

A form of psychological manipulation in which a person seeks to sow seeds of doubt in a targeted individual or in members of a
targeted group, making them question their own memory, perception, and sanity. Using denial, misdirection, contradiction, and

lying, gaslighting involves attempts to destabilize the victim and delegitimize the victim’s beliefs. 2

This is occurring in our society on a massive scale, and the virtual omnipresence of media—and the
media monopoly by the Establishment—is profoundly effective for not just social control, but social
engineering. Gaslighting is abuse, and deeply harmful, but its coercive power lies in its apparently
“soft” nature. Such coercion is generally much more effective, for the victim is not aware that they are
being manipulated and may even come to question their own sanity. Patricia Evans describes the
mechanisms typically employed by the abuser:

* Withholding of information

* Countering information selectively to fit the abuser’s perspective
* Discounting information

« Indirect verbal abuse, often in the form of humor

* Blocking and diverting the victim’s attention from outside sources
» Trivializing the victim’s perspective or even worth

* Undermining the victim by gradual erosion?3

There is a reason why the media mouthpieces refer to everything that runs counter to the narrative a
“conspiracy theory,” or why the truth is always the exact opposite of what’s being stated by the
commentariat and the critical theoretical priestly class in academia. That’s why everything is a “phobia”
or framed in negative.

In a great irony, the article I sourced the aforementioned definition of gaslighting from uses it to insist
that it is Donald Trump who is gaslighting “us” into insanity. On the contrary, it was whenever he said
something that cut to the heart of the matter, or proposed something to upset the apple cart, that the
media went most apoplectic. Trump exaggerating how many people attended his inauguration or the
size of his hands is far more useful as “proof” of his apparent “existential threat” than when he wonders
aloud about the usefulness of NATO. Remember, the same people who support chemically castrating
children are the ones screeching “Think of the children!” the loudest in favor of letting in a seemingly
infinite stream of adult male migrants from the most violent, dysfunctional countries on earth—and
moving them into your neighborhood.

Transgenderism is the ultimate form of gaslighting. If you can get a population to accept
multitudinous genders when in reality human beings are sexually dimorphic, you can get them to accept
anything, even eating maggot sausages to delay the carbon-induced apocalypse. It serves other
purposes, too, such as the humiliation and degradation of an occupied state’s population, the literal
mental retardation of the affected population, and the added consumer economy windfall produced by



people “switching genders” and “identifying” with consumer goods that have been linked to this
political/lifestyle/identity choice. It is materialistic, hyper-individualistic, and also totally at odds with
reality. The prostate of a “trans woman” doesn’t magically become something else; surgical
modifications and hormones and lies do not undo nature. If you accept that sex and gender are
independent of each other, then it is axiomatic that a transgendered individual may believe themselves
to be “born into the wrong body” despite not having the corresponding chromosomes, whereby they
may endeavor to undergo hormone treatments, surgical modifications, and a wardrobe change.

The concept of transgenderism relies on the fundamental premise that biology and expressed “gender
identity” need not correspond. Therefore, the intellectually honest person must also conclude that trans-
racialism is a legitimate phenomenon, “skin color” is not phenotypical at all for it must be totally
divorced from any biological considerations, and thus, skin color is not a reflection of genetics but an
arbitrary marker of “race” in the same way genitalia are arbitrary markers of “sex.” You cannot hold one
belief and not the other and claim to stand on principles or to have a logically coherent worldview. The
discussion then shifts to articles of faith, which is squarely in the realm of the theological—a great irony
for a largely atheistic and materialistic ideology based on “science” and “progress.” Contradictorily,
race is somehow a construct, yet also totally fixed, except that its fixity only applies when it is useful,
likewise its “constructed” nature.

Sex is even more clear-cut than race, though. There are mixed-race people, but nobody is mixed-sex.
You are either male or female. While some may argue that people with intersex conditions create some
sort of third category, this is really a misnomer, as people with various intersex conditions simply have a
disorder that affects sexual development and reproductive function. These people are still male or
female, even if they appear ambiguous or are infertile. No human is both sexes biologically, and no one
is neither. Though intersex conditions certainly are medically interesting, they are extremely rare and
should not be cited as a justification for pushing gender fluidity or gender choice, especially on
children.

Princeton University researcher and psychologist Kristina Olson (PhD from Harvard), who since
2013 has been studying “gender-nonconforming kids, who consistently defy gender stereotypes but
have not socially transitioned,” mostly when she was with the University of Washington, says, “My
findings are often ‘duh’ findings.” Oh wait, she’s talking about a three-year-old being situated to
“transition” because they “already have a strong sense of their identity.” At three. I would hardly call
that a “duh” finding.

Olson and many members of the TransYouth and Gender Development Project through the Social
Cognitive Development Lab at the University of Washington moved to Princeton in September 2020 to
continue their research there. Notable figures include postdoc Dominic Gibson, who received his PhD
in Developmental Psychology from the University of Chicago where he worked with Susan Levine and
Susan Goldin-Meadow, and alumni now situated in positions at the University of Lisbon (Portugal),
Procter & Gamble, the University of Zurich (Switzerland), the University of Chicago, Google, and
Victoria University of Wellington (New Zealand).

Charlotte Tate, a psychologist from San Francisco State University, agrees with Olson and her
acolytes, saying that from interviews with trans people, “one of the most consistent themes is that at
some early point, sometimes as early as age 3 to 5, there’s this feeling that the individual is part of
another gender group.”** Aaron Devor, the University of Victoria in British Columbia, Canada’s Chair
of Transgender Studies—who is transgender—says that Olson’s work is very reminiscent of that of
Evelyn Hooker, and “will have an Evelyn Hooker effect” in dispelling the notion that transgender
people are mentally ill.

Devor may be on to something: despite the contradicting evidence I am about to present, LGBTQ
ideologues maintain that there are no negative disparities in psychological health in the homosexual



brain relative to the heterosexual brain, with Evelyn Hooker’s 1957 study, “The Adjustment of the
Overt Male Homosexual” as the be-all end-all study, functioning much the same as Alfred Kinsey’s
10% male homosexual figure.

A psychologist based out of UCLA, where one of the first official gender clinics in the US was
founded in 1962 and where some of the country’s first “sex changes” were being performed by urologist
Elmer Belt, Hooker’s “research” was unscientifically designed to prove the point that homosexual men
did not differ from heterosexual men in psychopathology. Hooker only used thirty subjects from each
group, eliminated any subjects who were currently in psychiatric therapy, administered three diagnostic
tests with no oversight and discarded the results of two of them because she didn’t like the results, and
in the one remaining test decided to create her own personal criteria to interpret the results. This sounds
eerily reminiscent of the self-serving methodology “proving” anti-Semitism-as-psychosis from The
Authoritarian Personality crowd. It is also worth noting Hooker’s priors: in 1937, Hooker received a
fellowship to the Berlin Institute of Psychotherapy and lived with a Jewish family while studying there.
Before returning to the United States, Hooker was part of a group tour of the USSR, notorious for
weaponizing psychology against the population, going so far as to “commit” dissidents.

So about that homosexual psychopathology: a government-sponsored study of 5,998 Dutch adults
ages 18 to 64 featured in the January 2001 issue of the Journal of the American Medical Association
found that compared to heterosexual women, females who engage in homosexual behavior are 405%
more likely to have suffered a substance use disorder, 241% more likely to have suffered mood
disorders during their lifetimes, and 209% more likely to have suffered two or more mental disorders
during their lifetimes. In the Netherlands, male homosexual relationships last an average of 18 months
and gay men have an average of eight partners a year outside of these relationships. Those with
borderline personality disorder are more likely to exhibit greater sexual preoccupation, have earlier
sexual exposure, engage in casual sexual relationships, report a greater number of different sexual
partners as well as increased promiscuity, and engage in homosexual experiences. Those, for the most
part, are also side effects of early and/or consistent exposure to pornography.

Patients with borderline personality disorder appear to be characterized by a greater number of high-
risk sexual behaviors and a higher likelihood of having been coerced to have sex, experiencing date
rape, or being raped by a stranger.*> Recall here the strong association between abuse and trauma
causing illness and/or homosexuality and/or transgender identification. Yet these behaviors, which are
clearly self-destructive and often beget more abuse, are condoned and even encouraged by the media,
academia, and every institution of any significance and then some.

The same 2001 Dutch study in the Journal of the American Medical Association found that compared
to heterosexual men, males who engage in homosexual behavior are: 727% more likely to suffer from
bipolar disorders and 502% more likely to have suffered symptoms in the last twelve months; 620%
more likely to suffer from obsessive-compulsive disorder and 718% more likely to have suffered
symptoms in the last twelve months; 454% more likely to suffer from agoraphobia (fear of leaving
home or being in public) and 632% more likely to have suffered symptoms in the last twelve months;
421% more likely to suffer from a panic disorder; 229% more likely to have suffered social phobia at
some point in their lives; 375% more likely to have suffered simple phobia in the last twelve months
and 361% more likely at some point in their lives; 311% more likely to suffer from mood disorders and
293% more likely to have suffered from symptoms in the last twelve months; 261% more likely to have
suffered from symptoms associated with anxiety disorders in the last twelve months and 267% more
likely over the course of their lifetimes; 270% more likely to have suffered two or more psychiatric
disorders during their lifetime; and 235% more likely to have suffered major depression at some point in
their lives.

These findings are echoed by King et al. (2008), “LGB people are at higher risk of mental disorder,



suicidal ideation, substance misuse, and deliberate self harm than heterosexual people,”*® Semlyen et al.
(2016), “In the UK, LGB adults have higher prevalence of poor mental health and low wellbeing when
compared to heterosexuals,”*” and more. Additionally, the 2002 National Survey of Family Growth
found that nearly 75% of all lesbians were overweight or obese.

Another main tactic employed by transgender “activists” is to obsess over conversion therapy, which
to the average person has marginal credibility at best, if they’ve even heard of it. Yet it was turned into a
major talking point by the media in conjunction/coordination with these organizations and “activists,”
used to paint Mike Pence as a bogeyman to rally support against, as well as to poison the well against
anti-foreign interventionist Tulsi Gabbard’s 2020 presidential campaign. The real purpose was not to
protest conversion therapy, but to politically assassinate an Establishment outsider in the latter case and
to create a Trump-adjacent “monster” to serve as a villainous focal point as well as a rallying cry for
“activism” akin to the absurd and egregious lies spread about border detention facilities operating as
concentration camps in the former case. If anything, “transitioning” someone to “cure” them seems
more like conversion therapy—a very lucrative conversion therapy—than anything, and what’s more,
after promising these mentally ill people the world, the evidence suggests that suicidality increases after
surgical “intervention” because nothing psychological has been resolved.

One comprehensive thirty-year study in Sweden that captured almost the entire population of
surgically-reassigned transgender individuals in the country from 1973-2003 showed that post-
operative transgender individuals were at over nineteen times greater risk for dying by suicide than the
general population, and overall the study found:

...substantially higher rates of overall mortality, death from cardiovascular disease and suicide, suicide attempts, and psychiatric
hospitalisations in sex-reassigned transsexual individuals compared to a healthy control population. This highlights that post

surgical transsexuals are a risk group that need long-term psychiatric and somatic follow—up.48

Additionally:

Immigrant status was twice as common among transsexual individuals compared to controls, living in an urban area somewhat
more common, and higher education about equally prevalent. Transsexual individuals had been hospitalized for psychiatric

morbidity other than gender identity disorder prior to sex reassignment about four times more often than controls.*?

Furthermore, the conversion therapy hysteria serves a rhetorically dis-arming purpose, as the World
Professional Association of Transgender Health (WPATH)’s Standards of Care states that “treatment
aimed at trying to change a person’s gender identity and expression to become more congruent with sex
assigned at birth” is “no longer considered ethical.” What’s more unethical, though: chemically
castrating or sterilizing a child, mentally and developmentally retarding them, or waiting a few years to
see if they’ll grow out of this supposed “transgender” identity? Pursuing legitimate psychological
treatment methods or embracing this “identity”? Most of the supposed “trans kids” have their trans-need
projected upon them by parents and/or the Establishment, and, most eventually identify as “just”
homosexual. This is before considering whether children even understand these concepts of “gender,”
and beyond that, if we’re talking about sexuality and children, then we are nowhere near ethical in any
universe but the depraved one of the people pushing this agenda. Is this in some manner a gateway to
pedophilia? In many ways, it really looks like it.

The simple and tragic fact is that the ideology of transgenderism has become institutionalized.
Schools themselves encourage gender confusion from the moment children are put into them. This is a
page quite literally right out of the Soviet Union playbook. In 2017, the University of Minnesota
published a study claiming that 2.7% of children in the state “identify as transgender or gender
nonconforming.” Many North American primary schools have adopted the notorious Gender Unicorn,



which encompasses not only “gender identity” but sexual attraction.

The Gender Unicorn was created by Trans Student Educational Resources (TSER), co-founded by the
Jewish Eli Erlick and Alex Sennello (“two 16-year-old transgender women”), which changed its name
in 2014 from Trans Student Equality Resources stating that “equality is not enough” for the
“transgender community.” Erlick was called a “New Face of Feminism” as a “young feminist changing
the game” by Teen Vogue in 2016; Erlick was instrumental in lobbying for the passing of the School
Success and Opportunity Act in California which “extends gender identity and gender expression
discrimination to transgender and gender-nonconforming K-12 students in public schools.” Their
Program Director is Harper Rubin, “the first trans athlete at Bard College.” TSER states that, “As with
all our jobs, we prioritize trans youth of color (particularly Black and Indigenous trans youth) in our
selections.” I’'m not a lawyer, but I’'m pretty sure that violates basically every anti-discrimination law on
the books. Or it would, if the ruling class gave a shit. So much for fighting discrimination...or is it?

In 2016, the Jewish George Soros’s Open Society Foundations published the last of its subsequent
issue-specific briefs in the “License to be Yourself” series, entitled “License to be Yourself: Responding
to National Security and Identity Fraud Arguments” where we see “trans issues” used as a way to neuter
countries’ border control and enforcement capabilities under the guise of “human rights”:

The disproportionate impact of counter-terrorism measures on trans people has been documented by Martin Scheinin [“Although
Scheinin received a Lutheran upbringing, his father’s Jewish ancestry made him read books on the Holocaust and thus he became
interested in human rights”], the United Nations Special Rapporteur on the Promotion and Protection of Human Rights and
Fundamental Freedoms while Countering Terrorism. In 2009, he specifically mentioned two threats to trans people’s right to
recognition before the law:

* Greater suspicion and harassment of trans people can occur when immigration controls focus on detecting male bombers who may
be dressed as females.

» Stricter procedures for issuing, changing and verifying identity documents risk unduly penalizing transgender persons whose
personal appearance and data are subject to change.

The Special Rapporteur recommended repealing “restrictive immigration controls and asylum procedures that violate the human
rights, including the right to freedom of movement, of transgendered persons”...In June 2014, the UN General Assembly adopted
a resolution reaffirming and updating the UN’s 2006 global counter-terrorism strategy stating that, “Any measures taken to counter
terrorism should not be based on profiling.”

National security out, social justice in. As if it couldn’t get any more preposterous (and dangerous), the
brief continues:

Body scanning and pat-down searches are often very stressful situations for trans and intersex people. This can be due to concerns
about how their body diversity will be perceived by others, and whether prosthetics (to create the shape of breasts or a penis, for
example) will be identified as anomalies by a scanning device. Such stress can be interpreted as suspicious by airport security and
border control agencies. Other people may not have any identity documents, including many refugees and asylum seekers.
Refugees by definition are unable, or unwilling for reasons of fear, to avail themselves of the protection of their country of
nationality. This is likely to mean they are no longer able to access official records of their identity once they are accepted as
refugees in another country. Many refugees flee without necessary identity documents. Trans refugees (and those intersex refugees
who have transitioned) face the additional barrier of having to establish a link between their previous sex and their current sex
and/or gender identity. As refugees, they are unable to return to their country of origin in order to verify their identity and typically
cannot obtain documents issued under their previous name, sex or gender identity. This can have ongoing implications when they
are required to verify details such as an employment history or qualifications. The particular difficulties faced by trans refugees
can have serious consequences at the point of entry. In many countries, refugees and undocumented individuals are held in
detention centers while (a) their claim for asylum is processed and (b), if their claim is rejected, pending their removal from the
country. If a trans person does not have accurate documentation, this can mean that they are placed in incorrect detention centers.
For example, in the United States, there have been numerous stories of trans women (often trans women of color) being subjected
to significant violence and abuse because they have been placed in a male detention center.

Don’t worry, though: Transgender Europe has produced its “Welcome to Stay: Building Trans



Communities Inclusive of Trans Asylum Seekers and Refugees in Europe,” which was produced with
financial support from the Rights, Equality and Citizenship Program of the European Union. In it, the
Somali Farah Abdi complains that:

LGBTQI refugees need safe accommodation. It doesn’t make sense for LGBTQI refugees who have run away from homophobia
and transphobia to come to a safe country and be grouped together with other asylum seekers who are very homophobic and
transphobic.

So why would these other people be invited to stay in these countries, particularly as they continue to
arrive en masse and transform their environs?

It seems the Steve Sailer Magic Dirt is at work here: meaning that simply because someone stands on
German soil, they are immediately as, if not more, German than those whose ancestors are, well,
Germanic, and that their tolerance exceeds anything imagined by an overweight feminist working in HR
for some corporation. Logically, it makes no sense, but we are way past that now. Every two years
TGEU holds the European Transgender Council—the largest gathering of political transgender activists
in Europe: “With 200 delegates, first class key note speakers and panelists, ample workshops and
diverse cultural program the TGEU Councils are both—a forum setting the agenda for transgender
politics in Europe.”

If you organize any events, Transgender Europe says to “make sure that events do not require people
to show their ID cards, which may out trans people.” Mimi Aum Niko from Thailand states that, “In
France, asylum seekers are able to apply for state social insurance, which includes access to hormones.
But first they need to know someone who can speak French and can guide them to go see the right
doctor. This is a big problem.” Indeed. But mon Dieu! the authors cry: “They may experience physical
and mental health crises, including depression and suicidal thoughts. Some even consider returning to
their home country solely to access hormones.” But if it’s safe enough to go get a testosterone injection,
surely it’s safe enough to stay?

The lies just keep coming: in 2011, then-United Nations High Commissioner for Human Rights Navi
Pillay condemned the “growing tide of violence against LGBT people around the world.” It seems this
tide, like that of anti-Semitism, is perpetually swelling. Pillay made sure to emphasize that
“transphobia” and “homophobia” are no different from sexism, racism, or prejudice against immigrants:

Violence against trans people, like violence against women or racial minorities, feeds into a cycle of inequality in which
established social and economic structures determining the distribution of power and resources ensure that those who have more
advantages continue to profit.

Gaslighting at its finest.

Those profiting most handsomely from not just the transgender-industrial complex but also the
LGBTQ agenda more generally are the exact same beneficiaries of the entire neo-liberal globalist
Establishment, and it serves their purposes to “link” all of these “social justice” causes together as
inextricably as their system itself is inextricably intertwined. One cannot break from the Establishment
orthodoxy on a single issue or they will have transgressed and will be destroyed. The maintenance of
this orthodoxy is absolutely vital from a conditioning perspective, and contradictory beliefs or
especially evidence must be suppressed at all costs. It helps to have a ready-made phalanx of
professional “activists” to out-source the work to.

PLOS One, which published Lisa Littman’s study discussed in Chapter One in 2018, was almost
immediately inundated by “activist” complaints, and felt compelled to issue a statement that it would
seek “further expert assessment on the study’s methodology and analyses,” citing reader concerns,
followed by an official apology. The Dean of Brown University, home of researcher Lisa Littman, was



deeply unhappy with Littman’s findings, claiming that they could be used to “invalidate the perspectives
of members of the transgender community.” Brown removed a press release highlighting Littman’s
findings, and a “trans graduate student” at Brown’s School of Public Health named Arjee Javellana
Restar published what BuzzFeed calls “the most thorough and damning description of the research to
date” in the Archives of Sexual Behavior. Among the conclusions BuzzFeed finds “damning” are that
there were “survey responses from parents who had visited sites promoting anti-trans views” and that
Littman’s approach “pathologizes trans people.” Trust me, it is not Littman’s approach that’s
pathologizing anyone.

This kind of wording (and obvious lack of any concrete evidence) by ideologues like Restar is par for
the course. Consider the following from George Soros’s Open Society Foundations’ May 2014 “License
to be Yourself” Report: “The pathologization of gender identity means governments typically privilege
the views of medical experts over those of trans people themselves.” Subjectivity over objectivity.
Classic Frankfurt School critical theory. But the so-called experts themselves seem to be really into the
junk science, concern trolling, and charlatanry Brynn Tannehill seems to think is reserved for anyone
who criticizes the agenda or highlights its significant issues, from self-serving methodology to
legitimate harm.

Lisa Littman found that 62.5% of the adolescents and young adults (AYAs) had reportedly been
diagnosed with at least one mental health disorder or neurodevelopmental disability prior to the onset of
their gender dysphoria and nearly half had reportedly experienced some kind of trauma prior to their
“rapid onset gender dysphoria.” Littman continues:

Concern has been raised that adolescents may come to believe that transition is the only solution to their individual situations, that
exposure to internet content that is uncritically positive about transition may intensify these beliefs...The presentation of gender
dysphoria can occur in the context of severe psychiatric disorders, developmental difficulties, or as part of large-scale identity
issues...Adolescents with gender dysphoria ‘should be screened carefully to detect the emergence of the desire for sex
reassignment in the context of trauma as well as for any disorder (such as schizophrenia, mania, psychotic depression) that may
produce gender confusion.’...Parents reported subjective declines in their AYAs’ mental health (47.2%) and in parent-child
relationships (57.3%) since the AYA “came out” and that AYAs expressed a range of behaviors that included: expressing distrust of
non-transgender people (22.7%); stopping spending time with non-transgender friends (25.0%); trying to isolate themselves from
their families (49.4%), and only trusting information about gender dysphoria from transgender sources (46.6%). Most (86.7%) of
the parents reported that, along with the sudden or rapid onset of gender dysphoria, their child either had an increase in their social
media/internet use, belonged to a friend group in which one or multiple friends became transgender-identified during a similar

timeframe, or both.50

In this case, the trans recruitment process and subsequent mental re-configuring is uncomfortably
similar to Synanon, for as Jenn Smith outlines:

Whereas Synanon would break down the recruit and then “build up a new personality not drug oriented,” trans activists break
down potential recruits and then “build up a new personality not traditionally gender (or what they call ‘cis gender’) oriented.”...
While Synanon utilized a brainwashing technique called the “Think Table” in which daily messages and support would be
broadcast each morning to the breakfast table (People’s Temple founder Jim Jones used a similar system), social media sites now
serve as a kind of “Think Table” for trans activism, broadcasting daily brainwashing messages...Total self surrender necessarily
involves pulling away from anybody that would pull you back to former ways of thinking and behaving. Friends and family have
always been the biggest threat to cult agendas. Synanon thus encouraged recruits to destroy their former selves and come join “the

Synanon family. »51

Unsurprisingly Medium banned Smith’s article for some obscure rules violation. I think we all know
what rules Smith really broke.

Remember Veronica Ivy/Rachel McKinnon’s video to “walk away...and find what we call your glitter
family. Your queer family”? Consider here as well Littman’s findings that the “newly-transgendered”
stopped spending time with non-transgenders, mis-trusted non-trans people, tried to isolate themselves



from their families, and only trusted “trans news” from trans sources, among other behaviors. Breaking
people down further is so much easier when they are already broken down, isolated, gaslit,
propagandized, and stripped of any meaningful sources of identity; as Smith continues:

Transgender leaders and activists can thus just parachute into the lives of these troubled, wounded minds and start rebuilding them
with their new “trans identity,” and they tend to become as dedicated to the trans cult as any Synanon member ever was. Although
it should be noted that with all of the non-stop propaganda and pro-trans coverage in the media and Hollywood, “parachuting in” is
not even required, because brainwashing and suggestion are constantly being broadcast on almost every TV channel. The
rebuilding of the personality thus can be done by a form of electronic correspondence, without ever coming into physical contact
with an actual recruiter. The use of incredibly slick multi-media presentations, the likes of which Dederich et al. could only dream

of, makes this kind of programming even more effective.”?

The Dederich in question would be Charles E. Dederich, an alcoholic test subject administered LSD
during a series of tests in the 1950s at UCLA which also included Alcoholics Anonymous (AA) founder
Bill Wilson. The hypothesis was that psychoactive substances could modify addictive behavior.
Dederich believed that his “full surrender” and the destruction of his ego during the experience had
cured him, and actually given him powers of omnipotence. Wilson came to a similar conclusion—as did
the CIA—that the person needed to be broken down completely in order to be built anew. Dederich
joined AA and became an acolyte of Wilson’s while the CIA was running its own LSD-based
experiments:

The Central Intelligence Agency (CIA) focused many of its MK Ultra LSD experiments on the drug’s ability to clear the mind, and
thus allow for the programming or brainwashing of a subject. Most of the MK Ultra documents were deliberately destroyed in
1973 under orders of CIA Director Richard Helms to avoid public scrutiny, but it appears from the documents that survived as if

one of the goals was the creation of so-called “Robot Agents”, or sleeper agents brainwashed by the agency to serve its goals.53

Dederich apparently strove to accomplish something similar, and left AA in 1958 to found Synanon,
however Dederich believed LSD to be too unpredictable and would instead rely on the “ego-crushing
[power of] peer pressure.” This became The Game, an exercise in ego-destroying abuse and humiliation
designed to make someone feel so worthless that they totally capitulate. Sounds like what every organ
of the Establishment is doing to white people every day—a relentless assault on “whiteness,”
“privilege,” ad infinitum designed to break our will so we surrender. Then we can be re-born into good
soldiers for diversity and dis-avow our privilege, just as “a ‘Synanist’...would lead an all-out group
assault on the person. The technique, which could last for days or weeks, eventually led to an emotional
breakdown and complete psychological exhaustion in which the person disavowed their former selves
and ways completely.”>* Continuing with Smith:

This kind of intense and prolonged assault had much in common with some of the “psychic driving” techniques employed by

Doctor Ewen Cameron in his ghoulish MK Ultra experiments conducted in Canada.”> “The Game” was recognized by Dederich
and others as a form of highly effective brainwashing. Its ability to break down drug addicts and reshape them garnered Synanon
the attention and financial support of Fortune 500 companies, Hollywood stars, and an endorsement from LSD guru Tim Leary.
Synanon’s success resulted in countless cult-like copycat rehab organizations that used the same “game” tactics, including another
well-known group named Straight Inc. The Straight operators discovered that age-specific peer pressure was more effective than
just the general group pressure Synanon used...The goal was to change behavior in such a way that addictive personalities would
become addicted to people (the group) instead of drugs. The average age of Straight recruits was 17, with members as young as 12

and 13.56

This kind of preying on the youth is, as previously stated, a grooming process, and whether it be a
physical preying or a psychological preying—often both—the goal of the Establishment is to get them
young. The implications are well past disturbing, well past even criminal, particularly when we consider
the cascade effect of self-destructive behaviors, psychopathologies and mental illnesses, and lives led to



ruin. Furthermore, the introduction of sex hormones in the name of “transitioning” is harmful enough in
adults, but with children the results are downright catastrophic. As we can see, however, the full extent
of the damage is being actively suppressed by the Establishment and its lackeys.



3. Sex (Education) as a Weapon

“From children’s books to TV shows and movies, media geared towards young people is more LGBTQ-
inclusive than ever. Broadway and TV star Billy Porter recently guested on an episode of Sesame
Street...donning the fabulous black dress that blasted away boundaries at last year’s Academy Awards
ceremony. Netflix just released a new show, Chip & Potato, geared towards toddlers that features a two-
dad family in the neighborhood and gender-neutral bathrooms. Drag queen story hours are sashaying
into public libraries across the U.S.”

- Allison Hope,
“The Right’s New Target: LGBTQ Children,” Slate, March 23rd, 2020

Once again we see the absolutely egregious falsehood that somehow the Right is “a highly
coordinated, well-resourced political movement that is targeting the most vulnerable among us: our
children,” according to Allison Hope. This is demonstrably false, but for these ideologues, facts do not
matter. Hope is right about one thing, though: “Children are often the innocent casualties for much of
what ails society.”

Thousands of schools across the United States have chapters of the GSA Network; formerly the Gay-
Straight Alliance, in 2016 they officially changed their name to the Gender and Sexualities Alliance
Network, “after hearing from countless youth leaders who understand their genders and sexualities to be
uniquely theirs and have moved beyond the labels of gay and straight, and the limits of a binary gender
system.”

The GSA Network has produced “educational materials” for the University of North Carolina and has
chapters across the country, operating as propaganda nodes and training grounds. Also embodying the
intersectional approach we’ve come to expect, their website proclaims that:

GSA clubs build power for a growing movement of LGBTQ+ youth of color and we actively support youth through training in
leadership, organizing, and advocacy for racial and gender justice. We empower trans and queer youth to educate your schools and
communities [and] organize in coalition with other youth across identity lines.

Your schools. Hmm...

There are at least 4,000 GSA clubs across the US. Where does the GSA Network derive its funding?
I’'m glad you asked: the Open Society Foundations, the Ford Foundation, the Horizons Foundation, the
Silicon Valley Community Foundation, the Arcus Foundation, the Weingart Foundation, the Foundation
for a Just Society, the California Endowment, the William and Flora Hewlett Foundation, the LGBTQ
Racial Justice Fund administered by the Astraea Lesbian Foundation for Justice, the Tides Foundation,
Vans, the Liberty Hill Foundation, the Communities for Just Schools Fund, and the Tikkun Olam
Foundation,®” among others.

In turn, the Communities for Just Schools Fund donor organizations include the Open Society
Foundations, the NEA Foundation, the WK Kellogg Foundation, Casey Family Programs, the
Wellspring Philanthropic Fund, the NoVo Foundation, the Arcus Foundation, the Ford Foundation, and
the Einhorn Family Charitable Trust, also known as the Einhorn Collaborative. Its founder, the Jewish
David Einhorn, net worth approximately $700 million, is a hedge fund manager and graduate of Cornell
University. Jon Gruber, Strategy Lead-Building, was formerly the Director of Education at the Jewish
Foundation for the Righteous (“We would like to thank the Conference on Jewish Material Claims
Against Germany for their support of our rescuer support and education programs”). Executive
Director Jennifer Hoos Rothberg was previously the Director of Development for Cornell Hillel.



According to their website, in 2015, the GSA Network:

...transitioned its leadership to a Co-Executive Director model and made it an organizational priority to have LGBTQ+ people of
color in the top echelons of management and governance to ensure that the organizational identity reflect[s] the identity of the
LGBTQ+ youth that participate in our programs.

One thing that is very striking is the paucity of whites and especially white men involved with most of
these organizations. This observation is supported by the Evelyn and Walter Haas, Jr. Fund-funded
Funders for LGBTQ Issues’ 2018 “Diversity Among Philanthropic Professionals” report, which found
that:

* People of color made up 45.6 percent of the staff and board at foundations with a social justice focus

» Women accounted for nearly 70 percent of the staff and board at all participating foundations

* Nearly half of women at foundations with a social justice focus were women of color

» Among lesbian, gay, and bisexual people in philanthropy, 43.1 percent of those at foundations with a social justice focus were
people of color

» Among transgender people, 57.1 percent of transgender people at foundations with a social justice focus were people of color

By their own admission, non-whites, especially blacks, appear to have higher incidence rates of
homosexuality; as reported by the Arcus Foundation-funded Applied Research Center in 2010, “Don’t
Ask, Don’t Tell affects African-American women disproportionately,” and another black-focused
“activist” organization reported in 2019 that, “According to the most recent data from the Gallup Daily
Tracking Poll, 5 percent of Black people identify as LGBT compared to 4 percent of white people.
Latinx and Asian adults are also more likely than their white counterparts to identify as LGBT.” A
Gallup survey of over 121,000 Americans in 2012 found basically the same predispositions, although
the percentages for each respective group who identified as homosexual were slightly lower: 4.6%
black, 4.3% Asian, 4% Hispanic, 3.2% white. The same is true of transgenders: “Among adults who
identify as transgender, 55 percent identify as white, 16 percent identify as African-American or black,
21 percent identify as Latino or Hispanic, and 8 percent identify as another race or ethnicity.” Other
than whites, all of those percentages are higher than the respective races’ population share.

The proportion of whites is probably even lower given that Jews are classed as white. 5% of
representatives of households responding to the question “Do you consider yourself (or does anyone in
the household consider themselves) to be gay, lesbian, bisexual, or transgender?” from the Jewish
Community Study of New York, 2011, covering the Five Boroughs of New York City plus Nassau,
Suffolk, and Westchester Counties responded “yes.” In the 2007 Annual Survey of American Jewish
Opinion administered by Synovate, Inc. for the American Jewish Committee, the proportion of LGBT
individuals among American Jews was at least 7%.

This reality helps explain why LGBTQ is pushed so hard on whites, and it also explains in part the
conscious undertaking by the LGBTQ Establishment to cater to these groups in order to weaponize
them as another intersectional grievance vector, as exemplified by organizations such as Soros’s Open
Society Foundations and Funders for LGBTQ Issues; regarding the latter:

In 2007, [Funders for LGBTQ Issues] announced its new mission: to mobilize philanthropic resources that enhance the well-being
of lesbian, gay, bisexual, transgender and queer communities, promote equity, and advance racial, economic and gender justice. It
also launched a new program: the LGBTQ Racial Equity Campaign. The LGBTQ Racial Equity Campaign is a multi-year
initiative to increase philanthropic support for LGBTQ communities of color, their leadership and organizations, and to support
grantmaking institutions that embody fairness and inclusiveness. Through the campaign, Funders conducts research, maintains an
online racial equity toolkit, and makes the case nationally for increases in funding for LGBTQ people of color organizations and
projects. The Racial Equity Regranting Initiative, another of the campaign’s elements, supported the capacity of local LGBTQ

communities of color through grants to LGBTQ public and community foundations.”®



On the level of governance, Renew Europe, a successor to the Alliance of Liberals and Democrats for
Europe (ALDE) in the European Parliament comprised of 98 Parliamentarians (MEPs), wants even
more bureaucratic and political heft behind “the fight against racism and discrimination,” particularly at
the highest levels. It is vital here to note that the leader of the ALDE, Guy Verhofstadt, stated on March
151, 2019: “Let’s create a single Euro-African economic area. It would have an enormous potential that
remains untapped: 1.5 billion consumers, 20 trillion in value, able to rival with China.” This would be
the end of Europe as we know it, and he knows it.

Focusing specifically on education/indoctrination, UNESCO received financial support from the
Dutch Ministry of Education, Culture, and Science, and the Norwegian Agency for Development
Cooperation for its work on “preventing and addressing homophobic and transphobic violence in
educational settings, including the global review on the extent of the problem and education sector
responses.” UNESCQO’s 2016 report “Out in the Open: Education sector responses to violence based on
sexual orientation and gender identity/expression” was followed in November 2018 by the Council of
Europe’s report “Safe at school: Education sector responses to violence based on sexual orientation,
gender identity/expression or sex characteristics in Europe,” in partnership with UNESCO.

The “epidemic of violence” myth has already been dispelled in this book, but we can see here the
standard tactics employed to play on people’s emotions and artificially manipulate them into supporting
the various aspects of the One World globalist project. The “recommendations” in this report are
actually mandates, as “Member States’ education sectors must (emphasis added)”:

* Provide information to educational communities on equality and non-discrimination for all, including on grounds of gender,
sexual orientation, gender identity/expression and sex characteristics. Information campaigns are a good way to disseminate this
information.

* Review [educators’] curricula to ensure they include factual and non-judgmental information about sexual and gender diversity.
At minimum, curricula must refer to equality and non-discrimination on all grounds. Ideally, curricula must explicitly mention
the grounds of sexual orientation and gender identity/expression or sex characteristics. At best, curricula must explore specific
issues related to sexual and gender diversity across several topics.

* Partner with civil society to benefit from their expertise in preventing and addressing [sexual orientation, gender identity and
expression, and sex characteristics] SOGIESC-based violence. As education sectors acquire experience with the topic, their
partnerships with civil society organisations should evolve to continue complementing official responses to violence.

All of this of course simply frames as anti-discrimination what is actually indoctrination and the
stamping-out of any dissent through crushing uniformity. The report also references “binding
international law” to mandate compliance with the UN’s Sustainable Development Goals, again using
“anti-discrimination” as an interpretative leap to pushing the LGBTQ propaganda. Preventing violence
based on sexual orientation is a far cry from mandating transgender propaganda in teachers’ curricula.
It’s like a version of the perversion of the American Constitution’s 14" Amendment on a global scale.
According to the “Safe at school” report:

In 2015, the United Nations General Assembly formally adopted a set of 17 Sustainable Development Goals (SDGs) to achieve the
2030 Agenda for Sustainable Development agreed by all UN Member States. Several goals require States to prevent violence
against LGBT students in education:

* Goal 3: Ensure healthy lives and promote wellbeing for all at all ages

* Goal 4: Ensure inclusive and quality education for all

* Goal 5: Achieve gender equality and empower all women and girls

* Goal 10: Reduce inequality within and among countries

* Goal 16: Promote peaceful and inclusive societies for sustainable development

These goals cannot be achieved unless States take positive action to prevent and address violence in the education sector, including
SOGIE-based violence.



The report, authored by Jasna Magi¢ and Bruno Selun with additional input by Sophie Aujean (ILGA-
FEurope); Rubén Avila and Euan Platt (IGLYO); Michael Barron (EQUATE Ireland); A. Chaber
(Campaign Against Homophobia, Poland); Christophe Cornu and Yongfeng Liu (UNESCO); Eunice
Den Hoedt (formerly seconded to UNESCO from the Dutch Ministry of Education, Culture and
Science); Joe Kosciw (GLSEN, USA); and Oren Pizmony-Levy (Teachers College, Columbia
University, USA), also states that in Ireland:

...the Professional Development Service for Teachers (PDST, the largest provider of in-service teacher training) trains teachers to
deal with issues linked to sexual orientation or gender identity/expression, including on best practices when implementing the
national anti-bullying procedures.

And in Belgium:

...regional pedagogical guidance services commission NGOs and businesses to deliver both pre- and in-service training for staff.
Regional education ministries also support a federal centre for expertise in sexual health, which provides LGBT-inclusive teacher
training.

Flanders’s regional Ministry of Education has been allowing LGBTQ NGOs to “raise awareness in
schools” since 1999; apparently, “for the ministry, this tailored support to schools is essential to address
SOGIE-based violence, but also the gender roles and stereotypes at the root of this violence.” Per the
report, in France:

The Ministry of Education set up a national network of experts on SOGIE-based violence, each based in the ministry’s regional
branch in one of France’s 26 academic regions. In addition to their expertise on LGBT issues, these staff members also variously
specialise in gender-based violence, gender equality, or discrimination. They relay resources and training from the ministry to
teachers in their region, and act as a link on SOGIE-based violence between the regional and national levels. These specialised
support staff receive continuous training, including on racist, sexist, and SOGIE-based violence and their discriminatory aspects.
They follow and organise seminars on preventing and addressing violence, and share resources with colleagues in their region.

The Council of Europe has increasingly begun pressuring member states to adopt the instantly-
recognizable uniform policy regarding “gender identity” and sexual orientation; in 2010, the
Recommendation CM/Rec(2010)5 from the Committee of Ministers to member states in the realm of
education specifically stated that the nations of the Council are urged to “take appropriate legislative
and other measures, addressed to educational staff and pupils, to ensure that the right to education can
be effectively enjoyed without discrimination on grounds of sexual orientation or gender identity.” All
well and good in essence, but by 2016, Resolution 2097 of the Parliamentary Assembly of the Council
of Europe on “Access to school and education for all children” called on members to:

...ensure access by LGBTI children to quality education by promoting respect and inclusion of LGBTI persons and the
dissemination of objective information about issues concerning sexual orientation and gender identity, and by introducing
measures to address homophobic and transphobic bullying.

We have seen what “objective information” looks like in this context, as well as the kinds of “measures”
instituted to force compliance and stifle objection or even debate. In short, bullying.

As with all of these Trojan horse causes, the goalposts continue to move and the terminology is
subject to constant revision. In its advanced stages—as in now—the statements of truth are
diametrically opposed to the actual truth. This is part of the global gaslighting operation conducted by
the Establishment and why control of the media apparatus and of education are so vital. As Catherine J.
Nash and Kath Browne write in “Resisting the mainstreaming of LGBT equalities in Canadian and
British Schools: Sex education and trans school friends”:



Once-invisible heternormativities are now being challenged through LGBT curricula and support for trans students. This creates
classrooms as pivotal, geographical, social and political spaces that operate at the juncture of the public/private spaces of the home,
public spaces of the neighbourhood and the imagined space of the nation and nation-building citizenship. Oppositional ideologies
can no longer be understood through the labels of ‘anti-gay’, ‘homophobic’ or ‘transphobic’, and these oppositions go beyond
‘anti-gender’, such that the term heteroactivism names the activisms and ideologies that seeks to reassert the superiority of

monogamous, binary cis-gendered, coupled marriages as best for children and for society.59

In other words, the “assumption” that nuclear families of loving, committed couples raising healthy
children together is best for those children and for society is “problematic,” and it must be challenged,
nay dismantled—ijust like the “patriarchy” and “white supremacy,” et cetera.

The Manitoba Teachers’ Society acted as a partner organization for a project led by Catherine Taylor
(the University of Winnipeg), primarily funded by the Social Sciences and Humanities Research
Council of Canada with additional funds provided by The Manitoba Teachers’ Society, Egale Canada
Human Rights Trust, the Legal Research Institute at the University of Manitoba, and the University of
Winnipeg, with additional authorial support for Taylor from other academicians from the Universities of
Winnipeg and Manitoba and Elizabeth Meyer (University of Colorado; co-editor of Gender and
Sexuality in Education and Supporting Transgender and Gender-Creative Youth: Schools, Families, and
Communities in Action); this research became the “Every Teacher Project on LGBTQ-Inclusive
Education in Canada’s K-12 Schools.” In it, the authors provide recommendations sure to become
mandates such as:

* Develop appropriate curricular content at all grade levels and provide teachers with support to implement it. Make LGBTQ-
inclusive content mandatory.

* Develop legislation/school board policy to require all publicly funded schools to provide a Gay-Straight Alliance.

* Actively work with Ministries of Education to create and implement effective legislation supporting LGBTQ-inclusive education.

* Ensure that student coursework has LGBTQ content integrated throughout Bachelor of Education programs.

The New Zealand Ministry of Education provides suggestions for schools and teachers in their role of
“supporting LGBTIQA+ students,” recommending: developing inclusive classrooms; using language to
affirm diversity; making LGBTIQA+ content and themes visible across the curriculum; using targeted
programs to facilitate opportunities for healthy discussion about sexuality, gender identity, and diversity;
planning and delivering sexuality and gender education within the New Zealand Curriculum, years 1 to
6; and planning and delivering sexuality and gender education within the New Zealand Curriculum,
years 7 to 13. As Howie Bruce and Jenny Horsley write, “Further delving into this material reveals
resources that link to other groups supportive of education around diversity, including The Rainbow
Trust and the Safe School Coalition in Australia.” The Safe Schools Coalition Australia (SSCA) was a
national network of organizations “working with school communities to create safer and more inclusive
environments for same sex attracted, intersex and gender diverse students, staff and families” that began
in Victoria in 2010 and went nationwide in 2013; it ceased to be a national organization several years
later, however, with the cessation of federal funding.

In the UK, the Government Equalities Office and Department of Education in England and Wales
started providing specific funding to 1,000 primary and secondary schools “with no or ineffective
measures against SOGIE-based violence,” which includes teacher and staff training. In England, as Neal
Baker reported in February 2019 for The Sun, “Primary school children from the age of five are
reportedly set to receive compulsory lessons about gay and trans relationships. New guidance...will
also ban parents from opting their kids out of sex education in secondary school (emphasis added).” The
preposterously-named Paul Twocock believes that the new regulations are “a great step forward for
society.”

In October 2019, the Northern Ireland Education Authority published its “guidance for schools on



supporting trans children.” The Scottish Government’s LGBT Inclusive Education Implementation
Group has created a national framework including curriculum content, teaching materials, teacher
training, and assessment criteria to “ensure LGBT inclusion in Scottish schools.” Per IGLYO’s 2018
LGBTQI Inclusive Education report:

In 2014 the government allocated £2 million to a programme in England to help build schools’ capacity to tackle homophobic,
biphobic and transphobic bullying (the Anti-Homophobic, Biphobic and Transphobic (HBT) Bullying programme), in cooperation
with relevant NGOs. In July 2016, the government provided a further £2.8 million to extend the programme from September 2016
to March 2019... Public Sector Equality Duty requires that activities should be inclusive of sexual orientation and gender identity.
Statutory Relationships and Sex Education (from 2019) will have to be inclusive of LGBTQI issues...[In 2015] the National
Children’s Bureau (NBC) was awarded funding from the Department of Education and Government Equalities Office to deliver
training for 1,500 primary and secondary teachers in seven local authority areas. The training is said to build teachers’ ability to
deliver a curriculum of sex and relationships education, within personal, social, health and economic (PSHE) education, which is
inclusive of lesbian, gay, bisexual and transgender (LGBT) issues... Furthermore, some universities or schools provide this
training, often in collaboration with civil society organisations. In England, Stonewall offers training to universities. LGBT Youth
Scotland works with six of the eight teacher training universities in Scotland. Through lectures, workshops and seminars, trainee
teachers are signposted to LGBTI inclusion resources and are given a basic overview of LGBTI inclusion...In England, the Proud
Trust provides support and training to LGBTQI learners to make a positive change for themselves and their communities through
youth groups, peer support, delivering of training and events, campaigns, undertaking research and creating resources... The
Scottish Government and LGBT Youth Scotland have developed a Toolkit for Teachers: Dealing with Homophobia and
Homophobic Bullying with information, guidance and specific lesson plans for teachers to include LGBT topics across all
subjects. More recently, LGBT Youth Scotland, funded by the government’s Equalities Unit, has also developed a Guidance for
Supporting Transgender Young People aimed to help primary and secondary education staff in Scotland support trans and non-
binary learners.

In May 2019, the parents of a kindergartener in Andorra claimed that not only was their child
transgender, but that the teachers in the facility needed to be educated about gender identity in
childhood; the Catalan Association of Parents with Trans Children, Chrysallis, delivered the seminar.
Andorra’s health insurance system already covers hormone therapy, but in 2019 it was decided that
“trans-specific” healthcare at a facility in Barcelona would also be covered. Also in 2019, the
Department of Equality produced a short film entitled “#lovingdiversity,” and handed out rainbow
stickers and promoted online information on “sexual and gender diversity” in conjunction with this
project; that same year the law on the rights of children and adolescents was amended to reflect “the
right to identity,” and establishing that “trans children must be respected in their gender identity.”
DiversAnd is the most prominent LGBTQ NGO currently active in Andorra: “The idea we have is to
visualize the diversity that exists and put pressure on the administration to be sensitive to the group,”
said the president of the association. In 2016, Andorra’s Ministry of Education teamed up with LGBTQ
NGO Som Com Som to provide “a training session for teachers on LGBTQI issues.”

In 2015, Estonia’s Ministry of Education and Research tasked Tallinn University with delivering an
in-service training course for teachers on LGBTQ “issues.” Also in Estonia, at Tartu University LGBTQ
topics are included in Diversity in Education, which is compulsory for teachers who study “Teaching
Humanities and Social Subjects in Basic School” and voluntary for teachers who study “Teaching
Natural and Exact Sciences at Lower Secondary School.”

The E6tvos Lorand University in Budapest, Hungary has offered two courses on diversity which are
part of the teacher training curriculum. In the course “Pedagogical experiences and approaches,
representations of children, and individual specificities” diversity and inclusion are mentioned, with
“LGBT youth” typically included; “Everybody’s society - everybody’s school” may also include
“LGBT youth issues,” but it is dependent on the professor.

In Spain, the Institute of Women and for Equal Opportunities and Complutense University of Madrid
started in-service training to “prevent SOGIE-based [sexual orientation or gender identity/expression]
violence” in 2016; Complutense University of Madrid also has an MA program in LGBTIQ+ Studies
and set up a specific LGBT support office in 2017, which supports transgender students seeking to



change their name and gender in the register. Spanish primary and secondary schools in Sevilla, Madrid,
and Tenerife work with local LGBTQ organizations to incorporate “sexual, gender and family diversity”
in both class content and extra-curricular activities, whatever those may entail. The Action Protocol on
Gender Identity in Andalusia’s Education System “address[es] trans realities in schools in a detailed,
comprehensive and depathologising manner.” IGLYO reports that:

The government of Catalonia stated in 2014 (Law to grant the rights of LGBTI people and to eradicate homophobia, biphobia and
transphobia) that there must be regulations for trans and intersex people to be treated according to their own gender even if they
are minors, especially in educational institutions.

In March 2019, the Portuguese Secretary of State of Education, Jodo Costa, published a statement on
the importance of educating students about “gender equality” and condemned attempts to label the
ongoing work in schools as spreading “gender ideology,” even though it obviously is. Costa writes:

In the week that we celebrate Women’s Day, it is worth remembering why the theme Gender Equality was introduced in the area of
Citizenship and Development for all students...I receive letters and some petitions against the inclusion of the theme of Gender
Equality in the curriculum. Interestingly, they do not speak of Equality, but of Gender Ideology. With bizarre arguments, such as
the alleged imposition of a culture of death, the annulment of biology or the destruction of the family.

I promise I didn’t write to him! He continues:

Human Rights are not negotiated, are not postponed and are not optional, Citizenship in schools is not optional. The word ideology
was transformed, by some, into an insult, in the famous imprecation “that is ideology”. The Universal Declaration of Human

Rights, whose 70th anniversary we are celebrating, is an ideological project. I’'m glad. It is a good thing that we continue to strive
for compliance.

In 2012, ILGA Portugal launched a call for an illustrated LGBTQ children’s book with the winner being
a story about a five-year-old girl with two fathers (“Primeiro Cresci no Coragao” - First I grew up in
their hearts”). The book has been provided for free to primary schools and public libraries, with
sponsored readings.

In Serbia, NGO Labris has been organizing LGBTQ-centric training seminars for college professors,
high school teachers, and school psychologists since 2011. From ILGA-Europe’s 2020 Annual Review:

Labris convened two national conferences for LGBTI liaison officers in July [2019], in Belgrade and Borkovac, to build their
capacity in handling anti-LGBT hate crimes. Labris also held three meetings, bringing together liaison officers and the LGBTI
community in Belgrade in April, and in Novi Sad and NiS in July. The meetings helped build trust in the community, and increase
the knowledge of liaison officers about the needs of LGBT people.

Labris conducted a textbook analysis in 2014 and found—by what metric we do not know, surely not a
scientific one—that school textbooks in the areas of biology, medicine, and psychology contained
“discriminatory content.”

Per ILGA-Europe’s 2020 Annual Review, in 2019:

The Flemish parliament introduced mandatory education on gender and sexual identity for first grade students in high schools, the
fulfilment of which will be monitored by school inspections. Two universities, ULB and VUB, co-organised a workshop with four
other European universities, on good practices on LGBTI inclusion.

Cavaria vzw provides materials to kindergarten teachers, and states that kindergarten is a better place to
start indoctrinating children because “giving pre-schoolers a positive view of the evident diversity in
our society is an exciting, but not always easy task for any pre-school teacher.” They do, however,
provide information about “Talking to preschoolers about diversity”: “In a broader sense than what you
say, ask yourself what the added value is of certain divisions in boys and girls that you make. Each time



you divide them up like that, you reinforce the image that boys and girls are fundamentally different.”

The Netherlands’s Ministry of Education, Culture, and Science developed a guide in 2017 to help
schools “attain educational goals linked to sexual and gender diversity.” Peggy Cohen-Kettenis was
Chair of Gender Development and Psychopathology at the University Medical Center Utrecht before
becoming Professor of Medical Psychology at the Free University (VU) Medical Center in Amsterdam
and the head of a gender clinic for children, adolescents, and adults. For the fifth revision of the
DSM, Cohen-Kettenis was the Chair of the Gender Identity Disorders subcommittee under the Sexual
and Gender Identity Disorders Work Group, Chaired by Kenneth Zucker. A trio of studies conducted by
Peggy T. Cohen-Kettenis in conjunction with other researchers are often used as proof that surgical and
hormonal intervention is only ever a good, and the younger the better.

In Sweden, the National Agency for Education uses a “norm-critical approach to familiarise
educational staff with LGBT issues.”®® The Swedish government monitors “homophobic, biphobic,
transphobic and interphobic bullying” through the Swedish Schools Inspectorate. The Service Santé de
I’Enfance et de la Jeunesse is responsible for sex education in Geneva, Switzerland’s schools and
includes “LGBTQI issues” in the curriculum.

The Finnish Ministry of Education and Culture promotes a teacher guide developed by a national
LGBTQ NGO, which includes “pedagogical materials to discuss sexual and gender diversity in class”;
also in Finland, the National Agency for Education published an official guide in 2015 for basic schools
to develop their “equality planning.” Between 2014 and 2016, Finland updated the core curricula for
pre-primary, primary, and general upper secondary education to “explicitly acknowledge that students’
conception of their own gender identity and sexuality would evolve during these years,” as the “Safe at
school” report puts it.

In Ireland, per IGLYO:

LGBT SASS was developed in 2016 by BeLonG To and Health Promotion within Ireland’s national Health Services Executive. It
is a comprehensive whole-school-community model for school change in order to become safe, supportive and inclusive of
LGBT+ students. It was piloted in the NW of Ireland, in Donegal. Funding is now being sought to roll-out SASS nationally...
BeLonG To’s Stand Up LGBT+ Awareness Week is a national event in November in secondary level schools across Ireland...
BeLonG To sends Stand Up packs (with posters and teachers’ booklets) to all secondary level schools in Ireland. Stand Up Week
address[es] sexual orientation and gender identity/expression.

Montenegro’s Ministry of Education offered a training course for teachers and school psychologists and
counselors in 2013, in collaboration with another of these LGBTQ NGOs; Montenegro has incorporated
“sexual and gender diversity” in its national curriculum. One NGO delivered a training seminar on “the
human rights of LGBT people” to pre-primary education professionals in 2017. In no universe but this
one is this apparently acceptable, and accept and promote it major Montenegrin NGO Juventas and its
donors (the Open Society Foundations, USAID, UNDP, the Global Fund, the Rockefeller Brothers
Fund, the European Commission, the Westminster Foundation for Democracy, the US and British
Embassies in Podgorica, and the Delegation of the European Union to Podgorica, among others) do.

In Greece, the educational section of the Educational Radio-Television broadcasts from the Hellenic
Parliament TV Channel, which includes student productions that were distinguished within the
framework of educational activities of the Educational Radio TV. The episodes’ themes are in
accordance with the educational priorities of the Ministry of Education and Religious Affairs, such as:
respect for diversity, the refugee crisis, sustainability, and gender equality. The Department of Early
Childhood Education at National and Kapodistrian University of Athens offers the following:

* “Gender Theories”: This lesson focuses on the way social sciences analyse the aspect of gender in sociability. It focuses on
gender, as the principle that organises social life, and the ways it interacts with other analytical categories, such as sexuality, race,
etc.



» Thematic week “Gender, body, otherness”: This thematic week covers issues related to norms about gender, bodies and sexual
orientation. It features movies, lectures and presentations from experts of different fields. Colour Youth (along with other
LGBTQ organisations) has participated in this week with presentations.

Colour Youth is a grantee of the Open Society Foundations, which states that “Greece is susceptible to
outside pressure.” The European Court of Human Rights has in the past fined Greece for excluding
same-sex couples from the civil union law.

Armenia decided funding a film on transgender weightlifting champion Mel Daluzyan was a good use
of funds, and the Civil Status Acts Registration Agency of the Ministry of Justice decided that a
psychiatric opinion from a licensed professional was not necessary for a trans person to change their
name. That said, IGLYO whines that, “an analysis of elementary school textbooks revealed a
disproportionate representation of gender roles with clear domination of the male roles depicted...[and]
the State Yerevan University...consider[s] gender as a binary topic.” According to the European
Commission against Racism and Intolerance, “topics related to sexual orientation and gender identity
and expression, or the issues of homophobia, biphobia, transphobia or interphobia are not properly
covered in sex education classes in schools.”

In Austria, the University of Applied Arts Vienna offers a course on the topic of diversity and
(trans)gender in the context of didactics. The University of Vienna offers courses on gender diversity
where “queer pedagogy” is taught. Verein Ausgesprochen is an association for LGBTQI teachers in
Austria that provides specific workshops and guidelines for teachers. “Rainbow families” NGO FAmOs
receives funding from the Austrian Ministry of Labor, Family, and Youth.

In Germany, the State of Berlin adopted an action plan against homo- and transphobia back in 2010
that lists measures for the education sector to “prevent and address LGBT discrimination.” Berlin now
organizes regular teacher training seminars pertaining to SOGIE-related “issues” in partnership with
NGOs; Berlin’s regional action plan “against homophobia” mandates every school to have “a contact
person with specific knowledge of LGBT issues.” Berlin’s State Office for Equal Treatment and against
Discrimination and two other regional agencies support LGBTQ NGOs to carry out actions mandated
by the 2013 Berlin LGBT Action Plan, which includes regularly offering training courses on LGBTQ
topics for school staff, including child and youth welfare workers, as well as organizing the annual
Queer History Month and other campaigns to “address LGBT issues in schools.” Immediately upon the
fall of the Berlin Wall the LGBTQ agenda was being implemented in Berlin with the establishment of
the Unit for Same-Sex Lifestyles in 1989. Originally part of the Department for Education and Youth
Affairs, it was subsequently relocated to the Department for Labor Integration and Women, which
speaks volumes.

Albania’s Ministry of Education, Sport, and Youth and the Institute of Educational Development
developed a module “Competencies for life and sexual education,” alongside a module on “LGBT
issues and heterosexism” in 2015; that same year, the Ministry of Social Welfare and Youth of Albania
held a consultative meeting on LGBTI rights, with the participation of educational experts and LGBTQ
and “human rights organizations” along with relevant government ministries. As a result of this
meeting, a national action plan on “LGBTI issues” was presented: the National Action Plan on LGBTI
People 2016-2020 defines the:

...inclusion of LGBTT issues in the field of legislation and policy development, safety and protection of rights and access to
service...The Ministry of Education [and of Sport and Youth] is obliged to reduce discrimination of LGBTI people in education by
reviewing the curricula at all educational levels and training educational employees (objective 3.2) and to prepare the training
curriculum for pre-university education teachers (objective 3.2.4).

PINK Embassy is an NGO tasked with implementing many of these objectives in the school system and
providing training to teachers and students; according to IGLYO:



PINK Embassy signed a cooperation agreement with the Ministry of Education and Sports to raise awareness of teachers and
youth in Albanian schools in relation to bullying and discrimination [and] present tools on how to tackle it, and to assist the
government in its efforts to review school curricula and education programs.

The first PINK Embassy program came courtesy of support from the Ministry of Foreign Affairs of the
Kingdom of the Netherlands in collaboration with COC Nederland/Netherlands; their first major event
was on May 171 2012, called the “Festival of Diversity.” Other significant supporters and/or partners
with Albania’s PINK Embassy include the Canada Fund for Local Initiatives, ILGA-Europe, the US
Embassy in Tirana, and the Delegation of the European Union to Albania.

The Institute of Educational Development has collaborated with UNESCO in the past. In UNESCQO’s
August 2017 “Albania Education Policy Review: Issues and Recommendations” extended report we
learn:

The Republic of Albania is undergoing significant education reforms, including the implementation of the Pre-University
Education Development Strategy 2014-2020. These reforms reflect the high priority given to education in Albania, in the
perspective of European Union integration and the country’s international commitments. Looking beyond the year 2020, these and
other reforms are expected to help align the education sector with Sustainable Development Goal 4 (SDG4) of the international
2030 Agenda for Sustainable Development. SDG4 is to 'ensure inclusive and equitable quality education and promote lifelong
learning opportunities for all '. This means building upon the range of actions taken by the government and other stakeholders to
achieve inclusion, equity and quality in education... It is our hope that through this EPR, UNESCO contributed to policy analysis
and dialogue to guide the implementation of the Pre-University Education Development Strategy 2014-2020 and to eventually
align the national reform agenda with SDG4-Education 2030.

In 2018, the United Nations’ Free & Equal initiative began a major online campaign in Albania called “I
Am Your Child,” which “seeks to change the narratives around family values through videos and other
social media content carrying a simple message; supporting your kids — no matter who they are or
whom they love — is what family is all about.” Additionally, as the UN reports:

In 2019, the roll out of the social media campaign was amplified by well-known and respected psychologists, teachers and
sociologists, as well as the Anti-Discrimination Commissioner, the Albania People’s Advocate and the UN Resident Coordinator,
who used their reputation, platform and strong arguments to help spread the message of the campaign...The Free & Equal team
moreover worked directly with parents of LGBTI individuals, setting up a support group for parents in rural areas together with the
NGO Open Mind Spectrum Albania... Presentations by UN staff and community members helped increase the group’s
understanding of the issues their children face and the importance of family support...Over the past few years, Free & Equal
Albania has also been working with journalists to eliminate use of stigmatizing language and negative stereotypes about minorities
in traditional media... In 2019, the team hosted 40 journalists from traditional and conservative regions of Albania in a training
workshop on fair and ethical reporting, resulting in five media stories in the local press...Plans for 2020 include continuing the “I
am Your Child” campaign both online and with in-real-life parents’ groups. The team will also, in collaboration with Free & Equal
Serbia, focus on outreach to the business community using the Standards of Conduct for Business that were recently translated into
Albanian.

In January 2016 in Iceland, an elementary school in Reykjanesbar removed sex-specific bathroom signs
as well as stipulations for specific swim attire, with the school’s principal stating that “since there are
currently children attending the school who are gender-fluid or trans, it’s not up to us, the school, to
force them or anybody else into a pre-designed form.” The Ministry of Welfare supports the national
LGBTQ organization Samtokin 78; Samtokin also has a contract with the Municipality of Reykjavik to
provide “LGBTQIA education” in schools. The Hafnarfjordur municipality commissioned Samtokin 78
to train teachers and staff in its schools and “to make the curriculum more inclusive in compulsory
education (ages 6-16).” When locals protested the inclusion of these materials in the Hafnarfjorour
compulsory schools, ten individuals were charged with hate speech.

In August 2020, the US Embassy in Prague published a Declaration on the Occasion of Prague Pride,
which the US Embassy both participated in and supported:



Inclusivity and diversity make our communities more peaceful and prosperous, whereas employing rancor for political gain has
tangible social costs. Sexual orientation and gender identity are the lived experience of each individual — they are not a political
ideology...The celebration of diversity is an important way to promote respect for human rights. We support the work of those
who promote equal treatment for all LGBTI+ people, and who contribute to the creation of a more just and inclusive society.

This is pure projection; it’s difficult to read these words and not become infuriated while realizing the
horrors carried out under this banner of inclusion and tolerance. It’s really quite sickening. As I quoted
Savitri Devi in the Introduction and is worth repeating: “It is not violence, but honesty about violence,
which rapidly decreases at the end of the Dark Age.”

In the Czech Republic, according to IGLYO:

Several books and guidelines have been published on the topic of sexual orientation: ‘Homophobia in School Environment’
(authors Smetackova, Braun) by the Government Office; PROUD’s handbook for teachers available during PROUD’s trainings of
teachers and online; ‘Adolescence, Parenting and (Homo)Sexuality’ (Zdenek Sloboda, 2016, Pasparta Publishing) includes [a]
chapter on coming out and school environment where GALE’s Toolkit for Schools is reviewed.

GALE is the Global Alliance for LGBT Education. Toolkit 1.0 was made possible through funding from
Hivos, the Tides Foundation, EduDivers, and the American Jewish World Service. EduDivers clients
include several major municipalities in the Netherlands and the European Union. GALE’s mission in
producing educational materials is to indoctrinate and enforce orthodoxy: “Education to combat
discrimination should not only focus on emancipating people who label themselves as a minority. It
should deconstruct the limiting norms that create discredited identities and imagined minorities (the
norm of heterosexuality).” GALE applied for and got consultative status with UNESCO in 2008; their
Strategic Plan 2018-2022 informs that:

The Dutch government decided that GALE could be a partner in the Dutch strategy to help shape an international ‘equality’
coalition of States, cities and NGO’s. In 2011, the Dutch government funded GALE with an annual budget of €50.000 for
stimulation and cooperation. This was focused at supporting UNESCO with the anti-homophobic bullying research project (2011-
2016). Accepting this grant implied that GALE had to set priorities. This project focused on schools only...At the same time, there
was an international discussion about the end of the old Millennium Goals and the new SDGs...UNESCO’s new strategy blends
comprehensive sexual education and combating violence into a strategy on “gender-based violence.”

Cyprus’s Ministry of Education and Culture sponsored a multi-year training program called “HOMBAT-
Combating HOMophoBic And Transphobic bullying at schools” for hundreds of teachers and college
professors; the program ran from 2017-2019 and also involved schools in Greece and Lithuania. It was
run by GALE. In 2019, the UN “recommended” Cyprus institute measures to “combat discrimination”
and change its gender identity laws, which it accepted.

The aforementioned Czech NGO PROUD co-organized with government ministries and officials a
conference on homophobia in schools in 2014; PROUD offered over 100 school seminars (attended by
more than 3,000 pupils) during 2013-2016 on “LGBT awareness.” PROUD has received funding from
the PlanetRomeo Foundation (which funded school seminars on “LGBT issues”), the US Embassy in
Prague, ILGA-Europe, Lush Cosmetics, and the Open Society Foundations. EEA Grants (a joint
funding initiative of the governments of Iceland, Liechtenstein, and Norway) funded the “Invisible
Minorities” project in the Czech Republic:

During the project, the following activities took place: educational activities for the pupils of elementary schools, secondary
schools, vocational schools and secondary grammar schools; seminar for future specialists; four seminars for social worker
experts; two seminars for pedagogical workers and two seminars for workers from services for seniors...The first workshop took
place in Prague in August 2015 with participation of representatives of [what is now FRI] ...Special attention was paid to the area
of migrants in the context of the LGBT community, the system of education on LGBT issues in Norway, and LGBT elder adults...
The second workshop took place in Bergen. It was attended by representatives of PROUD, Zdenék Sloboda, Jolana Novotna and



Petr Pavek.

The “rainbow city” of Bergen provides funding to the Norwegian FRI, Foreningen for kjgnns- og
seksualitetsmangfold (The Norwegian Organization for Sexual and Gender Diversity); Erlend Horn, city
councilor for social matters, housing, and inclusion, informs that, “We cooperate with FRI in order to
raise awareness among pupils, and we inform newly arrived immigrants in Bergen about the legal status
of the LGBT population.” In June 2016, the Norwegian Government launched a new cross-ministerial
LGBTQ action plan entitled “Safety, diversity, openness — The Norwegian Government’s action plan
against discrimination based on sexual orientation, gender identity and gender expression (2017-2020).”
Five years earlier, Norway’s Directorate for Education and Training had published a guide on
relationships and sexuality for primary school teachers. Regarding Bergen specifically, as Horn relates
in “The Rainbow City of Bergen, Plan for gender and sexual diversity 2017-2021":

Unfortunately, it is quite common to hear homophobic language in public spaces. Hilde Slatten at the University of Bergen
presented her doctoral thesis last June, regarding derogatory words for homosexuals among pupils in the ninth grade in a selected
number of Norwegian schools. In her thesis it appears that almost half of the pupils had called someone “homo” the past week.
This is unacceptable, and we will step up our efforts to communicate this message to our children and youngsters. Our goal is that
representatives from FRI shall visit all pupils in lower and upper secondary schools, that representatives from pupil’s councils join
courses in connection with the annual Rainbow days and that teachers in the Bergen schools increase their competence about
group-based prejudices. A friendly wind is blowing in the city’s rainbow flag. In our plan we propose a number of measures to
make the city more including. Many of these measures do not cost much for the majority, but may mean a lot to the minorities in
question: for instance avoiding the usual gender segregation at public toilets and in forms to fill out. We wish Bergen to host
Europride in order to show Bergen as an open and welcoming city, but also to increase our international dedication in this area. A
safe haven for people who fled their countries; LGTB-refugees are in a particular vulnerable situation, and in the years to come
Bergen will give residence to an increasing number of refugees, which appears in this plan.

In order to stamp out Wrongthink, Bergen will send representatives of FRI into the lower secondary
schools, as per “The Rainbow City of Bergen, Plan for gender and sexual diversity 2017-2021":

It is important to make children understand and get knowledge of different kinds of families to prevent prejudices, bullying,
harassment and hate crime. It is also essential that the staff in kindergartens and schools are aware that children can deviate from
gender norms and may have a different gender identity than the one they were registered under when born...All pupils in

Norwegian schools must learn about homosexuality. One competence aim for 15t o 4th grade is to enable pupils to discuss various

types of family, including same-sex parents. Pupils from sth ¢ 7th grade shall be able to “discuss various sexual orientations in
relationships, couples and families”. Furthermore they should be able to “describe roles in their own everyday life and find out
which expectations are connected to these roles”... Bergen municipality also carries out yearly following-up training at the
primary and lower secondary schools in Bergen...We know that many asylum seekers in reception centers in our region have an
identity that break with the traditional view on gender and sexual identity, and many of them are in a particularly vulnerable
situation. In Nuremberg (30 places) and Berlin (122 places) in Germany they have established proper reception centers to attend to
this group...Bergen municipality has had a good cooperation for several years with FRI, previously LLH. It is important for the
municipality to continue and strengthen this cooperation. In order to give information to schools, newly arrived immigrants and
others, the municipality depends on this cooperation to obtain the objectives in this plan. In addition to this information campaign
FRI and other organizations, such as Skeiv Verden, Skeive studenter, Skeiv ungdom and HomoHib, organize cultural events and
other important meeting points for lgbti-persons in Bergen, thus the above mentioned organizations contribute to make Bergen a
diverse city to live in.

FRI works for “equality and against discrimination of people who break the norms of gender and
sexuality in Norway and in the rest of the world” and has a mission statement that, “The queer
movement must be anti-racist.” FRI’s youth organization is Skeiv Ungdom; it features the following
extremely bizarre and disconcerting statement on its website:

Skeiv Ungdom has several selections. One of these is Young BDSM. We believe that BDSM and fetishism have a natural place in
Skeiv Ungdom’s struggle against norms that limit people’s ability to live free and secure lives on their own terms. Skeiv Ungdom’s
UngBDSM selection works in two parts. The first part of this work is information-based. Sexuality education is an important topic
that Gay Youth works with...UngBDSM provides input on what is important to include in sex education for young people. Among



other things, Skeiv Ungdom works to ensure that knowledge about BDSM and fetishism becomes part of the teaching of
sexuality...In the long run, this can help increase the level of knowledge about BDSM and fetishism... Skeiv Ungdom also works
to ensure that BDSMers and fetishists have special legal protection on an equal footing with other queer identities.

For IGLYO:

The project Rosa kompetanse (Pink competency) is run by the Norwegian organisation for gender and sexual diversity (FRI) and
financed by the Department of Education and the Department of Health. The project has given courses to teachers (and pre-service
teachers) since 2011. It offers knowledge-based courses relevant to the school setting, given by people with a school background.
It talks about gender identity, norms, sexual orientation and varied types of families, in accordance with the curriculum. The
project also cooperates with Skeiv Ungdom, so that at some schools, Pink competency gives courses to teachers while Skeiv
Ungdom educates the students.

Are they teaching them about BDSM and other fetishes needing “special legal protection on an equal
footing with other queer identities”?

The project Restart, supported by the Directorate for Education and Training and the Directorate for
Children, Youth, and Family Affairs, sponsors “activists” from Skeiv Ungdom to go into schools and
discuss sexual orientation, gender identity, and gender expression with students as well.



4. Drag Me to Hell

“The effect of the drag system is to wrench the sex roles loose from that which supposedly determines
them, genital sex.”

-Esther Newton

One of the most insidious targeted propaganda and recruitment vehicles of this agenda is the much-
publicized Drag Queen Story Hour, which is typically hosted at public libraries. The Drag Queen Story
Hour (DQSH) was first launched in San Francisco in 2015 by lesbian Michelle Tea and “queer literary
arts organization” RADAR Productions under the leadership of Virgie “lose hate not weight” Tovar and
Juli Delgado Lopera; there are now dozens of branches in the United States and abroad as far afield as
Berlin and Tokyo. These “events” feature provocative dancing and BDSM accoutrements such as dog
collars; one event featured a drag queen spreading his legs to a group of children revealing his naked
genitalia under a short skirt, and another in Texas was run by a pair of convicted sex offenders named
William Travis Dees and Albert Garza. Said one drag queen, “We are trying to groom the next
generation.” Indeed.

While the mainstream focuses on the drag queens themselves — usually in a way that glorifies them
and advertises this depravity to children (“drag kids” is now a thing), I’d instead like to focus on this
important question: who is actually bankrolling these perverse pedophilic grooming gangs? You can
donate to Drag Queen Story Hour through Amazon Smile, and they receive funding from the Hachette
Book Group, Chronicle Books, and HarperCollins Children’s Books. RADAR receives funding from
the San Francisco Foundation and Poets & Writers as well as, as Kay Elle Lothbrook reports:

The California Arts Council, The San Francisco Public Libraries, The Horizons Foundation, and notably The Walter and Elise
Haas Fund and The Zellerbach Foundation. The Walter and Elise Haas Fund is a Bay Area “philanthropy” founded by Walter
Haas. Walter Haas is the son of Jewish Bavarian immigrants, who married Elise Stern, daughter and niece of the founders of Levi
Strauss Jeans. Haas is best known for being the President of Levi Strauss from 1928-1955, he is credited with saving and growing
the brand. The Walter and Elise Haas Fund focuses their energy and capital on 5 areas, according to their website: The Arts,
Economic Security, Education, Jewish Life, and Net Safety. The site prominently features articles like “How the World Should Be:
Jews, Social Justice and GLIDE” by Rabbi Michael Lezak...The Zellerbachs are a wealthy family of Jewish immigrants known for
owning a huge paper and paper pulp conglomerate and enormous timber and land holdings in the Pacific Northwest...They were
the subject of a 1958 antitrust investigation by the U.S. Justice Dept...A huge portion of The Zellerbach Family Foundation’s
operating budget is also devoted to encouraging mass immigration and refugee resettlement...The Zellerbach Foundation has
donated over $46 million dollars to date, and is devoted to “building vibrant communities” by supporting refugee and resettlement
NGO?’s like The Tahirih Justice Center who have “served over 25,000 courageous individuals fleeing violence since 1997.” Tahirih
Justice Center Executive Director, Morgan Weibel states, “without the critical support of the Zellerbach Family Foundation,

Tahirih would be unable to continue its necessary work to support imrnigrants.”61

The Walter and Elise Haas Fund and the Evelyn and Walter Haas, Jr. Fund are the two primary funds
through which the Haas family disburses donations. The Walter and Elise Haas fund has over $216
million in assets, and it has donated to the ACLU, Bend the Arc: A Jewish Partnership for Justice, the J
Street Education Fund, the Tides Center, the New Israel Fund, the Horizons Foundation, the Center for
Popular Democracy, the National LGBTQ Task Force, the National Committee for Responsive
Philanthropy, Grantmakers Concerned with Immigrants and Refugees (GCIR), Mujeres Unidas y
Activas (MUA), the SPLC, and the ADL, which, by the way, produces guidelines for “Toys and
Gender” aimed at kindergarteners:

Learning Objectives:



» Students will reflect on how toys are categorized as “girl toys,” “boy toys” or both

» Students will develop an understanding of gender stereotyping

» Students will explore the concept of gender-neutral toys

» Students will re-create packaging for their favorite toys to make them gender-neutral

Be sure to use terminology such as firefighter instead of fireman, police officer instead of policeman, trash collector instead of
garbage man, flight attendant, humankind, etc. When singing nursery rhymes, change the lyrics to make verses gender neutral (i.e.
For “Wheels on the Bus,” use “parents” instead of “mommies”)...[Pre-K adaptation: Instead of the handout, use real toys from the
classroom or toys you bring from home or borrow. Find some toys that are gender-specific like dolls or princesses (with lots of
pink) and superheroes as well as toys that are more gender-neutral like a teddy bear.]

The SPLC claims that objections to the Drag Queen Story Hour are evidence of “escalating white
nationalist threats against transgender people.”

The Evelyn and Walter Haas, Jr. Fund is the other major Haas family foundation and has almost $464
million in assets to date. It donates to many pro-open borders groups like La Raza in addition to the
Tides Foundation, the Tides Center, the Transgender Law Center, the National LGBTQ Task Force, the
ACLU, the Civil Marriage Collaborative, the Astraea Lesbian Foundation for Justice, the Haas Institute
for a Fair and Inclusive Society, the Proteus Fund, National Committee for Responsive Philanthropy,
and the East Bay Alliance for a Sustainable Economy, which also receives funding from the Zellerbach
Family Foundation. Levi Strauss has its own foundation, the Levi Strauss Foundation, which donates
millions to LGBTQ “causes.”

A full funding list for the Tides Foundation from 2005%, sourced from their IRS 990 form, though it
is a bit dated, provides insight into the kinds of projects they support; as an illustrative and far from
exhaustive sample:

Tides also disbursed funds to over seventy regional Planned Parenthoods.

Also mentioned as a primary funder of RADAR Productions is the Horizons Foundation. The
Horizons Foundation was founded in 1980 by San Franciscans seeking to create “a gay United Way.”
Today, Horizons receives funding from major companies like Facebook and PricewaterhouseCoopers,
financial institutions like BNY Mellon Wealth Management and Morgan Stanley Wealth Management,
and absurdities like the San Francisco Police Officers Pride Alliance; as of mid-2019, Horizons had
total assets in excess of $36 million. They’ve come a long way. They also receive funding from the Gill
Foundation, the Arcus Foundation, the Evelyn and Walter Haas, Jr. Fund, the Levi Strauss Foundation,
the William and Flora Hewlett Foundation, the Wellspring Philanthropic Fund, and the Laughing Gull
Foundation. The Queer Cultural Center is another LGBTQ incubator, funded by organizations such as
the William and Flora Hewlett Foundation, the Zellerbach Foundation, the Horizons Foundation, the
California Arts Council, and the National Endowment for the Arts; the Queer Cultural Center also
supports RADAR Productions.

The Horizons Foundation’s grantees for 2018-19 include, via the grant directory on their website (and
this is not even close to a comprehensive list, but is simply a representative list of the kinds of projects
and organizations they’re funding, and to give the reader an idea of the resources at their disposal as
well as the ways in which they are advancing their agenda):

The connection with higher education is essential, not just for its infrastructure and role in legitimizing
all things “trans,” but for its uses as an indoctrination center. Facilitating as many pliable minds’ entry
into these indoctrination factories as possible is essential. Consider the Point Foundation, the largest
LGBTQ scholarship-granting organization in the country, including the earlier-mentioned Harper
Rubin. The following have scholarships sponsored through Point: ViiV Healthcare, Toyota,
NBCUniversal, Wells Fargo, Novo Nordisk, FedEx, HBO, HSBC, the Barbara Epstein Foundation, and
more. Involved with recent Point Honors events are included: the Jewish fashion designer Rachel
Antonoff, Cadillac, Merrill Lynch, Hilton, Wells Fargo, American Airlines, Warner Media, Verizon, J.
Crew, and BNY Mellon Wealth Management.

It’s not just higher education, either; as I mentioned, for the Establishment, getting children as young
as possible is ideal. Karen Zelermyer outlines the specific strategy targeting the youth undertaken by
these LGBTQ “philanthropies”:

Many funders, including the Adam R. Rose Foundation, the Arcus Foundation, the California Endowment and the Johnson Family
Foundation have continuously carved out funding for queer youth through leadership development, direct service, scholarship and
safe schools programs. As past annual tracking reports and this research show, children and youth have received the most funding
of any LGBTQ population sub-group throughout the movement’s history...During this era, funders invested millions of dollars
towards creating safer educational environments for LGBTQ and allied youth, with the Gay, Lesbian and Straight Education
Network (GLSEN) receiving the second highest amount of foundation funding among all LGBTQ organizations. Local funders
have been able to direct grants towards area high schools and colleges for curriculum development and to support gay-straight
alliances. Organizations that work directly with LGBTQ youth outside school environments have also benefited during this period,
due in no small part to funding from the Queer Youth Fund at Liberty Hill Foundation (a progressive foundation primarily serving
Southern California). Founded in 2002 by Ralph Alpert, Jim Johnson, and Weston Milliken, the Queer Youth Fund provides large,
multi-year grants to innovative and effective leadership development and organizing projects nationwide that empower LGBTQ
youth. The Fund has received foundation support from the Johnson Family, Threshold, Tides, Liberty Hill and Gill foundations and
The Palette Fund, and has awarded more than $3 million to organizations working in 21 states and Canada...The State Equality
Fund, a partnership of five major foundations in conjunction with the Tides Foundation, has awarded more than $7.5 million since
2007 for organizations working to pass sexual orientation and gender-identity nondiscrimination statutes; implement safe-school
policies for LGBTQ and LGBTQ-perceived students; and secure adoption and foster care rights for LGBTQ parents. The Fund, for
example, awarded the Illinois Safe Schools Alliance, a network of organizers, $80,000 in 2008 to pass local safe schools
ordinances, and, eventually in 2010, the Illinois legislature passed a statewide safe-schools law. The Fund also gave Love Makes a
Family Connecticut $10,000 in 2008 for its efforts to extend statewide non-discrimination protections to transgender people, which

was later passed in July 2011.93

The Johnson Family Foundation has also donated extensively to the Williams Institute at UCLA, as well
as the Transgender Foundation of America, the Tree of Life Synagogue, the SPLC, Planned Parenthood,
the New York City LGBT Community Center, the New Venture Fund, MAP, the National LGBTQ Task
Force, the Hebrew Immigrant Aid Society (HIAS), GLSEN, Funders for LGBTQ Issues, the LGBTQ
Victory Institute, the ACLU, the American LGBTQ+ Museum, the Center for American Progress
(CAP), the Environmental Defense Fund, Lambda Legal, the UCSF Program on Reproductive Health
and the Environment, the National Center for Lesbian Rights (NCLR), and Outright Vermont.

The UCSF Program on Reproductive Health and the Environment’s partnerships include the Pan-
American Health Organization (PAHO), the Endocrine Society, the NIH, the CDC, the EPA, the World
Health Organization (WHO), and the Natural Resources Defense Council, which itself has received
ample funding from the MacArthur Foundation. Laurence Rockefeller is on its Board of Trustees and
Joan Davidson, President Emerita of the JM Kaplan Fund (a former CIA front named after Jewish
financier Jacob Merrill Kaplan), is an Honorary Trustee.

Vermont is a rural state with a small population. Yet, even with its small population, the 501(c)(3)
NGO Outright Vermont, which has also received funding from the Tides Foundation, “serves over 2,100
LGBTQ youth and their families, and nearly 5,000 educators and service providers in every county in
Vermont.” Outright Vermont runs summer camps and provides “gender-identity programs” to Vermont



public schools. They have more than sixty volunteers who go into schools across the state. They run
summits, an annual Gender and Sexuality Alliance Conference “which connects students and advisors”
(both middle school and high school students), and they have a “drop-in space” in Burlington.

Outright Vermont states that no age is too young for transitioning. Dr. Rachel Inker of Community
Health Center of Burlington states that, “The choice to have surgery is a personal one that should be
explored in every age group.” According to Iris Lewis:

Both Outright Vermont and the Community Health Centers of Burlington—the organizations that Kaplan and Inker are a part of,
respectively—participated in drafting and providing feedback on the rule. According to Inker, the process began last fall, and

several additional groups took par’[.64

Kaplan would be Dana Kaplan, the Executive Director of Outright Vermont. Kaplan identifies as
“queer, trans masculine, and Jewish.” According to Kaplan, eliminating an age minimum for the
introduction of sex hormones and so-called “social transitioning” is a means of suicide prevention,
which we have already established to be absolutely false. The suicidality lies are akin to the insistence
on the “targeting of trans people.” They are pages from a familiar playbook. The opposite of
compassionate, these projects are of the vilest nature, encouraging the unconscionable grooming and
mutilation of children and the most vulnerable among us.

Also complicit in the Drag Queen Story Hour’s grooming efforts is the American Library Association
(ALA) which, like the American Psychological Association (APA), has used its patina of respectability
to push this radical agenda. In the 1960s, the ALA began constructing various “task forces” along
ideological lines, predominantly those of feminism and “civil rights.” The Jewish Israel David Fishman
(Columbia University, Head of Technical Services at the Jewish Theological Seminary library, son of a
rabbi), was the driving force behind using the ALA as a vehicle of “gay liberation” starting in 1970
when he founded and became the inaugural head of its Task Force on Gay Liberation. The ALA and
these other foundations and institutions are aided in their endeavors by familiar faces in the ADL, the
ACLU, Planned Parenthood, and complicit teachers’ unions such as the California Teachers
Association, which promotes sexuality and transgenderism to children in single-digit ages.

The Jewish lesbian head of the American Federation of Teachers Randi Weingarten has been at the
forefront of pushing the transgender agenda in schools nationally. Weingarten achieved prominence as
the head of New York’s United Federation of Teachers in 1998 despite one semester of teaching
experience. Her rise is reminiscent of fellow New Yorker Joel I. Klein, husband of Nicole Seligman.
Additionally, as The Times of Israel reported in August 2018:

Rather than join BDS, the Jewish president of the American Federation of Teachers hopes her group’s progressive Zionist message will
‘help bring Israel to its better angels’... AFT is not the only union to have a history of supporting Israel. American labor unions had heavy
Jewish representation at the time of Israel’s birth...Labor unions have also given millions of dollars to the Yitzhak Rabin Center...
Weingarten in particular has leaned into AFT supporting Israel’s progressive camp. In 2016, Stav Shaffir, a young liberal Israeli lawmaker
from the Labor Party, spoke at the AFT convention... Supporting Israel is also a personal cause for Weingarten. She grew up in an
involved Jewish home and attended Camp Ramah in New England. She is a member of Congregation Beit Simchat Torah in New York
City and is newly married to its senior rabbi, Sharon Kleinbaum. And she is the latest Jewish AFT president, following predecessors like
Sandra Feldman and Albert Shanker.

The National Education Association (NEA) teamed up with Gender Spectrum, the Human Rights
Campaign (HRC) Foundation, the ACLU, and the National Center for Lesbian Rights (NCLR) to
produce the 2015 guideline paper “Schools in Transition: A Guide for Supporting Transgender Students
in K-12 Schools,” with Jews Joel Baum and Asaf Orr as lead authors. A sample:

Depending on the youth’s particular circumstances, they may begin taking medications that delay the physical changes associated
with puberty. Those medications act as a pause button and give the youth an opportunity to explore their gender identity without



the distress of developing the permanent, unwanted physical characteristics of their assigned sex at birth. During this time, the
youth will work with their family and healthcare providers to develop a treatment plan, which may eventually include taking cross-
sex hormones to induce a puberty that is consistent with their gender identity.

In California, the California Healthy Youth Act became law in 2015 and mandates sex education for
grades 7-12 that will “teach pupils about gender, gender expression, gender identity, and explore the
harm of negative gender stereotypes.” There are now four US states that have passed laws effectively
mandating the teaching of “LGBTQ history,” with Illinois passing a law that took effect in July 2020
and had the state join the ranks of California, New Jersey, and Colorado. The Jewish billionaire
governor of Illinois, J.B. Pritzker, signed into law the requirement that textbooks purchased with state
grant funds must “include the roles and contributions of all people protected under the Illinois Human
Rights Act” and that “the teaching of history in the United States shall include a study of the roles and
contributions of lesbian, gay, bisexual, and transgender people in the history of this country.” Well, why
don’t we go ahead and look at some of this history both in the United States and abroad, then.



5. The She-Male Gaze

“Nosebleeds and psycho-babble, I know it all too well.
The penis was from heaven and it went to hell.
I’'m not a democrat, I’'m a conversationalist.
If your aunt had balls, she’d be your uncle,
And you just can’t seem to get that off your brain.
Give a straight answer? Not today and not tomorrow.
But why don't you come sit down. Tell the boss what’s on your mind.”

-The Red Chord, “Black Santa”

It is difficult to pin-point precisely where the concept of “trans” originates, and though we do have
some trace evidence from the ancient world, for our purposes in looking at the Western world we can
probably look to Provence and a 1322 poem by the Jewish Kalonymus ben Kalonymus cursing having
been born male and wishing to have been born a woman, with his penis referred to as “a lasting
deformity.” Professor Ruth Mazo Karras, whose “current research concerns masculinity in medieval
Western Europe in both Christian and Jewish society,” argues that a late-14™ century London
transvestite prostitute going by the name Eleanor Rykener was trans. The very first Jew to arrive in
Canada was the disguised Esther Brandeau in 1738; prior to leaving France, she had “reinvented
herself” as a male sailor under the name Jacques La Fargue. A novelization of Brandeau’s story is
presented by the Jewish Susan Glickman in The Tale-Teller (2012).

In Germany in late 1906, the Jewish Martha Baer, affiliated with B’nai B’rith, underwent one of the
first “sex changes” that we know about, “transitioning” into a male as Karl M. Baer, and together with
the Jewish Magnus Hirschfeld developed these notes into the semi-fictionalized, semi-
autobiographical Aus eines Mannes Mddchenjahren (Memoirs of a Man’s Maiden Years), published in
1907 under a pseudonym. In 1919, the Jewish Karl Grune adapted Baer’s book into a script for a silent
film.

1919 also marked the founding of the Institut fiir Sexualwissenschaft, or the Institute of Sex Research,
in Berlin by the Jewish, homosexual “sexologist” Magnus Hirschfeld and his associate, the Jewish
Arthur Kronfeld. For over twenty years prior, Hirschfeld’s Scientific Humanitarian Committee had
operated as a proto-LGBTQ “activist” organization. Starting the year before the Scientific Humanitarian
Committee in 1896, Adolf Brand’s periodical Der Eigene aimed to popularize the homosexual lifestyle
and pederasty in particular. Brand joined up with Hirschfeld, Kronfeld, and their organization before
splitting off on his own in 1903 to start a similar group called the Community of the Special with the
Jewish anarchist “sexologist” Benedict Friedlaender, who had helped bankroll Hirschfeld’s group. The
Community of the Special folded five years later when Friedlaender committed suicide.

Hirschfeld and Kronfeld’s Institute offered marriage and sex counseling, had a massive library of
homosexual erotica and displays of all kinds of sex machines and contraptions, and provided “sexual
education” as well as treatments for a new class of people considered to be “transvestites,” as Hirschfeld
coined them, or “transsexuals” later coined by David Oliver Cauldwell before the currently-accepted
“transgenders” or simply “trans.” Hirschfeld is widely credited as the originator of what is now known
as transgenderism through the creation of the term “transvestite” as a precursor of sorts. Hirschfeld
theorized that there were over fifty male variants on “gender” and is also incidentally credited by Sam
Francis as being the inventor of the word “racist.” Kronfeld was very interested in Freudian



psychoanalysis.

Hirschfeld’s group worked hard to diminish the ideas of Jewish, homosexual Marc-André
Raffalovich, who had come to embrace Catholicism and understood with great clarity that the work of
Hirschfeld and company would result in “moral chaos.” Raffalovich accused them of being
“propagandists for moral dissolution.” For Raffalovich, the homosexual did not have to function as a
force of subversion, but could—should—be duty-bound to grow personally and enhance society
through artistic and spiritual pursuits, rather than being governed by base carnality. Though they may
not have the same biological destiny as the heterosexual couple creating the next generation, in this way
they might positively shape culture through other contributions. As this takes discipline and restraint, it
was at odds with the “work” of the Scientific Humanitarian Committee.

A number of transvestites and transsexuals were “given care” at the Institute, most well-known being
Rudolph/Dérchen (“Dora”) Richter who worked for the Institute as a housemaid; in 1922, Richter
elected to have Hirschfeld’s team complete a bilateral orchiectomy (removal of the testicles). Richter’s
procedure was later documented as a resounding success by the Institute’s Head of the Sexual Forensic
Department, the Jewish Felix Abraham, whose research “interests” included exhibitionism, BDSM, and
“age play,” where a person role-plays as a child in a sexual situation.

Within a few years the Institute was drawing significant interest from the Soviet Union. In 1923,
Soviet Health Commissar Nikolai Semashko visited the Institute, opening channels between the
Institute and Moscow, with a parade of Soviet “researchers” visiting in the years following. In 1926,
Hirschfeld’s team made a reciprocal visit; Kronfeld would later flee to the USSR.

In 1921, Hirschfeld organized the First Congress for Sexual Reform, which led to the formation of the
World League for Sexual Reform, and in 1929, Hirschfeld led the third congress in London, organized
by the Jewish “sexologist” Norman Haire (who had changed his last name from Zions) and Dora
Russell (Bertrand’s second wife). Notable attendees included Sigmund Freud and Margaret Sanger, as
well as a number of British feminists and birth control advocates. The last congress was held in 1932 in
what is now the Czech Republic, hosted and organized by the Jewish Hugo Iltis.®°

The year prior, Jewish Institute physician Ludwig Levy-Lenz performed a penectomy (the removal of
the penis) on Richter which was followed a few months later by a vaginoplasty conducted by Erwin
Gohrbandt, marking a successful “gender reassignment surgery.” Under the supervision of Hirschfeld,
Levy-Lenz performed the initial “reassignment” operation on the Danish painter Einar Magnus Andreas
Wegener in 1930 with the surgical removal of his testicles as he “transitioned” into Lili Elbe; a few
weeks after Richter’s vaginoplasty, Elbe’s was attempted by Kurt Warnekros, along with a uterus
transplant. Unsurprisingly, the uterus transplant was unsuccessful, and post-operative complications
resulted in Elbe’s untimely death.

Minus the obscure late-19" century New York City proto-LGBTQ advocacy group Cercle
Hermaphroditos of which we know little, the first such significant organization in the United States was
the Society for Human Rights in Chicago, founded in 1924 by Henry Gerber, who had been inspired by
the work of Magnus Hirschfeld and the culture of decadence in Weimar Berlin while stationed with the
US Army in Germany. It had a very short duration, but its influence was vital: in 1929, while cruising
for gay sex, Harry Hay met one of the Society’s members who inspired him to eventually help found the
Mattachine Society, co-founded in 1950 by the major Communist Party figure Harry Hay and the
Jewish fashion designer Rudi Gernreich, among others. Most of the original members were also avowed
communists.

Hay was very intrigued by the work of Magnus Hirschfeld, Adolf Brand, and the Jewish director
Leontine Sagan, whose films contained “lesbian themes.” Gernreich is described as a pioneer of “unisex
fashion” and stated that fashion and the avant-garde should be used to make political statements.
Gernreich was romantically involved with the head of the UCLA French Department Oreste Pucciani,



commonly credited with bringing the work of Jean-Paul Sartre into the American academy. Upon
Gernreich’s death, the ACLU established the Rudi Gernreich-Oreste Pucciani Endowment Fund to
“fight for LGBT rights.” The Jewish Pearl M. Hart, who fought the federal government’s efforts to
deport naturalized immigrants accused of subversive activities, was co-founder of Mattachine Midwest
in 1965.

Earlier in his life, Hay had married Jewish Marxist Anna Platky at the behest of other Communist
Party members who told Hay that homosexuality was the mark of bourgeois decadence. Hay was an
outspoken supporter of the North American Man/Boy Love Association (NAMBLA) and wore a sign
during the 1986 Los Angeles Pride parade protesting the exclusion of NAMBLA. Hay was a frequent
participant in NAMBLA meetings and panels, and in 1994 NAMBLA was invited to join in the Spirit of
Stonewall march with Hay’s Radical Faeries, ACT UP, and others. For Hay: “If the parents and friends
of gays are truly friends of gays, they would know from their gay kids that the relationship with an older
man is precisely what thirteen-, fourteen-, and fifteen-year-old kids need more than anything else in the
world.”

ONE, Inc. was born out of the original Mattachine Society and in January 1953 began publishing its
One magazine, which the US Postal Service eventually refused to deliver due to its obscene nature. On
the basis of the Jewish pornographic publisher Samuel Roth’s victory in 1957 (the same year Evelyn
Hooker’s “seminal” study was published) with the Supreme Court ruling in Roth v. United States, which
redefined the Constitutional test for determining what constitutes obscenity under the First Amendment,
ONE, Inc. emerged victorious the year following when the Supreme Court reversed a lower court ruling
that the magazine violated obscenity laws. Roth, who attended Columbia University for one year,
founded a bookstore and was also a writer. His Now and Forever is an imaginary conversation between
Roth and Mr. Melting Pot Israel Zangwill. He also wrote Jews Must Live and consistently ran afoul of
the law for the distribution of erotica.

Three years before the founding of the Mattachine Society, Alfred Kinsey, who received his PhD in
biology from Harvard University, founded the Institute for Sex Research at Indiana University, still in
operation today as the Kinsey Institute. In 1948, he published his team’s first volume of “research,”
Sexual Behavior in the Human Male, and in 1953 its sequel Sexual Behavior in the Human Female was
published. Kinsey is regarded as the progenitor of the 10% of the male population as homosexual
statistic,’® when numerous subsequent studies have put that percentage at less than half that, for
example the Williams Institute at UCLA’s 2011 findings that 3.5% of adults in the United States
identified as LGB and 0.3% identified as transgender.%” Additionally, the report’s author Gary J. Gates
notes that, “In general, the non-US surveys...vary from 1.2% to 2.1%, estimat[ing] lower percentages of
LGB-identified individuals.” The 2004 film Kinsey with Liam Neeson gave the familiar Hollywood
treatment to this “icon,” and in 2014 the United Nations granted the Kinsey Institute “special
consultative status.” In 2019, the Kinsey Institute was favorably cited by many major media outlets,
such as The New York Times, the Huffington Post, Vice, and Newsweek, and on December 315, 2019,
Kinsey Institute Research Fellow Justin Lehmiller appeared on an episode of Dr. Phil. Their fall 2019
lecture series featured transgender “activist” Jessica Lynn.

Their certification with the American Psychological Association and their Scholarly Concentration in
Human Sexuality and Health in partnership with the Indiana University School of Medicine focusing on
“competency in practice with LGBTQ+ patients and current best practices” looks an awful lot like the
Institute of Sex Research from the outside, although I must state that this is speculative. Lastly, in
addition to the in-house members of their Director’s Advisory Council, there are also representatives
from Northwestern University’s Feinberg School of Medicine, the David Geffen Foundation, K&L
Gates LLP, the American Institute of Bisexuality, the Journal of Sex Research, and the University of
Southampton (UK) in the person of Cynthia A. Graham.



Around the time Alfred Kinsey was becoming a rock star, the media also began promoting Christine
Jorgensen, about whom Louis Farrakhan recorded the song, “Is She Is or Is She Ain’t?” Jorgensen was a
patient of the part-Jewish Harry Benjamin, a German émigré who had been an associate of Magnus
Hirschfeld’s and who was in close contact with surgeons in Denmark, where Jorgensen received
hormones, an orchiectomy, and a penectomy. Upon returning to the United States in 1953, Jorgensen
became an overnight celebrity, and with Benjamin launched a career as what we might today regard as a
“transgender advocate.” Benjamin was also the “medical advisor” to Jorgensen’s eventual vaginoplasty
and wrote of Jorgensen, “Indeed Christine, without you, probably none of this would have happened;
the grant, my publications, lectures, etc.”

Jorgensen was not Benjamin’s first patient; that “honor” goes to a patient simply known as “Van,”
referred to Benjamin by Alfred Kinsey in 1948. Benjamin set up the appointments for the surgeries in
Germany where Van became Susan, at which point Susan apparently moves to Canada and disappears
from the historical record. Before sending Van off to become Susan, however, Benjamin had begun to
inject his referral with estrogen and to document the effects. Jorgensen would also be prescribed
estrogen, the hormonal element previously missing from the “reassignment” equation. Despite the very
clear sex-change effects hormones have on the body, however, the idea of the sex change versus the
gender reassignment somehow still boils down to a social constructivist element, a collision of
contradictions no LGBTQ advocate or theorist has ever been able to square, because they can’t.

Benjamin was not finished. In 1963 he oversaw the “successful” female-to-male “transition” of Reed
Erickson, and the following year, Benjamin set up a foundation dedicated to homosexual and
transgender “rights.” As we can see, transgenderism and homosexuality have consistently been framed
by even the activists and researchers themselves as inextricable, an acknowledgement also reflected in
the LGBTQ-et cetera acronym. Despite the constant talk of “gender identity,” there remains this
persistent connection to sexuality.

In 1965, John Money and Claude Migeon opened the Johns Hopkins Gender Identity Clinic and
commenced surgical “reassignment” procedures the following year. Money had a working relationship
with Harry Benjamin, and incidentally, Benjamin’s “seminal” work The Transsexual Phenomenon was
published that same year, 1966. Money received the Magnus Hirschfeld Medal in 2002 from the
German Society for Social Science Sexuality Research; other winners include: the Jewish Jonathan Ned
Katz, author of The Invention of Heterosexuality; the Jewish Ruth Westheimer, who readers will likely
know as sex therapist “Dr. Ruth”;® and the Jewish Richard Green, colleague of Harry Benjamin’s and
collaborator with John Money on Transsexualism and Sex Reassignment (1969) published by Johns
Hopkins Press and in coordination with the Harry Benjamin Foundation.

Richard Green was a founding member of the Harry Benjamin International Gender Dysphoria
Association (HBIGDA) in 1979, named in honor of Benjamin, which is distinct from Benjamin’s own
Harry Benjamin Foundation. Green was HBIGDA'’s President in the late 1990s, taught at UCLA, was on
the APA DSM-4’s Subcommittee on Gender Identity Disorders, and was co-counsel with the ACLU in a
1998 case challenging the Boy Scouts for refusing to allow a gay man to become an assistant
Scoutmaster. Green was the founder of the International Academy of Sex Research and also held
several prominent posts in the UK such as research director and consultant psychiatrist at the Gender
Identity Clinic (founded in 1966) near Charing Cross Hospital and Professor of Psychological
Medicine, Imperial College, London.

One of Benjamin’s former patients, Reed Erickson, had established the Erickson Educational
Foundation and infused the Johns Hopkins clinic with large sums of money to finance its operations; the
Harry Benjamin Foundation also received funding from Erickson during this time period. As with
Magnus Hirschfeld’s Institute of Sex Research, soon interested parties began visiting Johns Hopkins as
a sex change Mecca to learn about their procedures. The Harry Benjamin Foundation and the Johns



Hopkins clinic advised figures such as Don Laub on establishing their own gender identity clinics. One
of Laub’s earlier patients, the Jewish Sandy Stone, is regarded as one of the pioneers of transgender
studies as an articulated and distinct discipline. Similar clinics were also opened at the University of
Minnesota and Northwestern University.

The influence of Benjamin and his small cohort simply cannot be understated, and they serve as the
extension of Hirschfeld’s “pioneering” practices; Benjamin’s letters are actually archived at the Magnus
Hirschfeld Archive for Sexology, Humboldt University in Berlin. Benjamin’s colleague, office-mate,
and another HBIGDA founding member the Jewish Leo Wollman claimed to have seen more patients
than Benjamin himself.

Other affiliates of Benjamin’s and his circle included the author of “Psychological Testing of
Transsexuals,” Ruth Rae Doorbar, who ultimately moved to Jamaica with her boyfriend and began
“pioneering” work there, and Columbia University alumnus Wardell Pomeroy, part of Kinsey’s research
team on Sexual Behavior in the Human Male and Sexual Behavior in the Human Female and author of
several adolescent sexuality books. One of Britain’s most famous transgenders, Jan Morris, formerly
James Morris, became convinced he had been “born in the wrong body” after meeting with Harry
Benjamin. Morris’s 1974 book Conundrum documents the whole process of “sex change” including the
surgical procedures conducted by the French surgeon Georges Burou in Casablanca, Morocco at his
Clinique du Parc.

Burou’s clinic was a veritable trans factory; one of his most famous patients, Jacques Charles
Dufresnoy (Jacqueline Charlotte), had been performing for several years as a showgirl under the name
Coccinelle when Burou successfully completed his vaginoplasty in 1958. Dufresnoy founded the
organization “Devenir Femme” (To Become Woman) and was a regular performer at the Le Carrousel
de Paris nightclub, which also featured regular acts by English “trans woman” April Ashley (also a
visitor to Burou’s clinic for surgery in 1960) and Marie-Pierre Pruvot, or “Bambi,” subject of Jewish
homosexual Sébastien Lifshitz’s 2013 documentary Bambi.

As the tail-end of the so-called “Sexual Revolution” approached, pornography was becoming
mainstream and a new wave of feminism was cresting. “Gay rights” were becoming the next “social
justice” frontier in America; the Stonewall Inn riots of 1969 serve as a convenient starting point for
many “gay rights historians,” and in some ways that’s fair, but in others it’s simply reflective of the
mythologizing of a fringe incident. More consequential from an institutional standpoint is the decision
of “activist”-supporting foundation RESIST to begin funding the Gay Liberation Front (GLF) in 1970.
Soon the GLF had chapters in at least half-a-dozen major American cities. Though the funding was
sporadic and the amounts relatively low, connections such as the New York Foundation’s®® disbursal of
$5,000 to Lambda Legal in 1976 established a nascent framework to build upon in later years.

As the 1970s progressed, more clinics were established and advocacy groups formed, such as the
Gender Dysphoria Clinic at Queen Victoria Hospital in Melbourne, Australia in 1975, the Astraea
Lesbian Foundation for Justice in 1977, what is now ILGA in 1978, and the Harry Benjamin
International Gender Dysphoria Association (HBIGDA) in 1979.

The idea for the Gender Dysphoria Clinic was introduced to Queen Victoria Hospital by Trudy
Kennedy and Herbert Bower. Kennedy was ultimately investigated by the state’s medical board and the
clinic forced to shut down temporarily amidst allegations that, as Jill Stark writes:

Patients with psychiatric problems have been wrongly diagnosed as transsexuals and encouraged to have radical gender
reassignment surgery. The Sunday Age has been told at least eight former patients of the Gender Dysphoria Clinic at Melbourne's
Monash Medical Centre believe they may have been misdiagnosed. Some have tried to commit suicide while struggling to live as
the opposite sex after the irreversible operations. But as the clinic has limited patient follow-up, it is difficult to determine how
many patients may have been adversely affected by the surgery...One former patient, “Andrew”, who was 21 when he had his
penis and testicles replaced with a false vagina, was awarded damages after claiming Dr Kennedy misdiagnosed him as a
transsexual in the late 1980s...Since the surgery, he has twice tried to take his own life and has undergone operations to reconstruct



a penis and remove breast implants. He says he will never be able to have children, is unable to work and feels like a “mutilated
freak”...Countless patients were given sex changes without proper mental health checks before or after surgery...Dr Kennedy
claims the same “political forces” that tried to shut down abortion clinics are trying to close the gender dysphoria facility, which
has performed sexual reassignment surgery on more than 600 people—a third of all referrals—since it was founded in 1975 by Dr

Kennedy and Austrian-born Dr Herbert Bower. 70

Bower, “the only child of Austrian Jewish parents...grew up in the Vienna of Freud,” and had been
“treating” patients since 1950.

HBIGDA eventually became the World Professional Association of Transgender Health (WPATH) in
2007; several of their presidents trained at Johns Hopkins, and all have been consequential in the spread
of transgenderism. Their second president and a founding member, Don Laub, mentioned earlier, was
the chief of Plastic Surgery at the Stanford University School of Medicine and as WPATH’s “History of

the Association” written by Aaron Devor’! details:
He managed about 2,000 patients, himself evaluating and treating, along with other members of the Gender Dysphoria Program
Committee. Many were accepted into the program which was run both by Stanford University and the Palo Alto Gender Dysphoria
Program, of which he was the President. The committee consisted of faculty members, behavioral scientists, social workers and
plastic surgeons. This committee drew heavily from multidisciplinary expertise in urology, gynecology, endocrinology, general
surgery, and consultations on most patients. In the course of surgery, he invented and popularized three operations:
rectosigmoidvaginoplasty (the “Rolls Royce Vagina”), metoidioplasty (using female tissues with hormones to form male
structures), post-modern phalloplasty (fasciocutaneus fat and skin, from the abdomen tubularized to form the shaft of the penis). It
was made sensitive using a microsurgical nerve transfer from the erotic nerve in the lower abdomen. The placement of a
removable silicone urinary assist device (UAD) and also an implanted erectile device, completed the final two functions of
urination and sexual intercourse...He organized two international gender conferences at Stanford University and two others in

Bordeaux, France, and New York City, New York.72

HBIGDA/WPATH’s fourth president, the Jewish Ira B. Pauly, worked closely with Harry Benjamin and
is credited for undertaking the first global review of the published outcome data on transsexualism in
1965. Their seventh president (1991-1995), Leah Schaefer was:

A pioneer in the field of gender and sexuality. She served two terms as The Association’s president and co-authored the first five
versions of the Standards of Care. She received an EdD from Columbia University Teacher’s College, where she wrote her ground-
breaking dissertation later published in 1973 as Women and Sex: Sexual Experiences and Reactions of a Group of Thirty Women as
Told to a Female Psychotherapist. Leah maintained a large private practice in New York City, and safeguarded the Harry Benjamin
archives for many years. In 2007 she, along with executor to the Harry Benjamin estate Dr. Charles Ihlenfeld, donated a substantial

portion of these archives to the Kinsey Institute.”3

Ihlenfeld was another associate of Benjamin’s; his most famous patient was Renée Richards, born
Richard Raskind, “a nice Jewish boy” from Queens. Richards had been receiving hormone injections
from Thlenfeld and had actually planned to travel to Casablanca to see Georges Burou before backing
out. Richards was eventually referred to surgeon Roberto C. Granato, Sr. by Harry Benjamin and ended
up being successful in forcing the United States Tennis Association to allow “her” to compete as a
female professional following a judge’s ruling in 1977.

Former WPATH President Eli Coleman is the Chair in Sexual Health at the Program in Human
Sexuality (PHS) at the University of Minnesota and has been a frequent “technical consultant” on
sexual health issues to the World Health Organization (WHO) and the Pan American Health
Organization (PAHO); Coleman is the founding editor of the International Journal of Transgenderism.

The University of Minnesota’s Program in Human Sexuality is at the forefront of the transgender
agenda today. Affiliated researchers and consultants include individuals with WPATH, the University of
Toronto, Columbia University, the Mayo Clinic, Yale University, the University of London, the
University of Birmingham, University of Tromsg (Norway), KU Leuven (Belgium), John Hopkins,
Karolinska Institute (Sweden), the University of Dar es Salaam (Tanzania), the Minnesota Transgender
Health Coalition (“We are working for racial, social, and economic justice, and recognize that we are



part of a multi-issue movement that includes gender liberation, as well as differences around race, class,
age, sexuality, ability, immigrant status, and much more”), and many more.

The Nation Center for Gender Spectrum Health of the Program in Human Sexuality is given financial
support by the Jewish transgender billionaire Jennifer Pritzker’s TAWANI Foundation and Jennifer
Pritzker directly, the General Mills Foundation, Joshua Safer (Executive Director of the Mount Sinai
Center for Transgender Medicine and Surgery, Professor of Medicine at the Icahn School of Medicine at
Mount Sinai, inaugural president of the United States Professional Association for Transgender Health-
USPATH, serves on the Global Education Initiative committee and on the Standards of Care revision
committee for WPATH, co-author of the Endocrine Society guidelines for the medical care of
transgender patients), and former WPATH Presidents Eli Coleman, Stan Monstrey, and Walter Bockting.
Another donor is Lana Wachowski—one of the former Wachowski Brothers (directors of The Matrix),
both of whom are now apparently the Wachowski Sisters—as is the Jewish Loren Schechter, a “trans
advocate” and plastic surgeon specializing in “gender confirmation surgery.” Schechter received his
medical degree from the University of Chicago Pritzker School of Medicine and is on the Board of
Directors of the World Professional Association of Transgender Health (WPATH).

Jane Fonda is a donor to the Pepper Schwartz Professorship in Sexuality and Aging, and the Chair in
Sexual Health has received funding from Walter Bockting, Fritz Klein, Jennifer Pritzker, and John
Money.

The Bean Robinson Chair in Clinical Sexual Health has received funding from Coleman, the
TAWANI Foundation, Gilead Sciences, the American Institute of Bisexuality (founded by the Jewish
Fritz Klein), WPATH, the Kinsey Institute, the American Sexual Health Association (John D.
Rockefeller, Jr. was an initial financial contributor), the Society for the Scientific Study of Sexuality
(Harry Benjamin was a charter member and Richard Green, Leah Schaefer, Eli Coleman, John Money,
Walter Bockting, and Wardell Pomeroy—Columbia University alumnus and co-author with Alfred
Kinsey on Sexual Behavior in the Human Male and Sexual Behavior in the Human Female—are all
among its past presidents), and Susan Stiritz. The Jewish Stiritz is the chair of Sexual Health and
Education at Washington University in St. Louis, Missouri.”*

The Joycelyn Elders Chair in Sexual Health Education has received funding from Jennifer Pritzker,
the TAWANI Foundation, Eli Coleman, the Planned Parenthood Federation of America, Apothecus
Pharmaceutical Corp., the American Sexually Transmitted Diseases Association, and the Guttmacher
Institute.

Other  University of Minnesota Program in Human Sexuality donors include
Agouron Pharmaceuticals (a subsidiary of Pfizer), Bristol-Myers Squibb, California Exotic Novelties
LLC, Forest Pharmaceuticals, Roche Laboratories, and Procter & Gamble.

The transgender Marci Bowers is listed as a donor to the Program in Human Sexuality’s National
Center for Gender Spectrum Health as well as the Chair in Sexual Health and the Joycelyn Elders Chair
in Sexual Health Education. Bowers is the protégé of the Jewish Dr. Stanley Biber, the surgeon whose
work made “going to Trinidad” a euphemism for “sex change” operations; Biber performed thousands
over the course of his lifetime, conducting his first operation in 1969 after studying diagrams from
Johns Hopkins, which had been conducting these procedures for a few years by then, and is credited as
being an early “pioneer” in transgender surgeries. Bowers took over Biber’s clinic in Colorado after his
retirement in 2003.

Bowers helped initiate transgender surgical education programs at Sheba Medical Center in Tel Aviv
in 2014, the Icahn School of Medicine at Mount Sinai in New York in 2016,”°> Denver Health in
Colorado in 2018, and the University of Toronto in 2019. The transgender surgical fellowship at Mount
Sinai, the second Jewish hospital to be established in the United States, is considered to be first of its
kind in the US; the Mount Sinai Center for Transgender Medicine and Surgery’s (CTMS) website states



that;

CTMS developed the first full-year fellowship to train doctors in gender-affirming surgery and gender-affirming psychiatric care.
Additionally, medical students and residents can sign up for an elective experience to gain exposure to all areas of transgender
health. These programs will train the next generation of providers caring for transgender patients.

In 2018 and 2019, Bowers performed the first live surgical vaginoplasties in WPATH-sponsored
surgical educational programs at Mount Sinai; Bowers is on the Board of WPATH and has served on the
Board for both GLAAD and the Transgender Law Center. A number of the researchers at the Center for
Transgender Medicine and Surgery include Joshua D. Safer, Tamar Reisman (who completed her
Endocrinology, Diabetes and Metabolism fellowship at UCLA’s David Geffen School of Medicine), Zil
Goldstein, and Max Lichtenstein.

WPATH Board member Asa Radix is a clinician, educator, and researcher whose main area of
expertise is in transgender health and HIV. Radix is the Senior Director of Research and Education at
Callen-Lorde Community Health Center and Associate Clinical Professor of Medicine at New York
University. Radix is a Columbia University alumnus.

Several of the more recent presidents of WPATH have been from Europe, such as Stan Monstrey,
Professor in Plastic Surgery and a leading member of Ghent University Hospital’s Center for Sexology
and Gender “where both FTM and MTF surgeries are performed weekly” and where Monstrey
apparently has a five-year waiting list, and the Dutch Walter Bockting, who completed his post-doctoral
fellowship at the University of Minnesota Medical School, and was employed there until 2012,
eventually becoming Director of Research for the Program in Human Sexuality, before accepting a
leadership position with Columbia University’s Gender Identity Program. He is a member of the APA.

Stephen Whittle, “who transitioned from female to male in 1975” and has been teaching at
Manchester Metropolitan University since 1993, in 2007 became “the first trans person and non-medic
to become President of WPATH.” In 1979 Whittle joined Self Help Association for Transsexuals
(SHAFT—no pun needed), in 1989 started the UK’s FTM Network, in 1992 co-founded and became
Vice President of Press for Change (PFC), a UK transgender lobbying group, and from its founding in
2005 until 2011 was with Transgender Europe, eventually serving as President. According to Devor’s
summary on the WPATH website:

He has advised the UK government on implementing gender recognition legislation and full protection in all aspects of life in the
Equality Act 2010. Stephen has since advised on transgender law to the UK, Irish, Italian, Japanese and South African

governments & the European Union, the Council of Europe & the European Commission.”©

Whittle has also been part of the NHS Gender Identity Services Clinical Reference Group and
collaborated with Susan Stryker on The Transgender Studies Reader in 2006. Whittle’s protégé Jamison
Green was on the WPATH Board of Directors during Whittle’s two years in charge and eventually
served as President. Green is the founder of Jamison Green & Associates, which provides “education
and policy consulting on transgender and transsexual issues” to major clients such as the US Securities
and Exchange Commission, Macy’s, Kaiser Permanente, Genentech, Capital One, IBM, BP, and Booz
Allen Hamilton, and helped establish the Human Rights Campaign Foundation’s Corporate Equality
Index in 2002. The researcher Peggy Cohen-Kettenis, whose work is regarded as “foundational” for
“gender reassignment” is a WPATH Board of Directors alumnus.

WPATH’s Standards of Care revision process was made possible through a grant from Jennifer
Pritzker’s TAWANI Foundation and an anonymous donor. Pritzker and TAWANI received a
Philanthropy Award from WPATH for their “longstanding support.” It should come as no surprise, then,
to learn that in 2016 the Jewish transgender billionaire Jennifer (né James) Pritzker gave $2 million



through the TAWANI Foundation to the University of Victoria in British Columbia, Canada to establish
a chair of transgender studies to go along with its Transgender Archives. Jewish “trans man” Aaron
Devor, founder of the archives, was named the inaugural Research Chair in Transgender Studies.
Pritzker described the donation as a “good investment,” and make no mistake, it is an investment.

WPATH’s goal is to “promote evidence based care, education, research, advocacy, public policy, and
respect in transgender health.” It has regional arms in the US with USPATH and in Europe with EPATH.
Starbucks was the first company in the world to ask WPATH to help translate their recommended
standards of care into a company medical benefits policy.

WPATH member and Brandeis University alumnus Sari L. Reisner’s resumé includes current or
former positions of: Assistant Professor in the Department of Medicine at Harvard Medical School;
Assistant Professor in the Department of Epidemiology at Harvard T.H. Chan School of Public Health;
Director of Transgender Health Research at The Fenway Institute;”” Lead Investigator and Director of
Transgender Research at Brigham and Women’s Hospital (which is tellingly in the Section of Men’s
Health, Aging and Metabolism, in the Division of Endocrinology, Diabetes, and Hypertension); and
Associate Scientific Researcher in the Division of General Pediatrics at Boston Children’s Hospital.
Reisner states that “Gender diversity exists in every culture and geographic context. It is to be
celebrated, not pathologized.” Reisner is the lead author of a paper in The Lancet’s first series on
transgender health; The Lancet in its biographical blurb on Reisner states that “Reisner’s work is
helping to advance this agenda.” Sean Cahill, Director of Health Policy Research at The Fenway
Institute, claimed in testimony before the Boston City Council in 2018 that a ridiculous 15% of
Massachusetts high school students are LGBT.

Harvard is a major incubator of the LGBTQ agenda; we will get to many more instances later, but one
major example is that of Jewish homosexual Instructor in Medicine at Harvard Medical School and
Medical Director of Massachusetts General Hospital’s Transgender Health Program Robbie Goldstein.
The latter program was established primarily through Goldstein’s efforts. In January 2020,
Massachusetts General Hospital sponsored the Evening Lecture Series talk by Goldstein “Trans Rights
are Human Rights: The Importance of Gender-Affirming Care.”

Harvard Medical School runs the Sexual and Gender Minority Health Equity Initiative, which is
according to their website:

A three-year plan to amend the MD curriculum so that all students and faculty clinicians become well equipped to provide high-
quality, holistic health care for sexual and gender minority patients of all ages. Our goals include:

® increasing visibility of lesbian, gay, bisexual, transgender, nonbinary, and queer (LGBTQ) students, faculty, and staff;
® discussing issues particular to being an LGBTQ doctor, trainee, and dentist;

® fostering awareness of the needs and concerns of LGBTQ patients;

® ensuring understanding in the curriculum and inclusion of LGBTQ health topics;

® developing a supportive community among students, faculty, and staff.

The Fenway Institute and Harvard Medical School Continuing Education co-hosted the 2020
Advancing Excellence in Transgender Health Conference. Kenneth Mayer is the Medical Research
Director and Co-Chair of The Fenway Institute; Professor of Medicine at Harvard Medical School;
Professor in the Department of Global Health and Population at Harvard School of Public Health;
Director of HIV Prevention Research and Attending Physician at Beth Israel Lahey Health; and Adjunct
Professor of Medicine and Community Health at Brown University. He is glad that HIV-positive people
can move freely into the country along with the rest of Emma Lazarus’s “wretched refuse” because true
to form he believes “we are now a global gene pool because of international travel, so the need is to deal
with these problems on a global level. One cannot think of them as geographically isolated, or



hermetically sealed.” This is the kind of sentiment rapidly becoming ironclad law of the Last Men to
drag humanity down into the cesspool of the lowest-common-denominators and then go lower still until
it’s nothing but a debased and sickly horror show being ruled from the top by the Inverted Persons of
Dark Age depravity. Feeling disgusted by these people and their agenda is perfectly natural and healthy.

Sabra L. Katz-Wise is an Assistant Professor in Adolescent/Young Adult Medicine at Boston
Children’s Hospital (BCH), in Pediatrics at Harvard Medical School (HMS), and in Social and
Behavioral Sciences at the Harvard T. H. Chan School of Public Health. Katz-Wise’s research
“investigates sexual orientation and gender identity development, sexual fluidity, health inequities
related to sexual orientation and gender identity in adolescents and young adults, and psychosocial
functioning in families with transgender youth.” Katz-Wise is involved with “advocacy efforts at BCH
to improve the workplace climate and patient care for LGBTQ individuals, including her role as co-
chair for the BCH Rainbow Consortium on Sexual and Gender Diversity. She also serves on the HMS
LGBT Advisory Committee and is a HMS Sexual and Gender Minority Curriculum Development
Fellow.” According to Katz-Wise’s biography, “Dr. Katz-Wise is queer-identified and a strong ally to
transgender communities. When she’s not learning about LGBTQ health, she likes to practice yoga,
travel, and spend time with her wife, toddler, and cat.”

Katz-Wise is on the research team of The Trans Teen and Family Narratives Project, a “community-
based research study funded by the National Institutes of Health (NIH),” along with individuals such as
L.B. Moore who is described thusly:

LB is a white, non-binary Jew with disabilities who is passionate about racial justice, meaningful relationships with other
creatures, and getting enough sleep...You can find LB at conferences and elsewhere talking about intersectional justice, liberation
and anti-oppression, behavioral health, HIV, LGBTQ+ topics, and—of course!—trans and nonbinary youth.

The Advisory Board includes Diane Ehrensaft (“I grew up in a very left-liberal Jewish household in
Chicago. We understood what it was to be part of a minority, and we were very focused on social
justice. I was part of very progressive Jewish youth groups, and I went to a progressive Jewish camp.”)
and Roberta Goldman (adjunct professor at Harvard and Clinical Professor of Family Medicine, Warren
Alpert Medical School of Brown University).

Among the co-signing individuals and organizations supporting The Fenway Institute’s 2014 letter to
the Office of the National Coordinator for Health Information Technology, Department of Health and
Human Services regarding “new code sets for data collection [for]...Sexual orientation: asexual;
bisexual; gay; heterosexual; lesbian; questioning (a person who is questioning his/her sexual
orientation); decline to answer; and not applicable (ages 0-17); Gender identity: Gender variant; man;
intersex; questioning (a person who is questioning his or her sexual orientation); transgender; woman;
decline to answer; and not applicable (ages 0-17)” were included: the Williams Institute (UCLA); the
University of California-San Francisco (UCSF) LGBT Resource Center; UCSF Center of Excellence for
Transgender Health; National Council of Jewish Women; David Moskowitz, New York Medical
College; Arthur Lipkin, Mass Commission on LGBTQ Youth; Douglas Krakower, Beth Israel
Deaconess Medical Center; Harriet Cohen, Texas Christian University; the Mayo Clinic; the Mazzoni
Center; Lambda Legal; William Cohen, Harrington Park Press; Jesse Ehrenfeld, Vanderbilt University
School of Medicine; Harvard Law School Center for Health Law & Policy Innovation; the Center for
American Progress; and amfAR, The Foundation for AIDS Research.

amfAR was launched in September 1985 with a $250,000 donation from the actor Rock Hudson and
the merger of two organizations: the Los Angeles-based National AIDS Research Foundation,
spearheaded by Elizabeth Taylor and the Jewish Michael S. Gottlieb, then-assistant professor at UCLA
Medical Center; and the New York-based AIDS Medical Foundation, formed by the Jewish Joseph
Sonnabend and Mathilde Krim, who had converted to Judaism in 1948 before marrying David Danon.



While living in Switzerland, Krim was very active in helping the Zionist-terrorist organization Irgun
(responsible for the King David Hotel bombing in 1946, resulting in 91 fatalities) procure arms, and
upon moving to the US, was a very active fundraiser for Israeli causes. Krim later re-married, this time
to Arthur Krim, lawyer, advisor to Lyndon B. Johnson and other presidents, movie studio mogul, and
former head of the Democratic Party Financing Committee. Mathilde Krim was also a major supporter
of “gay rights.” Harvey Weinstein was central to a very public and very suspect “donation” deal with
amfAR in 2015.

Returning to WPATH, another of its most influential members is Dr. Miroslav L. Djordjevic, the
leader of the Belgrade Center for Genital Reconstructive Surgery in Serbia. Djordjevic is also a member
of the American Academy of Pediatrics, which attacked Dr. Cretella and her organization. He is also a
member of EPATH, and has spent time in Boston in affiliation with Harvard University and the Boston
Children’s Hospital. Djordjevic trained under Dr. Sava Perovi¢, described as “narcissistic” and suffering
from a “Freudian God complex”:

Sava Perovi¢ started doing these operations in the 80s, and during the 90s a team formed around him that operated in completely
criminal circumstances...They earned huge money off of trans individuals, charging them up to five, six, seven thousand Deutsche
marks [roughly $8,200-$11,500 in 1993], except that Sava would always change that figure—one day he’d tell you one price, a
different day another. He was known to pull patients off the operating table mid-operation, because these were private procedures
done in state clinics outside of working hours, and they couldn’t let their colleagues see what they were doing. It was all done

under the counter and the state tolerated it.78

This is because the state will not tolerate intolerance of course. Facing prospective European Union
membership, Serbia has diligently held gay pride parades which “have only gone peacefully thanks to a
combination of EU pressure and military-scale police operations.” Tells you something about “liberal
democracy,” does it not?

While killing hundreds of Serbian civilians during NATO’s “peacekeeping” bombing operations in
Yugoslavia, NATO’s Supreme Allied Commander Europe (SACEUR) Wesley Clark, whose father was
Jewish, said that, “There is no place in modern Europe for ethnically pure states. That’s a 19™-century
idea and we are trying to transition it into the 215 century, and we are going to do it with multi-ethnic
states.” Following NATO’s bombing campaign, international pressure, and the charging of Slobodan
MiloSevi¢ with a manufactured genocide, the neo-liberal Establishment finally secured the beleaguered
president’s ouster in October 2000, and one of the first acts of the not-at-all-astroturfed “resistance” in
what Vice calls an “irrepressible hunger for democracy” was to announce—what else?—a Pride parade
in Belgrade scheduled for the following year. Held two days after MiloSevi¢ was sent to The Hague to
stand trial for bogus “war crimes,” the parade was disrupted by furious Serbs.”® Billed by the media as
“homophobic,” more likely it was a venting of frustration against an obvious expression of occupation
with the marchers as an extension of the globalist Establishment. Perhaps there was some
“homophobia” there, too, but what is construed as homophobia is more likely a healthy objection to an
understanding of what would morph into the horror show parading around today. Five years later,
MiloSevic suffered a “mysterious” heart attack in his cell.

This is what “liberal democracy” looks like. By now you should see that this tome is not simply a
dissection of all things trans, but a dive into all the atrocities wrought by the age of Jewish
consumerism. This entire LGBT “movement” (along with all the intersectional pursuits of anti-racism,
etc.) masquerades as an organic progression of morality toward the heights of tolerance and goodness,
while simultaneously destroying any concept of real love or virtue, as we will further explore.



6. What’s Love Got to Do With It?

In 1979, the American Civil Liberties Union (ACLU) founded the National Gay Rights Project, a
program designed to win “lesbian and gay legislative and judicial achievements at the state level.” Not
long after the ACLU founded the National Gay Rights Project, as Karen Zelermyer writes:

In 1981, the first private foundations supporting the lesbian and gay communities were established by wealthy gay men and
lesbians, including the Howard Gilman Foundation, Newpol Foundation, and the Chicago Resource Center (which went on to
become a major funder in the 1980s and 90s). Howard Gilman was the heir of a major paper manufacturer, the Gilman Paper

Company. He created the Foundation in 1981 in order to support the arts, animal conservation efforts and medical research.80

Gilman has been deceased for some time, and the foundation greatly diminished, but he was a major
player in his day. The genesis of the Gilman family and its fortune is a familiar one, as recounted in
Forbes in 2003’s “The Fall of the House of Gilman”:

Shirtsleeves to shirtsleeves in three generations, says the adage about family fortunes. The rise and fall of the Gilmans fits that
pattern. Like many American success stories, this one begins on Manhattan’s Lower East Side, the first stop for Jews fleeing
eastern Europe. Isaac Gilman arrived in the 1880s and peddled trinkets on the crowded streets. By 1907 he had enough money to
take over a distressed New England paper company in the village of Fitzdale, Vt., making newsprint and wrapping paper.

Returning to Zelermyer®!:

Lesbian and gay issues have also been prevalent in the foundation’s grantmaking, with nearly $300,000 awarded since 1983 for
mostly HIV-related causes. The Newpol Foundation was launched by Marlow Cole. Its most significant grantees have included the
National Gay and Lesbian Task Force [now the National LGBTQ Task Force], Services & Advocacy for GLBT Elders (SAGE),
the nation’s largest advocate of lesbian and gay seniors, and In the Life, a public television series that reports on LGBTQ issues
and culture. In addition to foundations created and funded by lesbians and gay men, progressive and women’s foundations have
also played an important role in the LGBTQ movement, particularly in supporting local grassroots organizations.

Most of these “grassroots” organizations are completely astroturfed. For example, the Trans Justice
Funding Project funds dozens of “grassroots” transgender organizations and “activist” groups across the
United States, and presents itself as a grassroots organization in its own right, but it is not. The North
Star Fund allows the Trans Justice Funding Project to use their space for its “community grantmaking
meeting,” and the Trans Justice Funding Project’s special “facilitators” include people or organizations
such as Rebecca Fox, Laverne Cox, the Amy Mandel and Katina Rodis Fund, Funders for LGBTQ
Issues, the Transgender Law Center, the Tides Foundation, Unilever, and Tourmaline. They are funded
by the Laughing Gull Foundation, the Arcus Foundation, the Amy Mandel and Katina Rodis Fund, the
Liberty Hill Foundation, and the H. van Ameringen Foundation, among others. The Tides Foundation is
its “fiscal agent.” Totally grassroots.

The Laughing Gull Foundation does not just dispense funds to LGBTQ “causes,” most of which are
primarily focused on the North Carolina-Virginia region of the US, but they also make “philanthropic
impact investments,” such as with Coastal Enterprises, Inc. (CEI). I must reiterate: the system is
inextricably intertwined, and all of these organizations are enmeshed within it to one degree or another;
as another example, the Wild Geese Foundation has donated extensively to Equality Maine, mentioned,
like CEI, in John Q. Publius’s immigration exposé The Way Life Should Be? Equality Maine received
$60,000 in 2009, $50,000 in 2012, and $10,000 in 2019 from the Wild Geese Foundation, which also
threw $5,000 to the Maine Transgender Network in 2018.

The Amy Mandel and Katina Rodis Fund (AMKRF) “supports social justice work that advances



LGBTQ rights, forwards racial justice, and combats anti-Semitism on a global, national, and local
scale.” In 2012, the AMKRF founded the Tzedek Social Justice Fellowship. Tzedek means “justice” in
Hebrew. The AMKRF funds a veritable who’s who of “social justice” and LGBTQ-focused
organizations, especially if, in their words, they “prioritize combatting anti-Semitism.” Among the
recipients listed we find: Keshet, the SPLC, Transgender Legal Defense and Education Fund (TLDEF),
the Southern Jewish Resource Network for Gender & Sexual Diversity (SOJOURN), the National
LGBTQ Task Force, the American Jewish World Service, Bend the Arc, the Astraea Lesbian
Foundation for Justice, Carolina Jews for Justice, the Asheville Jewish Community Center, the LGBTQ
Poverty Agenda—a project of the Williams Institute at UCLA, GLBTQ Legal Advocates and Defenders
(GLAD), the Jerusalem Open House for Pride and Tolerance, and the National Council of Jewish
Women (NCJW), which hysterically trumpeted the following before linking to their “Gender Diversity
and Judaism NCJW Guide” and its favorable use of the Gender Unicorn on its first page:

The Trump administration is planning to define sex as either male or female, unchangeable, and determined by the genitals that a
person is born with. This definition leaves transgender, intersex, genderqueer, and others erased by their own government. This
definition not only defies science but is morally repugnant. As Jews, we know that gender is a spectrum, a concept rooted in
traditional Jewish texts.

Thank you for that. Then we have their Additional Resources provided:

» A Wider Bridge: Organization devoted to building LGBTQ connections with Israel that offers resources and upcoming programs
and trips to Israel. NCJW has funded A Wider Bridge through its Israel Granting Program.

* Eshel: Organization committed to creating inclusive communities for Orthodox LGBTQ Jews and their families whose site offers
resources and programming.

* Institute for Judaism and Sexual Orientation: Institute at Hebrew Union College that offers inclusion resources, policy
information, and ways to get involved.

* Jewish Transitions: Organization built around celebrating the sacred within every gender and educating Jewish communities.

* Keshet: Organization committed to the inclusion of the LGBTQ community in Jewish life. Their website contains a
comprehensive bank of programs and resources.

* National Center for Transgender Equality: Leading advocacy organization working for the rights of transgender individuals.

* Outspirit: Interfaith bank of mind, body, and spirit resources for the LGBTQ community.

» RitualWell: Ritual bank for various points of Jewish life with a large selection of LGBTQ rituals.

* SOJOURN: Organization providing training to advance LGBTQ affirmation and empowerment across the southern United States.

* Svara: Yeshiva centered on reading Jewish texts from an LGBTQ perspective.

* Trans Student Educational Resources [Eli Erlick’s Gender Unicorn group]: Youth-led organization offering resources and
educational materials.

* Trans Torah: Resource of text and traditions to make Jewish tradition accessible to individuals of all genders.

Bend the Arc is yet another Jewish organization that vociferously pushed for gay marriage and supports
other “progressive” causes:

Jewish activists today seem to reserve their militancy for other liberal causes like immigration reform and marriage equality...In
fact, Jews can claim a fair share of the credit for bringing Americans to a tipping point of accepting marriage equality...Jewish
activists and leaders at both the national and local/regional levels spearheaded the recent wave of victories for marriage equality
(such as state-by-state legalizing of same-sex marriage and the defeat of the Defense of Marriage Act). “We did it in a variety of
smaller ways,” says [Hadar] Susskind. “[We had to] get rabbis signed on, get other community leaders signed on, do calling drives,
get people engaged with their state legislators.” Susskind cites the work of regional Jewish groups as key to winning in several
states; these include Jewish Community Action (JCA) in Minnesota, Jews United for Justice in Maryland, and Bend the Arc’s
regional offices in Los Angeles and the Bay Area in California. State Senator Scott Dibble of Minnesota said the work of JCA was
“very important” in two major recent fights there: defeating a 2012 amendment to the state’s constitution that would have banned
same-sex marriage, and the subsequent passage of a state law that legalized it...In California, the Progressive Jewish Alliance
(PJA), which is now part of Bend the Arc, joined a local coalition of progressive Jewish faith groups. Called Kol Tzedek, the
coalition came together in 2008 to support San Francisco’s then-mayor Gavin Newsom’s decision to start marrying gay and lesbian

couples in open defiance of supporters of Proposition 8, the ballot measure that later passed outlawing same-sex marriage.82



More liberal democracy in action!

Alexander Soros is the founding Chair of Bend the Arc: Jewish Action; as The Forward reported in
April 2012, “Though his father has also given to the group, Bend the Arc has so far played a central role
in Alexander Soros’s philanthropic profile.” We will explore the Soros-Bend the Arc relationship more
fully later. Alexander Soros is the Deputy Chair of the Global Board for the Open Society Foundations,
and Andrea Soros Colombel is also a Global Board Member of the Open Society Foundations. Bend the
Arc continues to:

Function as the “Jewish” umbrella group within a larger progressive political coalition, bringing top-down messaging to
synagogues and organizations and providing the validation of Jewish support upstream... Rabbi Aryeh Cohen, Bend the Arc’s
rabbi in residence explained to reporters that “caging children [and] forcing adults to sleep on cold floors in camps” [at
immigration detention centers] meant that the sites could “only be described as concentration camps.”... A Bend the Arc-led
campaign [supported] President Obama’s executive order to enact gender-identity discrimination protections to federal contract
employees...Their financial backing comes from a small cohort of foundations and wealthy patrons... From 2005 to 2013, Bend
the Arc received annual donations totaling $1.5 million from the Rockefeller Brothers Fund...Toward the end of the Rockefeller
fund’s support of Bend the Arc, according to public documents, funding began streaming in from another billionaire family via the
NoVo Foundation, the philanthropic project of Peter Buffett, son of Warren Buffett, the co-founder of Berkshire Hathaway. With
an average annual donation of $2.8 million and a total of $14.2 million in donations between 2012 and 2016, NoVo became one of

Bend the Arc’s most generous financial supporters,83

Peter Buffett’s NoVo Foundation:

Provided $350,000 to Borealis Philanthropy for its Fund for Trans Generations. The fund is used to support transgender activists
and organizations. In 2019, the fund provided financial support to over 50 transgender-interests projects. The National LGBTQ
Task Force received $100,000 from NoVo...NoVo founded the Create, Connect, Transform project with Allied Media
Projects (AMP). Over four years, NoVo will give AMP $3,000,000 for local organizing in Detroit to “fuel social justice, media, art,
and technology innovations.” AMP, along with the Astraea Lesbian Foundation for Justice, gave funding to Detroit REPRESENT!
a group that discusses injustices facing LGBTQ youth of color and make media projects to address it. NoVo gave $300,000 to the
Black LGBTQIA+ Migrant Project (BLMP) founded by the Transgender Law Center. The project seeks to highlight how law
enforcement and the immigration system targets Black LGBT migrants. The project was started with the support of the Open

Society Foundations Soros Justice Fellowship.84

The Black LGBTQ+ Migrant Project, which has also received support from Borealis Philanthropy, was,
in their words:

Formed in response to increasing harms facing Black LGBTQIA migrants, and gaps in the LGBTQ, immigrant rights, and racial
justice movements, the Black LGBTQ+ Migrant Project (BLMP) works to build leadership, reduce isolation, and protect and
defend Black LGBTQIA migrants from state and interpersonal attacks. Radical Hope support will be used to build annual
leadership cohorts of 100-150 organizers, centering women, femmes, trans and gender nonconforming people; educate the public
and shift narratives by publishing original survey research on the experiences and needs of Black LGBTQIA migrants; strengthen
local organizing by building Black LGBTQIA immigrant organizing networks and working in coalition with the broader
immigrant, racial, and economic justice movements. BLMP envisions a world where all Black LGBTQIA migrants and their loved
ones have housing, bodily autonomy, health, and the ability to travel freely and with dignity, free from racism, misogyny,
transphobia, and homophobia.

All of this is in line with the UN’s Sustainable Development Goals which are the general operating
framework of the “elites” for establishing the next mutation of the globalist system. We will continue to

see these linked causes and demands, which are anything but organic.

Other NoVo Foundation-funded projects include $2 million to the Florida Immigrant Coalition for “a
new initiative, Radical Hope Florida, [that] will sharpen the feminist lens of existing racial, economic,
and gender justice organizations, transforming the values and politics of Florida” and $4 million to
Grassroots International with Grassroots Global Justice Alliance, Indigenous Environmental Network,
and the World March of Women to:

Foster unity and strengthen grassroots feminist movements in six countries where backlashes against women, gender oppressed



peoples and communities of color are significantly acute, as a result of right-wing takeovers: Brazil, Guatemala, Honduras,

Palestine, Puerto Rico,85 and the United States...Centered in the leadership of Indigenous Peoples, peasants, Afro-descendant
communities, and other communities of color, this collaboration will contribute to a vision for a global diversity of feminisms (also
known as the fourth wave of feminism) that is able to respond to new conditions, including overlapping forces that constrain
women’s lives, such as systems of oppression based on race, class, sexuality, and gender identity.

Continuing with Bend the Arc, Sean Cooper writes for Tablet, “Late in 2014, Rabbi David Saperstein, a
Bend the Arc board member, was appointed by Obama to join the State Department as ambassador at
large for international religious freedom.” Saperstein, by the way, is:

The man who is responsible for gay marriage in New York City...His wife, Ellen Weiss, was formerly the head of the NPR
newsroom, National Public Radio. This is a powerful force and he basically claimed responsibility. He said if it weren’t for our
group of rabbis, this would have never passed. So what you see is this constant tension for Jewish revolutionary subversive

activity.86
The CEO of Bend the Arc is Stosh Cotler:

Cotler’s interest in how Jewish activism could potentially alter the American political landscape manifested as early as 2002, on
the streets of Portland, Oregon... Leaving Olympia, [Washington,] Cotler found something like a family alternative in Portland,
falling in with the city’s thriving subculture of self-described “queer-core” musicians, artists, and activists who sought to combat a

predatory, male-dominated corporate society hostile and abusive toward women.8”

Of course, a predatory corporate society that is abusive toward women and men, to say nothing of
children, is exactly what Bend the Arc supports.

Now here’s something really telling (if the reader is not aware, “goyim” is generally used as a
derogatory term for non-Jews):

In an essay published in a zine in 2003...Cotler wrote, “I had danced for D before: a leather butch who came into my club with her
old school, high femme wife and their entourage.” After Cotler performed her table dance, she was surprised to hear the group
discuss their plans for an upcoming Seder. It was a shock to Cotler, “not only of randomly running into other Jews in a goyim-
dominated city like Portland, but of meeting freaky Jews at a sex club.” When invited to join their Seder, Cotler was unsure about
participating in a Jewish ritual after so many years removed from organized religion. The decision to attend was ultimately a
profound one for Cotler. “I truly felt like I had found my ‘home’ in those short hours at the Seder, and after being gone so long I
felt scared and lost. ... When something so deep happens, there is no going back. That Seder marked my return to Judaism and the
beginning of my conscious and proud identity as a Jew.”... Realizing “that being Jewish was a revolutionary spiritual and political

path”...Cotler immersed herself in temple life 88

Continuing in this same vein, the earlier-mentioned Transgender Legal Defense and Education Fund
(TLDEF) was founded in 2003 by Michael D. Silverman, described by BuzzFeed as “a cisgender gay
man with a long record of LGBT advocacy.” As a cooperating attorney with Lambda Legal, Silverman
worked on a number of cases, including Baehr v. Miike and Boy Scouts of America v. Dale. While on a
Georgetown University Law Center Women’s Law and Public Policy Fellowship, Silverman worked in
the legal department at NARAL Pro-Choice America.

Silverman was succeeded by the transgender Jillian Weiss, Board member of the Congregation Beit
Simchat Torah and featured speaker at their 2017 Trans Pride Shabbat. Weiss is described by Meredith
Talusan of BuzzFeed as “a professor and employment attorney who successfully sued companies like
Saks & Co. and Deluxe Financial Services on behalf of trans people.” Talusan notes that for the TLDEF,
“Some of their past highest-profile cases include fighting to allow a transgender then-6-year-old Coy
Mathis to use the girls’ bathroom in her Colorado school, which paved the way for similar cases in other
states.”

The TLDEF is currently helmed by Andy Marra, formerly of the Arcus Foundation. Marra previously



managed public relations at GLSEN, (“a national organization focused on LGBTQ issues in K-12
education”), was co-director at Nodutdol for Korean Community Development, served as a senior
media strategist at GLAAD, and was on the Boards or Advisory Councils of Chinese for Affirmative
Action, the Funding Exchange, the Human Rights Campaign, and the National Center for Transgender
Equality. Board member Anne Tompkins was detailed to the Regime Crimes Liaison Office in Baghdad,
Iraq, where she “assisted the Iraqi Special Tribunal investigation into international humanitarian crimes
committed by members of the regime of Saddam Hussein.” Board Co-Chair Alaina Kupec, “active
fighting the proposed ban on transgender military service,” is a Senior Director at Gilead Sciences and
was previously with Pfizer for two decades.

The Jewish Council for Public Affairs (JCPA) also opposed the “trans ban” and informed us in 2018
that “Trans Rights is a Jewish Issue; Why Antisemitism is a Trans Issue” courtesy of Barbara Weinstein
of the hosting organization and Mara Keisling of the National Center for Transgender Equality.
Keisling’s writings appeared alongside those of Ilhan Omar, the Jewish Bernie Sanders, Elizabeth
Warren, the Jewish Gloria Steinem, Rabbi Sharon Kleinbaum of Congregation Beit Simchat Torah, the
Jewish George Lakoff, Linda Sarsour, the Jewish Ilyse Hogue (former President of NARAL, former
Board member of Bend the Arc: A Jewish Partnership for Justice, and formerly of the Friends of
Democracy PAC founded by Jonathan Soros), the Jewish Allan Lichtman, the Jewish Robert Reich, the
Jewish M. Dove Kent (Senior Strategy Officer at Bend the Arc: Jewish Action, formerly Executive
Director of Jews for Racial and Economic Justice and author of Understanding Antisemitism: An
Offering to Our Movement), and the Jewish Paul Krugman, who possessed child pornography on his
computer, in the book What We Do Now: Standing Up For Your Values in Trump’s America. We know
what their values are.

The lynch-pin for advancing the transgender agenda comes down to the colossal victory of gay
marriage, which opened the floodgates with one brilliant stroke of marketing, the phrase “Love is love.”
Susan Wolf Ditkoff and Abe Grindle focus here on catalysts Tim Gill and his Gill Foundation, and the
Jewish attorney Evan Wolfson:

Tim Gill and other philanthropists who support LGBTQ rights [such as the Evelyn & Walter Haas, Jr. Fund] demonstrated the
importance of setting milestones. In the early 2000s, at the urging of movement leaders including attorney Evan Wolfson, they

began devoting considerable resources to the very specific objective of legalizing same-sex marriage nationwide.89 For decades
the movement had focused on the broad goal of “advancing LGBTQ rights,” and although that work continued, leaders hoped that
a significant push on a concrete winnable milestone would more powerfully advance the larger cause. They further concentrated
efforts on a targeted set of states in order to build momentum and lay the public and legal foundations for a national victory...The
marriage equality movement struggled to connect with the general public as recently as 2008, even losing a well-funded ballot
initiative in left-leaning California. In the aftermath of that and other setbacks, supportive philanthropists financed polling and
focus groups to help movement leaders understand how to reframe the core message. The research revealed that many voters
perceived the movement as driven primarily by same-sex couples’ desire for the government benefits and rights conferred by
marriage—and they did not find that a gripping rationale. This insight was pivotal: The movement refocused its communications
strategy on equality of love and commitment, arguing that “love is love”—a message that struck a chord. Victories piled up,

culminating in the 2015 Supreme Court ruling that legalized same-sex marriage throughout the United States.?0

In 1992, Tim Gill’s adopted home state of Colorado passed Amendment 2, a referendum outlawing state
and local ordinances, statutes, and regulations that included sexual orientation in their anti-
discrimination protections. Perhaps sensing an opportunity:

Tim Gill, the openly gay founder of the Denver-based Quark software company, was a major supporter of the effort to defeat the
measure. Its passage prompted him to get more involved in strategic philanthropy, and in 1994 he launched the Gill Foundation.
The foundation has gone on to be one of the most significant lesbian and gay funders in the country and through its OutGiving
program has spurred other LGBTQ people to increase their philanthropic giving. Gill is but one example of many donors who
created their own philanthropic entities to support LGBTQ issues during the mid- to late 1990s. The largest number of new private
foundations established by lesbian and gay donors occurred during this time...To promote philanthropy in the lesbian and gay



community at the local level, a small group of national foundations partnered with Funders for LGBTQ Issues (then the Working
Group) in 1993 to launch the National Lesbian and Gay Community Funding Partnership. Local mainstream community
foundations were challenged to establish field-of-interest funds specifically for LGBTQ issues, and the Partnership would make
the first investments with matching grants of up to $100,000. Thirty-six local community foundations applied and successfully
matched an initial grant from the Partnership, itself funded by the Mertz Gilmore, Ford, Gill, Paul Rapoport, Ms. and Levi Strauss
foundations, among others. On the local level, funders such as the Jay & Rose Phillips Family Foundation and the Aaron Diamond
Foundation helped provide matching grants. Between 1994 (the first year of grantmaking) and 2005 (the last year new sites were
added), more than $9 million was invested in LGBTQ work at the local level through the Partnership. Some of the participating
community foundations included the Greater Milwaukee Foundation, the Tulsa Community Foundation, the Community

Foundation for Middle Tennessee, New York Community Trust and the Rhode Island Foundation.%!

The Gill Foundation today has in excess of $206 million in assets and it has received donations from
organizations such as the Evelyn & Walter Haas Jr. Fund, the Ford Foundation, the David Geffen
Foundation, and the Tides Foundation.

Some of the Gill Foundation’s grant recipients include the Tides Foundation, the SPLC, the J Street
Education Fund, the Clinton Foundation, New Venture Fund, the Los Angeles LGBT Center, Media
Matters, the National Center for Transgender Equality, the National LGBTQ Task Force, Trustees of
Columbia University, University of North Florida Foundation, Regents of the University of California
Los Angeles (UCLA), Texas Association of Business & Chambers of Commerce Foundation, the ADL,
Rocky Mountain PBS, Rocky Mountain Community Radio, Colorado Public Radio, Colorado
Education Initiative, Interfaith Alliance of Colorado, the Center for Popular Democracy, GLBTQ Legal
Advocates & Defenders Inc. of Boston, LULAC, the Barack Obama Foundation, the Indianapolis
Chamber of Commerce Foundation, Freedom to Marry, the Palm Center, National Center for Lesbian
Rights, NEO Philanthropy, the Pride Foundation, Gender Justice Nevada, and the Jacksonville Area
Sexual Minority Youth Network.

Additionally, we see the intersection with and role of vulture capitalists, specifically in this case the
Jewish Paul Singer and the Jewish Dan Loeb:

The Gill Foundation is a major supporter of Freedom for All Americans (FFAA), which is a campaign run by the American Unity
Fund, a Super PAC created by Tim Gill and hedge fund executive Paul Singer. FFAA seeks to enact a federal anti-discrimination
law that would prohibit different treatment based on sexuality and gender identity. The group has focused its attention particularly
in the South, fighting religious freedom protection efforts in Georgia and North Carolina. Other major donors associated with the

group include hedge fund manager Dan Loeb.%?

As the Associated Press reported in late 2013 about the Employment Non-Discrimination Act:

“I think society continues to evolve on the issue of gay rights,” said Sen. Susan Collins, R-Maine, a co-sponsor of the measure...In
a sign of the times, the anti-bias legislation has traditional proponents such as the Human Rights Campaign, the largest gay and
lesbian advocacy group, plus the backing of a relatively new group, the American Unity Fund. That organization has the financial
support of big-name Republican donors—hedge fund billionaires Paul Singer, Cliff Asness, Dan Loeb and Seth Klarman [all
Jewish]—and former GOP lawmakers Norm Coleman of Minnesota and Tom Reynolds of New York...”I think that this issue is
not so much a Democrat-Republican issue, although more Democrats are for it of course, as it is an age issue,” said [Jewish] Sen.

Chuck Schumer, D—N.Y.93

That or the product of a few wealthy and powerful people, mostly of one ethno-religious group and/or
sexual proclivity or proclivities forcing the issue. In Gill’s case, you’ll find his influence everywhere
from his more local activities in the early-to-mid-1990s to the 2003 Goodridge v. Department of Public
Health decision in which Massachusetts became the first US state to allow gay marriage to the Gill
Action Fund’s political activism such as in 2006 when they targeted 70 “anti-LGBT candidates™ to be
drummed out of office to the exclamation point of Obergefell v. Hodges in 2015 legalizing gay marriage
throughout the United States:>*

After Massachusetts became the first state to legalize same-sex marriage in 2003, the following year 11 states enacted amendments



banning same-sex marriage, often by sweeping vote margins. Eager to put substantial funds behind the fight for marriage equality,
major funders led by the Gill Foundation and the Evelyn & Walter Haas, Jr. Fund brought together more than two dozen LGBTQ
leaders in 2005 to devise a common strategy. What emerged from this gathering became known as the “road map to victory,”
which would create an electoral and public opinion infrastructure capable of winning and maintaining support for same-sex
marriage, one state at a time. It identified 100 tangible battlefields that could then be pursued in sequence as part of a coordinated
field operation...Funders came together as the Civil Marriage Collaborative to support the road map. The Haas, Jr. Fund itself
contributed $39 million. Marriage equality was a classic example of using a big bet to wage an advocacy campaign. Here, the role
of philanthropy is to take a risk that no one else will take. Such a big bet can provide the critical infrastructure required for
movements: materials, people, transportation, legal services, research, and more. It can also represent a vote of confidence,
especially when the odds against progress are high. When the Haas, Jr. Fund made its first contributions in support of marriage
equality, momentum seemed to be going in the opposite direction, with more and more states amending their constitutions to ban
same-sex marriage. Big investments in advocacy offer leaders the time they need to weather defeats and press forward to create

change.95

The authors then go on to state that this model is currently being applied to “gun control,” the
“philanthropic endeavor” currently being spearheaded by the Jewish Michael Bloomberg and his
Everytown for Gun Safety. Once again illustrating the “intersectional” nature of the ruling class’s
agenda—and its incestuousness—while Mayor of New York in 2011, Bloomberg officiated the gay
marriage of two Jewish members of his staff, Jonathan Mintz and John Feinblatt. Feinblatt helms the
pro-mass migration/H-1B orgy the Partnership for a New American Economy (NAE) founded by
Bloomberg, and is also the President of Bloomberg’s “gun control” (confiscation) organization
Everytown for Gun Safety.

Gay marriage was a sustained, coordinated, and well-funded campaign to manufacture an issue, wear
the traditional institutions down, and ultimately impose an agenda through a combination of dubious
legislation, judicial activism, bureaucratic machinations, executive fiat, media manipulation, academic
indoctrination, mass marketing, and social pressure. These “philanthropic” organizations often serve as
a hub for funding and coordination, and their NGO status gives them much more latitude with the
implementation of their agenda. It should be clear that (to answer the question posed by this chapter
title) love has nothing to do with it: it’s a calculated agenda designed to bend people to the will of the
Establishment.

According to Daniel Siegel, the Rabbinic Director of ALEPH: Alliance for Jewish Renewal, “holiness
should not be limited only to certain people and certain relationships.” Jewish Supreme Court Justices
Kagan, Breyer, and Ginsburg along with Anthony Kennedy and the “lived experience” of feisty Latina
Sonia Sotomayor (Princeton then Yale Law) agreed in both Obergefell v. Hodges in 2015 and in United
States v. Windsor in 2013. United States v. Windsor was the culmination of the Jewish Edie Windsor
suing the US government for recognition of her Canadian marriage to the Jewish Thea Spyer performed
in 2007 and officiated by Canada’s first openly gay judge the Jewish Harvey Brownstone because she
did not want to pay any federal estate taxes after Spyer’s death in 2009. Windsor was represented by the
Jewish lesbian Roberta Kaplan®® (Harvard then Columbia Law) who attended the same LGBTQ
synagogue in New York City, Congregation Beit Simchat Torah. Kaplan’s firm Paul Weiss Rifkind
Wharton & Garrison LLP%” in conjunction with the ACLU filed the case in the US District Court for the
Southern District of New York on behalf of Windsor as executor of Spyer’s estate on November 9%,
2010, challenging the Defense of Marriage Act (DOMA) Section 3.

On July 26™, 2011, Jewish New York Attorney General and Harvard Law School alumnus FEric
Schneiderman®® filed a brief in support of Windsor’s claim. Eventually the case wound its way up to the
Supreme Court and on December 111, 2012 the Supreme Court appointed Vicki C. Jackson, a former
clerk to Thurgood Marshall (who had been assisted by Kagan’s firm when it was just Paul, Weiss in
overturning “separate but equal” with Brown v. Board of Education in 1954) and a professor of
constitutional law at Harvard Law School as an amicus curiae to argue two more questions in addition



to that posed by Eric Holder’s Department of Justice, which had filed its own petition in addition to
Windsor’s for certiorari before judgment with the Supreme Court on September 117 2012 as to
“Whether Section 3 of DOMA violates the Fifth Amendment’s guarantee of equal protection” for same
sex partners. On June 26™, 2013, the Supreme Court declared Section 3 of DOMA unconstitutional and
stated that the Constitution does not allow the federal government to treat state-sanctioned heterosexual
marriages differently from state-sanctioned same-sex marriages.

Obergefell v. Hodges was actually the consolidation of six lower-court cases. One such case took on
the character it did following the recommendation of Jewish Judge Bernard A. Friedman to the plaintiffs
in a case over which he presided in 2012 that challenged Michigan state adoption law to instead amend
their complaint to challenge the state’s ban on same-sex marriage. After they agreed, Friedman re-
scheduled their hearing for after United States v. Windsor “hoping for guidance.” Friedman eventually
struck down Michigan’s constitutional and statutory bans on same-sex marriage; however, and showing
the blatant hypocrisy of these people, in November 2018 he ruled that the federal law against female
genital mutilation (FGM) is unconstitutional, dismissing the charges against several doctors in the first
American court case of its kind.% This is what we’ve come to.

The Jewish Elena Kagan of the Supreme Court is known for “queerifying Harvard” as Dean of the
Law School from 2003-2009, where Kagan gave over half of her faculty appointments to fellow Jews,
by introducing “transgender law courses,” inciting student “activists” to help kick military recruiters off
campus, and more (and you’ll notice a preponderance of Jews represented here):

Kagan encouraged Harvard students to get involved in homosexual activist legal work...To engage in “public interest law” and to
get “clinical” legal experience, the Harvard Law School established the LGBT Law Clinic...Kagan recruited former ACLU lawyer
(and former ACT-UP activist) William Rubenstein, an expert on “queer” legal issues. Few Americans can comprehend the radical
nature of “queer” academics. Rubenstein described one of his courses as taking up “newer identities (bisexuality, trans,
genderfuck)” as well as “polygamy, S&M, the sexuality of minors.”...Kagan promoted and facilitated the “transgender” legal
agenda during her tenure at Harvard. In 2007, HLS offered a Transgender Law course by “out lesbian” Professor Janet Halley and
Dean Spade, a transsexual activist attorney...Kagan also brought in Cass Sunstein (Obama’s regulatory czar, 2009-2012) who has
written in support of free-for-all marriage relationships...There was even a campaign (during her tenure) to make the campus
“trans inclusive”—using Harvard’s “gender identity” non-discrimination policy (in place since 2006). This included discussions
between GLBT student activists and the law school administration (i.e., Kagan) ”to make our restrooms safe and accessible for
people regardless of their gender identity or expression.”...Harvard has become so committed to radical transsexual activism that
its health insurance policy now [2010] partially covers “sex-change” breast “treatments™ for transsexuals...She moderated a panel

on GLBT law at the Harvard Gay and Lesbian Caucus’s 2sth anniversary celebration in 2008...Elena Kagan was a member of the
Diversity Task Force of the ultra-leftist Boston Bar Association during the time of its activism in support of “gay marriage” and

advocacy for “transgender rights.”mo

The reader will here recall that Kagan and the other two Jewish Supreme Court justices—Ginsburg and
Breyer—voted in favor of legalizing gay marriage in 2015. It would’ve been four total Jewish justices
had Merrick Garland been on the Court (keep in mind Jews are only 1.5% of the American population
—quite the overrepresentation), and the same holds true for United States v. Windsor two years prior.

The transgenderism floodgates really opened once the one-two punch of United States v. Windsor
(2013) and Obergefell v. Hodges (2015) were successful. These two cases fit into a larger strategic
vision by the Establishment which is proceeding exactly along the lines they pre-determined. If this all
sounds a bit “conspiratorial,” don’t take it from me. Take it straight from the horse’s mouth. Authors of
the “At the Crossroads: The Future of the LGBT Movement,” Frances Kunreuther,'%! Barbara Masters,
Gigi Barsoum, and Rebecca Fox outlined the 2013 catalyzing strategy that has marked the seeming
ubiquity of all things rainbow (this is a bit long, but it’s worth excerpting at length):

The LGBT movement maintains significant assets which it has been able to leverage for real progress, including engaged donors
and funders; strong national organizations; and political savvy, visible, and influential leaders across a variety of sectors,
particularly the entertainment, media, and, increasingly, political arenas. Strategically, these assets have been deployed with a



laser-like focus to address specific policy and legislative wins either nationally or in certain parts of the country... Successful
public policy change is generally the result of long-term efforts to build a strong advocacy infrastructure and capacity. Advocacy
capacity includes various skills, talents, and expertise such as policy analysis, lobbying, and communications... Strategically
designed convenings can also lift up new policy priorities, catalyze new relationships and collaborations, promote learning and
strategy development, and foster a greater sense of cohesion across the movement. Other movements at similar crossroads are
engaging in systematic visioning processes... Campaigns for policy change are critical to advancing and codifying social change,
but they must align with and move toward the broader vision of the movement... The LGBT movement can build and expand on
policy efforts and victories while also building and expanding the movement and its power.

Although the fight against a constitutional amendment banning marriage equality lost in North Carolina in 2012, the campaign
engaged a wide range of organizations. Groups ranging from the NAACP and those working on immigrant rights joined the
campaign to take a stand against discrimination of any kind. Alliances were built across economic justice and racial justice
organizations, and, in the words of one activist, “it has changed the way North Carolina will forever work in terms of coalitions
and alliances.” Similarly, in Mississippi, a national LGBT advocate reported that they worked with the reproductive justice
movement to defeat the so-called Personhood Amendment, which sought to ban all abortions and many forms of contraception.
“We saw it as critical to our work around HIV, but more broadly to change views to meet the needs of young people. We may have
different angles but we recognize that it’s about all people having control over their bodies.”

II. STRENGTHEN THE INFRASTRUCTURE Build Organizational Capacity with an Emphasis on the “Fly Over” States

Targeted capacity building support is needed in the Southern and Midwestern parts of the country. As momentum for equality
grows, LGBT organizations in those and other overlooked regions will need more support to build the infrastructure for future
success and sustainability of the movement. Efforts to strengthen and build the capacity of the “fly over” states should consider the
operating needs of these organizations such as board development, leadership and management training, and development support.
Efforts should also focus on building advocacy capacity, which can include a range of activities from linking them with peers in
other states who can act as coaches, to targeted trainings and convenings, to more systematic efforts to strengthen capacity on a
regional level.

Increasing the focus on and investment in LGBT communities of color can give voice to these communities and increase their
ability to shape the movement’s agenda. This can be done by supporting the non-profit and organizing infrastructure in these
communities, building alliances with other non-LGBT organizations serving communities of color, and developing individuals of
color as leaders at all levels of the movement.

III. CONNECT WITHIN THE LGBT MOVEMENT AND WITH ALLIES Foster Grassroots — Treetops Connections Within the
Movement

The LGBT movement needs a concerted effort to both grow and connect the grassroots through base building and community
organizing. Local grassroots groups are typically small and fragile and need operating support to enable them to stabilize and
engage in base building over the long term. Ideally, these efforts would lead to the development of alliances with other social
justice efforts on the ground. In addition, existing direct service groups, including LGBT community and health centers, are well
positioned to play an important role in base building. The second step in supporting grassroots efforts is to link them to state and
national policy advocates. Relationships between these groups should be reciprocal and mutually informing.

The LGBT movement can be made stronger if it continues to build alliances with other social change movements. One
approach is the establishment of the Strategic Opportunities States within the State Equality Fund, a collaborative supported by the
Gill Foundation, Evelyn and Walter Haas Jr. Fund, an anonymous donor, and Ford Foundation, in conjunction with Tides
Foundation. Among other things, the investment provides two states with additional resources to create alliances with other
powerful forces in that state, such as the African American and Latino communities, and labor unions. Following the passage of
several anti-gay ballot measure campaigns and similar attacks on immigrants and communities of color, Basic Rights Oregon
(BRO) embarked on a long-term effort to build solidarity among allied communities. One of BRO’s three main programs is the
Racial Justice and Alliance Building program, which is structured around two activities: lifting up LGBT leadership who are
people of color and engaging more white LGBT Oregonians on issues of concern to people of color. That commitment has led
BRO to support policy accountability work led by the African American community and participate in immigrant rights
campaigns. BRO was able to access training through the Western States Center that emphasized the skills needed to partner with
organizations of color. Subsequently, the Basic Rights Education Fund developed an anti-racist toolkit for LGBT Equality groups,

entitled, “Standing Together: Coming Out for Racial Justice.”102

Jewish co-author Rebecca Fox is a Senior Program Officer in the Sexual Orientation and Gender
Identity (SOGI) department at the Wellspring Philanthropic Fund, which was founded as the Matan
B’Seter Foundation by TGS Management hedge fund partners Andrew Shechtel, David Gelbaum, and
C. Frederick Taylor, who have billions of dollars in their “byzantine network.” From Influence Watch,
we learn:

“Matan B’Seter” is a Hebrew phrase meaning “anonymous gift,” according to the Algemeiner, a journal serving the Jewish



community. The Algemeiner noted at least two of the three billionaires are Jewish (“The Algemeiner was unable to independently
verify Taylor’s religion but Gelbaum and Shechtel are Jewish”), and that other subsidiaries within their network (such as one
named “Shekel Funding”) bore “Hebrew or Israeli-related names.”...Andrew Shechtel is an alumnus of Johns Hopkins University
and graduated with a degree in math and political economy at the age of 19. Shechtel attended Harvard Business School and
reportedly “worked on Wall Street” and joined Princeton-Newport Partners in the 1980s. He was an employee of the firm when it
was raided by federal officials...Frederick Taylor reportedly worked at Princeton-Newport Partners, an early investment
management company until it was liquidated following an investigation under the Racketeer Influenced and Corrupt Organizations
(RICO) Act in the 1990s. It’s unclear when Taylor worked for the company...Wellspring’s articles of incorporation from 1999 list
three trustees: Allen B. Levithan, George J. Mazin, and Kenneth J. Slutsky. Levithan, the incorporator, is faculty with Rutgers Law
School in New Jersey. He is also listed as Of Counsel for the law firm Lowenstein Sandler. Mazin is a retired partner with Dechert
LLP, an investment management firm. Slutsky is a New Jersey-based partner with Lowenstein Sandler, a law firm that filed
Wellspring’s initial articles of incorporation. Wellspring’s...IRS filing covering 2017 lists Slutsky and Levithan as trustees, as well
as John L. Berger. Berger is a New Jersey-based partner at Lowenstein Sandler...Joyce Malombe is a senior program officer for
Wellspring’s International Children’s Education program, a position she’s held since 2012. Prior to that, she was an independent
nonprofit development consultant. She also worked for the Ford Foundation, the ELMA Foundation, and World Bank. Malombe is

a member of the advisory board for the Education Support program of George Soros’ Open Society Foundations. 103

For 2017, we see major donations from Wellspring to the Tides Center, the Tides Foundation, the Center
for American Progress, Demos, Borealis Philanthropy, NEO Philanthropy, the National Women’s Law
Center, the New Venture Fund, Planned Parenthood, the Proteus Fund, the LGBTQ Victory Institute,
and the Astraea Lesbian Foundation for Justice. According to Shiryn Ghermezian of The Algemeiner:

From 1999 to 2005, the law firm Lowenstein Sandler established more than a dozen anonymous private foundations funded and
controlled by limited liability companies. Businessweek noted that according to IRS filings, almost all of these companies have
links to either Shechtel, Gelbaum or Taylor. The generous donors used these anonymous vehicles, as well as various trusts, to
direct more than $13 billion to causes relating to human rights, the environment, and medical research, among others. Using a web
of subsidiaries to hide their contributions, the bulk [of contributions to explicitly Jewish organizations] was distributed through the
donor advised Jewish Communal Fund ($70 million). Outreach group Aish Ha’Torah also received aid ($17 million), as well as the
Israel Project ($2 million), United Jewish Communities ($4 million), American Jewish Congress ($240,000), American Israel
Education Foundation ($350,000) and Tarbut V’Torah ($23 million), among others. Other Jewish charities that benefited from their
generosity between 2001 and 2012 include: PEF Israel Endowment Funds, American Friends of Tel Aviv Soursasky Medical
Center, UJA Federation of New York, Jewish Funders Network, Yeshiva University, Morasha School, Hineni Heritage Foundation,
Orange County Jewish Campus, AIPAC Trenton, National Jewish Outreach Program, West Side Hatzolah, American Israel
Education Foundation, Jewish Television Network, Hebrew Union College, Orthodox Union Institute, Conference of Presidents,
American Friends of Tel Aviv, Mount Sinai Hospital, Auerbach Central Agency for Jewish Education, Israel 21C and the
American Jewish Congress...When Businessweek’s reporter introduced himself to Shechtel at a Jewish conference on
philanthropy, where his wife gave a presentation, the TGS co-founder declined to talk, dismissed the journalist with a few words

and turned away.104

This is the way the American system functions, from so-called philanthropy that launders millions of
dollars to infuse Jewish organizations with cash to behind-the-scenes machinations to buy elections. As
things become increasingly globalized, we will continue to see this pattern replicated on a larger scale.

The Jewish Community Federation and Endowment Fund of San Francisco, the Peninsula, Marin and
Sonoma Counties donates extensively to Jewish causes obviously, but beyond that they also dispense
funds to a number of “social justice,” “diversity,” and LGBTQ “causes” and organizations, many of
which over-lap: the American Jewish World Service; Bend the Arc; the National Council of Jewish
Women; the New Israel Fund; the ADL; Mike Bloomberg’s Everytown for Gun Safety; Catholic
Charities; the Sandler Foundation; T’ruah; the United Way; Combined Jewish Philanthropies of Greater
Boston; the ACLU; GLSEN; the LGBT Alliance; the Center for American Progress; the Council on
Foreign Relations; the Foundation for AIDS Research, amfAR; the Gay, Lesbian, Bisexual, Transgender
Historical Society (GLBT Historical); the Heartland Alliance for Human Needs and Human Rights; the
Horizons Foundation; the Human Rights Campaign; Human Rights Watch; Keshet; Lambda Legal; the
Lucile Packard Foundation for Children’s Health at Stanford University; MAP; the New Venture Fund;
PEN America; PFLAG; the Pride Law Fund; the Tides Network; the Tides Center; the Tides
Foundation; Tulane University; the UC Davis Foundation; and the Tzedakah Fund.



The reader may also be interested to know that the Jewish Community Federation and Endowment
Fund of San Francisco, the Peninsula, Marin and Sonoma Counties has donated over $200,000 to the
“conservative” Prager University Foundation of the Jewish Dennis Prager; Prager University produced
a 2018 video featuring Guy Benson who states: “I’m a Christian, a patriotic American, and a free
market, shrink-the-government conservative—who also happens to be gay.” Jennifer Pritzker has also
written an “impassioned plea” to “fellow Republicans” to stop “targeting trans people,” and Jewish
billionaires and mega-donors like Seth Klarman and Michael Bloomberg switch political allegiances
whenever it suits them, thus underscoring the false dichotomy of American politics. In 2020, as Donald
Shaw reports:

A new super PAC that says it will spend $75 million to support Democrats in 2020 is funded in large part by billionaires who run
hedge funds, including some with a history of supporting Republicans... The group’s top donor is Seth Klarman, the billionaire
and former GOP megadonor who is CEO of Baupost Group, a Boston-based hedge fund whose investments include liquid natural
gas companies Cheniere Energy and Antero Resources. Klarman gave Pacronym $1.5 million on Dec. 27, 2019, according to the
group’s year-end FEC filing... Another hedge-fund billionaire backing Pacronym is Donald Sussman, the founder and chief

investment officer of hedge fund Paloma Partners.10°

The Jewish Sussman figures prominently in John Q. Publius’s The Way Life Should Be? as a figure
working to transform the state politically and demographically, and is deeply enmeshed in the shadow
architecture of the system, much of it very questionable. Shaw continues:

Other Pacronym donors the group disclosed yesterday include Michael Moritz, partner at venture investment fund Sequoia Capital
($1 million); Kenneth Duda, founder and chief technology office at software company Arista ($1 million); Mimi Haas, director of
Levi Strauss & Co. ($600,000); filmmaker Steven Spielberg ($500,000); and Jim Swartz, co-founder of venture firm Accel

Partners ($400,000).106

Lambda Legal, recipient of major financial support from the Jewish Community Federation and
Endowment Fund of San Francisco, the Peninsula, Marin and Sonoma Counties, is an LGBTQ “legal
defense” organization, also funded by the homosexual Fred Eychaner and with an extensive network of
disproportionately Jewish individual donors and Jewish-helmed or -connected law firms such as: Ropes
& Gray; Wachtell Lipton Rosen & Katz; WilmerHale LLP; and Akin Gump Strauss Hauer & Feld LLP.
A number of its Board members are Jewish.

Lambda Legal also receives substantial support from a number of prominent “philanthropies” and
private-sector donors, not to mention AARP and the National Collegiate Athletic Association (NCAA).
Some of these “philanthropies” include: the Klarman Family Foundation (the foundation of Jewish
vulture capitalist Seth Klarman); the Open Society Foundations; the Evelyn and Walter Haas, Jr. Fund;
the Elton John AIDS Foundation; the Adelson Family Foundation (the foundation of Jewish casino
magnate and major GOP donor Sheldon Adelson); and the Shack Sackler Foundation. Private sector
donors include: ViiV Healthcare, Bloomberg LP, Google, Facebook, ViacomCBS, JP Morgan Chase,
Gilead Sciences, Genentech, PNC Wealth Management, Mastercard, Merrill Lynch, and Wells Fargo.

Keshet is another recipient of major financial support from the Jewish Community Federation and
Endowment Fund of San Francisco, the Peninsula, Marin and Sonoma Counties. They are an explicitly-
Jewish LGBTQ advocacy organization. Their Chairman of the Board Seth Marnin was on the World
Professional Association for Transgender Health (WPATH) Legal Committee; co-authored friend-of-
the-court briefs in same-sex Supreme Court cases Obergefell and Windsor; is the Director of Training
and Education for the Office of Equal Opportunity and Affirmative Action at Columbia University; and
served as the Vice President for Civil Rights at the Anti-Defamation League (ADL). Secretary Tamar
Prager is another Columbia University alumnus. President and CEO Idit Klein, by Keshet’s description:



Spearheaded the creation of leadership development programs for queer Jewish teens and mobilized Jewish communities to help
defeat a proposed constitutional amendment to ban same-sex marriage and pass two transgender rights bills in Massachusetts.

Board member Amy Born has degrees from transgender agenda incubators Washington University in St.
Louis and Columbia University. Also on the Board, among others are: Gali Cooks (former speechwriter
at the Embassy of Israel and former Legislative Assistant at AIPAC); Bennett Decker (a student at the
Joint Program between the Jewish Theological Seminary and Columbia University); Liana Krupp (on
Planned Parenthood Federation of America’s Leadership Council); Joy Ladin (author of The Soul of the
Stranger: Reading God and Torah from a Transgender Perspective); and Dara Papo (UC Berkeley alum
and member of the first cohort of the Pathways LGBT Leadership program—a partnership between
Keshet and the Jewish Community Federation of San Francisco—and currently serves as Co-Chair of
the Federation’s LGBT Alliance).

Keshet’s Youth Programs Manager Amram Altzman has a degree in Jewish history and sociology
from Columbia University’s joint undergraduate program with the Jewish Theological Seminary.
Director of Education and Training Rabbi Micah Buck-Yael is a Washington University alumnus,
Executive Assistant and Advocacy Assistant Kaden Mohamed is the Young Leaders Council at Fenway
Health, Director of Strategic Communications Eugene Patron launched an LGBTQ-specific website for
Cox Communications, Associate Director of Education and Training Emily Saltzman was previously
employed by Planned Parenthood of NYC, Grants Manager Emily Solomon serves on the alumni
committee for Cornell where she interviews prospective students, and Families with Young Children
Coordinator Jaime Brody is on the steering committee for Out MetroWest, helping to form one of the
first middle school LGBTQ groups in the Boston area.

Other significant recent donations have come from UJA-Federation of New York, the Amy Mandel
and Katrina Rodis Fund, the Walter and Elise Haas Fund, the Morningstar Foundation, the Jewish
Federation of Metropolitan Chicago, Combined Jewish Philanthropies of Greater Boston, the Klarman
Family Foundation, and the Paul E. Singer Foundation (the Jewish vulture capitalist Paul Singer’s
foundation). It’s worth considering at what cost these Jewish vulture capitalists like Paul Singer and
Seth Klarman are able to finance their “generous” donations to the LGBTQ “community” and to their
fellow Jews. As Andrew Joyce writes:

Boston-based Seth Klarman (net worth $1.5 billion), who like Paul Singer has declared "free enterprise has been good for me,” is a
rapacious debt exploiter who was integral to the financial collapse of Puerto Rico, where he hid much of activities behind a series
of shell companies. Investigative journalists eventually discovered that Klarman’s Baupost group was behind much of the

aggressive legal action intended to squeeze the decimated island for bond payrnents.107

Well that’s not very philanthropic, now is it? Is this the much-vaunted mitzvah or the tikkun olam we
hear so much about? Joyce continues:

One of the reasons for such secrecy is the intensive Jewish philanthropy engaged in by Klarman under his Klarman Family
Foundation. While Puerto Rican schools are being closed, and pensions and health provisions slashed, Klarman is regurgitating the
proceeds of massive debt speculation to his “areas of focus” which prominently includes “Supporting the global Jewish
community and Israel.” While plundering the treasuries of the crippled nations of the goyim, Klarman and his co-ethnic associates
have committed themselves to “improving the quality of life and access to opportunities for all Israeli citizens so that they may
benefit from the country’s prosperity.” Among those in Klarman’s nest, their beaks agape for Puerto Rican debt interest, are the
American Jewish Committee, Boston’s Combined Jewish Philanthropies, the Holocaust Memorial Museum, the Honeymoon Israel
Foundation, Israel-America Academic Exchange, and the Israel Project. Klarman, like Singer, has also been an enthusiastic
proponent of liberalising attitudes to homosexuality, donating $1 million to a Republican super PAC aimed at supporting pro-gay
marriage GOP candidates in 2014 (Singer donated $1.75 million). Klarman, who also contributes to candidates who support
immigration reform, including a path to citizenship for undocumented immigrants, has said “The right to gay marriage is the
largest remaining civil rights issue of our time. I work one-on-one with individual Republicans to try to get them to realize they are



being Neanderthals on this issue.108

Though Klarman has now taken his toys to the Democrat sandbox, the insistence on Jewish
preeminence, mass immigration, and homosexuality have not wavered—indeed, they’ve actually found
a more receptive audience on all issues save perhaps Israel, and even then, it’s mostly window dressing.
New kids on the block like homosexual 2020 presidential candidate Pete Buttigieg have not come out of
the disaster profiteering in Puerto Rico smelling exactly rosy, either:

The sincerity of Buttigieg’s pledges to Puerto Rico, in particular, has raised eyebrows. Just two days after his Latino outreach plan
was unveiled, it was revealed that Team Buttigieg had omitted more than 20 high-powered fundraisers from its official list of
bundlers...Buttigieg has already returned funding raised by H. Rodgin Cohen, another bundler his campaign omitted from its
initial fundraisers list. Cohen, a Wall Street legend, represented a smattering of banks during the financial crisis, helping to
broker more than a dozen deals with financial institutions during the bailout...[Also] among those left out was William Rahm, a
senior managing director at the private equity firm Centerbridge Partners. And while it’s hardly a surprise that high-ranking private
equity titans are allies of the Buttigieg campaign, Centerbridge Partners has a uniquely infamous reputation for its work buying up
distressed debt in Puerto Rico...Centerbridge was one of several firms that long concealed its Puerto Rican debt holdings through
shell companies. It sat on the steering committee of a coalition of bondholders known as the Ad Hoc group, which fought
relentlessly in court for full repayment on $4.5 billion in constitutionally guaranteed general obligation bonds. Centerbridge also at
one point carried $390 million in Puerto Rican public-employee retirement system bonds. Hedge funds like Centerbridge have
been instrumental in inaugurating a wave of austerity: vast cuts to education, health care, and social services to help facilitate
payment of debt scooped up on the cheap. That parasitic work has effectively thwarted recovery from economic depression on the
island before Hurricane Maria and reconstruction since, causing Puerto Ricans to flee the island in droves while hedge funds salt
away huge profits...Even before the revelation of Buttigieg’s ties to Centerbridge, he was dogged by associations to another group
known for its work in Puerto Rico: McKinsey. The consultancy firm that Buttigieg worked at between 2007 and 2010 has itself
been intimately involved in Puerto Rican politics in recent years. In fact, McKinsey was paid millions in fees for its work on the
Promesa board, an unelected financial oversight panel created by the Obama administration to adjudicate the aforementioned
austerity measures that have devastated the island. It’s known inside Puerto Rico as “la junta.” McKinsey worked
doing “development, recommendations and writing the Territory’s fiscal plan or the amendment to the fiscal plan submitted for
approval by the governor of Puerto Rico.” In plain English, McKinsey’s role was advising how best to slash the budget to provide
headroom to pay the vultures. McKinsey also had a self-interest here beyond the $50 million-plus in consulting fees: Affiliates of
the company owned Puerto Rican debt, which would be paid back if the consultants managed to devastate public spending enough
to find the money...Given the number of McKinsey executives who have already conferred max-level donations upon the

Buttigieg campaign, the connection is not insigniﬁcant.lo9

In other words, all of the concern for the poor, downtrodden brown people of the world is a sick joke,
and with a ruined island, many more brown people are flooding into the US mainland, fleeing the
carnage, which is surely by design. Through the “generous” donations of Klarman and others like him
to Boston’s Combined Jewish Philanthropies, as but one example, that organization is then able to
partner with and help fund Catholic Charities to funnel increasing numbers of Third World migrants
into the United States, made all the easier in the case of Puerto Rico as it is an American territory. Isn’t
neo-liberalism wonderful?



7. Climate of Queer

“If you want to take your mind off the fact that you have thousands of dollars of student loan debt but
can’t get a job, go to the gay disco! Take a walk along the banks of the St. Joseph River under the
garish but strangely soothing glow of South Bend’s $700,000 gay disco lights as they flash out the
rainbow hues that signify that you are now a conquered nation that is ruled by gay commissars like

Mayor Pete [Buttigieg].”
-E. Michael Jones

The mid-1980s marks the time when private foundations’ support for the LGBTQ agenda shifted
from first gear to second; as Karen Zelermyer writes:

The Mertz Gilmore Foundation played a critical role in the development of Funders for LGBTQ Issues and encouraged other
progressive foundations to support lesbian and gay equality. In 1985 it made its first grant supporting lesbians and gay men to
Lambda Legal for its work in providing legal protection for people with AIDS...The Mertz Gilmore Foundation awarded the
ACLU of Northern California $10,000 in 1989 for its Domestic Partners Project which sought to “establish legal protection for
lesbian and gay male relationships.”...A $12,500 grant from the J. Roderick MacArthur Foundation in 1987 to Alternatives to
Militarism, a small national peace and justice organization, was the first to address sexual orientation discrimination in the military,
specifically military regulations directing the dismissal of a female member of the Air National Guard in New York....It was in
1987 that total annual funding for lesbian and gay issues first surpassed the $1 million mark. Five years later, the Los Angeles-
based David Geffen Foundation awarded two $1 million grants for HIV/AIDS programs: one to AIDS Project Los Angeles
($1,026,500.00), and one to Gay Men’s Health Crisis ($1,003,500.00). These were the first million-dollar grants made to lesbian

and gay-related endeavors. 10

The Paul Rapoport Foundation was founded by the estate of the deceased Paul Israel Rapoport who
along with Larry Kramer, Nathan Fain, and others founded the Gay Men’s Health Crisis (GMHC),
which originally operated out of a property owned by Mel Cheren, “The Godfather of Disco.” As
John-Manuel Andriote writes:

Shortly after the first reports of AIDS hit the press in 1981, Larry Mass asked Donald Krintzman in a New York Native interview
about being a “cancer patient.” Before AIDS had a name, someone with Kaposi’s sarcoma was simply called a cancer patient.
How, asked Mass, did this new identity fit with his other identities—including gay, male, American, Jewish, and New Yorker.
Krintzman [was] the former lover of GMHC cofounder Paul Rapoport (who himself died of AIDS) and the first person with AIDS

ever interviewed in the press.111

The David Geffen Foundation, founded by its namesake the Jewish homosexual record company
magnate, has donated to a number of LGBTQ causes such as the Movement Advancement Project
(MAP), “an independent think tank that provides rigorous research, insight, and analysis that help speed
equality for LGBT people,” which has also been highlighted by Democracy Alliance as part of its
“Progressive Infrastructure Map.” Based in Chicago, Naomi Goldberg leads MAP’s in-depth policy
analyses. Prior to joining MAP, Goldberg was a public policy fellow at the Williams Institute at UCLA,
where her research focused on “adoption and foster care, domestic partner benefits, and the issues
affecting older LGBT Americans.”

MAP has worked with SAGE and Columbia Law School, and in late 2017 held a panel discussion on
the joint project, “Dignity Denied: Religious Exemptions and LGBT Elder Services” featuring
additional speakers from the ACLU and the New Jewish Home. Other principal sources of funding for
MAP include: the David Bohnett Foundation, the Laughing Gull Foundation, the H. van Ameringen
Foundation, the Wild Geese Foundation, David Dechman (previously a partner at Goldman Sachs and
co-founder and current CEO of Summit Rock Advisors) and his partner Michel Mercure, the Gill



Foundation, the Evelyn and Walter Haas, Jr. Fund, the Johnson Family Foundation, the Amy Mandel
and Katina Rodis Fund, the Palette Fund, and the Ford Foundation, among others.

The Palette Fund was launched in 2008 in the memory of Rand Harlan Scolnick, “a philanthropist
who volunteered time, money and corporate commitments to several AIDS organizations in the US and
abroad, as well as to Jewish nonprofits and other community groups,” by his partner Peter Benassi, a
major donor to the Human Rights Campaign, and Terrence Meck. Meck is its President and also sits on
the Board of the MAP and is President of Intrinsic Capital, an investment firm “dedicated to providing
seed-stage funding to socially progressive startups.” MAP’s Board also includes a representative of the
Ford Foundation.

Palette Board member Blaire Meck is a Soros Fund Management hedge fund alum; Treasurer and
Secretary Kristin Resnansky is another of these Stanford MBA/venture capital types like a Tom Steyer;
and Board member Todd Sears was a financial advisor with Merrill Lynch where in his description, “he
created the first team of financial advisors on Wall Street to focus on the LGBT community and brought
$1.5 billion in new assets to the firm.” He then moved into “equality leadership” both at Merrill Lynch
and Credit Suisse. He is on the Boards of the Williams Institute at UCLA, Lambda Legal, and the US
State Department’s Global Equality Fund. The Palette Fund focuses on providing financial support to
“organizations across the United States that are actively breaking down barriers for the LGBTQ
community.” One of their primary focus areas is on “advocacy and services benefitting LGBTQ sex
workers.” Some of their grantees include: Q Clinic (a free clinic serving homeless LGBTQI youths in
New York City staffed by students at the Columbia University College of Physicians and Surgeons),
The Point Foundation, MAP, GLSEN, GLAD, GLAAD, Funders for LGBTQ Issues, Center for
American Progress, True Colors Fund, Association of Transgender Professionals, The Family
Acceptance Project at UCLA, Columbia LGBT Health Fellowship, Immigration Equality, The Hetrick-
Martin Institute, United Way, Stonewall Community Foundation, Liberty Hill Foundation, Callen-Lorde
Community Health Center, The Mazzoni Center, Posse Foundation, Queer Kids, Provincetown TEDx,
Human Rights Campaign, Lambda Legal, Children’s Radio Foundation, Clinton Global Initiative, MAC
AIDS Fund, Princeton Philanthropy in the Classroom, Transgender Law Center, Queer Consciousness
Fund (North Star Fund), Elton John AIDS Foundation, Mount Sinai Hospital, Media Matters for
America, Columbia Law School’s Center for Gender and Sexuality Law, The Williams Institute at
UCLA, and Fenway Health.

The two Co-Directors of Columbia Law School’s Center for Gender and Sexuality Law are Suzanne
B. Goldberg and Katherine Franke (on the steering committee of the Academic Advisory Council of the
Jewish Voice for Peace).

The MAC AIDS Fund (now re-named the MAC VIVA Glam Fund) derives much of its funding from
the sale of its VIVA Glam products. The first MAC Cosmetics’ VIVA Glam brand
ambassador/spokesperson was drag queen RuPaul, and other spokespeople include some of the most
famous celebrities on the planet such as Nicki Minaj, Ariana Grande, Lady Gaga, and Miley Cyrus.
MAC Cosmetics is owned by the Estée Lauder Companies. The Lauder family is Jewish.

Prominent figures of the Williams Institute’s Founders Council include: Rabbi Barbara Zacky; Todd
Sears; Michaela Ivri Mendelsohn (profiled in 2016 Jerusalem Post article: “From Michael to Michaela:
A Jewish transition story”); Laurie F. Hasencamp (USC Law School graduate, former President of the
Board of Kehillat Israel, former assistant operations officer at Lloyds Bank California, and member of
the National Leadership Council of GLSEN); Mike Gleason (Senior Financial Advisor-Wealth
Management at Wells Fargo Advisors); Jeffrey S. Haber (lead land use and real estate counsel for
Cedars-Sinai Medical Center, The J. Paul Getty Trust, DreamWorks Animation, IAC, and Regent
Properties); Tom Morgan (Harvard Business School Executive Education Program graduate,
former Home Lending Chief Information Officer at both Bank of America and JP Morgan Chase and



served on the Mortgage Bankers Association’s Residential Technology Steering Committee, and former
member of Bank of America’s Global Diversity Council); Sandra L. Richards (leads the Business
Development efforts focused on the Diverse and Multicultural Markets for Morgan Stanley Wealth
Management); and Eric Berger (former internal strategy associate for Ethicon, a Johnson & Johnson
company, and in 2013 he spearheaded the Credit Suisse LGBT Impact Investing Initiative, which led to
the creation of the first-ever LGBT equality index and portfolio).

The Hetrick-Martin Institute is explicitly geared toward “LGBTQ+ youth” ages 13-24. Youth
members are provided free clinical services at locations such as the Callen-Lorde Community Health
Center and Mount Sinai, as well as the CK Life Trans Clinic at Bronx Lebanon Hospital, Woodhull
Hospital (where they can obtain HIV medications and “other comprehensive medical services”), the Q
Clinic, and Planned Parenthood. Both of Hetrick-Martin’s Co-Chairs of the Board, Laura Levenstein
and Brad Silver of WarnerMedia, are Jewish, as are a number of staff and Board members past and
present. Who are their major donors? Bloomberg LP, Bonnie E. Rabin and Suzanne Leibowitz,
Facebook, the MAC AIDS Fund, Macy’s (where Vice Chair Josh Saterman is something called the
Head of Diversity and Inclusion Engagement), New York Life Foundation, HBO, the H. van Ameringen
Foundation, the David Geffen Foundation, WarnerMedia, Wells Fargo, ViiV, Calvin Klein,
GlaxoSmithKline, Lambda Legal, BlackRock, and the New York Community Trust."'? They are also
partnered with the CDC and a number of New York City- and State-based governmental agencies, as
well as the New Jersey Department of Children and Families. They also have a number of “celebrity
ambassadors” such as Kimora Lee Simmons, Zachary Quinto, B.D. Wong, and Alan Cumming.

The Transgender Law Center (TLC) collaborated with Harvard Law School on the Transgender
Healthcare Advocacy Webinar in early 2020; the Jewish Community Federation and Endowment Fund
of San Francisco, the Peninsula, Marin and Sonoma Counties is a major donor. Tessa Lauren,
Development Assistant for the Transgender Law Center, is a “Jewish queer trans femme with a
background in queer and trans activism throughout the state of California, beginning with her role in the
creation of the first trans and non-binary-specific student group at her university back in 2009.” Lauren
is “a passionate advocate for the intersectional potential of queer/trans and sex worker activism.”
“Queer Jewish activist” Carrie Kaufman is on their Advisory Board.

Along with eighty-one other organizations, the TLC co-signed support for the 2013 Student Non-
Discrimination Act (“SNDA”) which would establish “a comprehensive federal prohibition against
discrimination and harassment in public elementary and secondary schools across the country based on
a student’s actual or perceived sexual orientation or gender identity.” The Student Non-Discrimination
Act was sponsored by Senator Al Franken and Representatives Jared Polis and Ileana Ros-Lehtinen.
Franken and Polis are both Jewish; Polis is also homosexual. Ros-Lehtinen is Cuban and was the first
Latina elected to Congress. Among the co-signers supporting the bill were the ACLU, the SPLC, the
NAACP, the American Psychological Association (APA), the Sargent Shriver National Center on
Poverty Law, Amnesty International, La Raza, Union for Reform Judaism, Asian American Legal
Defense and Education Fund (AALDEF), the Human Rights Campaign, the Association of Flight
Attendants — CWA, the Center for American Progress Action Fund, Lambda Legal, the National
Association of School Psychologists, the National Association of Secondary School Principals, the
National Black Justice Coalition, the National Council of Jewish Women, and the Log Cabin
Republicans! Log Cabin Republicans is “the nation’s largest Republican organization dedicated to
representing LGBT conservatives and allies.”

Speaking of gay neo-cons, Human Rights First, which pledges resources to the LGBTQ agenda, is
also very preoccupied with combatting anti-Semitism in addition to “protecting the human rights of
LGBT people.” Along with the ubiquitous World War 11 reference, this had my antennae up, and as we
should by now expect, we see a massive Jewish overrepresentation in positions of leadership (and they



are very well-compensated). COO Zachary Silverstein is a Yale and Northwestern alumnus. Senior
Advisor for Combatting Antisemitism Ira Forman is a Harvard alum and a Stanford MBA. He was
appointed the US State Department’s Special Envoy to Monitor and Combat Anti-Semitism (SEAS) in
May 2013, serving until January 2017, and from 2011-2012 he was the Jewish Outreach Director for the
Obama for America campaign. He also served for nearly fifteen years as the Executive Director of the
National Jewish Democratic Council (NJDC). Forman is also a visiting professor and senior fellow at
Georgetown University’s Center for Jewish Civilization, where he teaches courses “on confronting
contemporary antisemitism.” Human Rights First is very anti-Russia, and uses “LGBT discrimination”
and a “clampdown on dissent”—as well as linking Bashar al-Assad—through what looks like a Log
Cabin Republicans-style neo-conservative astroturf job.

Returning to the Transgender Law Center, Marci Bowers helped sponsor its 10" anniversary
celebration in 2012, and partnering organizations included: Kink.com, Google, BALIF: An LGBTQI
Bar Association,!13 Macy’s, the Evelyn and Walter Haas, Jr. Fund, the ACLU, the Jewish Vocational
Service, the GSA Network, and Gender Spectrum.* The Transgender Law Center (TLC)’s description
of activities and funding from their 2018 IRS 990 Form:

Our representation of trans immigrants...expands the ability for people with serious criminal convictions related to being
trafficked to obtain asylum...In December 2018, TLC announced litigation against ICE for the wrongful death of Roxsana
Hernandez, an HIV+ transgender woman, in immigration detention in New Mexico...Also in December 2018, TLC learned that
three trans women living with HIV in the most recent caravan at the border were very ill. Due to our past experiences working
with immigrants in the two previous caravans, we decided that it was essential to go to the border and help them enter the United
States...We then reached out to contacts in the government and arranged for the women to enter through a port of entry.

[We are] working on an advocacy letter in support of a transgender woman who experienced discrimination while in a coma due

to complications in dialysis treatment in a hospita1115...Besides our general programs, communications and policy advocacy
work, we want to highlight the following: Black Trans Circles (BTC) is [a] new program created by Raquel Willis, funded by a
Soros Equality Fellowship and hosted by Transgender Law Center...TLC’s legal challenge to the Veterans Health Administration’s
sexual reassignment surgery exclusion resulted in a VA call for public comments on making SRS available to veterans...We co-
planned and co-led the national #AbolishICE convening Albuquerque which brought 100 LGBTQ+ migrants, mostly people of

color, together for 3 days of community building. On the 3rd day we shut down a major intersection for 3 hours to draw attention

to the death of Roxsana in ICE custody as well as the continued detainment of Udoka Nweke and other LGBTQ+ migrants... We
are thrilled to report that Udoka Nweke, a Black gay migrant whom we’d been fighting to get out of detention for much of the past
year was released on parole. We have begun the process of getting him settled in [a] new location and raising funds he can live on
while awaiting his work permit. We have also been assisting a 52-year-old Jamaican trans woman detained at Cibola Detention
Center in New Mexico, connecting her with an attorney and raising funds to cover key costs for her.

We took part in the Movement for Black Lives policy retreat and co-authored the Migrant Justice policy paper that will serve as
the policy backbone for M4BL’s work. We were invited and attended CINEBEH, the largest LGBT conference in Brazil and
keynoted the conference where we spoke about the realities for Black LGBTQ+ migrants in the US.

Next up: the Indigenous Two-Spirit Everything-but-the-Kitchen-Sink Foundation’s Infinity Migrants
Project! These projects are beyond asinine, but the inherent ridiculousness paradoxically seems to
strengthen the agenda. What is abundantly clear is that these organizations are being situated as the
antithesis of not just Whites and their cultures, and not even of general normality and decency, but of
any kind of morality save the Establishment’s depraved anti-morality. This kind of degenerate trash is
only possible when one drinks the Kool-Aid that we are all “equal,” and that equality somehow entitles
wide-spread parasitic entitlement at the expense of others. Now that the bottom’s dropped out of our
civilization, or perhaps more appropriately the drainage system has been sufficiently backed-up, we are
drowning in tons of raw sewage while the ruling class looks on and laughs.

In another context, the widely-circulated Google Doc “LIST OF TRANS FUNDS AND RESOURCES” would be
tragicomic. In some ways what is obviously a pathetic cash-grab masquerading as activism still is; the
list of cash app and Go Fund Me links to HELP INDIVIDUAL TRANS FOLX DIRECTLY belies a roll call of
“folx” in various stages of desperation and in need of real help plus an assortment of parasitic freaks (all



said in context, and no, I am not making any of this up):

* Demi needs help “black trans and moving to lowa”

* Help salem get home “help a black nonbinary lesbian move back home”

* Taj Pollard “black trans artist getting top surgery”

* NYC BLACK WOMXN & FEMMES MUTUAL AID LIST

* Help Zaire with therapy housing and medical costs “$theunicornprincess”

* PAY BLACK TRANS WOMEN

* SECURE LONG TERM HOUSING FOR BLACK TRANS PEOPLE BEING RELEASED FROM RIKERS ISLAND
* BLACK EXCELLENCE COLLECTIVE TRANSPORT FOR LGBTQ+ PROTESTORS NYC
* LGBT BOOKS TO PRISONERS

* BLACK TRANS PROTESTERS FUND

* BLACK QT FUND

* BLACK TRANS TRAVEL FUND

* FUND BLACK TRANS WOMEN AND NB PEOPLE IN MN

And on it goes. This horror show continues to spread globally courtesy of friends in high places like the
Ford Foundation, a major pillar of the LGBTQ agenda, which:

In 1990...made the first known international grant to support lesbian and gay people. It went to Atoba, the Homosexual
Emancipation Movement, based in Brazil. Atoba, an advocacy organization, was founded in 1985 in response to the murder of a
friend of the founders, and became one of the first organizations in South America to engage in AIDS-related work. Ford has gone
on to become one of the leading international funders of LGBTI issues, having awarded more than $9 million since that first grant
[to the end of 2011], to support NGOs working outside the United States. It has made significant grants to groups in Vietnam,
Argentina, Kenya and Nepal and to leading organizations in the United States working internationally, such as the International
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On November 28™ 2012, the Ford Foundation brought together LGBTQ leaders and allies, artists,
journalists, technologists, policymakers, and funders in a catalyzing event to explore how to best
progress the LGBTQ agenda, and how, in their words, “social justice can be inclusive of sexual
orientation and gender identity, and how to engage broad communities in securing rights for LGBT
people.” Featured panel members speak volumes (with accompanying position at the time of the event):
Luis Ubifas, President of the Ford Foundation; Jorge Gutierrez, Project Coordinator of the Queer
Undocumented Immigrant Project; Chai Feldblum, Commissioner of the US Equal Employment
Opportunity Commission; and Neera Tanden, President of the Center for American Progress, a think
tank founded by John Podesta. Podesta served as counselor to President Barack Obama, where he was
responsible for coordinating the administration’s climate policy and initiatives, and was a member of the
UN Secretary General’s High-Level Panel of Eminent Persons on the Post-2015 Development Agenda,
a panel that also included David Cameron, Horst Kohler (IMF), Jean-Michel Severino (World Bank),
Paul Polman (Unilever, Nestlé, World Economic Forum), Abhijit Banerjee (Ford Foundation
International Professor of Economics at MIT), and Gunilla Carlsson (UNAIDS, former
Swedish Minister for International Development Cooperation, World Bank Group’s High Level
Advisory Council on Women’s Economic Empowerment, European Council on Foreign Relations,
GAVI, the Global Fund, Annexin Pharmaceuticals).

Chai Feldblum is an “openly lesbian” Harvard Law graduate who “once aspired to be a Talmudic
scholar...coming from a long line of Orthodox rabbis.” Feldblum was an Obama appointee to the Equal
Employment Opportunity Commission and was the lead drafter of the Employment Non-Discrimination
Act (“legislation proposed in the United States Congress that would prohibit discrimination in hiring
and employment on the basis of sexual orientation or, depending on the version of the bill, gender
identity by employers with at least 15 employees”); Feldblum cast the deciding vote when the EEOC
termed it “unlawful sex discrimination” to limit locker room and shower facilities to those of a single
biological sex.



The Jewish Suzanne Nossel is a member of the Council on Foreign Relations (CFR) and was also a
senior fellow for the Century Foundation and the Center for American Progress (CAP). She was the
architect of the first UN resolution on the rights of lesbian, gay, bisexual and transgender persons, and
was the Executive Director of PEN America. As just one example of the kind of work PEN America is
doing, PEN America-Los Angeles ran a book drive for migrant children in September 2019 in
partnership with the Jewish Family Service Migrant Family Shelter.

According to the Center for American Progress’s 2017 issue paper “Advancing LGBTQ Equality
Through Local Executive Action” authored by among others Sharita Gruberg, the senior director for the
LGBTQ Research and Communications Project at CAP, former law clerk for the American Bar
Association Commission on Immigration where she provided support to immigration detainees in
removal proceedings including LGBT asylum seekers and filed complaints on detention conditions with
the Department of Homeland Security, and formerly held a fellowship with the UN High Commissioner
for Refugees where she wrote and submitted refugee resettlement requests and liaised with
congressional offices on refugee resettlement cases: “County and city leaders should issue executive
orders or mayoral directives that explicitly prohibit discrimination based on sexual orientation, gender
identity, or gender expression in government employment.”

CAP celebrates four decisions: in 2011, Dwight C. Jones, the mayor of Richmond, Virginia, issued an
executive directive prohibiting discrimination against city government employees on the basis of sexual
orientation or gender identity; in 2012, Daniel McCoy, the county executive of Albany, New York,
issued an executive order adding gender identity and gender expression to the list of classes protected
from workplace discrimination in the county government; in 2016, James Ritsema, the city manager of
Kalamazoo, Michigan, issued an equal employment opportunity policy for city employment to
“increase opportunities based on classifications including race, sex, gender identity, and sexual
orientation”; and in 2015, Allan Kauffman, mayor of Goshen, Indiana, signed an executive order
expanding the discrimination and harassment policy for city government employees and applicants. The
policy already prohibited discrimination on the basis of sexual orientation, but Kauffman’s executive
order expanded it to include a prohibition on gender identity discrimination and harassment. With this
executive order in place, all residents in Goshen could file complaints of discrimination on the basis
gender identity, along with sexual orientation and other protected classes.

Similar measures praised by CAP include those of Jersey City, New Jersey, which “actively recruits
LGBT individuals to serve within municipal agencies such as the [Jersey City] police and fire
departments” and the NYPD:

Since before 2000, the New York City Police Department, or NYPD, has actively recruited officers from the LGBTQ
community. Today, the NYPD’s Community Affairs Bureau LGBT Outreach Unit assists in recruiting potential officers from the
LGBTQ community.

CAP also celebrates the proliferation of “offices of diversity and inclusion” in cities like San Antonio,
Texas and Jersey City. Naturally the authors of this document try to shoe-horn the bogeyman of
“conversion therapy” in there despite the fact that their project centers on conversion therapy of its own
kind and cult-like mind-re-molding techniques. If the regime can get them young enough so they don’t
even have to be broken down and re-built into the gender-queer sloganeering automatons of the future,
so much the better.

As the 1990s unfolded, politically the onset of the Clinton administration marked a major shift, and
1993 witnessed both the passing of “Don’t Ask, Don’t Tell” and the appointment and confirmation of
Roberta Achtenberg to Assistant Secretary for the Office of Fair Housing and Equal Opportunity, in the
process becoming the first open homosexual appointed and confirmed to a federal position by the
Senate. The Jewish Dianne Feinstein spoke out strongly on her behalf. In the lead-up to the 1992



presidential election, the UC Berkeley alum and Stanford University teaching fellow Achtenberg had
worked on the Clinton campaign, helping to organize fund-raisers and other events. Achtenberg was a
member of the committee drafting the Democratic Party’s platform, and, as Linda Rapp writes, “she
addressed the national convention in defense of the document. In introducing herself to the delegates,
she proudly identified herself as a lesbian, a mother, and a Jew.””

Though the Boy Scouts ultimately succumbed and then some, back then Achtenberg was one of over
fifty members of the United Way Bay Area Board of Directors who voted unanimously to not give
funds to the Boy Scouts because of their “discriminatory policy against gay and bisexual boys.”
Achtenberg states that among her proudest achievements was the forced integration of previously all-
white Vidor, Texas, which the libertarians and their freedom of association don’t seem to have
complained about. Achtenberg helped develop a “public housing project” for Vidor, and “worked with
community leaders to ensure successful and peaceful integration.” Achtenberg was in charge of the
Housing and Urban Development Department’s Agency Review Team that helped the Obama
administration as it transitioned into office, and in 2011, she was named to the US Commission on Civil
Rights.

The Jewish transgender “activist” Riki Wilchins founded LGBTQ political action committee
GenderPAC in 1995, which within a year had secured public pledges from predominantly Jewish
members of Congress such as Jerrold Nadler and Jan Schakowsky that their offices “would not
discriminate against employees because of their gender identity or expression.” Sheila Jeffreys
contended, rightly, that its aims ignored women in favor of “transgenders, most of whom are men, and
homosexuality.” GenderPAC ceased operations in 2009. Wilchins co-edited GenderQueer: Voices from
Beyond the Binary in 2002 with Clare Howell and Joan Nestle, who sees her work as critical to her
identity as a woman, as a lesbian, and as a Jew: “As a woman, as a lesbian, as a Jew, I know that much
of what I call history others will not. But answering that challenge of exclusion is the work of a
lifetime.”

Jewish “LGBT historian” Lillian Faderman (also formerly a visiting professor at UCLA among other
things) calls Nestle “the midwife to a revised view of butch and femme.” As GenderPAC’s Executive
Director, Wilchins advised IBM, JP Morgan Chase, and Citigroup among others on their “gender
identity and gender expression non-discrimination policies.” Her writings have appeared in many
places, including anthologies like The Meaning of Difference: American Constructions of Race, Sex and
Gender, Social Class, Sexual Orientation, and Disability: a Text/Reader, co-edited by Karen E.
Rosenblum, and PoMoSexuals: Challenging Assumptions About Gender and Sexuality co-edited by the
Jewish Lawrence Schimel.

Lawrence Schimel, founding member of the Publishing Triangle, writes and edits works that deal
with homosexual and Jewish themes; Publishing Triangle is an association of homosexuals in the
publishing world, which also issues annual literary awards in the various subgenres of both literature
and sexuality/gender identity. One example is the Publishing Triangle Award for Trans and Gender-
Variant Literature; most of the previous winners are college professors such as the transgender Vivek
Shraya, Assistant Professor of Creative Writing at the University of Calgary and Board member of The
Tegan and Sara Foundation, “which fights for health, economic justice and representation for LGBTQ
women.” Shraya’s 2010 debut is “an illustrated collection of twenty-one linked short stories about a
brown, genderqueer child growing up in an immigrant family in Alberta,” and 2016 saw the release of
the poetry collection even this page is white, “an incisive exploration of the effects of everyday racism
and colonialism in Canada,” longlisted for the Canadian Broadcasting Corporation’s Canada Reads
competition, because institutional racism, sexism, transphobia, and the like precludes a genderqueer
person of color from getting any recognition or institutional support such as professorships without the
usually-requisite academic qualifications, right? Right.
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2018 Publishing Triangle Award for Trans and Gender-Variant Literature winner Tourmaline, “a
transgender woman who identifies as queer,” has a BA in Comparative Ethnic Studies from Columbia
University, where “she” served on the President’s Council on Student Affairs, a group which sought to
advise the president on professors intimidating Jewish and pro-Israel students amidst the MEALAC
Scandal. Tourmaline collaborated with Dean Spade on a series of “prison abolition” videos and has
previously worked for the Sylvia Rivera Law Project. Tourmaline co-produced STAR People Are
Beautiful People (2009) with the Jewish Sasha Wortzel''® and was featured in Brave Spaces:
Perspectives on Faith and LGBT Justice (2015), produced by the Jewish Marc Smolowitz and screened
at a Human Rights Campaign event.

Tourmaline co-wrote, -produced, and -directed Stonewall-focused short film Happy Birthday,
Marsha! with Wortzel, and they were awarded a fellowship with Jewish homosexual Ira Sachs’s
Queer/Art/Mentorship program for 2012-2013. Tourmaline has also been the recipient of a Soros Justice
Fellowship (as birthname Reginald Gossett) and was the 2016-2018 Activist-in-Residence (alongside
Dean Spade and others) at the Barnard Center for Research on Women’s Social Justice Institute, which
“marks the next chapter of BCRW’s commitment to scholar-feminist praxis and accountable exchange
with activists and organizations in New York City and beyond.” The Center is “a nexus of feminist
thought, activism, and collaboration for scholars and activists” housed at Barnard College, founded by
the Jewish Annie Nathan Meyer and affiliated with Columbia University.

The Jewish Dean Spade is an Associate Professor at the Seattle University School of Law. In 2002, as
an Open Society Institute and Berkeley Law Foundation Fellow, Spade founded the Sylvia Rivera Law
Project, which “works to guarantee that all people are free to self-determine gender identity and
expression,” and is funded by the Tikkun Olam Foundation, the Tides Foundation, the Elton John AIDS
Foundation, the Groundswell Fund, the ARIA Foundation, the New York Community Trust, the New
York Foundation, the Keith Haring Foundation, ' Borealis Philanthropy, the Arcus Foundation, and the
Rockefeller Foundation, among others.

Spade has also been the Williams Institute Law Teaching Fellow at UCLA Law School, was selected
to give the 2009-2010 James A. Thomas Lecture at Yale Law School, and has also taught classes on
sexual orientation, gender identity, poverty, and law at Columbia University and Harvard. In 2010, the
Harvard Journal of Law and Gender published a series of letters between Adrienne Davis and Bob
Chang entitled, “Making Up Is Hard to Do: Race/Gender/Sexual Orientation in the Law School
Classroom,” along with three response pieces by Adele Morrison, Darren Rosenblum, and Spade.
Among Spade’s other various manifestos and writings on transgenderism, privilege, and the like, “he”
edited two issues of Sexuality Research and Social Policy with Paisley Currah, who is along with Susan
Stryker the founding editor of Transgender Studies Quarterly through Duke University Press. The debut
issue featured Chelsea né Bradley Manning on the cover, which, for Currah and Stryker, “could be [a]
no better illustration of the timeliness or significance of paying careful attention to transgender issues.”

Currah, MA and PhD from Cornell University, was a founding Board member of the Transgender
Law and Policy Institute, serves on the Board of Directors for Global Action for Trans Equality
(GATE), has served on the advisory board of the Human Rights Watch Lesbian, Gay, Bisexual, and
Transgender Rights Program, and from January 2005-December 2006 sat on the External Advisory
Committee to the New York City Department of Health and Mental Hygiene for the Amendment of
Birth Certificates for Transgender Persons. From November 2004 to December 2005, Currah served on
the Citizen’s Advisory Committee Transgender Subcommittee, New York City Human Resources
Administration and co-authored “Recommended Best Practices for Working with and Serving
Transgender and Gender Non-Conforming Employees and Clients.”

Currah was also a co-founder of the New York Association for Gender Rights Advocacy, and helped
draft the legislation to amend the New York City Human Rights Law to include discrimination based on



“gender identity and gender expression.” Currah has been an advisor to the LGBT Social Science and
Public Policy Center at Hunter College, Sexuality and the Law Social Science Research Network, the
International Resource Network (a project hosted at the Center for Lesbian and Gay Studies at the City
University of New York and funded by the Ford Foundation), and the University Consortium on
Sexuality Research and Training. Currah co-edited with Shannon Minter and Richard Juang
Transgender Rights, published by Minnesota University Press in 2006. Minter, like Currah, is
transgender and is also an alumnus of Cornell University (Cornell Law School). Minter has taught at
Stanford University and is the legal director for the National Center for Lesbian Rights (NCLR).

The National Center for Lesbian Rights (NCLR), based out of San Francisco naturally, has been
active since the 1970s “advancing the civil and human rights of LGBTQ people and their families
through impact litigation, public policy, and public education.” They were at the forefront of creating
what they believe to be the first LGBTQ Immigration Project and they continue to “fight for the rights
of LGBTQ DREAMers, asylum seekers, and immigrants.” To that end, they filed an amicus brief with
the notorious 9" Circuit US Court of Appeals in City and County of San Francisco v. Trump claiming
that withholding federal funding from sanctuary cities for violating federal law is unconstitutional. I
know, I know.

The NCLR also wrote legislation signed into law by “Moonbeam” Jerry Brown “that guarantees the
right of California’s foster youth to access gender-affirming healthcare services.” According to the
NCLR, withholding treatment—which presumably includes hormones and surgery—“worsens
dysphoria” and “can increase risk of abuse and stigmatization.” No evidence is provided, unsurprisingly,
and we know the opposite is in fact true. Google, Gilead Sciences, Genentech, Accenture, Marriott, the
Rosenberg Foundation, Ropes & Gray LLP, and the Horizons Foundation helped sponsor their 2018
anniversary celebration. Other donors to the NCLR include: the Evelyn and Walter Haas, Jr. Fund; the
Ford Foundation; the Goldman Sachs Philanthropy Fund; the Betsy and Alan Cohn Foundation; the
Levi Strauss Foundation; the Jewish Community Federation and Endowment Fund of San Francisco,
the Peninsula, Marin and Sonoma Counties; the Liberty Hill Foundation; the Rabbi Barbara Zacky
Fund; Morgan Stanley Global Impact Funding Trust; the Tides Foundation; the H. van Ameringen
Foundation; the Arcus Foundation; the Gill Foundation; and a huge number of individual Jewish
donors.

The general default of Jews toward liberalism (until power is attained, and abroad, not in Israel) is not
reflective of some in-born altruism but rather, for Charles E. Silberman:

American Jews are committed to cultural tolerance because of their belief—one firmly rooted in history—that Jews are safe only
in a society acceptant to a wide range of attitudes and behaviors, as well as a diversity of religious and ethnic groups. It is this
belief, for example, not approval of homosexuality, that leads to an overwhelming majority of American Jews to endorse “gay

rights” and to take a liberal stance on most other so-called “social” issues.120

In other words, the more “open” the society, the better from a Jewish perspective. With the unique
conditions of modernity, however, Jews have been able to not just attain positions of power in wild
disproportion, but to achieve an unprecedented degree of global influence and, it may be said, control.
With this power, darker impulses that might otherwise go unacted-upon may find form in the
humiliation rituals and daily indignities suffered by the occupied people. While such an idea may
discomfort the reader—as it well should—this does not change the psychological and behavioral
disposition of a ruling class that feels no noblesse oblige to a people who do not belong to their tribe.
Even the collaborators, useful as they are and benefitting nicely from the current system, can be burned
whenever it is necessary.

Though I am endeavoring to outline the precise architecture of this agenda and its aims in the political



and material sense in order to provide incontrovertible proof of its existence and its danger, the most
essential component of this project is that it has kept the majority of people from looking beyond their
immediate or “terrestrial” surroundings if you like. The more intense the individualism, the less likely
one is to understand themselves in relation to their surroundings and, even more crucially, in the flow of
time. This also precludes considerations cosmic or religious, depending on how you want to consider it.
But the metaphysical plane is where the real war is being waged, and we are being slaughtered.

Whether or not the reader is a Christian, the following is telling and highly significant; the New
Jewish Agenda, active from 1980-1992; per their Wikipedia entry, saw:

Over 1,200 people attended NJA’s founding conference on December 25, 1980... The date was purposely chosen to coincide with

Christmas!?!...New Jewish Agenda chapters around the country were active in coalitions to combat racism, anti-Semitism and
apartheid...A conference on Anti-Semitism and Racism called “Carrying It On: Organizing Against Anti-Semitism and Racism for
Jewish Activist and College Students” was held in Philadelphia in November 1991. Over 500 Jewish activists and allies from other
communities gathered for workshops aiming to learn about and mobilize against institutionalized racism in the U.S. and to analyze
the relationship between anti-Semitism and racism...Jewish Feminist leadership was part of NJA’s culture from its earliest days,
and the 1985 Conference passed a resolution to begin a Feminist Taskforce (FTF)...New Jewish Agenda’s feminist taskforce was
heavily influenced by the work of many non-Jewish feminists of color... NJA sent a delegation to the UN Decade for Women
Forum in 1985 in Nairobi...In 1985, NJA published and widely distributed a pamphlet called “Coming Out/Coming Home” about
homophobia and gay rights within the Jewish community. They also spearheaded anti-homophobia work which included the
development of workshops mobilizing the Jewish community to take part in many gay rights events...In April 1986, the Brooklyn
and Manhattan chapters of NJA sponsored the first New York community-wide conference on Lesbian and Gay Jews...The work
of the Feminist Taskforce covered ground that overlapped with many of the other campaigns, and the FTF housed both the
Gay/Lesbian Working Group and the AIDS Working Group. AIDS was always on the NJA agenda, especially as an issue to

promote within Jewish communities. 122

Also of tremendous significance, on Mother’s Day 1988 (once again, tell me the motivations are pure),
the Feminist Taskforce convened a conference in Philadelphia with a panel discussion led by Adrienne
Rich, poet and author of “Compulsory Heterosexuality and Lesbian Existence”; from her Wikipedia
entry:

Rich considers how one’s background might influence their identity. She furthers this notion by noting her own exploration of the
body, her body, as female, as white, as Jewish and as a body in a nation...She recounts her growth towards understanding how the
women’s movement grounded in the Western culture is limited to the concerns of white women to the verbal and written
indications of Black United States citizens. Such professions have allowed her to experience the meaning of her whiteness as a

point of location for which she needed to take responsibﬂity.123

It should be obvious that the central issue here is less to do with the political than it is the extension into
politics of meta-political warfare on the complementary essences of men and women and on the essence
of unique civilizations as reflective of a natural, divine order and an absolute Truth. At the risk of being
overly-reductive, it does indeed hew along the lines of good-versus-evil, darkness-versus-light. It could
not be clearer—organizations such as “Mother’s Ruin” and so-called feminist conferences convening on
Mother’s Day, to say nothing of the New Jewish Agenda’s founding conference on Christmas or, as
Cnaan Lipshiz glowingly reported for the Jewish Telegraphic Agency of the “festive launch” of the
Eighteen:22 organization:

The scene last week at the Hotel Schloss Leopoldskron in Salzburg was a highlight of a three-day conference for some 70 young
Jewish lesbian, gay, bisexual and transgender activists from around the world. They gathered to launch an international Jewish gay
organization called Eighteen:22—a reference to the passage in Leviticus prohibiting gay sex...At one of this Alpine city’s finest
hotels, an Argentinean Jew in a priest’s vestments is waltzing with a Jewish transgender woman from New York...The Salzburg
conference, which was organized by Eighteen:22 founder Robert Saferstein as part of the Connection Points program of the
Charles and Lynn Schusterman Family Foundation, was no solemn affair...Hannah Elyse Simpson, a Jewish transgender woman



from New York...wore a painted beard as a tribute to Conchita, the transgender Austrian whose victory at the 2014 Eurovision
Song Contest highlighted Austria’s embrace of gays. This year Vienna unveiled (ironic given the sheer volume of veiled Muslims

the city’s harboring) gay-themed stoplights at central pedestrian crossings.124

Yes, very ironic indeed given that the Jewish role in importing those Muslims is so outsized. I’'m not
sure how anyone could believe this is based on some sort of “equality” or “compassion” rather than
intentional malice given the obvious implications of the naming of the organization and the scene
described. It is a fundamental inversion of everything natural and decent, to say nothing of the divine
through divinity and the life-giving power of motherhood and the transcendent powers of masculinity
and femininity respectively. The explicitly-Jewish organization Eighteen:22 echoes the Jewish
pornographer Al “Christ Sucks” Goldstein in its clear contempt for Christianity and Gentiles more
broadly and in its determination to undermine the host societies and transform them into something
wicked, decadent, and broken.

Eighteen:22 is extremely well-connected: eJewishPhilanthropy, Sh’ma Now: A Journal of Jewish
Ideas, Keshet, the Charles and Lynn Schusterman Family Foundation, Friday Night Lights (“world
class, experiential events for gay Jewish professionals that offers new access points into the Jewish
community and fosters long-term involvement in both Jewish and LGBTQ life”), et cetera. Their
fellows include (with current or former “credentials”):

Gyuri received a Masters in Philosophy and Bachelors in Philology from
the University of Szeged in Hungary. Gyuri...has worked and volunteered for a variety of NGOs and organizations across Europe,
including the European Volunteer Service in Méalaga, Spain and The City is for All activist group in Budapest, Hungary

Eighteen:22 operates along the exact same lines and for the same exact purposes as the Open Society
Foundations, the European Union, the United Nations, and the US State Department, all essentially
indistinguishable as reflections of corruption, the marshaling of the disintegrative and corrosive death-
forces against those of light and life.



8. Transforming Our World

“Anyone who has managed to get through the last two or three weeks is suddenly aware of how fast
history can move. Sometimes, though, we don’t notice it moving—until we sit down before an image of
ourselves (a poster, a piece of architecture, a play) that has always been accepted as standard and just

isn’t any more.”
-Walter Kerr

On June 9™ 2015, the July issue of Vanity Fair featuring the “stunning and brave” Caitlyn né Bruce
Jenner hit the newsstands, and two-and-a-half weeks later the Supreme Court ruled that the fundamental
right to marry is guaranteed to same-sex couples by both the Due Process Clause and the Equal
Protection Clause of the Fourteenth Amendment to the United States Constitution in Obergefell v.
Hodges. Seamlessly melded, just like that, “trans” was poised to take over.

As we’ve covered, though, this had been positioned to occur behind the scenes for years prior. The
agenda had been gradually picking up a head of steam, especially following the concerted efforts of the
1990s, but it is telling that of the “799 different institutional grantmakers invest[ing] more than $771
million in LGBTQ issues between 1970 and 2010,” 86% of that sum was collected between 2000-2010,
per Funders for LGBTQ Issues’ “Forty Years of LGBTQ Philanthropy 1970-2010” report.
Internationally, there were significant victories in that decade, including gay marriage legalization in the
Netherlands (2000), Belgium (2003), Canada and Spain (2005), South Africa (2006), Norway (2008),
Sweden (2009), and Argentina, Iceland, and Portugal (2010).

Over the full forty-year period 1970-2010, we learn that the top donors to LGBTQ causes by dollar

amounts!2° are as follows:

The Arcus Foundation was founded by heir to the medical device and technologies supply company
Stryker Corporation fortune Jon Stryker. Stryker, who is homosexual, donates tens of millions of dollars
to LGBT causes through his Foundation and through conditional donations to his alma maters
Kalamazoo College and UC Berkeley; many of these causes also have a “diversity” component. Forbes



puts Stryker’s total donations to various “social justice” causes at $550 million, although some of that
total has also gone to protecting apes.

In 2019, Stryker donated $2 million in the name of Audre Lorde to Spelman College for the creation
of a chair in Queer Studies, the first of its kind at a Historically Black College or University. Jon’s sister
Ronda is the Vice Chair of Spelman College, a trustee of Kalamazoo College, and a member of the
Harvard Medical School Board of Fellows, in addition to being on the Stryker Corporation’s Board of
Directors. Pat Stryker, another of Jon’s sisters, has worked closely with homosexual “activist” and
financier Tim Gill. Regarding Jon Stryker’s “activism” and connections, Jennifer Bilek expands:

Prior to 2015, Stryker had already built the political infrastructure to drive gender identity ideology and transgenderism across the
globe, donating millions to small and large entities. These included hundreds of thousands of dollars to ILGA...and Transgender
Europe...In 2008 Arcus founded Arcus Operating Foundation, an arm of the foundation that organizes conferences, leadership
programs, and research publications. At one 2008 meeting in Bellagio, Italy, 29 international leaders committed to expanding
global philanthropy to support LGBT rights. At the meeting, along with Stryker and Ise Bosch, founder of Dreilinden Fund in
Germany, was Michael O’Flaherty—one of the rapporteurs for the Yogyakarta Principles on the Application of International
Human Rights Law in Relation to Sexual Orientation and Gender Identity (principles outlined in Indonesia in 2006). With the
Yogyakarta Principles, the seeds were planted to bring in and attach gender-identity ideology to our legal structures. O’Flaherty
has been an elected member of the United Nations Human Rights Committee since 2004. Out of the Bellagio meeting, Arcus
created MAP, the LGBT Movement Advancement Project, to track the complex system of advocacy and funding that would
promote gender identity/transgenderism in the culture. Simultaneously, the LGBTI Core Group was formed as an informal cross-
regional group of United Nations member countries to represent LGBTI human rights issues to the U.N. Core Group members
funded by Arcus include Outright Action International and Human Rights Commission. These initiatives promote gender identity
and transgenderism by training leaders in political activism, leadership, transgender law, religious liberty, education, and civil

rights.126

Arcus has also worked with the ACLU to undermine Christian religious liberty exemptions as a form of
resistance to their agenda; there was a 2014 grant of $100,000 to support “communications strategies to
convince conservative Americans that religious exemptions are ‘un-American’” and a $600,000 grant
the year prior to support the ACLU’s Campaign to End the Use of Religion to Discriminate. That same
year, the Foundation launched a new Social Justice Initiative which has placed a heavy emphasis on
“reaching out to faith communities around the world to build cultural acceptance for LGBT people.” In
2014, Arcus gave $75,000 to Faithful America to “promote greater media visibility for Christians who
denounce the abuse of religious-freedom arguments to oppose full equality” for LGBT people. Arcus
has also given hundreds of thousands of dollars to various groups to “counter the narrative of the
Catholic Church” and “to support pro-LGBT faith advocates to influence and counter the narrative of
the Catholic Church and its ultra-conservative affiliates.” This is not particularly necessary anymore, as
the Catholic Church’s leadership is very much in line with the globalist agenda.

Arcus has also expanded its operations to Europe, with an office in the UK and extensive financial
support for ILGA-Europe. Their International Social Justice Program Coordinator is Adrian Coman,
who was formerly Program Director with the International Gay and Lesbian Human Rights Commission
(which is now OutRight Action International), where he designed and implemented the organization’s
strategy at the United Nations; OutRight Action International holds consultative status with the United
Nations Economic and Social Council (ECOSOC).

Adrian Coman was also the Acting Director and Program Associate of the Baltic-American
Partnership Fund at the Open Society Institute. From 1997-2002, he was the Executive Director of
ACCEPT, a Romanian NGO “working for LGBT equality.” Coman also served on the board of ILGA-
Europe. Jay Michaelson, Vice President of Social Justice Programs, joined Arcus the same year as
Coman. Michaelson is the founder and Executive Director of Nehirim, a national Jewish LGBT
organization, and he holds a PhD in Jewish Thought from the Hebrew University of Jerusalem.

In the spring of 2011, the University of California-Berkeley’s College of Environmental Design



(CED) announced a gift of $1 million from Jon Stryker that, combined with a match from the William
and Flora Hewlett Foundation, created a $2 million endowed CED chair named the Arcus Chair in
Gender, Sexuality, and the Built Environment. The chair is named for the Arcus Foundation in honor of
the long-standing relationship between Stryker and the university that began in 2000 with the gift from
the foundation that launched the CED’s Arcus Endowment, “a unique fund that has supported a wide
array of critical and creative activities at the intersection of lesbian, gay, bisexual, transgender, and
queer (LGBTQ) issues and architecture, city and regional planning, and landscape architecture.”

Susan Stryker (no relation to Jon Stryker), “an openly lesbian trans woman,” and Victor Silverman,
whose “scholarly work encompasses a diversity of topics including US, international politics, labor,
Jewish, queer, and environmental history,” received funds to complete research for the documentary
film Screaming Queens: The Riots at Compton Cafeteria. Among Susan Stryker’s many
“accomplishments” are a postdoctoral research fellowship in human sexuality studies at Stanford
sponsored by the Social Science Research Council and the Ford Foundation, and the establishment in
2013 of the Transgender Studies Initiative at the University of Arizona where “she” focused on “hiring
faculty of color.” As C. Grieg Crysler writes of Berkeley’s CED:

Other initiatives include an LGBTQ heritage map for walking tours of Seattle, Washington. The maps were produced by cultural
geographers of queer space Larry Knopp (University of Washington at Tacoma) and Michael Brown (University of Washington at
Seattle) in collaboration with the Northwest Gay and Lesbian History Museum Project... In 2006, the endowment shifted its
resources towards creating a scholar-in-residence program. The first scholar, Annmarie Adams, was resident in 2008. Adams, a
graduate of UC Berkeley’s M.Arch. and Ph.D. programs, is currently the William C. Macdonald Professor at the School of
Architecture at McGill University. During her residency, she initiated an interdisciplinary seminar on sexuality and space entitled
Sex and the Single Building, attended by students from CED and a wide cross-section of campus departments. She also completed
a research project on the Weston Havens house, a seminal example of mid-century Bay Area modernism now owned by CED. Her
Havens house research was published in the spring 2010 issue of Buildings and Landscapes; a second project, begun in Berkeley
in 2008, on gender-variant children and their bedrooms, was recently featured in the German journal FKW//Zeitschrift fur
geschlechterforschung und visuelle kultur. In September 2010, Adams became the director of the McGill Institute for Gender,
Sexuality, and Feminist Studies, where she continues to draw upon insights gained during her year as the Arcus scholar-in-
residence. The New York architect and Yale University professor Joel Sanders also completed a residency in the spring of 2010.
He delivered a public lecture and taught an intensive interdepartmental seminar, both entitled “Human/Nature: Gender Sexuality
and the Landscape Architecture Divide,” that explored how the design approaches and codes of professional conduct that separate
architects and landscape architects are rooted in cultural conceptions about gender and sexuality. Research conducted at Berkeley
formed the basis of his forthcoming book Groundworks: Between Landscape and Architecture (co-edited with Diana Balmori)...
released by Monacelli Press in the fall of 2011. Over the years, the Arcus Endowment has also sponsored an annual lecture as part
of the Department of Architecture’s spring lecture series. Past speakers have included Alice T. Friedman, Professor of
Architectural History at Wellesley College and author of Women and the Making of the Modern House, and Henry Urbach, Curator
of Architecture and Design at the San Francisco Museum of Modern Art.

Speaking of modern art and the intentional creation of an era of intense ugliness Frances Stonor
Saunders writes, “If any official institution was in a position to celebrate the collection of Leninists,
Trotskyites and heavy drinkers that made up the New York School, it was the CIA.” The New York
School was, as John Q. Publius describes it:

A heavily-Jewish and homosexual ‘avant-garde’ heir apparent to the kind of work the now-institutionalized Frankfurt School
(which was first housed in America at Columbia University in 1935) had been conducting a generation prior. The ‘New Left’ of
the 1960s and 1970s blindly followed the urging of the Jewish Adorno to resist the ‘authoritarian personality.’

Regarding Adorno, Publius writes:

The advent of the atonal and harsh [can be traced to] Thedor Adorno’s Theory of Modern Music with the explicit goal of
producing degeneracy and mental illness via an auditory medium (Adorno found himself along with Max Horkheimer in
Hollywood by the late 1930s).

Continuing with Frances Stonor Saunders:



Because Abstract Expressionism was expensive to move around and exhibit, millionaires and museums were called into play. Pre-
eminent among these was Nelson Rockefeller, whose mother had co-founded the Museum of Modern Art in New York. As
president of what he called “Mummy’s museum”, Rockefeller was one of the biggest backers of Abstract Expressionism (which he
called “free enterprise painting”). His museum was contracted to the Congress for Cultural Freedom to organise and curate most of
its important art shows. The museum was also linked to the CIA by several other bridges. William Paley, the president of CBS
broadcasting and a founding father of the CIA, sat on the members’ board of the museum’s International Programme. John Hay
Whitney, who had served in the agency’s wartime predecessor, the OSS, was its chairman. And Tom Braden, first chief of the
CIA’s International Organisations Division, was executive secretary of the museum in 1949... In 1958 the touring exhibition “The
New American Painting”, including works by Pollock, de Kooning, Motherwell and others, was on show in Paris. The Tate
Gallery was keen to have it next, but could not afford to bring it over. Late in the day, an American millionaire and art lover, Julius
Fleischmann [Jr.], stepped in with the cash and the show was brought to London... Julius Fleischmann was well placed for such a
role. He sat on the board of the International Programme of the Museum of Modern Art in New York—as did several powerful

figures close to the cIA.127

Fleischmann, Jr. was also the president of the CIA-funded Farfield Foundation.
The CIA and the Ford Foundation have long had a very cozy relationship, as we will see with the
subsidizing/promotion of a particular kind of feminism soon, but as James Petras explains:

In the field of painting and theater the CIA worked with the [Ford Foundation] to promote abstract expressionism against any
artistic expression with a social content, providing funds and contacts for highly publicized exhibits in Europe and favorable
reviews by “sponsored” journalists. The interlocking directorate between the CIA, the Ford Foundation and the New York
Museum of Modern Art lead to a lavish promotion of “individualistic” art remote from the people—and a vicious attack on

European painters, writers and playwrights writing from a critical realist perspective.128

For Publius:

Despite the rhetoric that such “art” is more democratic—perhaps because anyone can do it—it is clearly not the purpose of this
“elite”-driven project, one that aligns almost exactly with Jewish sensibilities and that of the Jewish neo-aristocracy of the neo-
liberal establishment. Representative would be that of Nigerian Chris Ofili’s Holy Virgin Mary from the collection of the Jewish
Charles Saatchi described as “a carefully rendered black Madonna decorated with a resin-covered lump of elephant dung. The
figure is also surrounded by small collaged images of female genitalia from pornographic magazines,” or that of “insider” and
philo-Semite Andy Warhol who, as Lasha Darkmoon writes, “seems to have put his considerable charm to work with Henry

Geldzahler, curator of the Metropolitan Museum of Art—an influential Jew who happened, like Warhol, to be homosexual.”129

Just so happened...what a coincidence!

Circling back to the Arcus Foundation, according to Influence Watch, it has assets in excess of $179
million, and they disburse funding to a number of other organizations in addition to those we’ve
covered thus far. Returning to Jennifer Bilek:

The lineup of Arcus-supported organizations advancing the cause is daunting: Victory Institute, the Center for American Progress,
the ACLU, the Transgender Law Center, Trans Justice Funding Project, OutRight Action International, Human Rights Watch,
GATE, Parliamentarians for Global Action (PGA), the Council for Global Equality, the U.N., Amnesty International, and
GLSEN. The Sexuality Information and Education Council of the U.S. (SIECUS), in partnership with Advocates for Youth,
Answer, GLSEN, the Human Rights Campaign (HRC) Foundation, and Planned Parenthood Federation of America (PPFA), has
initiated a campaign using a rights-based framework to inform approaches in reshaping cultural narratives of sexuality and
reproductive health. Sixty-one additional organizations have signed a letter supporting an overhaul of current curriculums. These
programs and initiatives advance gender identity ideology by supporting various faith organizations, sports and cultural
associations, police department training and educational programs in grade schools, high schools (GLSEN, whose founder was
brought to Arcus in 2012 as board of directors, has influenced many K-12 school curricula), and universities and medical
institutions—including the American Psychological Foundation (APF). Arcus funds help APF (the leading psychology
organization in the United States) develop guidelines for establishing trans-affirmative psychological practices. Psychologists are
“encouraged” by those monies to modify their understanding of gender, broadening the range of biological reality to include
abstract, medical identities. Concurrently, Arcus drives gender identity ideology and transgenderism in the marketplace by

encouraging businesses to invest in LGBT causes. 130



Abstract painting, abstract identities, abstractions of money—we can see how the framework for the
next evolution of the system, a wholly abstract and digitized dystopia, is being laid by the ruling class.
This is all inter-connected; consider also the systemic overhaul along critical race theoretical lines. Both
the gender ideology and the critical race theoretical ideology are both spawned from critical theory.

The Arcus Foundation also supplied funding to the Division of Adolescent and School Health of the
Centers for Disease Control and Prevention (CDC) to conduct a meta-study of other research conducted
on transgender or “gender variant” youth, which concluded that, “Novel recruitment strategies for
transgender/GV youth...are needed to confirm these protective relationships and identify others.”
Translation: they need test subjects to experiment on. It is not a coincidence we have seen so many
pharmaceutical companies and people involved in big pharma, biotech, and the like involved in this
project. The internationalist aspect is also vital, as the ultimate aim of the project is a fully-integrated
and -controlled planet with no barriers—a global open society, in short.

OutRight Action International—with its consultative UN status and with funding from Arcus, the
Horizons Foundation, the Ford Foundation, and the Open Society Foundations—is a perfect bridge
organization. In 2019, OutRight worked with UN Women as part of a panel called “Gender Diversity:
Beyond Binaries.” Sort of self-defeating for UN Women to be attacking sexual dimorphism, but that’s
not what this project is about in the same way that UN Women was never designed to advocate for
women’s best interests.

OutRight was founded in 1990 by the Jewish Julie Dorf (“I went to Jewish day school until I was
kicked out in fifth grade for being rude to my rabbi. My report card comments said, ‘Beware of her
feminist tendencies’”). OutRight’s staff includes:

» Kevin Wanzor, Operations Manager, previously worked in global health PR, researching and assessing social and epidemiological
studies related to HIV/AIDS, malaria and other infectious diseases.

* Daina Rudusa is OutRight’s Senior Communications Manager responsible for media relations and raising the organization’s
profile, based in New York. She joined the team in February 2019 after almost three years at ILGA-Europe, the foremost
European-level LGBTIQ organization. She has also worked at leading international development organizations CARE
International UK and the Bill & Melinda Gates Foundation.

* Elise Colomer-Cheadle is Director of Corporate Engagement at OutRight Action International...Elise has over 20 years

experience working in the nonprofit industry connecting businesses to causes. Her past roles include Senior Director of

Development overseeing institutional, special events and individual giving at SAGE, Associate Director & Director of Latin

America Programs at the New York City Bar Association’s Cyrus R. Vance Center for International Justice, and Business and

Partnerships Officer at the United Nations Office for Project Services where she co-established and co-managed one of the UN’s

first units for partnerships with the private sector...She holds a Master of Science in Administration of International Organizations

from Columbia University School of Social Work.

Damon Clyde is the Senior Development Officer for Institutional Giving at OutRight Action International... He came to OutRight

from the British Council, where he developed partnerships with donors based in the United States to support the Council’s

international programs on social entrepreneurship, women’s and girls’ empowerment, youth civic engagement and LGBTIQ
issues. Prior to that Damon worked at the EastWest Institute, a global nonprofit promoting peace and security. Damon started his
international career as a U.S. Peace Corps Volunteer in Kyrgyzstan. While in the region, he also served as a consultant for the

Asian Development Bank and UNHCR...Damon holds...a Master of International Affairs degree from Columbia University.

Kennedy Carrillo is the Regional Sexual and Development expert of OutRight Action International, based in Belize...After

serving as Executive Director of the National AIDS Commission of Belize for 4 years Kennedy went on to establish MC

Consultancy: Sexual Health and Development where as lead consultant with a group of social consultants she has been providing

technical support to organizations both nationally and regionally in: Research, Strategic Planning, Policy Development,

Curriculum Development, Monitoring and Evaluation and Training in several aspects of Sexual Health and Development. Over

the past years she has gained extensive experience working in the Caribbean region providing technical support to key entities

such as the Pan Caribbean Partnership for HIV, CARICOM, UNAIDS, USAID, the Global Fund, Caribbean Vulnerable

Communities Coalition and CariFLAGS among others. Presently, Kennedy serves is the Caribbean Liaison Officer for the Latin

American and Caribbean Regional Platform, of the Communities, Rights and Gender Special Initiative of the Global Fund.

OutRight’s current Executive Director is Jessica Stern, whose biographical description on their website
informs us that:



At OutRight, she has supported the legal registration of LGBTIQ organizations globally, helped secure the mandate of the United
Nations Independent Expert on Sexual Orientation and Gender Identity, and advanced the UN LGBTI Core Group. She has
provided expert opinions to governments globally, regional human rights institutions, and UN mechanisms, including UN Women
where she serves as a member of the LGBTI Reference Group. Her writing has been cited by the Indian Supreme Court in its
seminal judgment decriminalizing same-sex relations and featured in The Oxford Handbook of Women, Peace and Security (2019).
She is frequently quoted by the media, including by The New York Times and The Guardian. She is an adjunct associate professor
at Columbia University’s School of International & Public Affairs.

Stern states that, “There is nothing more feminist than standing for transgender rights.” In context, I’'m
inclined to agree.

The Ms. Foundation for Women'>" was founded in 1972 by Jewish feminists Gloria Steinem and
Letty Cottin Pogrebin along with actress Marlo Thomas and Pat Carbine, an editor and publisher of Ms.
magazine. Among the credited co-founders of the magazine are included Steinem, Pogrebin, and Nina
Finkelstein; another co-founder was Elizabeth Forsling Harris, described in her Washington Post
obituary as having done “crucial advance work for President John F. Kennedy’s fateful November 1963
visit to Dallas.” The obituary also informs that Harris “helped found a shopping cable network with
Neiman-Marcus stores” and was at one time on the Board of the Planned Parenthood Federation of
America. Suzanne Braun Levine was managing editor of Ms. from 1972-1988; she and Steinem remain
close. As Nina Reyes writes for The New York Times regarding the Levine’s daughter’s wedding:
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Joanna Braun Levine and Yigit Bora Bozkurt were married Sept. 15 [2018] at Wave Hill in the Bronx. Gregg M. Rubin, a friend of
the couple who became a Universal Life minister for this event, officiated, with Gloria Steinem, the writer and activist and a friend
of the bride’s family, leading a ceremony that incorporated Jewish and Turkish wedding traditions.

The Spring 1972 issue featured an illustration of the Hindu goddess Kali done by the Jewish Miriam
Wosk. Steinem settled on the name Ms. which was being popularized by the Jewish feminist Sheila
Michaels as a way to “not be defined by any relationships to men.” As Caroline Davies writes in The
Guardian, “Michaels had first seen ‘Ms.” on an address label on a Marxist magazine posted to a
Manhattan housemate and initially thought it was a typo.” Also in the Spring 1972 issue, the magazine
splashed the bold pronouncement “We have had abortions”'3? across two pages with “53 American
women invit[ing] you to join them in a campaign for honesty and freedom,” among them Barbaralee D.
Diamonstein, Pogrebin, Steinem, the Jewish critic Susan Sontag, the Jewish writer and director Nora
Ephron, the Jewish feminist Susan Brownmiller, the Jewish Irma Lazarus, lesbian tennis player Billie
Jean King, the Jewish historian Barbara Tuchman (her father was the banker Maurice Wertheim and her
mother was the daughter of Henry Morgenthau, Sr., ambassador to the Ottoman Empire and major
donor to Woodrow Wilson—his son, who studied at Cornell, devised the Morgenthau Plan to essentially
permanently cripple a defeated Germany after World War II via de-industrialization and other
means'>?), and the artist Nancy Grossman, who’s best-known for her wood sculptures covered with
leather S&M-looking gear, which Grossman states is a challenge to gender identity. As Robert C.
Morgan wrote in 1998 for Sculpture Magazine, “Grossman’s father was a devout Jew, while her mother
enforced Roman Catholicism on the children, thus creating a conflict.”

The write-up was authored by Jewish Women’s Foundation in New York Humanitarian Award-winner
Barbaralee D. Diamonstein, now Diamonstein-Spielvogel, who claimed that the repeal of “archaic and
inhuman laws” banning abortion should be repealed “to save lives and spare other women the pain of
socially-imposed guilt”; her husband Carl Spielvogel is a prominent businessman, former ambassador to
Slovakia, former fellow at The Center for Business and Government at the John F. Kennedy School of
Government-Harvard University, a member of the Council for the Study of Europe at Columbia
University, mega-donor to the US Holocaust Memorial Museum, was appointed in 1995 to serve on the
US Broadcasting Board of Governors (now the US Agency for Global Media, which includes Voice of



America and Radio Free Europe), set up the Colin Powell Fellowship Program at Baruch College to
“encourage outstanding graduates to seek career opportunities at the State Department,” was on the
Board of Trustees of Mt. Sinai Hospital, and is a member of the Council on Foreign Relations.

Ms. is today wholly owned and published by the Feminist Majority Foundation (recipient of Open
Society and Ford funding) of which the Jewish Peg Yorkin, defender of the Jewish rapist Roman
Polanski, is co-founder and Chair. It has rather suspicious beginnings, as the magazine Off Our Backs
reported in July 1975:

The famous Ramparts exposures of 1967 of CIA subsidy of domestic groups had named [the Independent Research Service]...as a
CIA front group. We now have documentation that Gloria Steinem knowingly worked for this CIA-financed group on a fulltime
basis for a period of at least three years (1959-1962) as its founder and director; that her association with this lasted as late as
1968-69 when according to her own listing in Who’s Who in America she was still a member of the Independent Research
Service’s Board of Directors; that she never disclosed this group was CIA financed until after the information was already exposed
by Ramparts magazine and after the New York Times, in the wake of the Ramparts story, named her as co-founder.

Steinem and her connections, including Ford Foundation President Franklin Thomas'3* pressured
Random House into editing out of one of their titles the explosive findings regarding the Steinem-CIA
connections. Nevertheless, Nancy Borman boldly exposed the machinations in 1979:

At Random House on March 15, 1976, Feminist Revolution was just another Women’s book in production...That afternoon, an
unannounced visitor appeared in the citadel of the free press. A presumably angry Gloria Steinem asked to see Random House
president Robert Bernstein. She was there to hand-deliver a letter from her attorney threatening to sue for libel unless the chapter
on the CIA was removed from the book. No one knows what Steinem and Bernstein said in their private meeting, and it may have
been just coincidence that, within weeks Random House was blitzed with similar threats from other people and groups mentioned
in the CIA chapter: Clay Felker, Women’s Action Alliance, Warner Communications, Franklin Thomas, the Overseas Education
Fund of the League of Women Voters...which conducts international seminars for women in Asia and Latin America...identified
in a 1975 article in Counterspy as allegedly helping the CIA obtain dossiers on individuals and women’s groups in those regions...
and Katherine Graham. But, in any case, publication of Feminist Revolution was delayed nearly 3 years; the printing run was cut to
12,500, despite 13,000 advance orders; and when the book was finally released...the chapter on Gloria Steinem and the CIA had
been deleted in its entirety...Without anyone saying how they had heard about the book, or specifically what they felt should be
changed, a flurry of letters arrived at Random House from some of the city’s most powerful law firms on behalf of several people
and groups involved in the Steinem/CIA chapter [such as] Women’s Action Alliance, a tax-exempt information-gathering
organization founded by Gloria Steinem in 1971. WAA’s attorney, Jeanne Drewson, of Paul, Weiss, Rifkind, Wharton and Garrison
[Roberta Kaplan’s old firm], said in her letter that permission to reprint a WAA form letter was denied...Warner Communications,
which invested $1 million in Ms. (virtually 100% of the capital although they took only 25% of the stock). Redstockings cited the
Warner deal as an example of the “curious financing” of Ms. Warner was also represented by Paul, Weiss, Rifkind, Wharton and
Garrison...Clay Felker then publisher of New York magazine...had attended the World Youth Festival in Helsinki and had edited

the Independent Research Service’s Helsinki Youth News, a CIA-funded daily newspaper.135

Further, as John Q. Publius documents in the brilliantly-named chapter “Sic Transit Gloria Steinem” in
his book Plastic Empire:

Through a series of transactions, Kinney eventually became Warner Communications with [the Jewish Steven] Ross as co-CEO
from 1969 to 1972. In 1972, Ross became the sole CEO as well as President and Chairman. As these things are all inter-connected,
it should not surprise the reader to learn that with funding from Warner Communications, Gloria Steinem’s Ms. magazine was
launched as a monthly in the summer of 1972...[Felker] accompanied Steinem to the Helsinki World Youth Festival in 1962,
where she linked up with Samuel S. Walker, Jr., of the CIA-funded Free Europe Committee [originally the National Committee for
a Free Europe], whose best-known project would be Radio Free Europe. Felker eventually became the editor of Esquire magazine,
where he published many of Steinem’s pieces. A few years after Felker [along with the Jewish Milton Glaser] started New
York magazine, he hired Steinem as contributing editor, and Felker had actually first published Ms. magazine as a New
York magazine insert in 1971 before providing the funds for the magazine’s first standalone issue in January 1972 [which was

actually labeled the Spring 1972 issue].136

The connections do not stop there. John McCloy, World Bank President from 1947-1949, was Chairman
of the Board of the Council on Foreign Relations from 1953-1970; in 1958 McCloy was named the



Chairman of the Ford Foundation having already been on the Board of Trustees. Richard Bissell
frequently met with Allen Dulles at the CIA while working for the Ford Foundation before ultimately
leaving Ford for the CIA. In 1953, Dulles and Frank Wisner, one-time head of the Office of Policy
Coordination, the section of the CIA responsible for propaganda like Radio Free Europe, were
instrumental in engineering Operation Ajax to remove the democratically-elected Iranian Prime
Minister Mohammad Mossadegh. Publius continues:

Frank Wisner...replaced Allen Dulles as the CIA’s Deputy Director of Plans and worked with Richard Bissell in establishing the
Lockheed U-2 spy plane program; Bissell succeeded Wisner as Deputy Director of Plans after his [September] 1958 nervous

breakdown [Bissell’s tenure officially began January 158, 1959]. When Wisner “recovered,” he was first sent to London and then

British Guiana before retiring in 1962. He committed suicide three years later. 137

Bissell was also involved in the planning of the Bay of Pigs debacle; MK Ultra was launched in April
1953 on the order of CIA Director Allen Dulles and run by the Jewish Sidney Gottlieb. From 1946-
1950, Dulles was also President of the Council on Foreign Relations, which was so instrumental in
laying the intellectual foundations for the Marshall Plan and NATO, and he was at the forefront of
urging the US to become embroiled in what became the Second World War as America could not, in his
view, afford to remain isolationist in the increasingly-interdependent world, a world he and his
compatriots were actively creating.

Earlier in his career, Dulles had insisted that he had identified The Protocols of the Elders of Zion as a
forgery and tried in vain to make the US State Department issue a public announcement on it. Later, at
Dulles’s request, President Dwight D. Eisenhower, who prior to becoming president had chaired the
Council on Foreign Relations’ Study Group on Aid to Europe from 1948-1951 and was a member of
the National Committee for a Free Europe along with Allen Dulles and Cecil B. DeMille (who had been
recruited by Wisner and Dulles), demanded that Senator Joseph McCarthy cease and desist from issuing
subpoenas against the CIA for his inconvenient findings regarding compromised agents, particularly
Jewish ones. Documents emerging in 2004 revealed that the CIA had, on Dulles’s direction, broken into
McCarthy’s Senate office and intentionally fed him disinformation in order to discredit him.

A huge percentage of post-World War II senior officials in the US government were drawn from the
ranks of intelligence/espionage and/or the Council on Foreign Relations. Paul Labarique provides
additional useful context:

H. Rowan Gaither Jr...created the Rand Corporation thanks to the bank guarantees of the Ford Foundation...The council of
administration moved the director of the Marshall Plan, Paul G. Hoffman, to the position of president of the [Ford] Foundation...
Gathered around [Hoffman] were Rowan Gaither, Milton Katz, his former assistant in the administration of the Marshall Plan

(ECA) and Robert M. Hutchins...As of January 15%, 1952 the team was reinforced by another consultant from ECA, Richard M.

Bissell Jr. On July 15th, 1952, the budget the Ford Foundation has devoted to international projects was close to US 13,8 million
dollars, that is to say, half of the amount allotted for national programs...Eisenhower designated John Foster Dulles as his
Secretary of State. His brother Allen Dulles, is named to head CIA where he takes the toughest stand regarding USSR, developing
the “rollback” strategy in Central Europe. These nominations are a new camouflage for the projects of Hoffman, [George F.]
Kennan, [Shepard] Stone, McCloy and Milton Katz, that continue multiplying contacts for liberal intellectuals...The Ford
Foundation favors financing social sciences on top of humanity and medicine. It also fosters university and academic exchanges,
as well as institutional creations: it finances the Center of European Sociology of Raymon Aron and the network of planners of
Bertrand de Jouvenel. Its presence is so discreet that, according to a memo drafted by Shepard Stone after a trip to Europe in 1954,
the Foundation enjoys a great acknowledgment in Europe “even within the circles of the extreme left of the British Labor Party,
the German SPD and among numerous leftist intellectuals in France.”...At the university level, the Ford Foundation financed, in
1959, St Antony’s College in Oxford, specialized in Humanities...In France, the Maison des sciences de I’homme, under the
direction of Gaston Berger, received one million dollars in 1959 for the creation of a social science research center defended by
university professors just like Fernand Braudel...On May 6, 1953, the Council on Foreign Relations organizes a seminar, with
Ford Foundation funding, devoted to relations between the USA and the USSR. Attending the seminar are: John J. McCloy [CFR
Chair and former President of the World Bank and former US high commissioner for Germany], Henry L. Roberts (Research
Secretary), John Blumgart (Rapporteur), Henry L. Roberts (banker/investor), Robert Amory (CIA), Robert Bowie (Department of



State), McGeorge Bundy (Harvard), Merle Fainsod (Harvard), George S. Franklin Jr. (CFR), Howard Johnson (Ford Foundation),
Devereux C. Josephs, J. Robert Oppenheimer (Institute for Advanced Study, Princeton), Dean Rusk (President of the Rockefeller

Foundation), Shepard Stone and Henry M. Wriston (President of the Brown University).138

The aforementioned Paul G. Hoffman (University of Chicago) was the first administrator of the United
Nations Development Program (UNDP) from 1966-1972 and was President of the Ford Foundation
from 1950-1953. He was also the first administrator of the Economic Cooperation Administration,
where he led the implementation of the Marshall Plan from 1948-1950, succeeded by William
Chapman Foster (MIT, Board member of the Johns Hopkins School of Advanced International Studies);
Hoffman called on the countries of Western Europe to work towards greater union and to integrate their
economies within a large single European market in a profoundly consequential address on Halloween
1949 at a meeting of the Council of the Organization for European Economic Cooperation (OEEC),
with its first Secretary-General the French Robert Marjolin a one-time Rockefeller Foundation
scholarship recipient:

[The task] is to move ahead on a far-reaching program to build in Western Europe a more dynamic, expanding economy which will
promise steady improvement in the conditions of life for all its people. This, I believe, means nothing less than an integration of
the Western European economy...The substance of such integration would be the formation of a single large market within which
quantitative restriction on the movements of goods, monetary barriers to the flow of payments and, eventually, all tariffs are
permanently swept away...In the absence of integration, nations would each separately try to protect their dollar reserves. They
would attempt to earn dollars from each other by restricting imports. The vicious cycle of economic nationalism would again be set
in motion (emphasis added)...Unless individual countries accept the necessity for some coordination of domestic financial
policies, the prospects for eliminating even the most restrictive types of controls over international trade will be dim indeed...
Another essential of your plan, I believe, is that it should provide means for necessary exchange rate adjustments, subject, of
course, to the general supervision of the International Monetary Fund.

Also of major significance, as his New York Times obituary states, as administrator of the UNDP he
identified mineral lodes in Argentina, Chile, Somalia, and Panama, and “One of Mr. Hoffman’s more
spectacular contributions to the quality of life in the underdeveloped world was a project to rid North
Africa and parts of Asia of their immespovial locust plagues by means of cross-border air patrols and
insecticide aids.” Hoffman would eventually marry Anna Rosenberg, described by the Jewish Women’s
Archive thusly:

During the 1920s Rosenberg gained experience in politics and philanthropy. A speech she made advocating women’s suffrage
brought her to the attention of Jim Hagan, a Tammany district leader. Rosenberg became active in Manhattan’s seventh Assembly
District Democratic Party Organization...During the New Deal, Rosenberg moved into government administration, holding
increasingly important roles...In 1944 she served as President Roosevelt’s personal representative in Europe and recruited many of
the workers for the Manhattan Project to construct the atom bomb. In 1945 Truman sent her to the European theater to study
military manpower problems. From 1946 to 1950 she was a member of the American Commission to UNESCO and, from 1944 to
1947, a member of the advisory board of the Office of War Mobilization and Reconversion... Rosenberg reached the peak of her
government career in the 1950s. In 1950 George Marshall called on Rosenberg to serve as assistant secretary of defense in charge
of military manpower requirements, a position that involved procurement, utilization and policymaking. Rosenberg’s nomination
ran into trouble when rumors spread about her supposed un-American activity and Communist Party membership...Jewish groups,
the Anti-Defamation League among them, raised questions over Rosenberg’s treatment. They pointed to her thirty years of loyal

service!39 and claimed her detractors were “a rogues’ gallery of antisemites”...In 1953 Rosenberg returned to her firm and
continued to work for nearly thirty years. Her son, Thomas, was a business partner. Respected by labor and management, she
numbered among her clients the American Hospital Association, Encyclopaedia Britannica, Studebaker, the Rockefeller brothers,

John Hay Whitney, Marshall Field and Mary Lasker...Rosenberg’s activities included numerous Jewish causes. 140

This explicit awareness of her Jewish identity and its informing of her activities is a central feature with
not just Rosenberg but most of the Jewish “activists” and figures we’ve discussed and will discuss.

The current President of the Ford Foundation is Darren Walker, Vice President of foundation
initiatives with the Rockefeller Foundation from 2002-2010, a member of the Council on Foreign



Relations, and a former Board member of the Arcus Foundation alongside Cathy J. Cohen (University
of Chicago) and Catherine Pino (Carnegie Corporation, Columbia University, La Raza, the
Congressional Hispanic Caucus Institute, National LGBT Chamber of Commerce—NGLCC, the
LGBTQ Victory Fund, the Hetrick-Martin Institute, Nielsen).

The Arcus Foundation is also a major donor to Human Rights Watch, founded in 1978 under the
name Helsinki Watch to “monitor” the USSR’s compliance with the Helsinki Accord by Jews Robert L.
Bernstein and Aryeh Neier, National Director of the ACLU from 1970-1978 and President of George
Soros’s Open Society Foundations from 1993-2012. Human Rights Watch’s Executive Director is the
Jewish Kenneth Roth. Other major donors to Human Rights Watch include Goldman Sachs Gives, the
Sandler Foundation, the Annenberg Foundation, The Atlantic Philanthropies, the Dutch Postcode
Lottery, the Carnegie Corporation of New York, the Ford Foundation, the Gill Foundation, the Omidyar
Group, the Oak Foundation, the MacArthur Foundation, MAC AIDS Fund, the Royal Bank of Canada,
Jeffrey Katzenberg, Akin Gump Strauss Hauer & Feld LLP, and—surprise, surprise—the Open Society
Foundations.

Instead of focusing on genuine human rights abuses and tragedies, Human Rights Watch and
Amnesty International have supported national-level legal gender recognition campaigns in a number of
countries including the Ukraine, Norway, the Netherlands, and Ireland. If, as the saying goes, one puts
their money where their mouth is, genuine human rights abuses are evidently less important than sex
changes and Pride parades. The entire ruling class, in fact, has become fixated on anything broken,
deviant, and Other, creating a civilization in negative. Care for children now involves literally retarding
them with hormone blockers, pulling them away from their family and friends, disfiguring them with
hormonal and cosmetic procedures, and subjecting them to public humiliation, forcible sterilization, and
even castration. This is treated as not just a positive, but something that should be celebrated.

The Annenberg Foundation, funders of Human Rights Watch, is the family foundation of the Jewish
Annenberg family. They connect with the Jewish-globalist network (and sorry Heron Greenesmith, but
that includes Soros and the Open Society Foundations) at a number of different points. The Weingart
Foundation strives for “meaningful policy and systems change that advance racial, social and economic
equity.” It was founded in 1951 by the Jewish Ben Weingart and his wife and has granted close to $1
billion in its existence. Its current Chair, Aileen Adams, is married to the Jewish Geoffrey Cowan,
whose “activism” extends all the way back to the 1960s Freedom Summer. His influence is probably
best felt through his stint as the dean of the University of Southern California Annenberg School for
Communication and Journalism (1996-2007), where he expanded the endowment and helped launch the
Norman Lear Center, named after the Jewish TV writer and producer and “social activist” Norman Lear
and founded and directed by the Jewish Marty Kaplan (Harvard, Stanford).

The Annenberg School for Communication and Journalism was established through the support of
Walter Annenberg; in 2010, Cowan was named the first President of the Annenberg Foundation Trust at
Sunnylands where the estate of the Jewish ambassador and publishing magnate Walter Annenberg!4!
would be converted into “a venue for important retreats for top government officials and leaders in the
fields of law, education, philanthropy, the arts, culture, science and medicine” to “promote world peace
and facilitate international agreement.” It is for all intents and purposes a Jewish organization, with
trustees including his daughter Wallis and three of her children, including Charles Annenberg
Weingarten, namesake of USC’s Charles Annenberg Weingarten Program on Online Communities.
Wallis is on the USC Board of Trustees along with the Jewish Marc Benioff of Salesforce. Cowan is
also on the Advisory Board of the Harvard Kennedy School’s Shorenstein Center on Media, Politics,
and Public Policy. Journalist’s Resource, a project of the Shorenstein Center, published an uncritically
positive piece supporting “gender confirmation surgery” in 2019, which cites the views of a number of
beneficiaries and drivers of the transgender agenda.



Looking at the Weingart Foundation’s 2016 IRS 990 Form, in addition to a huge number of
“diversity” and “social justice”-oriented groups and organizations—such as Doctors Without Borders,
CAIR, Soros’s Central European University, La Raza, the National Immigration Law Center, the New
Venture Fund, the Aspen Institute,’*?> and more—those centered on or affiliated with the LGBTQ
agenda receiving Weingart donations included the ACLU, Planned Parenthood, the Children’s Hospital
of Los Angeles, and the Liberty Hill Foundation, which in turn also funds the GSA Network. It should
be noted here that the Weingart Foundation also donated hundreds of thousands of dollars to Catholic
Charities. Friends of the Israel Defense Forces and the Jewish Federation of Greater Los Angeles also
received tidy donations.

The Arcus Foundation funds LGBTQ research at USC’s Annenberg School and the US National
Endowment for the Humanities funds USC Libraries’ “Cold War Queer: The Pre-Stonewall LGBTQ
Digitization Project.” Also at USC, Vicki Callahan and SCA Research received funding from Kings
College London for “Women in Transmedia: A Gender Diverse Industry” and the Jewish Jeremy
Goldbach has received significant funding for a number of separate studies including: “A longitudinal
investigation of minority stress in a diverse national sample of sexual minority adolescents” by the
National Institute of Mental Health, “Improving Acceptance, Integration and Health among LGBT
Service Members” by the US Department of Defense, and “Measuring Stress among Racially &
Ethnically Diverse Sexual Minority Adolescents” by the National Institute of Child Health and Human
Development.

The United Nations Development Program (UNDP) funds USC’s Department of Preventative
Medicine’s “Strengthening Regional and National Legislative Environments to Support the Enjoyment
of Human Rights of LGBT People and Women and Girls affected by HIV and AIDS in Sub-Saharan
Africa” helmed by Sofia Gruskin. From USC’s Keck School of Medicine profile of Gruskin we learn
that:

Gruskin’s work, which ranges from global policy to the grassroots level, has been instrumental in developing the conceptual,
methodological and empirical links between health and human rights, with a focus on HIV/AIDS, sexual and reproductive health,
child and adolescent health, gender-based violence, non-communicable disease and health systems. Her current partners include
the World Health Organization, United Nations Development Programme, Global Fund to Fight AIDS, Tuberculosis, and Malaria,
Open Society Foundations and local organizations and universities in Brazil, India and Vietnam. Gruskin sits on numerous boards
and committees including the PEPFAR Scientific Advisory Board and the technical advisory group for the High-Level Working
Group on the Health and Human Rights of Women, Children and Adolescents, jointly initiated by the Office of the UN High
Commissioner for Human Rights and WHO.

Gruskin is a Columbia University alum and was at Harvard from 1993-2010. We will return to the Keck
School of Medicine later.

The Rights-Oriented Research and Education Network for Sexual and Reproductive Health, housed at
USC, features the following collaborators in addition to USC: Sree Chitra Tirunal Institute for Medical
Sciences and Technology (India), Monash University Sunway Campus (Malaysia), Sexual and
Reproductive Health Matters, Institute of Tropical Medicine (Antwerp, Belgium), University of the
Witwatersrand (South Africa), Johns Hopkins School of Public Health, and the University of Sao Paulo
School of Public Health (Brazil). Sexual and Reproductive Health Matters is both a journal and a
charity and a company limited by guarantee in England. Marge Berer (University of Bristol Law
School) is the founder and was the editor of the journal Reproductive Health Matters from its founding
until April 2015, when she left to become the Coordinator of the International Campaign for Women’s
Right to Safe Abortion. Berer is Jewish.

From 2015-2018, Reproductive Health Matters was run by Shirin Heidari, now Senior Research
Fellow at the Graduate Institute of International and Development Studies in Geneva, and principal
investigator of a multi-country research project on sexual and reproductive health and rights in forced



displacement. She is also Senior Technical Consultant on Gender at the World Health Organization
(WHO) Gender, Equity, and Human Rights unit. Before joining Reproductive Health Matters, she
oversaw the Research Promotion Department of the International AIDS Society and was the editor of
the Journal of the International AIDS Society. She received her doctorate degree from Karolinska
Institute (Sweden) in 2001, where she continued as an HIV researcher until she moved to Geneva in
2007. She has been a Board member of Amnesty International-Sweden and is the founding chair of the
Gender Policy Committee of the European Association of Science Editors (EASE). She is the lead
author of the Sex and Gender Equity in Research (SAGER) guidelines and has given a TEDx
Talk encouraging “gender sensitive research and scholarly communication.” She is also the founding
president of GENDRO, an association with the mission to “advance gender-sensitive research and data
analysis.”

GENDRO'’s Treasurer Olivia Mettler has, according to her biography, “18 years of financial
experience in multinationals and international non-profit companies” and is a member of the Board of
the International AIDS Society. Board member Bernard Kadasia was employed by the International
AIDS Society (IAS) as Deputy Executive Director and Director of Policy and Advocacy, Research
Promotion, and Communications, and since 2012 has been:

The President of the Geneva-based Alliance for Health Promotion, an international NGO in Official Relations with the World
Health Organization. The Alliance has official UN ECOSOC Status. Mr. Kadasia is also a member of the Supervisory Board of
North Star Alliance. North Star Alliance provides quality healthcare across Africa to mobile populations and the communities they
interact with.

Former Board member Emily T. Blitz, per her GENDRO website biography was:

The director of public health focused conferences with twenty years of experience in public relations, multicultural team leadership
and stakeholder engagement. She has intimate knowledge of all programmatic and logistical aspects involved with implementing
conferences and events for 25 to 25,000 participants. Ms. Blitz has worked for UNAIDS, UNICEF, Gavi — the vaccine alliance, the
International AIDS Society, World Heart Federation and the International Union against Tuberculosis and Lung Disease. Ms. Blitz
is passionate about health and development issues, particularly HIV, TB, NCDs, vaccines, sustainable agriculture, women’s health
and children’s rights.

On April 9th 2019, GENDRO and its Gender Health and Evidence Network were officially launched in
an event “Making Sex & Gender Dimensions Count in Health Research and Programmes.” The event
was organized in collaboration with: the Global Health Center and the Gender Center, both of the
Graduate Institute of International and Development Studies in Geneva; the Global Fund to fight AIDS,
Tuberculosis, and Malaria (typically shortened to just “the Global Fund”); and the World Health
Organization, and with the support of Geneva Think Tank Hub and Foraus.

Shirin Heidari, together with Veronica Magar from the WHO’s Gender, Equity and Rights Unit
opened the session, and were followed by a panel discussion consisting of: Anuradha Gupta, Deputy
CEO of GAVI, Carole Presern, Head of the Office of Board Affairs at the Global Fund; Avni Amin,
WHO Chief Scientist at the Department of Reproductive Health and Research; and Francelina Romao,
Health Counsellor, Permanent Mission of Mozambique to the United Nations Office at Geneva.
GENDRO'’s Gender, Health, and Evidence Network “is a think tank dedicated to convene actors in
Geneva and facilitate joint actions toward improving integration of sex and gender in health research
and data analysis” featuring “individuals from academia, UN agencies, and other international and civil
society organisations.”

In 2019, Reproductive Health Matters changed its name to Sexual and Reproductive Health Matters
(SRHM). It is currently helmed by Julia Hussein as Editor-in-Chief and Eszter Kismodi as Chief
Executive. With quoted descriptions sourced from their website, Sofia Gruskin is on the Board of



Trustees alongside such figures as Sapna Desai (“Based in India, she currently works with the
Population Council on research focused on women’s health and health systems”), Jane Cottingham
(“From 1994-2009 she worked at the World Health Organization in Geneva as Technical Officer and
then Team Coordinator on Gender, Reproductive Rights, Sexual Health and Adolescence at the
Department of Reproductive Health and Research, with a particular brief to bring gender and human
rights perspectives into the research, policy and programmatic work of the Department”), and Michael
Mbizvo (“director of the Population Council’s office in Zambia and a senior associate in the
Reproductive Health program...Mbizvo joined the Population Council after serving as director of the
Department of Reproductive Health and Research at the World Health Organization (WHO/HQ)”).
Editor-in-Chief Julia Hussein has worked with various NGOs, universities, funding agencies,
governments, and the United Nations, has chaired clinical trial study committees, and was on advisory
committees for the Partnership for Maternal and Newborn Health at the World Health Organization and
PATH. PATH’s partners include GlaxoSmithKline, Pfizer, Novo Nordisk, and Johnson & Johnson.

Eszter Kismodi has been a senior consultant with United Nations agencies, including UNAIDS,
UNHCR, UNDP, and OHCHR, and international organisations, such as the World Association for
Sexual Health, and international NGOs, such as CREA, where she served as Advocacy
Director. Between 2002 and 2012, she was the Human Rights Adviser at the Department of
Reproductive Health and Research of the World Health Organization. Kismdodi is a Board Member of
Durex’s Global Advisory Board for Sexual Health and Wellbeing, a member of the WHO’s Global
Advisory Board on Elimination of Mother and Child Transmission of HIV and Syphilis, and a Board
Member of GATE (Global Action for Trans Equality). Previously she served as a member of WHO’s
Ethics Review Committee and SRHM’s Editorial Advisory Board. She has been a Visiting Scholar at
Harvard Law School and is currently a Visiting Fellow at the Global Health Justice Partnership of Yale
Law School and Yale School of Public Health.

The aforementioned Population Council, discussed in connection to Sexual and Reproductive Health
Matters (SRHM) and Sapna Desai, was founded in 1952 by John D. Rockefeller III with funding from
the Rockefeller Brothers Fund. The Population Council predominantly researches HIV/AIDS and
“reproductive health,” conducting biomedical research to develop contraceptives and how:

Reproductive and immunological processes serves not only as the basis for the development of new contraceptive methods that
reach out to both men and women, but also for new hormone therapies and AIDS-prevention products. The council is involved in a
collaboration with industry partner ProMed Pharma.

The Population Council and partners recently launched the first clinical trial to test the safety and
efficacy of the Nestorone and Testosterone (NES/T) gel.

Previous presidents of the Population Council include Frank W. Notestein (Cornell University,
founding director of the Office of Population Research at Princeton, and the first director-consultant of
the Population Division of the United Nations), George Zeidenstein (Harvard, Ford Foundation, the
International Center for Research on Women—“Some of its priorities include the economic
empowerment of women, the prevention of HIV/AIDS among women and girls...and increasing food
security for vulnerable women”), and Bernard Berelson (University of Chicago, Columbia University,
former head of the Center for Advanced Studies in the Behavioral Sciences set up by the Ford
Foundation at Stanford). Berelson was one half of the notorious 1969 Jaffe Memo:

The 1969 Jaffe Memo [from the Jewish then-Vice President of Planned Parenthood Frederick Jaffe to the president of the
Population Council, Bernard Berelson] evidences the designs to limit white population growth through “social constraints” and
other measures which include (and yes, these are directly from the memo): “encourage increased homosexuality; postpone or avoid
marriage; alter image of ideal family size; encourage women to work or require women to work and provide few child care
facilities; fertility control agents in water supply; reduce/eliminate paid maternity leave or benefits; child tax; tax married more



than single; payments to encourage sterilization, contraception, and abortion; compulsory sterilization of all who have two children

except for a few who would be allowed three; discouragement of private home ownership.”143

Most of that should sound pretty familiar—it describes the present. The rest is surely coming.

The current Population Council President is Julia Bunting, a former director at the International
Planned Parenthood Federation (IPPF). While with the UK Department for International Development
(DFID), Bunting oversaw the UK government’s international development policy on HIV and AIDS;
maternal, newborn, and child health; sexual and reproductive health and rights; and population. She
worked on DFID’s International Statistical Capacity Building Program, collaborating with partners
including the World Bank, the International Monetary Fund, and the Organization for Economic Co-
operation and Development (OECD) to “improve the analysis and use of data for decision-making—
both at the national level and globally.”

Bunting was a lead catalyst of the 2012 London Summit on Family Planning. This event brought
together the UK government, the Bill and Melinda Gates Foundation, UNFPA, USAID, national
governments, donors, NGOs, the private sector, and the research and development community to
“support the rights of women and girls to decide whether to have children and, if so, when and how
many.” Bringing these efforts in line with the UN’s Millennium Development Goals was a central
component of the discussion. One of the primary commitments (this word is underscored on the summit
overview’s Zero Draft document dated April 20%, 2012) “The Summit seeks...from the global
community” is: “Manufacturers need to engage with funders and procurers in new and expanded
partnerships to make a greater range of quality contraceptive products available, affordable and
accessible to people in the poorest countries.”

Other Board and staff members have ties to organizations such as the MacArthur Foundation, the
Global Health Council, the Council on Foreign Relations, USAID, the Global Fund, the Gates
Foundation, the US Fund for UNICEF, PATH, Harvard, the Pan American Health Organization
(PAHO), Merck for Mothers, the World Health Organization (WHO), the World Bank, the National
Institutes of Health, Johns Hopkins, and the International Contraceptive Access Foundation, Helsinki,
Finland, a public—private cooperation with Bayer AG.

On their website, the Population Council states that:

In the developing world, governments and civil society organizations seek our help to understand and overcome obstacles to health
and development. And we work in developed countries, where we use state-of-the-art biomedical science to develop new
contraceptives and products to prevent the transmission of HIV...We use research to identify the world’s most critical challenges
to health and development and to improve the lives of those often overlooked—including young women and girls, adolescents, and
key populations at risk of HIV.

James Sailer is Executive Director of the Population Council’s Center for Biomedical Research (CBR),
which conducts research and develops new methods of contraception, HIV prevention, and other STD
prevention. Sailer leads and provides strategic direction to the Council’s product development program,
and supervises a staff of scientists, fellows, and operations professionals at CBR’s laboratories on the
campus of Rockefeller University.

Through DREAMS, “an ambitious partnership to reduce HIV infections among adolescent girls and
young women,” the Population Council, with funding from the Gates Foundation, is utilizing real-time
data to inform the current and future scale-up of girl-centered programs in ten sub-Saharan African
countries. As part of USAID’s Evidence Project, Population Council researchers identified opportunities
to expand the role of the private sector to provide “family planning” in Egypt and are now generating
evidence on scalable interventions to reach people ages 18-34. Since 2012, the Population Council has
been the lead evaluator of the effectiveness of self-help groups—small groups of women who gather to



learn skills and support each other—and the integration of health and nutrition programming in the
eastern state of Bihar in India. Based on the Population Council’s findings, the government, together
with the World Bank, is now scaling up the intervention, reaching almost seven million women.

The Population Council has received funding from a number of sources integral to this project: Bayer,
the American Jewish World Service, the World Health Organization, the World Bank, UNAIDS, the
University of California-San Francisco (UCSF), UNDP, UNICEF, UNESCO, UNFPA, the Research
Triangle Institute International, Rockefeller Philanthropy Advisors, PATH, AmazonSmile, PayPal
Giving, the Oak Foundation, the Charles Stewart Mott Foundation, the NoVo Foundation, McKinsey,
the Elton John AIDS Foundation, the Ford Foundation, the Goldman Sachs Philanthropy Fund, DFID,
SIDA, the Norwegian Agency for Development Cooperation (NORAD), EngenderHealth, the Gates
Foundation, the Microsoft Matching Gifts Program, the MacArthur Foundation, the WK Kellogg
Foundation, the Henry M. Jackson Foundation for the Advancement of Military Medicine, the Magee-
Women'’s Research Institute and Foundation (MWRIF), the Los Angeles Biomedical Research Institute
at Harbor-UCLA, the International Labor Organization (ILO), the International Rescue Committee
(IRC), HRA Pharma, the William and Flora Hewlett Foundation, Fondation des Amis de Médecins du
Monde, the Harvard T.H. Chan School of Public Health, USAID, the CDC, the National Institutes of
Health (NIH), the International Planned Parenthood Federation (IPPF), and the Sackler Institute for
Nutrition Science.

Surely all of this is a coincidence, though, right, and there’s no malevolent global conspiracy? If only.
Whether transgender ideology specifically, or more broadly all the various LGBTQ, anti-racist,
feminist, etc. factions that compose the intersectional behemoth, the powers-that-be of the modern
liberal order are without a doubt transforming the world and the ways in which peoples view these
topics globally.



9. Case Studies: Ireland and South Africa

Given that the entire basis of this project is to “open up” closed societies and incorporate them into
the growing globalist Blob—George Soros himself stated that South Africa was the perfect target for his
efforts back in the late 1970s—it is worth considering how two closed societies in South Africa and
Ireland were “opened up” to ready acceptance of the LGBTQ agenda in record time. Ireland legalized
gay marriage the same year as the United States, 2015, and most of its “progress” has been the result of
international astroturfing largely from corporate influence and in the “philanthropic” sphere from The
Atlantic Philanthropies, which spent over €63 million from 2004-2012 to advance “human rights” in the
nation. Much of Atlantic Philanthropies’ funding was funneled into “activist” organizations such as the
Gay and Lesbian Equality Network (GLEN) and MarriagEquality and its predecessor, two of the
primary organizations that pushed for the passage of the Civil Partnership Act in 2010 and a public
referendum on civil marriage.

Another recipient of major Atlantic donations was Transgender Equality Network Ireland (TENI);
their pressure paired with litigation brought by Free Legal Advice Centres (FLAC) eventually led the
government to create the Gender Recognition Advisory Group, designed to “make recommendations on
how to proceed toward legal frameworks for gender recognition for transgender people.” TENI’s
Strategic Plan 2020-2023 shows support from Bank of America and the Social Innovation Fund and its
manager Aisling Redmond of Rethink Ireland (“It’s time to back big ideas and sustainable solutions. It’s
time to create the inclusive Ireland we all want to be part of.”), which itself receives government
funding and support from Twitter, Bank of America, State Street, and more.

FLAC’s long-standing representation of Lydia Foy was absolutely crucial; in 1993, Foy had written to
the Registrar of Births and Marriages in order to acquire a new birth certificate with a female name and
showing the sex as female. This request was denied, and in 1996, Foy sought out FLAC, who readily
accepted the case and issued legal proceedings to have the birth certificate changed. There was no
precedent in Irish law; the closest thing to a legal precedent was Corbett v. Corbett (1970) in the UK,
but this was not encouraging from Foy and FLAC’s perspective: the divorce between transgender model
April Ashley and Arthur Corbett was allowed to be annulled as Ashley was not biologically female. The
first Foy case was eventually dismissed in 2002 on the grounds that only clerical errors may cause an
alteration of the original birth certificate, however the visibility of the case and the media’s coverage
proved to be a boon to their cause.

The Atlantic Philanthropies first began pushing Ireland in this direction in 1999 with a pair of
relatively small donations, one to enable Lesbians Organising Together (LOT) to commission a research
study “which will review the implementation in secondary schools of those aspects of the Relationships
and Sexuality Education programme (RSE) which refer to sexual orientation,” and another “to enable
Gay Community Health Development to develop a position paper on what is the most appropriate
model to combat discrimination on the basis of sexual preference in secondary schools in Ireland.” The
year following another €17,000 went to LOT to devise an “activism” action plan, and in 2002 a
whopping €342,000 went to “enable Gay Community News to become a high quality, self-sustaining
paper.”

In 2005, GLEN received a massive infusion of cash—€2.1 million—to launch their same-sex
legislative campaign, and another smaller donation of €80,000 went to another organization “to improve
the access of co-habiting couples to their rights by providing support for the KAL Advocacy Initiative
which seeks the establishment of civil partnership legislation in Ireland.” €285,000 arrived in 2007 for a
Supreme Court challenge, and €400,000 came the year following for MarriagEquality. In the meantime,
FLAC had persisted, and their efforts and those of other organizations eventually came to fruition in



2015 when the Constitution of Ireland was amended to permit marriage “to be contracted by two
persons without distinction as to their sex” following a successful public referendum in May. Two
months later, the Gender Recognition Act was passed, taking effect in September of 2015. Foy received
the first Gender Recognition Certificate and a new birth certificate, and while it is tempting to view this
saga as a triumph for justice and human rights, FLAC shortly thereafter began pushing for legal
recognition of alternate gender identities for minors. The slippery slope is often a logical fallacy, but as
regards homosexuality and the transgender agendas that has proven to not be the case, with the slippery
slope being tragically very real.

As a source of external pressure, FLAC had also appealed to the European Court of Human Rights
(ECtHR) in Strasbourg. Where once Foy had filed with the Court in the 1990s and had the case
dismissed, the Court a decade later was willing to conclude that on the basis of several other cases,
mostly from the UK, and its more “progressive” mindset that using Article 8 of the European
Convention on Human Rights (ECHR) as its basis—which states that “everyone has the right to respect
for his private and family life, his home and his correspondence”—the failure of a state to alter the birth
certificate of a person to their “preferred gender” would be in violation of this Article, and thus the
member states of the Council of Europe are legally bound to recognize self-determined gender identity.
This has profoundly disturbing long-term implications. What’s more, the ECtHR has used the ECHR as
a basis for stating that full gender reassignment should be considered and covered as “medically
necessary.”

Concurrent with their activities in Ireland, Atlantic had been infusing LGBTQ organizations in South
Africa with similar amounts of money and for similar aims, such as 6.8 million rand in 2004 to the
Lesbian and Gay Equality Project for “its litigation, advocacy and coalition-building activities” and
almost 3.3 million rand in 2007 “providing start-up costs to organisations representing transgendered
and intersexed people, to strengthen advocacy around service delivery for this community.” The leg-
work in South Africa had already paid off in November 2006, however, when same-sex marriage was
legalized. As we can see, the following year Atlantic was already pushing transgenderism.

In both Ireland and South Africa, the strategy was the same: targeted pressure campaigns and the false
impression of surging “grassroots support” through the creation or expansion of numerous organizations
advocating concurrently for the same ends.'** In South Africa, as it appeared grassroots support was
materializing, as in Ireland, a third vector of pressure was introduced: domestic media. 6.3 million rand
arrived in South Africa in 2011, for example, with the stated intention to “increase the visibility of gays
and lesbians in mainstream culture and to promote social diversity,” which was spread out over multiple
organizations.

With enough momentum built-up in Ireland, no further financial support from The Atlantic
Philanthropies for LGBTQ organizations was deemed necessary even for a few years before their
successes in 2015—the foundation had already been laid and the general public sufficiently
propagandized.'*> Atlantic, founded by Cornell graduate and Duty Free Shops founder Chuck Feeney,
which has provided over $8 billion in grants over the course of its existence since its founding in 1982,
announced it would shut down for good at the end of 2020. Not to worry, however, there are plenty
more organizations to carry the torch.

In South Africa, as an early going-away present, The Atlantic Philanthropies announced in 2012 that
it was dedicating 33.5 million rand to cover five years of operating costs for The OTHER (Openness,
Tolerance, Humanity, Equality, Rights) Foundation, which would be a central node in the globalizing
efforts of the LGBTQ agenda. OTHER’s purpose is to “defend and advance the human rights and social
inclusion of homosexual and bisexual women and men, as well as transgender and intersex people in
southern Africa.” Its headquarters is in Johannesburg, but it also operates in Angola, Botswana,
Lesotho, Madagascar, Malawi, Mauritius, Mozambique, Namibia, Seychelles, Swaziland, Zambia, and



Zimbabwe. OTHER’s CEO Neville Gabriel was the Chairman of the Open Society Initiative for
Southern Africa and the Chairman of the Open Society Foundations’ Africa Regional Advisory
Committee. Former trustee Carla Sutherland is a central figure in the institutionalization of the LGBTQ
agenda; she led the Ford Foundation’s Education and Sexuality program in East Africa, helmed the
Arcus Foundation’s international Sexual Orientation and Gender Identity program, and was an
Associate Research Scholar at the Center for Law, Gender, and Sexuality at Columbia University Law
School.

OTHER’s Research Officer is Samuel Shapiro, a former national organizer and senior researcher for
Equal Education, “the social justice campaign for equitable and good quality education in South
Africa,” which is funded by the Open Society Foundations, the Sigrid Rausing Trust, the Ford
Foundation, The Atlantic Philanthropies, and Comic Relief, among others. The Joint Fund to Promote
and Advance Constitutionalism in South Africa (Constitutionalism Fund — CF), is listed as a separate
funder on their website as well; it is “a collaboration between The Atlantic Philanthropies, the Ford
Foundation and The Open Society Foundations, with a combined investment of US$25 million to be
spent on grantmaking over a ten to twelve year period.”

In 2016, OTHER established PLUS. The LGBTI+ Business Network, which is designed to reflect and
enable the “growing desire by the business sector at large to tap into LGBTI markets.” Aided in their
endeavors are Shell, EY, Anglo-American, and Norton Rose Fulbright. In 2018, Anglo-American ZA
launched the Real You LGBT+ Colleague Network as part of its Inclusion and Diversity strategy; they
also have the WoMINE women’s network in South Africa as well as analogs in Chile, Brazil, and the
UK. Anglo-American has established “inclusion and diversity” networks in Singapore and Australia,
and in the UK they also have a Real You network as well as their women’s network and a disabilities
network. Anglo-American also states that it is committed to the United Nations Global Compact and the
UN Guiding Principles on Business and Human Rights. Anglo-American is partnered with UNAIDS
and has stated its commitment to the UN’s Sustainable Development Goals 2030.

Naturally the ubiquitous Open Society Foundations have been very active in South Africa; from the
Open Society Foundations’ “Transforming Health: International Rights-Based Advocacy for Trans
Health” (this is a long excerpt but an essential one):

On November 27-28, 2010, the South African-based organization Gender Dynamix hosted an historic two-day medical conference
on transgender health in Cape Town that brought together transgender activists and community members, government officials,
and medical experts from South Africa and other areas of the continent. The meeting was the first of its kind in Africa, and
provided an opportunity to establish research and advocacy priorities in developing a rights-based approach to the delivery of
health care to transgender people in South Africa and across the continent...

Health professionals at the conference, including plastic surgeons, sexologists, general practitioners, and counselors, discussed
the provision of health services that respected the rights of transgender people and evaluated possible strategies to expand such
practices within the health system. The Open Society Initiative for Southern Africa and the Open Society Public Health Program’s
Sexual Health and Rights Project provided funding for the conference as part of their efforts to support the development of rights-
based approaches to transgender health across the world...

The U.S.-based Center of Excellence for Transgender Health [at the University of California-San Francisco, or UCSF], in
partnership with the Open Society Foundations and organizations in Peru, South Africa, and Kyrgyzstan, is working on a similar
project to develop national culturally competent protocols for transgender health. These protocols are intended to be largely
universally applicable, with substantial segments that can be adapted to different country settings. The ultimate goal of this project
is to train medical providers in each country to provide appropriate and comprehensive care to trans individuals...Gender Dynamix
(GDX) is the first African organization solely focusing on the trans community. Based in Cape Town, South Africa, GDX provides
resources, information, and support to trans people; their partners, families, and employers; and the public...As part of its mission
to work toward a society where everyone is free to choose and express their own gender, GDX undertakes activities such as
international HIV/AIDS awareness activities; working with hospitals around improving care for trans people; documenting and
reporting human rights abuses against trans people; organizing the first South African trans health conference; documenting
discrimination and violence against trans people in employment, education, public accommodations, health care, identity
document policies, policing, and commenting on the WPATH Standards of Care and the GID diagnosis in the DSM. The 2010
South African Trans Health and Research Conference brought together trans community representatives, researchers,
representatives from the Department of Health, health care providers, medical aides, traditional healers, and other stakeholders,



including WPATH. The conference focused on six broad areas: general health services; hormones and surgeries; sexual health and
HIV/AIDS; sexuality, pleasure, and reproductive capacities; indigenous and traditional knowledge and language; and
depathologization. A major theme for the work of GDX is the degree to which a lack of attention to the needs of trans people
overlaps with and exacerbates structural inequalities such as racism, poverty, and the broad lack of sufficient health care services in
South Africa...

The Open Society Public Health Program and the Center of Excellence for Transgender Health at the University of California,
San Francisco, are convening the “International Partnership for Advancing Transgender Health” seminar on October 2-8, 2011 in
Austria as part of the Salzburg Medical Seminars International. The seminar launch[ed] a multi-year partnership with the

organizations TIG (lead organization) and Labrys (supporting partner)146 in Kyrgyzstan, RED TRANS in Peru, and Gender
DynamiX in South Africa. The partnerships aim to establish and implement culturally appropriate guidelines on transgender health
care. Ultimately, groups plan to cultivate trained networks of medical care providers who can offer high quality transgender health
care and who will participate in the dissemination of best practices regionally. Salzburg Medical Seminars International is part of
the Austrian-American Foundation, funded by the Open Society Foundations and the Austrian Ministry for Science and Research,
offering post-graduate medical educational trainings for highly qualified health professionals from around the world.

The Open Society Foundations funds and trains “activists” all over Africa in countries like Kenya'#’
and, indeed, all over the globe. Society Foundations Community Youth Fellow Adél Onodi, for
example, became the first “trans woman” to be featured as the cover model for Elle Hungary.

The fingerprints of the Open Society Foundations are all over the LGBTQ agenda; crucially, we can
see how Open Society trial runs of particular projects have proven successful and have been replicated
across the globe. Three other examples:

* The Los Angeles Gay and Lesbian Community Center: Their Leadership Lab was published in the journal Science this spring
[2016], that evaluated the impact that door-to-door canvassing can have on reducing transphobia. It’s being used as a national
model.

* Streetwise and Safe: With the purpose of supporting a “national project focused on increasing safety for LGBTQ youth during
interactions with law enforcement and developing advocacy skills to engage debates around discriminatory policing practices.”

» Stake: A group that’s looking to promote diversity in the courts for people within the LGBT cornrnunity.148

As far back as ProPublica lists Open Society tax returns, we can see huge donations to advance the
LGBTQ agenda, such as an award amount of half-a-million dollars in September 1999 to the National
Lesbian and Gay Community Funding Partnership to study the “chronic pattern of underfunding of
lesbian, gay, bisexual, and transgender programs in this country” and $100,000 to GLSEN in July 2000,
as well as the Tides Center, large and frequent donations to the Tides Foundation, the Regents of the
University of California, and the Trustees of Columbia University.

President of the Open Society Foundations Patrick Gaspard was the US Ambassador to South Africa
from 2013-2016; according to the Open Society Foundations’ website:

Gaspard has had a dynamic career at the intersection of government, political campaigns, and social justice movements. He was
the White House director of political affairs, the executive director of the Democratic National Committee, and the national
political director for Obama for America in 2008.

Global Board members of the Open Society Foundations have ties to Chatham House, the European
Council on Foreign Relations, the University of Chicago, Harvard University, the International
Chamber of Commerce, the World Economic Forum, the World Bank, the United Nations, and more.



10. Networks and Frameworks

By now it should be readily apparent that this project is a conscious undertaking by the ruling class
and that it connects to the various other agendas being implemented by the Establishment such as mass
migration/“diversity,” so-called climate change, and the like. All are pieces and they all serve a function
in consolidating power at the top and subjugating the whole of humanity under the banner of the
insidious One World government. Before we consider all the implications, however, we must fully map
out the infrastructure of the LGBTQ agenda in order to best understand how it feeds into the whole and
how everything ties together.

The weaponization of an untold number of aggrieved and propagandized “activists” is absolutely
central to this agenda in much the same way that the color revolutions playbook is executed. In many
instances, the “surge” of “grassroots” activism takes many forms and with the color revolutions it is a
precursor to regime change. It doesn’t matter necessarily what aspect of supposed inequality or
repression these “activists” are protesting prior to the catalyzing event (almost always a disputed
election), especially as we have seen that the system is forever linking the various causes, but rather that
they are contributing to general unrest in order to sow the requisite chaos preceding consolidation (see
the work of Yuri Bezmenov for more).

In January 2012, “activists” in Sweden initiated the ALLOut social media campaign and began
pressuring “LGBT-friendly politicians” to publish statements confirming their opposition to forced
sterilization. “Trans activists” were invited on a major national morning TV program, with the host
“unable to fathom why any party would want to retain forced sterilization.” Hundreds of organizations
from all around the world supported the ALLOut pressure campaign. Once again, as with conversion
therapy, we see the most extreme and rare aspects of trans “opposition” positioned as the norm to
galvanize public support; these hundreds of organizations were surely coordinated to pressure the
Swedish government to virtue-signal and generate the impression that there is wide-spread international
consensus on “progressive” issues. Opposition to forced sterilization is actually mainstream, but it’s the
people opposing forcing transgenderism and the attendant surgical procedures, hormones, and/or
puberty blockers on children.

It’s the illusion of consent that makes the shadow system run, and social media is a vital component in
this way, in addition to its usefulness as a grooming tool, creating the false impression of any number of
things, from what’s “trending” to the illusion of a mass of “activists.” The censorship aspect is also
crucial: call a “transwoman” a man, get banned.

In the kabuki theater of politics, despite overwhelming objection to the project, the Polish “trans
politician” Anna Grodzka proposed the Gender Accordance Act which deliberately avoids the terms
transgender and intersex and is “inclusive of anyone whose gender assigned at birth differs from their
gender identity.” It’s not about passing this piece of legislation into law because who cares when the EU
will dictate terms anyway, but rather signaling to the outside machinery that here is a point to seize upon
and direct efforts. Poland has been savaged by the Establishment media for its “LGBT-free zones” and
surface refusal to accept throngs of thirty-year-old men who are supposedly “refugees.” The reality is
somewhat different, as the country is importing wage-depressing labor from the Third World to fill its
“shortage” the same way every industrialized nation is, one way or another.

As with every arm of the system, the initiatives designed to advance this project are implemented at
the highest levels—the UN, the EU, et cetera—and in individual municipalities or singular entities like
universities, and everything in between. As one high-level example, the European Union Instrument for
Democracy and Human Rights (EIDHR) Funding Program dispenses funds to a number of LGBTQ



organizations such as the London-based Micro Rainbow International. The LGBTI Equal Rights
Association for the Western Balkans and Turkey (ERA) is yet another astroturf organization supported by
the European Union. It has a whopping 65 member organizations scattered throughout Turkey, Albania,
and the former Yugoslavia.

Vienna is one such city that has readily embraced the entire globalist platform, from importing and
catering to huge numbers of migrants to pushing the LGBTQ agenda. In 1998, Vienna established the
Vienna Anti-Discrimination Agency for Same-Sex and Transgender Lifestyles (WASt); its main
objective is “to tackle prejudices and discrimination directed towards LGBT people...As well as
holding public discussions, workshops and speeches, the agency held 31 trainings at different
educational institutions within Vienna.” The City of Vienna supports projects that in particular achieve
one or more of the following objectives: measures to combat and sustainably (there’s that buzzword
again) reduce existing discrimination based on sexual orientation or gender identity; lesbians, gays,
bisexuals, transgender, and intersex people who are affected by discrimination are supported; reduction
of homophobia and prejudice against lesbians, gays, bisexuals, and transgender and intersex people;
promotion of participation; support of associations and initiatives; increase in diversity. Funding from
the “Queer Small Project Pot” takes into account “the lively need for project-oriented funding in the
field of sexual orientation and gender identity.” Funding for projects of up to 5,000 euros is possible
from the pot in individual cases. Some of these projects for 2019 included Visibility Matters:
Celebrating LGBTIQ Africans by Afro Rainbow Austria and the YOUNG Trans* and INTER* Camp.

EuroPride, a pan-European event “dedicated to LGBTIQ pride” is hosted by a different European city
every year. In 2019, it was Vienna, and its sponsors were the City of Vienna, Stonewall, Billa, Merkur,
Penny Markt, BIPA, OBB, HOSI, ADEG, Wien Energie, and Different Together. “We are more than our
borders. We are more than the languages we speak and the colour of our skin. We are more than our
gender and who we want to love.” The accompanying EuroPride Conference is described:

The largest LGBTIQ conference in Austrian history [which takes] place under the patronage of the Austrian president Alexander
Van der Bellen...highlighting various aspects of the European LGBTIQ movement, from business and labour market to the
struggle for human rights.

EuroPride debuted in London in 1992, where it was held again in 2006 and 2012. In 2020 it was
scheduled to be in Thessaloniki. Next up: Copenhagen 2021 and Belgrade 2022. So brave.

The Time is Now Project initially convened in Belgrade to plan out a three-year partnership with
organizations in Serbia, Macedonia, Kosovo, Turkey, Bosnia and Herzegovina, and Albania. The
project is led by The Helsinki Committee for Human Rights of North Macedonia and the LGBTI Equal
Rights Association for Western Balkans & Turkey (ERA). The overall objective of this action is to:

Advocate and improve protection of human rights and fundamental freedoms of LGBTQIs in the Western Balkans and Turkey, by
promoting, supporting and achieving a more dynamic and influential LGBTQI movement that takes an active role in shaping
public debates on democracy, human rights, social and economic inclusion and rule of law, and has capacities to influence policy
and decision making processes.

In 2019, IGLYO was incorporated to design and deliver a series of capacity building trainings as part of
the project.

Trans-Gayten, the trans arm of Gayten-LGBT in Serbia, has been working with sex change/gender
reassignment surgeons and providers using the WPATH Standards of Care. According to the Open
Society Foundations:



The application of the standards has historically been too rigid to take into account the reality of individual trans people’s lives. In
particular, the medical team expected that their trans patients should be heterosexual after transition and required them to go
through a standard course of transition that included genital surgery...The team also had a monopoly on the provision of transition-
related services in Serbia.

Trans-Gayten succeeded in convincing the government to loosen the requirements for completing a
course of transition-related treatment, so “trans people in Serbia no longer have to undergo sex
reassignment surgery in order to legally change their name and sex on identity documents.” Evidently,
referrals from Trans-Gayten’s trans support group are now accepted and a pledge to heterosexuality,
should one call it that, is no longer required. Trans-Gayten also encourages “trans cultural competence
and continued training in the latest surgical techniques for the members of the medical team.” So trans
is a culture now.

The Council of Europe’s LGBT pilot project is, according to the Open Society Foundations, “another
example of effective collaboration with trans activists.” Four of the six countries involved in the project
(Albania, Serbia, Latvia, and Poland) committed to developing “ideal draft laws” by the end of 2013
and these were teed-up to be introduced in parliament.

Anna Kirey, who was born in Russia but grew up in the Ukraine, was a founding member of Labrys,
an LGBT organization founded in 2004 in Bishkek, Kyrgyzstan. Kirey is now a research fellow at
Human Rights Watch in New York, focusing on “LGBT issues in Eastern Europe and Central Asia.”
She talks about using the United Nations’ treaty body processes to “highlight human rights violations
against trans people in Ukraine.” Similarly, as part of the multi-pronged and global approach to
advancing this agenda, per the Open Society Foundations’ “License to be Yourself” report, “In Kenya
activists are building pressure for change through strategic litigation and advocacy, while support for
changing Ukraine’s regressive legal gender recognition regulations has been found at the UN level.”

In 2013, the Global Fund for Women financed a meeting in the Ukraine of dozens of “activists”
working on “trans human rights,” resulting in the Trans* Coalition, consolidating “trans activists” from
the former Soviet sphere, including members from Armenia, Georgia, Kazakhstan, Kyrgyzstan,
Moldova, Russia, and the Ukraine. Legal gender recognition was one of its primary “advocacy” goals
and its initial focus was to be on Armenia, Kazakhstan, and the Ukraine. There is clearly almost zero
popular support for this agenda in these places, and it’s obvious why: it’s “elite”-driven and purely
manufactured, and it has nothing at all to do with “equality” and everything to do with social
reengineering, population control, and profit. It’s “caught on” to the degree that it has in the West to
some extent partly due to biological predispositions to openness, tolerance, and a more “liberal” default
by disposition from evolutionarily-evolved traits, but also due to a sustained multi-generational
propaganda campaign, extensive subversion, proximity to the locus of control, and the presence of a
hostile and alien “elite” derived primarily from or reliant upon it at the center of the globalist system.

In 2013, the American Jewish World Service (AJWS) and Global Action for Trans Equality (GATE)
with Strength in Numbers Consulting Group surveyed hundreds of LGBTQ organizations in order to
better coordinate organization and facilitate increased funding. This was inspired as an extension of the
first such endeavor in 2005 when Funders for LGBTQ Issues previewed their debut report on global
LGBTQ funding and grantee organizations for sixty assembled grant-makers and international policy
and program specialists at the Open Society Foundations’ New York headquarters.

Using the data collected by Strength in Numbers Consulting Group, GATE, and AJWS earlier in
2013, in December, ten donors came together to form the Global Philanthropy Project’s (GPP) Trans*
Working Group: American Jewish World Service, Arcus Foundation, Astraea Lesbian Foundation for
Justice, East African Sexual Health and Rights Initiative (UHAI-EASHRI), The Foundation for AIDS
Research (amfAR), Hivos, Mama Cash, Open Society Foundations, Urgent Action Fund (UAF), and
Wellspring. The goal was to “increase the size of the pie” in GPP’s words and network and coordinate



funding and services of the network the Working Group would draw together and expand. A 2015
follow-up and re-analysis of the 2013 data included 38 key donor organizations surveyed: American
Jewish World Service; Arcus Foundation; Astraea Lesbian Foundation for Justice; Bulgarian Fund for
Women; Calala Women’s Fund/Calala Fondo de Mujeres; The Calamus Foundation, Inc.; David
Bohnett Foundation; Dreilinden gGmbH; Dutch Ministry of Education, Culture and Sciences; Elton
John AIDS Foundation; Evelyn & Walter Haas, Jr. Fund; filia.die frauenstiftung; Ford Foundation;
Foundation for AIDS Research (amfAR)—GMT Initiative; Freedom House; Fund for Global Human
Rights; Fundacion Fondo de Mujeres del Sur (FMS); German Ministry for Economic Cooperation and
Development; Gill Foundation; Global Fund for Women; Global Fund to Fight AIDS, Tuberculosis and
Malaria; Groundswell Fund; Heinrich Boll Foundation; Hivos; Horizons Foundation; Human Rights
Campaign Foundation; Levi Strauss Foundation; Mama Cash; Open Society Foundations; Pride
Foundation; Red Umbrella Fund; Sigrid Rausing Trust; Susan G. Komen; Trans Justice Funding Project
(Tides Foundation as fiscal agent); UHAI EASHRI (East African Sexual Health and Rights Initiative);
Urgent Action Fund—Africa (INWF Member); Urgent Action Fund for Women’s Human Rights;
Urgent Action Fund—Latin America'4’

GATE, which bases its mission on “intersectional, decolonial and collective practices” receives its
funding primarily from the Arcus Foundation, the American Jewish World Service, the Astraea Lesbian
Justice Foundation, and the Open Society Foundations. GATE’s Executive Director is Mauro Cabral
Grinspan, who is primarily responsible for lobbying for Argentina’s “landmark” transgender legislation
in 2012 where:

All persons have the right...to the recognition of their gender identity; to the free development of their person according to their
gender identity; to be treated according to their gender identity and, particularly, to be identified in that way in the documents
proving their identity in terms of the first name/s, image and sex recorded there...Gender identity is understood as the internal and
individual way in which gender is perceived by persons, that can correspond or not to the gender assigned at birth.

The gender identity law also mandates coverage of all medical costs related to what are increasingly
being referred to as “gender affirmation” surgeries. In essence, sex changes/gender reassignments
became institutionalized as a legal human right.

GATE’s Project Coordinator is the Jewish Max Appenroth and their Board of Directors includes
major figures in the institutionalization of transgenderism from or based out of Venezuela, Iceland,
Australia, Switzerland, the United States, South Africa, and Zimbabwe. Kitty Anderson of the Board
co-founded Intersex in Iceland and worked with the Minister of Health to draft “gender identity
legislation” very similar to that of Argentina’s, which passed in 2019. GATE has coordinated with
WPATH on transgender conferences and with a number of other organizations to establish Trans
Advocacy Week at the United Nations.

In 2017, the Global Philanthropy Project (GPP) partnered with the International Lesbian, Gay,
Bisexual, Trans, and Intersex Association (ILGA)-Europe on an LGBTQ fundraising primer for Europe
and Central Asia; one of their primary sources was Lydia Guterman of Arabella Advisors. Guterman
has previously worked for the Open Society Foundations and has an MPH from the Joseph L. Mailman
School of Public Health at Columbia University. Some of their “success stories” include the Sarajevo
Open Center in Bosnia, the Russian LGBT Network, PINK Armenia, Kyrgyz Indigo, Prague Pride,
Transgender Network Switzerland, Campaign Against Homophobia (KPH—Poland), LIG (France),
COC Netherlands’ Bob Angelo Fund, Female Oxygen (Denmark), and Stonewall (UK). Their October
2018 follow-up placed clear emphasis on the need for increased activism and LGBTQ funding in
Europe and Central Asia.

GPP Senior Program Officer for Knowledge and Learning Ezra Berkley Nepon has been involved
with both LGBTQ and Jewish activism. Nepon is a member of Jewish Voice for Peace, and served as a



Philadelphia Chapter Steering Committee member from 2013-2018; Nepon also authored Justice,
Justice Shall You Pursue: A History of New Jewish Agenda. GPP’s members include: the Ford
Foundation, the Open Society Foundations, the Wellspring Philanthropic Fund, the International Trans
Fund, the Oak Foundation, the Arcus Foundation, Dreilinden, the OTHER Foundation, the Astraea
Lesbian Foundation for Justice, the Horizons Foundation, Mama Cash, Hivos, the Sigrid Rausing Trust,
the American Jewish World Service, and more. It is a veritable who’s who of LGBTQ funders.

The American Jewish World Service (AJWS) was founded in 1985 in Boston, and has donated close
to $400 million to “social justice” causes in its existence; its website states that “AJWS funds
constellations of organizations that are working on the same issues—both within countries and across
borders.” Most of these issues seem to center on “climate change,” feminism, and LGBTQ causes.

Jewish Congressman Jerrold Nadler has been vociferous in his support for the AJWS. In turn, an open

letter dated April 8", 2016 signed by more than fifty “activists and leaders from the Lesbian, Gay,
Bisexual, and Transgender (LGBT) Jewish community” supporting Congressman Jerry Nadler in his re-
election campaign for Congress cites his “years of dedication and hard work championing issues of
concern to both the LGBT and Jewish communities” (see Appendix A for the full list of signatories):

New York’s 10t Congressional District, as you well know, is the home to the largest number of members of the Jewish
community, and likely the largest number of members of the LGBT community in any Congressional District in the country...
Before it was remotely fashionable to support LGBT equality, while you were in the NYS Assembly, you sponsored critical bills
banning discrimination against AIDS patients in funeral home care and price-gouging on AIDS drugs. Once in Congress, your
comprehensive bill to fight AIDS, the AIDS Cure Act, led you to receive the first-ever political endorsement of an Act Up
chapter. Since then, you have been an original sponsor of every major piece of LGBT rights legislation, and personally authored
the landmark Uniting American Families Act (for same-sex, permanent partner immigration rights) and the Respect for Marriage
Act (to repeal DOMA), and the Father Mychal Judge Act (the first ever law to knowingly grant a federal benefit to a gay
partner). You have used your leadership as a Founding Member and Vice Chair of the LGBT Equality Caucus, and a top member
of the House Judiciary Committee, to help craft and lead key strategies to beat back the Federal Marriage Amendment and other
hateful anti-gay legislative efforts. You won the first-ever LGBT-related appropriation not earmarked for the fight against AIDS for
the NY LGBT Center. You authored and led the congressional amicus briefs in the key marriage-equality related cases that were
heard by the Supreme Court Windsor and Obergefell...You were one of only a handful of pro-LGBT members to vote against
the Employment Nondiscrimination Act because it wasn’t trans-inclusive. Similarly, on issues of concern to the Jewish community,
you have of course also been a key Congressional champion. You have been a life-long, deeply committed supporter of a safe,
secure and democratic Israel, at peace with its neighbors...You have always been a clarion voice in the domestic and global fight
against anti-Semitism.

In the AJWS’s 2019 Annual Report, we see that the Klarman Family Foundation, the Pritzker Pucker
Family Foundation, the Horowitz Family Foundation, the Foundation for a Just Society, and others all
made huge donations of at least $1 million during their fiscal year 2019 (May 1%, 2018-April 30,
2019). Its current President and CEO Robert Bank:

Joined AJWS in 2009 as its Executive Vice President to both grow and deepen the organization’s impact in championing the rights
of the world’s poorest and most oppressed people. As a human rights attorney, activist and experienced organizational leader,
Robert has dedicated his professional life to fighting for the rights of women, people of color, immigrants, LGBT people and
people living with HIV/AIDS. Prior to joining AJWS, he served in New York’s municipal government and in the leadership of
GMHC—one of the leading organizations in the world engaged in combatting HIV/AIDS. In 2008, he played an instrumental role
in the campaign to overturn the ban on HIV-positive people entering the United States and becoming U.S. citizens. Robert has
received the Wasserstein Public Interest Fellowship from Harvard Law School.

Current Executive Vice President Amy Pasquale spent over a decade with American Express and is a
Columbia University alum with a Masters in Psychology. Shari Turitz, Vice President for Programs, was
previously the Director of Programs for George Soros’s Open Society Foundations’ Public Health
Program and is another Columbia alum. Margo Bloom, Vice President for Development, is a Columbia
University alumnus, the former Senior Division Director of Development at NYU Langone Medical
Center, the former Director of the National Museum of American Jewish History in Philadelphia, and



has nearly two decades of experience leading Jewish communal organizations. Stuart Schear, Vice
President for Communications and Marketing at AJWS, is yet another Columbia alum; he also
previously managed the TV interview operation for the Clinton White House, was Vice President for
Communications at Planned Parenthood Federation of America, and had a leading role with The
Atlantic Philanthropies.

In 2016, the American Jewish World Service (AJWS), the Astraea Lesbian Foundation for Justice,
and Global Action for Trans Equality (GATE) surveyed 455 groups from across the globe working on
“trans issues” in order to continue to better coordinate organization and facilitate increased funding.
Also in 2016, GATE, AJWS, and Astraea did the same thing regarding “intersex issues.” They were
aided in their intersex and transgender endeavors by the International Trans Fund, another grant-making
organization that dispenses funds to transgender “activists” and organizations. The International Trans
Fund’s grantees include (this is a lengthy selection but it is worth including so that the reader may
understand the breadth and the at-once dangerous and farcical nature of these “causes”—and these are
just some of the ones in the West, to say nothing of those being funded across the rest of the globe):

* Queerstion Media (Sweden): Queerstion Media was founded in 2016. Their mission is to amplify the voices, celebrate and

increase visibility of transdiverse people of color in Sweden and Sub-Saharan Africa...Virtual Queerstion Magazine is a one-stop

information hub, community building platform and alternative space for advocacy, data collection and archiving of trans*diverse

narratives from Sweden to Sub Saharan Africa

Alliance of Trans* Activists of Russian LGBT Network: Alliance of Trans* Activists of Russian LGBT Network was founded in

2016 and unites activists from 12 regions of Russia...The organization’s goal is to improve the current situation for trans people

and protect trans rights in Russia. They aim to ease the process for legal gender name change and seek to fill the gaps in

information within service providers around trans issues...They plan to support trans groups emerging in the region with no or

limited experience in activism and organizational development through trainings and meetings

Irish Trans Student Alliance: The Irish Trans Student Alliance (ITSA) was formed in 2013 in Ireland and is a peer-support group

for students and young people (18-30) who are trans, gender variant, intersex, questioning or exploring their gender identity

Institute Transfeminist Initiative TransAkcija (Slovenia): Their mission is to address the needs of transgender and gender non-

conforming persons holistically, aiming for justice for people of all genders. They work to address human rights, develop and

enhance the transgender and gender non-conforming community, address legal and systemic erasure of transgender and gender

non-conforming persons from legislative and social structures, raise visibility and awareness of trans issues, support transgender

people and enable the empowerment of trans lives

Traveschile (Chile): A trans feminist group formed in 1999

Trans(forming) (United States): Formed in 2007 in Atlanta, United States. It is a grassroots intergenerational membership based

organization led by and for trans, gender non-conforming and intersex people of color who were female assigned at birth. They are

one of the oldest racial justice trans organizations that are working towards the liberation of communities and transforming

institutions of oppression in society. They work mostly around civil rights for trans, gender non-conforming and intersex people of

color... They will also enhance the Transforming Prison Project, which supports trans and gender non-conforming people in

prisons in Georgia with medical support and advocating for a change of policies relating to trans prisoner’s rights

Trans Coalition in the Post-Soviet Space: Trans Coalition is a post-soviet trans network formed in 2013 by trans activists from

Kazakhstan, Kyrgyzstan, Moldova, Russia, Ukraine and other countries

T-Action (Russia): T-Action was formed in 2014 as a response to the deteriorating situation of transgender people in Russia. T-

Action’s mission is to work to increase the capacity of transgender people [and] to empower the T-community... T-Action will...

deliver trainings on trans sensitivity to lawyers and journalists and give consultations on HIV and sexual health with express

testing for trans people

Ouest Trans (France): They will continue to develop support groups, organize a symposium on trans health rights and build a

network of healthcare providers by facilitating a training on healthcare with medical specialists from Paris that work with trans

persons

* Gender Minorities Aotearoa (New Zealand): Gender Minorities Aotearoa (GMA) was founded in 2014 and is a cross cultural,
transgender led organization. GMA’s mission is to create a credible, consistent, evidence-based, and trans-led national
organization that is inclusive of sex workers, HIV+ trans people and/or Maori

* Colectivo Intercultural TRANSgrediendo (CIT) (United States): Founded in 2008 and is led by trans Latinx immigrants, many of
whom are sex workers, in Queens, New York

* Trans Intersex and Allies (TTA) (Bulgaria): TIA was formed in 2015 from a social media campaign where they made information
related to trans issues accessible in Bulgaria

* ASTT(e)Q — Action Santé Travesti(e)s et Transsexuel(le)s du Québec (Canada): ASTT(e)Q was founded in 1998 by a group of
HIV+ trans women in Montréal, Canada

* Greek Transgender Support Association (GTSA): GTSA uses a volunteer-run structure and provides activities that are free of
charge: supporting trans people as well as parents of trans children, providing legal counseling and support to victims of



discrimination and racist violence, providing support of LGBTI refugees, assisting victims of extreme poverty, co-operating with
other NGOs on projects about trans prisoners and sex workers and raising awareness on health issues...During this grant period,
the GTSA will engage in the following activities:

1) Organize events, workshops, street actions for both International Transgender Day of Remembrance (TDoR), as well as for

International Transgender Day of Visibility (TDoV)

2) Conduct an educational seminar in collaboration with other organizations to improve the law on legal recognition of gender

identity as well as other trans rights laws

3) Training seminar for the depathologization of gender identity

4) Travel to islands where LGBTI refugees are located, in order to reach them and for the best possible strengthening and

upholding of their rights

5) Support trans people in need as well as outreach and empowerment of trans prisoners

6) Conduct a campaign against transphobia

7) Streetwork to reach trans sex workers to provide information and testing

* RARICA Now! (Canada): RARICA Now! was founded in 2017 and aims to coordinate collaboration and build a social justice
movement amongst transgender refugees at the local, provincial, national and international level to enhance the collective capacity
to advocate for refugees’ rights and access to basic services. They advocate for changes to Canadian policy and legislation that
will promote the health and wellbeing of transgender refugees and ensure equal rights, awareness, education, advocacy, and access
to culturally relevant support services for trans refugees
* Trans Black and People of Colour (TBPOC) in Europe: A strategy meeting for trans black and people of colour based in Europe

will be organised in 2019 by a group of trans black and people of colour, including some with migration and sex worker
background, as well as with disabilities. In Europe, all LGBT or trans funded organizations are led by white people. The lack of
intersectional perspective from the European trans movement leaves trans people of color, migrants, sex workers and disabled
[and] marginalized

The Jewish Rebecca Fox of the Wellspring Philanthropic Fund is on the International Trans Fund’s
Steering Committee; Fox has also been on the Board of Jews for Racial and Economic Justice. Fox was
one of a number of representatives of funders for the transgender agenda present at a major 2015
conference in Istanbul as a follow-up to a 2013 conference in Berlin connecting these funders, which
included the Open Society Foundations, the US State Department, and a number of these other
foundations and institutions we’ve discussed.

Amnesty International and USAID were involved with the 2013 Berlin conference and Dreilinden has
also featured prominently. GPP and members Dreilinden and the Open Society Foundations co-
sponsored the March 2020 conference in Berlin “German Philanthropy’s Role in the Global LGBTI
Funding Landscape.” Chloe Schwenke of Freedom House and formerly of USAID, the World Bank,
and the Inter-American Development Bank was also present in 2013, as was the Jewish Kimberley
Zieselman (a Boston Children’s Hospital alum) of Advocates for Informed Choice. The Australian
Department of Foreign Affairs and Trade and the Dutch government both made financial commitments.
GATE figured prominently in both the 2013 and 2015 conferences in addition to the 2019 Trans Pre-
Conference in Africa and the other initiatives discussed. The State of Trans Funding project for 2019
represents the joint efforts of AJWS, Astraea, the Global Philanthropy Project (GPP), and GATE; the
report’s copyediting was done by the Jewish “queer activist” Mark “MaxZine” Weinstein.

The International Trans Fund’s 2019 Trans Pre-Conference at CFCS VII was funded by the Ford
Foundation, the American Jewish World Service, and the Arcus Foundation. The goal was to create a
Pan-African Task Force to advance transgenderism across the continent. Present at the conference was a
panel with representatives of funders and supporters of groups in Africa including the US State
Department, the Open Society Foundations, Open Society Initiative for East Africa (OSIEA), American
Jewish World Service (AJWS), UHAI-EASHRI, and the Astraea Lesbian Foundation for Justice. The
Astraea Lesbian Foundation for Justice also launched the Intersex Human Rights Fund in 2015 to
support organizations, projects, and campaigns led by “intersex activists.” The Intersex Fund is
primarily supported by Kobi Conaway and Andrew Owen, the Arcus Foundation, the Global Equality
Fund, the Open Society Foundations, and the Wellspring Philanthropic Fund.

Recent years have seen additional funding to the International Trans Fund from GiveOut and the Levi
Strauss Foundation, in addition to the Open Society Foundations, the American Jewish World Service,



the Ford Foundation, and the Arcus Foundation.

GiveOut is a registered charity in England and Wales focused on LGBTQ causes. Staff and trustees’
ties evidence a deep involvement in business and finance, globalist institutions, and governmental and
globalist organizations such as the United Nations, Baker McKenzie, Amnesty International, the Boston
Consulting Group, the Gates Foundation, the Elton John AIDS Foundation, Standard Chartered, BNP
Paribas, ILGA, the Urgent Action Fund, the All-Party Parliamentary Group on Global LGBT+ Rights,
and the Cicero Group.

Sarah Gunther joined Astraea in 2013 after serving as the Director of Africa Programs at American
Jewish World Service (AJWS), where she “oversaw grantmaking to grassroots organizations pursuing
sexual rights, natural resource rights, and civil and political rights in Africa. Sarah also played a key
role in developing AJWS’s global sexual rights strategies with a focus on LGBTQI rights, trans justice,
and sex worker rights.” Gunther exemplifies the kind of over-lap between these organizations in terms
of (re)cycling personnel. Another example is Roz Lee, formerly Director of Programs of Stonewall
Community Foundation, “where [she] created a Racial Equity Initiative to support organizations led by
and for LGBT people of color,” formerly the Arcus Foundation Director of Social Justice Initiatives
Program, and former Officer for the Jewish Funds for Justice. Today Lee is Vice President of Strategy
and Programs at the Ms. Foundation for Women.

Once again exhibiting the linked nature of neo-liberal globalism, Luxembourg Prime Minister Xavier
Bettel, who is homosexual, used his platform at the 2019 UN Climate Action Summit in New York to
claim that everyone has a duty to “fight hate speech.” Luxembourg’s Deputy Prime Minister Etienne
Schneider is also homosexual; unsurprisingly, the Minister of Justice announced that “anti-LGBT”
motives will soon be considered as aggravating circumstances in an upcoming law reform. Kosovo is
yet another country that has now established hate crimes and hate speech penalties “on grounds of
sexual orientation and gender identity” in its new Criminal Code.

Speaking of hate speech, in October 2019, the German government increased punishments for “online
hate speech” supposedly to “combat right-wing extremism,” but we all know it is blanket censorship to
suppress any criticism of the regime. Looking at “LLGBTI-funded projects” from 2010, we see that the
German Embassy was instrumental in providing funding for Serbian Pride; in fact, the Embassy
dispensed funds for numerous projects in Serbia. As we have seen, Serbia has been the object of intense
focus by the Establishment, presumably because breaking it open would create a domino effect in the
Balkans and provide a forward operating base for astroturfed “activism” in the region and further east.
This has in some ways already come to fruition, not on a deep cultural level, but with Belgrade as an
“activist” hub to train and deploy these faux-revolutionaries as part of the color revolutions model.

German bilateral grant-makers to global “LGBTQ causes” include the Federal Ministry of Health
(BMG), the Federal Ministry of Economic Cooperation and Development (BMZ), and the Foreign
Office (AA). The BMZ has a specific LGBTI segment for NGOs. According to research prepared for
Hivos, “LGBTI grantmaking” in Germany had tripled from 2008 to 2010, largely driven by state actors
and bilateral funders. This research authored by Arn Thorben Sauer on behalf of (Trans)Gender &
Diversity Consulting in Berlin found that for what are called political foundations, the Heinrich Boll
Foundation, affiliated with the Green Party, was “the clear leader not only in terms of spending, but also
in its inclusion of LGBTI issues as an official and deliberately chosen part of its gender strategy.” The
Foundation’s by-laws provide for a quota of women and immigrants on all the Foundation’s bodies and
among its fulltime staff.

The Rosa Luxemburg Foundation, named after the Jewish communist,' followed in spending
amount, and for 2010 it was explicitly focused on a slew of projects in Poland, including “anti-
discrimination” films for teachers and various “Campaigns against Homophobia.” Next was the
Friedrich Ebert Foundation, where the state actors and multilaterals insist that the internationalist



framework of “human rights” which includes the Council of the European Union’s LGBT-Toolkit!°!
and the Yogyakarta Principles be integrated into any kind of development aid or cooperation. This
seems to suggest that Third World countries receiving aid from this medium will have the expectation of
integrating the prevailing LGBTQ framework into official policy, a “gay version” along the lines of
what the IMF and the World Bank do with their conditional lending.'>?

The Yogyakarta Principles are the product of a 2006 meeting where a group of LGBTQ activists and
functionaries convened in Yogyakarta, Indonesia with the express purpose of drafting a new legalistic
and ideological framework tailored specifically for the globalist multi-lateral approach, eyeing the UN
as its ultimate vehicle. The resultant “set of international principles relating to sexual orientation and
gender identity” were dubbed the Yogyakarta Principles: “a universal guide to human rights which
affirm binding international legal standards with which all States must comply” (emphasis added).

With Yogyakarta touted as the new Magna Carta, Yogyakarta signatories including Mauro Cabral
Grinspan and Stephen Whittle unveiled their “binding international legal standards” as a global charter
in March 2007 at the United Nations Human Rights Council in Geneva; later that year, the charter was
presented at the ILGA-Europe conference in Vilnius, Lithuania (the “Rainbow Flag” event was banned
by the mayor) and once again before the UN, this time in New York and co-sponsored by the
governments of Argentina, Brazil, and Uruguay. Despite the fact that the Principles were not adopted by
the UN, they did influence a proposed declaration on sexual orientation and gender identity in 2008, as
Piero A. Tozzi writes:

A statement promoted by the government of France and issued jointly in December by 66 United Nations (UN) member states on
“sexual orientation and gender identity” advances an agenda set forth in a highly controversial 2006 document called the
“Yogyakarta Principles.” The Yogyakarta Principles claim to govern “application of international human rights law in relation to
sexual orientation and gender identity.” Proponents assert the Yogyakarta Principles bind States to new legal standards even though
the Yogyakarta document is the creature not of governmental agreement but of homosexual pressure groups and UN bureaucrats...
The original draft of the French statement debated internally among European Union (EU) nations explicitly referenced the
Yogyakarta Principles, but Ireland, Malta and Poland insisted the reference be removed. Despite the deletion from the final version
of the French statement, Dutch Foreign Affairs Minister Maxime Verhagan, one of the effort’s principal spokesmen, explicitly
linked the statement to the Yogyakarta Principles. At a subsequent UN meeting on “Human Rights, Sexual Orientation and Gender
Identity,” Verhagan said his government endorsed the Yogyakarta Principles and called upon “all other states to embrace these
Principles” as well. Human Rights Committee member Michael O’Flaherty likewise explicitly appealed to the Yogyakarta
Principles to define the terms “sexual orientation” and “gender identity” that appeared in the French-led statement. The Principles
define “sexual orientation” as “each person’s capacity for profound emotional, affectional and sexual attraction to, and intimate
and sexual relations with, individuals of a different gender or the same gender or more than one gender,” and “gender identity” as
“each person’s deeply felt internal and individual experience of gender, which may or may not correspond with the sex assigned at
birth, including the personal sense of the body (which may involve, if freely chosen, modification of bodily appearance or function
by medical, surgical or other means) and other expressions of gender, including dress, speech and mannerisms.” Critics point out
that provisions in the Yogyakarta Principles that ostensibly affirm freedom of opinion and expression “regardless of sexual
orientation or gender identity” actually restrict free speech, as they call upon the state to “Ensure that the exercise of freedom of
opinion and expression does not violate the rights and freedoms of persons of diverse sexual orientations and gender identities.”
They cite curbs on Christian preachers’ right to opine on the sinfulness of homosexual acts by Canada and Sweden as harbingers of

what to expect if the Yogyakarta Principles are ever implemented more broadly.153

A committee re-convened in 2017 and added more insanity to the measures they expect all governing
bodies to comply with; the resultant Yogyakarta Principles Plus 10 (YP+10) aimed to “document and
elaborate...a set of Additional Principles and State Obligations...YP+10 should be read alongside the
original 29 Yogyakarta Principles. Together, these documents provide an authoritative, expert exposition
of international human rights law as it currently applies to the grounds of sexual orientation, gender
identity, gender expression and sex characteristics.” The YP+10 document supplements the original 29
Yogyakarta Principles and, in fact, derives its raison d’étre from preambular paragraph 9 of those
Principles:



Acknowledging that this articulation must rely on the current state of international human rights law and will require revision on a
regular basis in order to take account of developments in that law and its application to the particular lives and experiences of
persons of diverse sexual orientations and gender identities over time and in diverse regions and countries.

“The past was alterable. The past never had been altered. Oceania was at war with Eastasia. Oceania
had always been at war with Eastasia.” The Yogyakarta Principles mandate that states must:

* Embody the principles of equality and non-discrimination on the basis of sexual orientation and gender identity in their national
constitutions

» Take all necessary legislative, administrative and other measures to fully respect and legally recognise each person’s self-defined
gender identity

» Take all necessary legislative, administrative and other measures to ensure that procedures exist whereby all State-issued identity
papers which indicate a person’s gender/sex—including birth certificates, passports, electoral records and other documents—
reflect the person’s profound self-defined gender identity

This is exactly in line with the aims and tactics laid out in the Open Society Foundations’ May 2014
“License to be Yourself” Report:

Human rights arguments, particularly self-determination and freedom from forced sterilization, have been particularly effective in

Europe as a way to counter reliance on the views of medical experts.154 The WPATH Board has explicitly supported the approach
taken in the Argentinean law. It has provided advice to courts and governments in Ontario in Canada, South Korea and Ireland
arguing that legal gender recognition should not require a diagnosis, medical treatments, or that a trans person has lived for a set
period in their preferred gender role...[Strategies] include focusing on the emergence of gender identity more broadly as a
prohibited ground of discrimination and the values of human dignity and personal autonomy underpinning the European
Convention on Human Rights...In a number of countries activists established a legal experts group early on to help develop
alternative legal proposals. This became a chance to give basic Trans 101 education to a group that was in a strong position to
influence future debates. It has also enabled activists to adapt progressive overseas initiatives to their domestic legal framework. In
Ireland, the Public Interest Law Alliance provided such pro bono legal drafting expertise. Strategic litigation has been important in
many countries, and pivotal in some including the United Kingdom, Germany, Sweden, Argentina, and Ireland. Critical decisions,
including by the European Court of Human Rights, have played a role in forcing governments to act.

That’s the operative word there: forcing.

Some of the additions to the Yogyakarta Principles from 2017 include the following; they are worth
excerpting at length to illustrate not just their utter insanity, but to provide the reader with an illustration
of exactly what the ruling class has in store if and when these principles are universally adopted by the
Establishment in full, beyond what has already been put into practice:

* Ensure sensitivity training of judicial and law enforcement officers and other public officials on issues relating to sexual
orientation, gender identity, gender expression and sex characteristics;

* Identify the nature and extent of attitudes, beliefs, customs and practices that perpetuate violence, discrimination and other harm
on grounds of sexual orientation, gender identity, gender expression and sex characteristics, and report on the measures
undertaken, and their effectiveness, in eradicating such harm;

* Ensure that human rights violations are vigorously investigated and, where evidence is found, those responsible are prosecuted
and, if convicted, punished as appropriate;

* Ensure access to effective complaints procedures and remedies, including reparation, for victims of violence, discrimination and
other harm on grounds of sexual orientation, gender identity, gender expression and sex characteristics.

* Everyone has the right to legal recognition without reference to, or requiring assignment or disclosure of, sex, gender, sexual
orientation, gender identity, gender expression or sex characteristics. Everyone has the right to obtain identity documents,
including birth certificates, regardless of sexual orientation, gender identity, gender expression or sex characteristics. Everyone has
the right to change gendered information in such documents while gendered information is included in them.

STATES SHALL:

A. Ensure that official identity documents only include personal information that is relevant, reasonable and necessary as
required by the law for a legitimate purpose, and thereby end the registration of the sex and gender of the person in
identity documents such as birth certificates, identification cards, passports and driver licenses, and as part of their legal
personality;

B. Ensure access to a quick, transparent and accessible mechanism to change names, including to gender-neutral names,



based on the self-determination of the person;
C. While sex or gender continues to be registered:
i. Ensure a quick, transparent, and accessible mechanism that legally recognises and affirms each person’s self-defined
gender identity;
ii. Make available a multiplicity of gender marker options;

iii. Ensure that no eligibility criteria, such as medical or psychological interventions, a psycho-medical diagnosis,
minimum or maximum age, economic status, health, marital or parental status, or any other third party opinion, shall
be a prerequisite to change one’s name, legal sex or gender;

iv. Ensure that a person’s criminal record, immigration status or other status is not used to prevent a change of name,
legal sex or gender.

STATES SHALL:
A. Guarantee and protect the rights of everyone, including all children, to bodily and mental integrity, autonomy and self-
determination (emphasis added);
B. Ensure that legislation protects everyone, including all children, from all forms of forced, coercive or otherwise
involuntary modification of their sex characteristics

Except they aren’t advocating for this last part: normal people are. These are the people stating that
children have the right to “self-determine” their gender and that the courts can overrule parents on these
procedures, even taking children from their parents for “human rights abuses.” Remember: human
rights are what they say they are. Per the Open Society “License to be Yourself” report, “Strategic
litigation has been critical in countries in both Europe and Latin America and increasingly these human
rights arguments are being reiterated in submissions to United Nations and other human rights
mechanisms.”

Following “strategic lobbying by activists,” the US implemented a policy that no longer requires any
medical treatment as a pre-requisite for changing gender on passports. The Australian government
adopted similar changes and went further by introducing “progressive Government Guidelines on the
Recognition of Sex and Gender.” In Hong Kong, a campaign has been launched for the introduction of a
new Gender Recognition Ordinance. In December 2019, the Ministry of Social Affairs in Austria lifted
the lifetime ban on homosexuals who want to donate blood, and in 2018, the Constitutional Court ruled
that gender markers in civil registers and IDs must reflect “an individual’s own self-determined gender
identity.”

We see with the Yogyakarta Principles document what the ruling class ultimately intends for universal
codification of these “rights,” adopted piecemeal thus far; the YP+10 Principles also include a directive
to:

* Remove any barriers that may hinder timely access to affordable and quality abortion services

* Ensure that “gender identity” is used as a legitimate claim for asylum and exempt these people from “invasive” procedures, as
well as respect their right to privacy

* Develop and implement affirmative action programmes to promote public and political participation for persons marginalised on
the basis of sexual orientation, gender identity, gender expression or sex characteristics

* Ensure that gender affirming healthcare is provided by the public health system or, if not so provided, that the costs are covered or
reimbursable under private and public health insurance schemes

* Ensure that the detention of asylum seekers is avoided

* Ensure that HIV status is not used as a pretext to isolate, marginalise or exclude persons of diverse sexual orientations, gender
identities, gender expressions or sex characteristics

* Prevent the disclosure of HIV status

* Ensure access to HIV medication

* Ensure that legal provisions, including in customary, religious and indigenous laws, whether explicit provisions, or the application
of general punitive provisions such as acts against nature, morality, public decency, vagrancy, sodomy and propaganda laws, do
not criminalise sexual orientation, gender identity and expression, or establish any form of sanction relating to them

* Repeal other forms of criminalisation and sanction impacting on rights and freedoms on the basis of sexual orientation, gender
identity, gender expression or sex characteristics, including the criminalisation of sex work, abortion, unintentional transmission of
HIV, adultery, nuisance, loitering and begging

* Ensure that associations which seek to promote human rights related to sexual orientation, gender identity, gender expression or
sex characteristics can seek, receive and use funding and other resources from individuals, associations, foundations or other civil



society organisations, governments, aid agencies, the private sector, the United Nations and other entities, domestic or foreign

* Provide access to medical care and counselling appropriate to those seeking asylum, recognising any particular needs of persons
on the basis of their sexual orientation, gender identity, gender expression or sex characteristics, including with regard to
reproductive health, HIV information and therapy, hormonal or other therapy, and gender affirming treatment

» Take positive measures, including affirmative action measures, to overcome specific challenges to the enjoyment of the freedom
of association of groups that are marginalised and made vulnerable on grounds of sexual orientation, gender identity, gender
expression or sex characteristics

This document is absolutely dystopic and outlines exactly where we are going. This isn’t some “laugh-
it-off” ridiculousness despite its preposterousness as the neo-liberal axis uses all of the means at its
disposal to depose obstinate regimes, including military intervention, and actively grooms, abuses, and
mutilates children, as we’ve seen. A civilization that fails to protect its most vulnerable, especially its
children, is doomed to oblivion. No amount of propaganda should be able to sway us otherwise. This
monstrous regime cannot be allowed to continue to operate with impunity simply because it claims to
be democratic and puts a rainbow flag on everything.

The so-called Enlightenment made man the center of the universe, a premise no less ridiculous than
the not-long-discarded geocentric theory. When man is the center of the universe, he is God—his own
God—and his possibilities are limitless, or at least man perceives them that way. If Man is God, He is
created in His own image—or any image He wants to create. We see this near-boundless arrogance
embodied in the utopianism of Progress, an increasingly queer (double entendre intended) entropic
Progress that is revealing itself as in actuality an accelerator of dissolution and decay. In the ultimate
paradox, this hyper-individualist/narcissistic utopia renders everyone a widget, a number, part of a data
set in the architects’ network. Indeed, the word utopia is derived from the Greek ou-topos, meaning “no
place” or “nowhere.” Is that not the essence of this globalized project—everywhere becomes nowhere,
everything becomes nothing?

For Pawel Leszkowicz and Tomasz Kitlinski, who write in their chapter of A Critical Inquiry into
Queer Utopias, part of Palgrave Macmillan’s Critical Studies in Gender, Sexuality, and Culture series
(try arguing critical theory isn’t institutionalized):

An analysis of other crucial and current aspects of queer European policy such as transgender rights and LGBTQ refugees and
migrants...require[s] a...very necessary! text...Queer rights visual campaigns create a utopian queer space that aims to transform
the complex system of inequalities and prejudices that exist in various European countries. It is a vision of an imagined equal
society of sexual diversities.

Imagined. Not real.

Unsurprisingly, their touchstones of “evidence” (meaning unproven/provable theories used as
evidence) include the writings of Lee Edelman, Judith “Jack” Halberstam, and Hannah Arendt.
Telegraphing precisely what “progress” means, Abi MclIntosh writes for The Independent, “replacing
one of the most recognizable lesbian celebrities on television [Ellen DeGeneres] with another white
man is a step in the wrong direction for equality.” Equality now defined, as the oppositional ideology of
intersectionality increasingly rules the day, we are seeing with increasing frequency incidents like the
Hebrew Immigrant Aid Society’s Greek branch along with another NGO supporting a “trans woman”
migrant’s bid to force the government to alter the name and gender registration on “her” residence
permit and travel document. In 2011, Austria denied refugee status to “Yasar, a Turkish trans woman.”
Vienna-based NGO TransX organized protests and asked people to send letters to the government to
stop the deportation. In the end, the government caved and Yasar was released from detention.

The Swedish Migration Agency declares that it will give asylum to people who “are persecuted in
their homeland due to sexual orientation and gender.” The Church of Sweden holds Rainbow Masses,
which “aim to mirror every person’s equal worth, also from an LGBTQ perspective.” Malin Strindberg,
priest at the Rainbow Mass, says: “Most priests are wise enough to understand that homosexual love is



worth every bit as much as any other kind of love.” Only once the already-ludicrous idea of “equality”
has been warped beyond all recognition into a genocidal weapon are such sentiments not only
entertained by people, but become the default accepted opinion. For many reasons, not least of which
include the survival of the Swedish people, homosexual love insofar as it exists is not “worth every bit
as much as any other kind of love.” Such “wisdom” is indicative of the late-stage decadence and decline
of an exhausted and unnatural liberalism, weaponized against its adherents. Furthermore, only out of the
cosmic energy as reflected in race such as in the mind of Franz Kafka could the grotesque absurdities
we are confronted with today find form.

The Yogyakarta mandates get progressively weirder, too, like the right to use the internet regardless
of gender or sexual orientation or ensuring no one who is trans or homosexual live in poverty as
“poverty is incompatible with respect for...equal rights.” These are actually not out of step with the
UN’s Sustainable Development Goals (emphases in the text, sourced from the Council of Europe):

The UN 2030 Agenda envisages “a world of universal respect for human rights and human dignity, the rule of law, justice,
equality and non-discrimination”. It is grounded in the Universal Declaration on Human Rights and international human rights
treaties and emphasises the responsibilities of all states to respect, protect and promote human rights. There is a strong emphasis on
the empowerment of women and of vulnerable groups such as children, young people, persons with disabilities, older persons,
refugees, internally displaced persons and migrants. The Agenda’s 17 Sustainable Development Goals (SDG), and their 169
targets, aim at eradicating poverty in all forms and “seek to realize the human rights of all and achieve gender equality.”

Bear all of this in mind as we progress; we will see what that really looks like, although the reader
should already have a pretty good indication. UN Women is one of three UN agencies that sent
representatives to join NGOs like OutRight Action International and GATE for the informal briefing of
the Yogyakarta Principles plus 10 in March 2018.

Other Yogyakarta principles basically mandate that people be able to use whatever public restrooms
they want as “The Right to Sanitation,” and another states that people should be able to compete in
sports against whatever gender they identify as. There is also a “Right to Cultural Diversity”: “Ensure
the right to practice, protect, preserve and revive the diversity of cultural expressions of persons of all
sexual orientations, gender identities, gender expressions and sex characteristics on the basis of the
equal dignity of and respect for all.” Unless you’re white, straight, Christian, and/or otherwise
normative and especially if you are exceptional in some capacity. The necessity of propaganda is also
articulated:

* Ensure inclusion of comprehensive, affirmative and accurate material on sexual, biological, physical and psychological diversity,
and the human rights of people of diverse sexual orientations, gender identities, gender expressions and sex characteristics, in
curricula, taking into consideration the evolving capacity of the child

* Develop, implement and support education and public information programmes to promote human rights and to eliminate
prejudices on grounds of sexual orientation, gender identity, gender expression and sex characteristics

* Ensure inclusion of comprehensive, affirmative and accurate material on sexual, biological, physical and psychological diversity,
and the human rights of people of diverse sexual orientations, gender identities, gender expressions and sex characteristics, in
teacher training and continuing professional development programmes.

“Accurate” being determined by these ideologues. “Everyone has the right to freedom of opinion and
expression, regardless of sexual orientation or gender identity”—unless of course you speak out against
the forceful sterilization of a three-year-old, that is. In which case, you are guilty of a hate crime and
human rights abuses, the kinds of which could find you dying in a jail cell of mysterious—but totally
natural—causes. If this sounds hyperbolic, remember what happened to Slobodan MiloSevic.

The human rights committee of the Council of Europe has been used as another vehicle to combat
“homophobia” and advance this particular form of “human rights” which essentially mandates access to
hormones and sex changes, and allows people to edit their gender né biological sex at will. The Council



of Europe’s Sexual Orientation and Gender Identity Unit is now training police officers to “recognize
and combat anti-LGBTQ hate crimes,” very similar to what the Yogyakarta Principles recommend and
which the Anti-Defamation League does with law enforcement officers in the United States.

The Council of Europe published a comprehensive manual in May 2017, “Policing Hate Crime
against LGBTI persons: Training for a Professional Police Response,” on which the training of officers
from Bulgaria, France, Georgia, Greece, Italy, Lithuania, Moldova, Poland, Portugal, Serbia, Spain,
Sweden, and the UK thus far has been based. There is also apparently something called the European
LGBT Police Association which has been involved in the training. Their website links to a guide
produced by Stonewall and the Paul Hamlyn Foundation among others “challenging homophobia in
primary schools.”

ILGA-Europe also provides a “training police officers on tackling LGBTI-phobic crime” toolkit, a
general recognizing “anti-LGBT hate crime” manual, and a handbook on “monitoring and reporting
homophobic and transphobic incidents.” The European LGBT Police Association features affiliates in
Greece, the UK, Finland, Austria, Italy, Spain, Norway, Sweden, Belgium, Switzerland, Ireland, the
Netherlands, Serbia, France, and Germany.

The European Union, like member state Germany and many others, has taken it upon itself to
vigorously monitor (read: suppress) speech on the internet regarding not just “migrants” but “hate
speech targeting sexual orientation and...gender identity.” What, exactly, constitutes hate speech is, as
usual, in the eye of this particular beholder and their agenda. On October 3'9, 2019, the Court of Justice
of the European Union (CJEU) issued a judgment declaring that host providers such as Facebook can be
compelled to “proactively remove content and comments from their sites that have previously been
determined to be illegal.” The following month, the LIBE Committee in the European Parliament
organized a hearing on “Media Freedom, Freedom of Expression and Combating hate speech online and
offline,” with ILGA-Europe among the other organizations expressing concern at “the rise in LGBTI
phobic hate speech across Europe.” Always rising, always a crisis that stultifying layers upon layers of
legal proceedings and committees and bureaucracies can tackle.

According to ILGA-Europe’s 2020 Annual Review, the enshrinement of the LGBTQ agenda and its
intersectional nature has permeated the highest levels of the supra-governmental European governing
bodies, including aspects of their foreign policy (the report was produced using funds from the
European Union itself, which is not at all incidental and especially when considering that ILGA-Europe
remains committed to not just “LGBTI asylum seekers,” but “rainbow families in the asylum system”
and “issues concerning intersectionality™):

On 12 February [2019], the European Parliament adopted a resolution on the backlash in women’s rights and gender equality in the
EU. The resolution addresses the current “visible and organised effort at the global and at the European level against gender
equality and women’s rights,” whose targets are among others LGBTI people’s human rights. The European Parliament points out
how this backlash was especially visible in 2018 around the topic of the Istanbul Convention, whose adoption has opened doors for
violent hate speech [emphasis added—violent speech?] targeting LGBTI people in particular, and expresses concerns about the rise
of LGBTI-phobic hate speech...On 18 December [2019], the European Parliament adopted a resolution on “Public discrimination
and hate speech against LGBTI people, including LGBTI free zones”, following a debate in the European Parliament on public
discrimination and hate speech against LGBTI people, which was held in plenary in Strasbourg on 26 November. The resolution
expresses deep concern at the growing number of attacks against the LGBTI community coming from the State, State officials,
Governments at the national, regional and local levels, and politicians in the EU. It recognises that such attacks have seen a rise in
violence against LGBTI people, with hate crimes motivated by homophobia and transphobia on the rise across the EU while
responses from authorities too often remain inadequate. It reiterates a call on the Commission to adopt an EU LGBTI strategy and
a comprehensive, permanent and objective EU mechanism on democracy, rule of law and fundamental rights that includes the
protection of LGBTI rights...The European Commission’s Enlargement Progress Report 2019, published in May and covering
2018, recommended a number of steps regarding the improvement of LGBTTI rights across the region of the Western Balkans.
These included addressing insufficiencies regarding adoption and implementation of anti-discrimination laws inclusive of SOGI,
investigation of hate crimes, access to justice, access to healthcare, trans rights, intersex rights, tackling negative public attitudes
towards LGBTI people, adoption of laws on registered partnership and legal gender recognition...On 20 March [2019], in the final
meeting this legislative term of the EU High-Level Group for Countering Racism, Xenophobia and Other Forms of Intolerance, the



European Commission presented the Staff Working Document: Countering Racism and Xenophobia in the EU (2019), setting out
three priorities for future work, each led by a working group: recording and data collection practices, including reporting of hate
crime; training and capacity building for national authorities, aimed at ensuring effective implementation of national law on hate
crime and hate speech; and developing and implementing hate crime victim support systems and services...Ahead of the European
Parliament elections, 23-26 May [2019], over 1650 candidates across all EU Member States signed ILGA-Europe’s ComeOut
pledge. After the elections, 225 MEPs from eight different political groups signed the ComeOut pledge, strengthening the support
in numbers and geographical and political diversity...On 14 February [2019], the European Parliament adopted a Resolution on
the future of the LGBTT List of Actions (2019-2024), calling on the European Commission to ensure strong follow-up to the
European Commission LGBTI List of Actions 2014-2019, including by adopting a comprehensive and coherent EU LGBTI
Strategy. On 23-24 September [2019], the Finnish Presidency of the EU organised a High-level conference on advancing LGBTI
equality in the EU: from 2020 and beyond. The two-day meeting included speeches from Commissioner Jourova and the Finnish
Minister for Nordic Cooperation and Equality and the Minister for Education, Culture and Science, The Netherlands, high-level
panels as well as eight thematic workshops on priority areas identified for the conference, as input to the EC work plan and follow-
up of the list of actions for LGBTTI rights... In the European Parliament resolution of 14 March [2019] on the human rights
situation in Kazakhstan, two references to LGBTTI rights were made, regarding equality and non-discrimination. On 26 March, the
European Parliament adopted a report on the new comprehensive agreement between the EU and Uzbekistan...The report
specifically addresses LGBTI rights issues, by asking the Council and the Commission to “encourage the authorities to

decriminalise consensual sexual relations between persons of the same sex and foster a culture of tolerance for LGBTI people”.155

The European Parliament’s LGBTT Intergroup “consists in monitoring the work of the European Union;
monitoring the situation of lesbian, gay, bisexual, transgender and intersex (LGBTI) people in EU
Member States and beyond; and liaising with civil society groups to relay their concerns at the
European level.” It is the largest of the European Parliament’s twenty-seven Intergroups because human
rights and the rest of the tired rhetoric. It also clearly telegraphs the priorities of the European
Parliament.

Criminal proceedings were initiated against a pair of individuals for “anti-LGBT” social media posts
in Latvia in 2019. In November 2018, the Swedish parliament took the second of two necessary
decisions to include trans as a protected class in the reality-defying Freedom of Speech Act’s regulation
on “hate speech.” This is not an outlier but a central pillar of cracking down on dissent. Norway is
working to implement its LGBTI Action Plan, which will include police training, and accepted a UPR
recommendation from the UN “to combat anti-LGBT hate crimes, hate speech and discrimination.” The
Oslo police district also organized a public discussion during Pride to publicly apologize for
“contributing to anti-LGBT attitudes, discrimination and violence in Norway’s past.” A new “action
plan against racism” was published in December 2019, and includes the creation of a national
competency center regarding hate crimes.

In yet another example of the assault on national sovereignty, “the European Parliament adopted a
resolution on discrimination and hate speech against LGBTI people, including LGBTI-free zones,
calling on Poland to revoke resolutions attacking LGBTI rights, including local bills against ‘LGBT
ideology.’”’% Another resolution to revoke resolutions. It’s a never-ending stream of repetition
designed to wear down any resistance and indoctrinate the masses.

There has been significant push-back on the LGBTQ agenda in Poland:

In March [2019], Poland’s ruling Law and Justice (PiS) party leader Jarostaw Kaczynski said that the Warsaw mayor’s support of
LGBT people was an attack on children and families. The Church and other conservative circles used similar rhetoric. In the
following months, more than 80 towns declared that they are “LGBT-free zones” or “free from LGBT ideology”. Lublin city
presented awards to local officials opposing “LGBT ideology”. According to LGBT activists, these actions supported the
nationalist-conservative party, which continuously used anti-LGBT rhetoric in the lead-up to the autumn elections. The
government referred to the election as an ideological war. On 17 July [2019], the conservative Gazeta Polska newspaper launched
a campaign enclosing “LGBT-free zone” stickers in its weekly edition. The editor said their point was not to incite hatred, but
instead to demonstrate that they would be subject to censorship for printing anti-LGBT views. The conservative government stated
they would not sanction the paper, to protect freedom of speech. Several public figures condemned the campaign, including the US
Ambassador and Warsaw’s deputy mayor, Pawel Rabiej, who likened it to the Nazi era. LGBT activist Bart Staszewski brought the
case to the Warsaw District Court, which placed an injunction on the stickers on 25 July. It is uncertain if the stickers will be
banned permanently. On 2 August, the Krakow Archbishop Marek Jedraszewski called the LGBT movement a “rainbow



plague” 157

Over at the United Nations, 2019 saw a strong condemnation of Estonia for insufficient hate crime and
hate speech protections for LGBT people, and the usual hysteria regarding “trans violence” in
Tajikistan, Kazakhstan, Poland, and the UK. As part of the Universal Periodic Review (UPR), North
Macedonia came under fire and was compelled to withdraw school textbooks that “stigmatise LGBTI
people.” The reader should by now notice the consistent and constant use of the same words and
phrases. This is part of the normalization strategy of propaganda, of “priming” the population. Terms
can then be linked—think of “inclusive” or “sustainable” for example—to other arms of the agenda, all
feeding into the globalist maw.

In 2019, Slovakia accepted the UN UPR recommendations to “combat anti-LGBTT hate speech.” The
UN uses its influence to pressure countries to make concessions to this particular agenda, not least of
which included Cyprus’s adoption of an action plan on “racism.” According to IGLYO’s 2018 LGBTQI
Inclusive Education report:

In the school year 2014-2015, some schools took part in a pilot project based on the Code of Conduct Against Racism and Guide
for Management and Recording of Racial Incidents (2000). They were advised to treat intimidating incidents based on some aspect
of the victim’s diversity (i.e. sexual orientation, gender identity) as racist violence. The pilot implementation of the Code and
Guidelines was actively supported by the Authority against Discrimination on the Ombudsman Office and Human Rights and the
UN High Commissioner for Refugees. In this protocol, the identity of individuals in relation to their sexual orientation is
embodied. According to anti-racist policies of the Ministry of Education and Culture, violent incidents on the basis of gender
diversity, gender identity or sexual orientation are defined as racist and are treated with the appropriate sanctions. There is also a
special mention on homophobia and transphobia; hostility, discrimination, or disgust against LGB people, or individuals
expressing their gender identity. In March 2017, the Cyprus Police signed a memorandum of Cooperation for the Protection and
Promotion of Human Rights with 12 NGOs including KISA, ACCEPT-LGBT and Hope for Children.

Per ILGA-Europe’s 2020 Annual Review:

North Macedonia accepted recommendations [from the UN] to investigate and prosecute anti-LGBTI hate crimes; Norway
accepted a recommendation to combat anti-LGBT hate crimes, hate speech and discrimination, but noted a recommendation on
adding gender identity and expression (GIE) to the hate crime section of the Penal Code. Bosnia and Herzegovina was
recommended to train law enforcement and the judiciary on combating anti-LGBT hate crimes, hate speech, and discrimination.

San Marino was recommended to ban anti-LGBT hate crimes... At the 63'4 session of the Commission on the Status of Women in
March in New York, the LBTI Caucus, including activists from Ukraine, Sweden, France and the Netherlands, created strong
visibility on SOGIESC issues by organising several side events, addressing the UN Secretary General and providing
recommendations in meetings with governments for their negotiations. This contributed to some strong language in the final
adopted text, such as on multiple and intersecting forms of discrimination, diverse needs of families, ‘all women and girls’ and
structural barriers like discriminatory laws and policies, negative social norms and gender stereotypes...The CEDAW
recommended Austria to ensure substantive and procedural protection against discrimination on the basis of sexual orientation in
the private and public sector. It recommended Serbia to address discrimination on the basis of SOGI in the new gender equality
legislation, and to speedily adopt it. The CESCR recommended Kazakhstan to combat discrimination against LGBT persons and
adopt comprehensive anti-discrimination legislation that includes SOGI. The CRC recommended Italy to prevent discrimination
and, if needed, take affirmative action for the benefit of LGBT children and children of LGBT parents. As part of the UPR, Cyprus
accepted recommendations to combat discrimination and violence against LGBTI people; Portugal accepted two recommendations
to combat discrimination and exclusion on the basis of sexual orientation; Bosnia and Herzegovina and Kazakhstan received
similar recommendations. Italy was recommended to renew its National LGBT Strategy. San Marino was recommended to ban
discrimination on the basis of gender identity. Slovenia was recommended to combat anti-LGBTI prejudice, stereotypes,
discrimination, and hate crimes, and to put in place awareness raising campaigns...The CESCR recommended Kazakhstan to
guarantee an enabling environment for NGOs, especially LGBT groups by allowing them to freely register...As part of the UPR,
Norway agreed to guarantee the right and access to healthcare for trans people. Slovenia was recommended the same...As part of
the UPR, Cyprus accepted and Albania noted recommendations to adopt gender recognition legislation. Slovenia was
recommended the same...The CEDAW recommended Austria mandate sex education that aims to eliminate barriers of lesbian,
bisexual and trans women to sexual and reproductive rights. The CEDAW also urged Serbia to enhance access to family planning
services and artificial insemination for LBTI persons...Last June [2018], the World Health Organisation depathologised trans
identities by removing all trans related diagnoses from the chapter on mental health disorders of ICD-11, into a new chapter on

Conditions Related to Sexual Health.158



Council of Europe leadership has also chimed in, condemning the Bulgarian government for spreading
“misinformation” and Armenia and Poland for politicians’ “hate speech.” As you can see, it is a
constant and unrelenting barrage.

According to a 2018 comparative analysis by the European Commission into “Trans and intersex
equality rights in Europe,” significant inroads have already been made with EU secondary law
containing reference to trans identities, and the Court of Justice of the European Union,

...has been willing to employ a progressive interpretation of sex equality standards, thus creating a baseline obligation for Member
States in relation to trans non-discrimination. However, the Court has looked at most cases through the lens of ‘gender
reassignment’, resulting in a highly medicalised picture of trans populations. Consistent references to the fact that claimants have
undertaken a process of surgical transition frames trans equality as contingent upon medical interventions.

The European Union Agency for Fundamental Rights (FRA) states that, “On 28 November 2008 the EU
adopted a framework decision relating to hate speech and hate crime motivated by racism and
xenophobia (OJ L 328/2008). The EU needs to consider adopting similar legislation to cover
homophobic and transphobic hate speech and hate crime so that LGBT persons can be protected in all
Member States.” FRA is financed by European Union funds allocated to it on an annual basis by the
European Union budgetary authority, so this uniform adoption is probably inevitable. As we’ve seen,
many member states have already taken similar measures and still more are in various stages of
coercion.

The Director of the FRA, by the way, is Michael O’Flaherty, former member of the UK Foreign
Office’s advisory bodies on freedom of expression and the prevention of torture, the Irish Department of
Foreign Affairs’ human rights advisory committee, major figure in international “human rights,” former
senior official in the UN including Secretary of the UN Committee on the Elimination of Racial
Discrimination and UN human rights advisor for implementation of the Dayton Peace Agreement, and
rapporteur for the development of the Principles and State Obligations on the Application of
International Human Rights Law with regard to Sexual Orientation and Gender Identity: the Yogyakarta
Principles.

Gender theory is characterized by Encyclopedia.com as having “replaced or challenged ideas of
masculinity and femininity and of men and women as operating in history according to fixed biological
determinants. In other words, removing these categories from the realm of biology.” We’ve discussed
much of the baseline for this fiction, but it is worth considering the other tangled roots, most notably the
deeply-flawed work of Margaret Mead and her Noble Savage-esque depictions of Samoan culture and
sexuality/“gender roles.” In her Coming of Age in Samoa (1928), Samoa was portrayed as an untouched
Eden where its people knew no sexual inhibitions, and where Samoan maidens sought to acquire as
many lovers as possible. Mead claimed that neither sex possessed a notion of “romantic love as it
occurs in our civilization, inextirpably bound up with ideas of monogamy, exclusiveness, jealousy and
undeviating fidelity.”

Mead had studied under the Jewish anthropologist Franz Boas and his protégé Ruth Benedict
(considered the originator of the idea of cultural relativism) at Columbia University, where she attained
her master’s degree in 1924. It is believed that Mead and Benedict were romantically involved (or at
least sexually involved, if their relationship resembled Mead’s portrayal of the Samoan source material).
Benedict co-published an “anti-racism” pamphlet in 1943 The Races of Mankind for the US Army
during World War 1II with fellow Boasian acolyte, communist, and Columbia University professor the
Jewish Gene Weltfish (“The world is shrinking. Thirty-four nations are now united in a common cause
—victory over Axis aggression, the military destruction of fascism...All the peoples of the earth are a
single family and have a common origin”). The central thesis is that racial differences/disparities are the
consequence of cultural rather than biological factors.

One of Benedict’s star pupils was the Jewish Ruth Landes (né Schlossberg), who wrote extensively
on gender, race, and sexuality, putting forth the now-familiar litany of Boasian and other critical-
theoretical postulations that have supplanted hard evidence for generations at this point. In City of
Women (1947), Landes writes that the female-centric sphere of candomblé in Brazil was a source of
empowerment for blacks and “passive homosexuals.” Before Margaret Mead left for Samoa, she carried
on an affair with another Jewish Boasian acolyte in Edward Sapir.'>® As proto-Bidens, both of Mead’s
sisters married Jews. This is a common phenomenon we shall and have seen, of Gentiles marrying Jews
and “inextirably binding up,” to borrow from Mead, their interests. Paul G. Hoffman and Anna
Rosenberg would be another example, and Kamala Harris and Douglas Emhoff is another.

The Boas school was no exception, and for its Jews, regarded their project as not merely informed by
their predominantly Jewish identities but, as with Freudian psychoanalysis, as an active undermining of
white Gentile culture and solidarity. As Ira Bashkow writes in “The Boas Circle vs. White Supremacy”
published in the History of Anthropology Review:



[Madison] Grant’s most troublesome critic was the anthropologist Franz Boas, an assimilated Jew who had immigrated to the US
from Germany and taught at Columbia University. Boas regularly belittled Grant’s racial theories as “Nordic nonsense” and, in
publication after publication, he upended the conceit that they had any basis in science. Grant’s book was “dogmatic” and
“dangerous,” Boas wrote presciently in the New Republic. Its racial fear-mongering rested on fallacies, starting with the concept of
race itself. Grant’s categories, which included Nordic, Mediterranean, Hindu, Negro, and Jew, were ill-defined, overlapping,
historically fickle, and internally heterogeneous. They primarily reflected the habits of perception and classification that people

learnt growing up. Race, Boas liked to point out, was very much in the eye of the beholder, 160

Where is the evidence for Boas’s claims? There isn’t any; this is the familiar smug attack on a fixed
position through critique based on theory sans evidence. At best we could say that Grant’s racial
categories are certainly internally heterogeneous, but that does not undermine the broad concept of race
—even in people like Bashkow’s own modern rhetoric, race is treated with even greater fixity than that
of white theorists one hundred years ago and is certainly uniform. Consider, for example, that “black” is
treated as a global monolith, even when there is considerable admixture. Secondly, though we
understand that there are various hybridizations of race that resist absolutes—quite like most things—
that does not categorically eliminate the biological reality of race. Culture does not explain racial
differences; race explains cultural differences. Where does culture come from, then? Trees? The air? It
is clear to see the ideological and ethnic bent of the Boasian School:

Boas became close to the pioneering feminist sociologist Elsie Clews Parsons, a Barnard graduate and Wall Street heiress who—
after Columbia cut the Anthropology Department’s funding—paid Boas’s secretary’s salary and sponsored field research trips for
his female graduate students...Each one in this circle was in some way an outsider, like Boas himself...In 1934 [Ruth Benedict]
published one of the greatest anthropological statements of all time, Patterns of Culture, the source of the term “cultural
relativity.”...What might repulse an American—she gave as examples homosexuality and women falling in trance—are in another
society given positive meaning as routes to special gifts and supernatural power...Boas wrote in his introduction that “the relativity
of what is considered social or asocial, normal or abnormal is seen in a new light.” Clearly, here was a point of view congenial to
those who felt out of kilter with their own social world...Margaret Mead was another such figure. Though a child of privilege, she
was small and frail and felt out of place at her first midwestern college, so she transferred in 1920 to Barnard, where she found
herself in a new group of “freethinking, adventurous women,” some of them lesbian, “half of them Jewish, and all equally
acquainted with Bolshevism and the poetry of Edna St. Vincent Millay.” This was New York in the Jazz Age, culturally vibrant
and sexually liberating. Mead and her girlfriends marched in support of the Amalgamated Clothing Workers and the Italian
immigrant anarchists Nicola Sacco and Bartolomeo Vanzetti...[Zora Neale] Hurston enrolled as an anthropology doctoral student
at Columbia, with Boas her mentor, and, equipped with a Guggenheim Fellowship, she set out for new research in Jamaica and

Haiti. This led to her most famous novel, Their Eyes Were Watching God. 161

With the modern framework of race in place and the foundation for “whiteness” and white culture as
derived from its own unique biological inheritance in particular suitably eroded, gender and sexuality
would not be far behind.

Though by the late 19" century the ruling class of Britain had already been deeply Judaized (see
Andrew Joyce’s “Free to Cheat: ‘Jewish Emancipation’ and the Anglo-Jewish Cousinhood,” which
describes conditions remarkably similar to those that occurred later in the United States), concerns over
the flood of Jews entering Britain led to the 1905 Aliens Act; although the Our Migration Story website
laments the fact that “anti-Semitic prejudice was widespread in the debates of the time [as] poor Jews
were said to bring crime, bad labour conditions, anarchism, dirt and disease into the country” (the site
partners with the deeply subversive Runnymede Trust so this is unsurprising),'5? they may have been on
to something, at least if the American experience is any indication.

While the first half of the 201 century especially saw Jewish interests viewed as synonymous with
communism, there was a significant infatuation in the 19™ century with anarchism. Emma Goldman and
her lover/partner-in-crime Alexander Berkman are illustrative. Though Goldman was a co-conspirator,
Berkman made the failed attempt on Henry Clay Frick’s life that saw him imprisoned. Berkman and
Goldman—both immigrants—had become attracted to anarchism after the Haymarket affair in 1886 and
through the writings of Jewish anarchist Johann Most. In 1889, Berkman, Goldman, Modest Stein, and



Helene Minkin (who would go on to marry Most) all moved in together to form a sort of commune;
Berkman and Stein were members of the explicitly-Jewish anarchist group the Pioneers of Liberty,
which was known for its Yiddish-language publications.

The Pioneers were vehemently anti-religious and yet clung tightly to their Jewish identity. The YIVO
Institute for Jewish Research states that:

Yiddish-speaking Jewish anarchists were one of the pillars of the U.S. anarchist movement before World War II...Yiddish-
speaking anarchists played a pivotal role in unions like the International Ladies’ Garment Workers’ Union (ILGWU), while the
Yiddish anarchist newspaper the Fraye Arbeter Shtime (The Free Voice of Labor) was the largest and longest-lasting U.S. anarchist
publication and formed a significant part of the Yiddish cultural landscape. In the 1930s a second generation of bilingual Jewish
anarchists emerged, including Sam and Esther Dolgoff, and Audrey Goodfriend, whose influence is still felt in today’s anarchist
movement.

Throughout her life and “career,” Goldman was arrested numerous times for incitement to riot and
illegally distributing information about birth control; Goldman was an outspoken homosexual advocate
and corresponded with Magnus Hirschfeld. Goldman also took Spanish anarchists up on their invitation
to join them in Barcelona during the Spanish Civil War. The 1970s saw a revival in interest in
Goldman’s work driven by Jewish feminist Alix Kates Shulman’s two books on Goldman: the
biography To the Barricades (TY Crowell, 1971) and Red Emma Speaks: An Emma Goldman
Reader (Random House, 1972).

The influence of and intersection with Jewish identity and involvement in subversive activities—or
“activism” if you’re feeling polite—intersects with the Jewish-driven influence of critical theory, as
Anna Elena Torres explicates:

Looking at these specific cultural forms might also connect Yiddish anarchism with recent thought on decolonizing anarchism,
which critiques more “universalizing” aspects of European anarchism, as in the brilliant work of Macarena Gémez-Barris and J.
Kehaulani Kauanui. Yiddish anarchism was invented by refugees who theorized from their experience of border crossing—how
does that history relate to anticolonial anarchisms and indigenous critiques of the state?...Taking seriously the particularities of
Yiddish anarchist culture could be a move towards also considering the particularities of Indigenous and First Nations and Maroon
and PoC movements and their ongoing relationships to the state...There’s an intriguing figure named Rabbi Dr. Yankev-Meyer
Zalkind. He was called der go’en anarkhist, the anarchist sage. He had a deep education at the Volozhin yeshiva, where his
chevrusa was the poet Hayyim Bialik...Looking at Zalkind’s life can tell us a lot about these convergences of religiosity and
anarchism. From ads in Yiddish newspapers, we know he gave public lectures framing the Talmud as a proto-anarchist ethical
tradition with no state power behind it. He definitely represents a strain of Yiddish anarchism rooted in textual tradition, in

defiance of antisemitism and Christian hegernony.163

This defiance of Christian hegemony, with “white” implied here and often explicitly stated by many
Jews themselves, is the through-line that connects all Jewish radical politics be they anarchism,
communism, or Cultural Marxist-informed neo-liberalism. With increasing success with each one of
these listed “-isms,” they have also been vehicles to advance Jewish interests and attain power, and in
many instances the radical fringe actually served to reinforce the well-positioned Jews who came to
shape the globalist agenda that evolved into neo-liberalism. “Rabbi and psychotherapist” Howard
Cooper inadvertently reveals this interplay as well as the pronounced role of Jews in communist
insurrections through his favorable review of A Specter Haunting Europe by Paul Hanebrink that
supposedly “debunks” Judeo-Bolshevism:

Readers of the Jewish Chronicle are approaching a significant anniversary. In the spring of 1919, the JC’s long-standing editor,
Leopold Greenberg, wrote two articles on the relationship between Jews, Bolshevism and Communism. They provoked a furore.
The Russian revolution of October 1917, with its extensive Jewish presence in high-profile posts, had been followed by the spread
of revolutionary fervour to Germany in 1918 under the leadership of Rosa Luxemburg and Karl Liebknecht (both of Jewish
descent), and the establishment of the Hungarian Soviet Republic in early 1919 under the control of Béla Kun (born Béla
Kohn). While Greenberg lamented the havoc Bolshevism was causing in Europe, he recognised that London’s impoverished East
End Jews might see an attraction in Bolshevism as a legitimate response to oppression and discrimination. And he suggested that



the utopian ideals of communism might be experienced by some Jews as “consonant” with the Jewish longing for a transformed,
more equal, society. This was a red rag both to bullish British conservatives, long suspicious of the potential treachery of Russian
Jewish immigrants, and to the great and good of the British Jewish community (Lionel de Rothschild, Sir Israel Gollancz, Claude
Montefiore), who publicly dissociated themselves “absolutely and unreservedly from the mischievous and misleading” doctrine of

Bolshevism. 164

Global capitalism, though, well...that’s another story! Indeed, as Jerry Z. Muller writes in 2010’s
Capitalism and the Jews, “Capitalism has been the most important force in shaping the fate of the Jews
in the modern world...The anti-Semitic context...led Jews to downplay the reality of their economic
achievement—except in internal conversations.” And conservatives, well, look no further than “A
Conservative Defense of Transgender Rights” from December 2016 in National Review, long known to
purge any legitimate voices such as Revilo P. Oliver from its ranks. There is a reason conservatism and
its static defense have been invariably crushed for generations, and this includes its built-in
susceptibility to subversion.

Intense in-group favoritism is a central feature of any of these movements; even “conservatism”-as-
transformed into neo-conservatism is a Jewish vehicle. I had earlier in this book introduced modern
“art” and atonal music as harbingers of this era of intense ugliness. As with Boasian anthropology and
the like, Kevin MacDonald explicates:

It’s not surprising that Jewish attitudes would be reflected in what counts as fine art and whose work gets promoted. As [Brenton]
Sanderson notes in his essay on Tristan Tzara and the Dada movement, there was a “Jewish intellectual substructure of many of
these twentieth century art movements... manifest in their unfailing hostility toward the political, cultural and religious traditions
of Europe and European-derived societies.” Given this reality, it is not difficult to envision Jewish critics championing Jewish
artists or non-Jews like Jackson Pollock whose work can be seen as advancing this hostility toward the culture of the West. Nor is
it difficult to imagine Jewish art dealers promoting such artists (e.g., Sidney Janis promoting Mark Rothko whose fame had
nothing to do with any recognizable talent but was inextricably linked to his being a member of a Jewish sub-culture). The same
goes for Jewish art museum curators (e.g., Katherine Kuh promoting Rothko), Jewish collectors (e.g., Charles Saatchi promoting

Damien Hirst), and Jewish critics (Clement Greenberg promoting Jackson Pollock).165

The more Judaized or “user friendly” as former ADL National Director Abe Foxman put it the more
nakedly awful it becomes for Europeans in particular. For Johannes Volkelt:

The demoralization of our attitude and sentiment toward life itself is even more portentous than our declining recognition of
artistic form. It is a mutilated, deformed, moron humanity which glowers or drivels at us through expressionist pictures. All they
suggest is profound morbidity...The soul is exhausted by its ceaseless chasing after nothing.

There is no higher purpose, simply to demoralize and luxuriate in abject awfulness—of form and
content. Past that, the deep antipathy many Jews feel toward white Gentiles is reflected in the consistent
and intensifying daily antagonisms directed from positions of power.

Warren J. Blumenfeld, author of Warren’s Words: Smart Commentary on Social Justice (Purple
Press); editor of Homophobia: How We All Pay the Price (Beacon Press); co-editor of Readings for
Diversity and Social Justice (Routledge) and Investigating Christian Privilege and Religious
Oppression in the United States (Sense); and co-author of Looking at Gay and Lesbian Life (Beacon
Press), created a presentation for the World Congress of GLBT Jews: Keshet Ga’avah entitled
“Heterosexism and Anti-Jewish Oppression: Making the Links”: “When looking over this history, we
find many clear and stunning connections between historical representations of Jewish people and
lesbian, gay, bisexual, and trans* (LGBT) people.” In “‘Straight Pride’ makes less and less sense the
more you think about it,” the perpetually-aggrieved and clearly ideologically-motivated Blumenfeld
writes:

The legislative council of the small town Emo, Ontario (population 1,333) voted by a margin of 3 to 2 to turn down a resolution



recognizing June as “Pride Month.” Voting against the measure were two councilors and town Mayor Harold McQuaker who said
that it would be unfair because there is no “Straight Pride.”...So, would it be likewise unfair to commemorate October each year as
LGBTQ History Month in the United States, or mid-September through mid-October as Hispanic Heritage Month, or November as
Native American Heritage Month, or February as Black History Month, or March as Women’s History Month, or May as Asian
Pacific Islander American Heritage Month? Well, every month and every day is straight, white, Christian, male, pride, heritage,
and history month and day. And why is that? It is because in our patriarchal, heterosexist, white-supremacist, Christian-centric
North America, white, heterosexual, Christian males’ lives matter more than any other. They are afforded an entire array of

socially constructed privileges held back from all others based solely on the chance of their birth. 166

That must be why they’re vilified in the media and on college campuses, attacked with impunity, and
dis-privileged through college acceptance and hiring quotas like Affirmative Action, right?

In another piece, Blumenfeld proclaims that “cultural imperialism must end,” but then turns around
and whines about the entirety of the globe not accepting the artificial constructs of his ethno-
religious/racial and ideological allies. Using an occupied Germany as an example of how to erase
nationalist predilections and instill guilt, Blumenfeld states that, “the US needs to teach the Confederacy
like Germany teaches Nazism.” For Blumenfeld, part of the model to emulate is that of the BRD, which
“from its inception has mandated a ‘denazification’ campaign to eliminate the promotion, production,
and the nostalgia of a bygone era” including the banning of symbols and imprisonment for questioning
the officially-sanctioned narrative of “historical events.” Blumenfeld writes:

German students read Jewish authors such as Thomas Mann, Hannah Arendt, Kurt Weill, Anne Frank, Elie Wiesel, and others.
They watch documentaries and dramatizations, like the celebrated TV miniseries Generation War, portraying young people caught
up in the brutalities of war. Students travel to former
